Bloodhounds to Be Put on the Trail of
the Criminal.

There have been only twelve
cases of small-pox in all, the ma-
jority of which were of a mild
character. The patients were all taken to
the Pest-house, and there have been nonew
cases reported during the past four days.
The law requires every case to be at once
reported to the bealth authorities.”

The Case of Jimmy Hope,

Sax Francisco, February 23d.—A deci-
sion was rendered by Judge Toohy to-day
in the habeas corpus case of “Jimmy Hope,
the notorious burglar,” wanted by the au-
thorities in New York. The Court decided
that Hope was illegally held in custody,
but allowed the District Attorney five days'
time in which to amend the warrant of
extradition, The Judge said: “The pris-
oner is remanded to the custody of the
Sheriff of the City and County of San Fran-
eisco, until next Monday, February 28,
1887, at 12 ». of that day, when,if I am not
advised that an Executive warrant shall
have been issued by the Governor, the
prisoner will be discharged from custody.
It iz proper to state that none of the papers
of this case have been hitherto seen by
Governor Bartlett.” District Attorney
Stonehill snggested that more time be al-
lowed the Governor to consider the case,
and the Court said that if the Governor in-
timated ihat more time was desired, the
period named would be extended. It was
settled that the papers in the case would be
sent to Sacramento to-day.

WASHINGTON TERRITORY.

The Woman Suffrage People Excited.

Vaxcouver, February 23d.— Since the
days of the infamous Dred Scott decision,
there has been no such excitement over a
Court decision as is now prevailing among
our women suffrage people in this city, and
the entire Territory, over the recent out-
rageous ofpinions of Justices Langford and
Turner, of our Supreme Court. It is the
opinion of the best lawyers of this Terri-
tory, especially ex-Chief Justice Denni-
son—one of the ablest Justices of the Pa-
cific coast—that these Justices transcended
their powers, and have announced opin-
ions which cannot be sustained by the ju-
dicial decisions of any State in the Union.
Among the States that have spoken, Judge
Dennison cites New York, Pennsylvania,
Florida, Missouri, Indiana, Illinois, Ohio
and California. Three cases were decidedly
in point in California (4 Cal. R,383: 10
Cal. R., 315; 51 Cal. R., 363 and 624), all
the decisions holding substantially that the
presumption is always in favor of the con-
stitutionality of the law, and in declaring it
void the Court must be satisfied beyond a
doubt that it clearly, palpably and plainly
violates the Constitution. Our peo-
ple look wupon the recent opinions
as an outrage sprung upon them, and
was the result of a preconcerted conspiracy.
That the animus of these would-be so-
called decisions was the personal hostility
of these Judges to woman suffrage, as they
are both anti-suffragists of the slave-driv-
ing period. The case closed on Monday
night in the Supreme Court at Olympia,
and on Thursdey morning these unjust
Judges rendered their monstrous opinions,
containing 15,000 words. Some of the re-
sults of following the track of the whisky
ring by the Judges will be to overthrow
not less than thirty-five statutes of this
Territory, besides violating many indict-
ments now pending in our Courts on the
part of the United States against timber
land thieves to the money value of mill-
ions, the Chinese cases, and other offenses
against the Government. Telegrams, let-
ters and petitions are going forward to the
President from this city and Territory, ask
ing the President to remove these unjust
Judges, and appoint in their places Judge
B. ¥. Dennison, of Vancouver, and Hon.
W. H. White, of Seattle; also, asking Con-
gress {o legislate so ss to defeat the effect of
these decisions, that strike at the sacred
rights of thousands of women.

W. Barry, a lawyer at Madera, took mo-
phine with suicidal intent. Latest reports
say that he is dying.

Gladstone and Chamterlain met at a
dinner in London Tuesday night, but poli-
tics was not discussed.

Surgeon-General Moore is making a fight
against the removal of Dr. Huntington
from Washington to Chicago.

Maria J Kinzie, wife of General David
Hunter and sister of the first white child
born in Chicago, died Tuesday, aged S0.

The militia is stiill held under arms at
Cambridge, Mass., but not a single police-
man has yet been needed. It is feared,
however, that there will be more trouble.

A rumor comes from Fall River wvalley
that three men were concerned in the
killing of Stanton, Cox & Clark’s agent;
that one had confessed, and all three were
under arrest.

The first night of the debate on the pro-
cedure in the Commons resulted in no
striking speeches; the Conservative Min-
istry is in accord with the leading members
of the party.

James Fish, of the New York Herald,
died Monday in the insane asylum at
Jlackwell's I#and. Hedied without know-
ing of the production of hLis play, * The
Fire Brand.” He was 33 years old.

The New York Ster's London cable savs:
While officials deny the report of the move-
ment of British troops in Afghanistan, the
belief is growing in diplomatic circles that
England is about to strike a blow with the
Ameer against the Ghilzais, and that Af-
ghanistan is soon to become the scene of a
bloody struggle between England and
Russia for supremacy in Asia.

Mrs. Mary 8. Logan took out letters of
administration on the estate of the late
Senator John A. Logan in the Probate
Court Monday. The papers of administra-
tion were made out making Mrs. Lo ran ad-
ministratrix, there being no will. The es-
tate consists of household furniture, books,
notes, accounts, live stock and two con-
tracts for royalties on books, besides real
estate in Cook and Jackson counties. The
value of the real property was not
given, but the personal property was valued
at $10,000. The bond was for $20,000.

Snow-EBound Sufferers.

The east-bound passenger train on the
Central Pacific Railroad was detained sev-
eral days at Colfax by the snow. On the
train were John W. Mackay and W. J.
Westerfield. Word was sent from San
Francisco for the snow-plows to be sent
forward. The Nevada party wanted to go
throungh with the plows, but were not al-
lowed to do so, as that was against orders.
Mr. Mackayv then sentto San Francisco
offering $1,000 to be allowed to go with his
party with the snow-plows. The offer was.
accepted, and word was wired back from
the C. P. office for the engineer to take the
party and turn the $1,000 over tothe rail-
road hotel at Colfax to be devoted to feeding
the needy passsngerssnowed in there. Mr.
Mackay and the party, before starting, es-
tablished themselves as a committee and
soon hunted up the passengers there who
were in need of assistance. They were all
housed and with free grub provided for at
least ten days. One poor woman on the
train, a Mrs. Matthews, with two children,
bound for Omaha, was wanting for the
necessaries of life when the party went
through the rrain. She had never men-
tioned her condition to any of the passen-
gers, and her two children were really saf-
fering from hunger. Senators Westerfield
and Williams gave the woman $20 apiece,
and Black Wailace purchased clothes for
the chiidren. Mackay found three other
poor women on the train and gave them
3100 each. The recipients of the charity
cried like children, and the scenes on the
train are described as very affecting.— Car-
son Appeal.
