A DEFENSE OF THE SLICKENS BILL.

A Mr. Cox, in the San Francisco Bul-
letin, advances a lengthy defense for the
bill to legalize hydraulic mining methods,
declared by the Courts and Congress to be
unlawful, dangerous and destructive to
agriculture and river navigation. He
charges that the State is persecuting the
miners, but in what way, he does not ex-
plain. We are unaware of any action by
the State in the matter at all.  The diffi-
culty has been the neglect of the State.
Mr. Cox argues that the mining grounds to
be worked under the bill are, because of
high aititude, worthless for any other pur-
pose than to be washed down. The ab-
surdity of this assertion is apparent, when
it is recalled that in Nevada county pears,
apples and hardy fruits are grown for the
marxet, and that the locality is admirably
adapted to such industry ; that viticulture
and horticulture are prosecuted with suc-
cess in the very heart of the most exten-
sive hydraulic mining regions, and many
of these mines are scarcely above the foot-
hill citrus belt.  He holds that vngiucérs
of repute uniformly agree that the proposed
dams may be constructed with success, and
80 as to constitute no menace to valley in-
terests.  While this is not true, yet, if
admitted, it is simply an opinion, for the
problem is an unsolved one—one which
engineering science has not before encoun-
tered, and there are neitherin Europe nor
America any parallels to the scheme here
Even if it be admitted that
perfectly secure dams can be built, which

SOME INTERESTING FACTS CONCERN-
ING DRINEK.

Between 1840 and 1885, the recent state-
ments of the Bureau of Statistics of the
(Government exhibit some remarkable
facts of the consumption of spirituous,
malt liquors and wines. For convenience
of exhibit, we have compiled a table in-
troducing the population totals by decades,
that the proportion of consumption to in-
crease of the population may appear:
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It is scarcely necessary to extend the
showing to percentages, the proportion of
increase and decrease in each group is suf-
ficiently apparent. While the population
between 1840 and 1885 increased a little
less than three and a half times, our con-
sumption of distilled spirits in 1885 had
not nearly doubled. That is to say, in
1840 we drank of distilled liquors about
two and one-half gallouns per person, while
in 1885 the “consumption had fallen to
about one and one-fifth gallons per per-
son. Of domestic wines we consumed in
1885 considerably more than fourteen times
as much as in 1840. Of imported wines
we have, in the meantime, dispensed with
over one and a quarter millions of the con-
sumption of 1840. This testifies to the
growth of the viticultural industry, and
the decadence of foreign imports of wine.
The gross wine consumption we have in-
creased about three and a half times, it
keeping fair pace with the growth of
population. When we come, however, to
malt liquors, the figures are far more in-
teresting. Thus, while our pepulation has
augumented by ebout three aund a half
times—not to be accurate as to the exact
figures—we had increased our consump-
tion of malt drinks in 1885 iwenty-five
times plus, over that of 1840. That is to
say, the total consumption forty-six years
ago, of malt liquors, was about one and a
third gallons to every man, woman and
while less than two
vears ago it was about twelve and three-

fourths gallons for every person enumer-
ated in the census population. In the
light of these showipgs the question
naturally arises, has drunkenness increased
or decreased since 1840; and in either case
what is the proportion measured by popu-
lation? If there has been an increase in
drunkenness, to what beverage is the resnlt
legitimately chargeable.

LETTER FROM LOS ANGELES.

A Sacramento Woman’s Impression of
the Boom—Encampment Matters.
Los AnGELES, February 22, 1887.
Eps. Recorp-Uxrtox: Perhaps a few
words from a Sacramento delegate to the
Women's Relief Corps Encampment being
held here may interest your readers. After

a long and tiresome {rip, through a barren
and snow-bound region, we arrived in this
much “boomed” land. Instead of the per-
petual summer that we expected, the
breezes that blew from ‘“‘Greenland’s icy
mountaius” are sureiy not much colder.
The most of the crowd are hunting hot
stoves, and the rest are out looking for the
citrus belt. *“'Belt” is a very gzood name to
call it, for it's cnly a belt. As a resident of
Northern California I think we might
properly call our section somexying besides
a “‘belt”’—say a ‘‘citrus garment,” or some-
thing that would indicate a covering for
the whole body—and not a short-sleeved
one either. [Please excuse me a moment
till I go and warm my hands.] But thisis
a country of “resources.” If you have no
“heli” to raise citrus fruits on yvou can find
plenty of land upon which to raise os-
triches, and plenty more to sell to Eastern
tourists. But I must not mislead yoa too
for. I do not wish to indicate that Los

Angeles people are ail frauds. Those we

have met are like all Californians—genial,

hospitable and whole-souled. Outside of
the horrid cold weather we have no cause

to complain of coldness, and they receive

ovur shafts of sarcasm with the sweetest

equanimity. Probably this is because it is

so easy to laugh when one is winning.

And the secret of the winningis “cheek

and advertising.” Dodgers, puffing up the

different localities, stare up at one from the

sidewalks ; are tacked on every fence post;

in fact the city and conntry is carpeted with

them.

We have met several old Sacramentans
since we have been here, among them are
Mr. and Mrs. Dan Scriver.

Abbott moved ;0 amend Rule No. 24, limiting
debates to ten minutes.

Mr. Vrooman said : Mr. President and Senators :
I recognize the fact that my legislative career is
about to end, so far as this term is concerned,
and I certainly hope that I will never again be
called upon to be present in this chamber as a
Senator from any district in this State. Durin§
the last ten years 1 have seen and felt the evi
effects arising from the enforcement of arbitrary
rules in deliberative bodies, limiting the legiti-
mate and proper discussion of questions. This
is a free country, and the people therein have a
right to speak and publish their sentiments. I
have listened to men in San Franciseo address-
ing two, three and four thousand persons, advo-
cating the hnnginio( some qQf our most promi-
nent ecitizens. 1 have heard, sir, a prominent
official in *an Francisco, ata public assemblage,
advocate the burning of tllexmpeny of some of
the most useful and honored members of this
commonwealth. Ihave felt, sir, upon such occa-
sions as though free speech had been carried
beyond its legitimate limit: and, sir, when 1
have set about attempting to formulate a bill,
and have sought to have it enacted into a stat-
ute to suppress this evil, I have been met by the
proposition that, even though the things I would
seek to prohibit were evil, that it were better a
thousand-fold that they should be allowed to
continue than that free and unlimited speech
should be curtailed in any degree. Now, Mr,
President and Senators, I say to you that every
Senator who shall vote for the pending resolu-
tion will, in Jess than five years,
be proving an alibi for the benefit of
his children. I would rather a thousand fold
that we never call the roll upon another bill,
that a precedent should be established in this
Senate, under the operation of which in the fu-
ture representatives of free American citizens
will be denied the right to express their opiu-
ions upon measures pending m this hall, or
even to explain the votes they cast. Why, sir,
there are bills upon this file which will soon be
reached, if we carry out the rule we have just
adopted, the terms and provisionsof which can-
not be considered or explained in a speech of
twenty minutes, I direct your attention again
to the fact that it were better that free speech
should be abused, if you please, at times, than
that it should be cut off or curtailed. Now, Sen-
ators, it is within your power at any time, when
a Senator abuses the privileges which are ac-
corded him, I say it is within your power atany
time to shut oif dilatory debate by a vote of this
Senate. It is within your power at any time to
cail the previous question upon a measure; do
you desire to go farther than that, and not ac-
cord to a Senator upon this floor the same right
which every Sociaiist and every Anarcisst has,
under the shadowing protection of a free flag.
Why, sir, under the protection of the laws of
this commonwealth, a Socialist can stand out
upon the steps of this building to-day or to-mor-
row, and speak for hours, abusing a Senator
who may have voted upon a question pending
before this body contrary to the views of
this destructive man; and when the Senator
comes here and attempts to explain his vote, he
is limited to ten minutes. Now, I submit to
you, Mr. President and Senators, that this isa
matter which merits your serious considera‘ion.
Are you going to put a Jimit upon your utter-
ances, while your enemies can go out upon the
steps of this building and harangue 2t will?
So faras I am concerned I have no desire to
speak to any bill that may come before this
Senate, because, sir, when the irrigation meas-
ures come up, and when the mining measures
come up, and other measures of equal import-
ance come up for covsideration, and I find [ am
bound down by a rule which prohibits me, sir,
from discussipg those questions, a rule which
prohibits me, sir, from giving the reasons which
uctuate me, as a representative of my constitu-
ency in voting one way or the other, I have lit-
tle lTeft but to simply say “no,” when my name
is called by the Sec.etary. I am aston’shed that
the Senator from Contra Costa, representing a
free constitueney, belonging to that party, every
page of whrse history is covered with the deeds
ot men who fought and bled and died that free
men and free speech should prevail upon every
foot of Americen soil ; I am surprised, sir; in the
face of the record of his party that he should at-
tempt to limit—attempt, if you please, sir, to ent
off absolutely free speech in the discussion of
measures which shall be brought before this
body during the next ten days. I think,
sir, that this resolution will be adopted, as
I believe evough votes have been pledged to
adopt it. [ think, sir, that some gentiemen
must have measures a full and exhaustive dis-
cussion of which they fear by those who desire
to act fairly and conscientiously in passing upon
the same. Isay I think they bhave the yoles to
pass the resolutions, sir, realizing that after this
resoiution shall have been adopted that I shall
have no further occasion to address this Senate
upon any subject. I have spoken as1 have, sir,
for the purpose of having it said by my friends,
aftér 1 shall have passed away, that the last act
of my legislative career, if you please, was the
entering of a protest against the cutling off
ard prohibition ot free speech in this, the high-
est depariment of the State government; a
place of ®11 places where speech ought to be
free, and where Senators ought 10 be allowed to
express their views fully and at length upon all
questions of importance. And, sir, again enter-
ing my protest sgainst this unfair, un-Awmerican
and uneivilized rule that is attempted to be
thrust upon us here by mere force of numbers,
I say to the Seuator from Contra .Costa that
he will have occasion to regret that he intro-
duced this resolution as long as God shall allow
him to breathe the breath of life.

White said the Republican Assembly had
limied debates to five minutes, and that body
was doing some work, while this Democratic
Sepate was doing li‘tle else than talk. He
wanted to have the talking curtailed and more
work done. 2 i ;

Abbott said there was no polities in this mat-
ter. It wassimply his desire to facilitate legis-
lntion. He had himself refrained from dis-
cussing important measures at length simply
beeanse ochers had consumed so much of the
time of the Senate in long speeches. If it was
desired that no legislation at all be accom-
plished, that was one thing, but it was his de-
sire to open the way for something to be accom-
plished during the remaining hours of the ses-
sion.

Goucher and others spoke in favor of Abbott’s

Granger's constitutional angendment, relating
to the regulation and contiol of the waters of
the State by the State, was, after a long debate,
defeated—ayes 32, noes 36.

The special order, A. B. 107, to pay D. Jordan
851,000, was debated at length. Carr of Sacra-
mento opposed, and Hyde and Lewis favored it.
Mluthcws of Tehama also spoke against the
bill

Hyde moved to recommit with instructions to
add anew section exempting the till from Sec-
tion 761 of the Political Code. Carried. The
bill was then ordered engrossed.

The House went into Committee of the Whole
on the general u|:rmprintiou bill, adupted the
substitute reported by the Committee on Ways
and Means, but yithout completing the consid-
eration of the bi?l. arose and took a recess until
i

30,
Evening session.

On reassembling the House again went into
Committee of the Whole on the general appro-
priation bill. The following changes were
made: Appropriation of $,000 for phono-
graphic reporter ot the Supreme Court, stricken
out; salary of the State Engineer reduced from
£12,000 to $6,000, which will end the office on
June 30, 1888; the appropriation for Secretary to
the State Engineer was, in accordance with the
previous action, reduced from §4,000 to $2,000;
the appropriation of $3,600 for maintaining the
Engineer’s office during the forticth fiscal year
was stricken out; the salary of the Deputy In-
surance Commissioner was increased to $1,800
per year, to conform to bill passed two days ago;
the appropriation of §25,000 for the use of the
Cemmissioners of the Yosemite Valiey and for
the improvement of the valley was stricken
out; the salary of the Secretary of the Commis-
sion was reduced from §2,400 to $1,000 & year;
the appropriation of 1,000 for stocking the
waters of the valley with new varieties of fish
was stricken out; the appropriation for furnish-
ing additional ward buildings at the Hospital
for the (hronic Insane at Agnews was increased
from £32,000 to $15,000; the appropriation for the
State Agricultural Society was increased from
$30,000 to 335,000, to enable the Society to insure
the pavilion and provide a night and day
watchman; the appropriation for aid to the S8an
Joaquin Valley Agricultural Society was in-
¢ reased from $3,000 to $5,000.

Without completing consideration of the bill,
the committee arose and the House adjourned.

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

The Senate yesterday passed, by unani-
mous vote, the bill appropriating $10,000
for the purpose of erecting an additional
cottage and for other .improvements at the
Home for Veteran Soldiers in Napa county.
At first there was some opposition mani-
fested toward the bill, on the ground that
Congressis expected to take charge of the
Home. Senator Gesford explained that
the improvements referred to were abso-
lutely necessary at this time, and there was
no certainty as to what Congress may do
in the matter. He eloquently championed
the cause of the aged veterans at the ?Iome.
and said that if there is one class of men
to whom the people owe a debt of grati-
tude it is to these old soldiers of the Union,
along whose pathway the shadows are
“lengthening, and the remainder of whose
lives it should be the pleasure of the peo-
ple to make as comfortable as possible.
He bad visited the Veterans’' Home, and
knew that the proposed improvements
were absolutely necessary. There are
many old veterans entitled to the benefits
of the Home who cannot now be provided
for, owing to the limited accommodations,
and he hoped the Senate would not decline
to make the appropriation asked for. The
bill was finally passed by the unanimous
vote of the Senate.

The Senate Committee on Banks and
Banking yesterday reported a substitute for
Senate bill No. 39, the two important fea-
tures of which are: First, to compel all in-
solvent banks to wind up their affairs within
two years after being deciared insolvent.
Second, to compel every person, or number
of persons, engaged in the business of
banking (and not incorporated) to conduct
their business under some name or title
showing the names of all persons engaged
in the business, and to compel such per-
sons to report to the Bank Commissioners
the actual financial condition of the con-
cern. These two provisions are claimed to
be in the interest of honest banking, and
are indorsed by leading banking institn-
tions. The bill was, on motion of the
Chairman of the committee, Senator Ges-
ford, placed on the special file.

A cauecus of the Republican members of
the Assembly was held during the noen re-

" cess yesterday, at which several important

matters were considered. It was decided
unanimously to continue upon the general
appropriation bili and pass it at once, thus
removing the prospect that its failure may
necessitate an extra.session. It was also
voted that every Republican shall remain a
week or ten days after the pay of members
stops, in order to clean up the files. On
motion, it was resolved to avpoint a com-
mittee to prepare a list of bills which have
no chance of passing, and which it is pro-
posed to withdraw.

Senator Clunie supported Abbott's ten-
minute rule of debate yesterday, and asan
argument in its favor referred to the fact of
having himself occupied so much of the
time on the preceding evening in dis-
cussing & bill. The ‘' horrible example”
which the Senator thus presented of him-
self so frightened the Senate that it went
Abbott one better, and limited speeches to
five minutes.

It is entirely evident from the testimony
taken yesterday by the committee investi-
gating the exposures made by Clerk Ed. J.
Smith, that he can furnish corroborative
evidence to support most he has said that
created such a sensation.

Senator Vrooman, who had a serious at-
tack of illness Wednesday night, was in
bis seat bright and early yesterday. and
made a vigorous argument against the
amendment to the rules limiting debates
to ten minutes.

L. U. Shippee, one of the Directors of the
State Agricultural Society, was in the Sen-
ate Chamber yesterday.

M. D. Boruck, after an absence of a few
days, is again op the ground Senatorial.
Buckley and Rainey were quite numer-
ous about the Capitol yesterday.

THE NAPA MURDERER.

The Whereabouts of the Fugitive Felon
as Yet Unknown.

SavceLiTo, February 24th.—Pete Olsten,
the murderer of Mrs. Millie Lyon, of Napa,
is evidently at this time (8 r. M.), in the vi-
cinity of Livermore’s, a place three miles
from here. A description given tallies with
the murderer exactly. He has secured a
considerable supply of food to-day from
various ranches, and will keep hidden some
time. It is supposed he is waiting an o)
gortunitv to get away in a boat after dark.

heriff Warden has just returned to San
Rafael after a fruitless search, and Consta-
ble Smith of Saucelito, and party, have
also returned without their man, but the
search will be resumed early in the morn-
ine. The Sheriff has the pocket-knife
which the supposed Olsten sold to a rancher
named Rahliner for 75 cents,

MaxweLL, February 24th.— Pete, the
Wooden Valley murderer, is supposed to
have been seen twelve miles west of here
this morning. Parties are after him.

IDENTITY OF THE MURDERER A MYSTERY.

Saxta Rosa, September 24th.—Samuel
Stump, of Bodega, was here to-day, and
gives a statement that explodes the theory
that the murderer of Mrs. Lyons is named
Peter Olsten. Mr. Stump says he knew
Peter Olsten well, and saw him Wednesday.
Heis working in the lumber mills at
Fisk's Mills. He has been working in the
vicinity for five years, and is a hard-work-
ing, industrious man. This once more
leaves the identity of the murderer,
‘“ Pete,” a mystery. The heavy storm pre-
vents accurate information regarding the
movements of the pursuing parties Eeing
obtained. Sheriff Colgan went into Napa
county last evening, and up to this time
has not been heard froni.

The Volcanic Eruption in the Sandwich
‘lulan.ds.

S8ax Freaxcisco, February 24th.—The
steamer Australia, which arrived this morn-
ing from Honolulu, brings full particulars
of a great lava flow fromd Mauna Loa. The
sight is described as magnificent beyond
description. A column of fire was first
observed from the summit of the crater on
the night of January 16th. The fire died
out before midnight, but it was plain that
great voicanic disturbances were going on,
as the cessation of the fire was followed by
earthquakes, which followed in quick suc-
cession up to the night of the 13th, when
fire and lava again burst forth from the
mountein side. The length of the flow
is estimated at twenty miles. This distance
the laya accomplished in two days, spread-
ing as it descended, reaching the sea on the
evening of Jauuary 20th. The stream of
lava continued to flow without interrup-
tion until the 29th, when a river of fire
burst forth, following the line of the lava
flow. When the fires flamed out the heavy
earthquakes ceased, although slight tremors
were felt at intervals thereafter.

Demand for Irrigation Legislation—A
Suspicious Land Grant,

Fresxo, February 24th.— At a meeting of
the Board of Trade last night it was re-
solved that the Legislature be urged to pass
irrigation laws as soon as possible. Also,
to secure an amendment to the code per-
nmitting water-ditch companies, furnishing
water for irrigation, to give bonds for dam-
ages when closed by injunction, and then
be permitted to use the water until the case
is tinally decided. This would aftford re-
lief to harrassed settlers in irrigated dis-
tricts. The resolution also proposed asking
the ditch companies to comnience suit un-
der the law of eminent domain to con-
demn the claims of riparian claimants.

A telegram was received from Commis-
sioner Sparks that the Laguna de Tache
grant is now before the Secretary of the
Interior for consideration. A Commissioner
was appointed to draft a resolution and
forward it to Secretary Lamar, urging care-
ful examination of the title, as the grant
was believed to be fraudulent. The Com-
missioner, also, to hunt testimony showing
the character of the grant.

Oroville’s Boom—Sale of Large Tracts of
Land.

OroviLLE, February 24th.—A large “tract
of land, containing 1,000 acres, was sold to
Sacramento parties Saturday. They will
proceed at once to cut it up and set it out
1n orange and other fruits. A tract of land
containing nearly 100 acres, lving in the
eastern snburbs of the town, was sold to
New York parties Tuesday. They will
proceed to cut it up into town lots.

Notwithstanding the cold weather
throughout the State, Orovilie has seen no
snow or damaging frost. The young
orange trees on the plantation opposite the
town are in fine cendition and unimpaired
by the cold weather. Thousands of fruit
trees—orange, lemon, persimmon, peach
and other varieties—are being sold here
daily. Every train brings capitalists and
parties seeking homes. The hotels are
doing a good business, and everything
seems pioSperous.

Frozen to Death.

Forr BipwerLn, February £4th.—Last
Monday morning James Boland, a young
man living on the mountain above Cedar-
ville, was frozen to death. He left home on
horseback, with the intention of visiting
his sister, a Mrs. Shaw, living in Cedarville
Pass. When within sight of his sister’s
home he was overcome with cold and dis-
mounted. After wading through the snow
for a short distance he became exhausted
and died.

Warrants for Cock-Fighters.

Repweop Ciry, February 24th,—On com-
plaint of the citizens of Menlo Park war-
rants have been issued by District Attorney
Buck for the arrest of Con Mooney, of San
Francisco, and James W. Rea, of San Jose,
for participating in a cock-fight at Menlo
Park. Sunday, February 16:th. If a case
can be made against those two men. itis
the intention to prosecute all concerned in
the affair.

Street Railway Company Incorporated

Saxta Axa, February 24th.—The Di-
rectors of the Orange, Mc¢Pherson and Mo-
dena Street Railway Company to-day filed
articles of incorporaticn with the Los
Angeles County Clerk. Said line will run
from the proposed new railroad depot of
the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe Rail-
road Company, thence through the towns
of Orange and McPberson to Modena, the
present terminus of the line. When com-
pleted to S8anta Ana the line will be seven
and a half miles in length. The capital
stock is $50,000.

A Determined Suicide.

Eftorts to Anvpihilate Smith’s Standing—
He Continues and is Serene.

The Assembly Retrenchment Committee
having in charge the investigation of Ray
W. Falk, Minute Clerk, who has been
charged with altering the file, met again
yesterday morning. Clerk E. J. Smith, the
author of therevelations concerning efforts
to tamper with the files of the House, Sen-
atcr Moilitt and others implicated by Smitb}
were present.

Henry Schwartz was first sworn. He tes-
tified that he did not hear Moflitt say to

Smith, on Friday last, *‘ No, I will not give
you a cent. You have beaten yourself out
of $75 and me out of $200.” Schwartz said
he was not in the Capitol on Friday after-
noon, and hence Smith could not have seen
him there. He added that Smith’s reputa-
tion for truth was bad. He had heard
Louis Kaplan and Charles A. Ackerman
say they would not believe him under oath.
The witness had employed Ray Falk and
always found him reliable and honest.

T. B. Morter, clerk to the Sergeant-at-
Arms of the Senate.. testified to hearing
Smith threaten some of the Assembly
clerks, and to hearing him say in the Peer-
less Saloon that he would make it hot for
Moffitt.

Felix Charles corroborated the latter part
of this statement.

Senator Moffitt was then sworn. He said
he had known Smith about three years,
and spoke to him concerning the opium
bill, because he had noticed it creeping up
remarkably fast. The bill was a notorious
‘cinch,” and he was opposed to it. When
he spoke to Smith about it, he accused him
of advancing the bill on file, and told him
to put it back to its place. Smith asked it
there was anything in it, and soon after
asked him for money, which was refused.
Next morning the bill had taken another
jump, and he then wrote the note asking
Smith to “ shove it down.”

Senatcr Murphy testified to a long ac-
quaintance with Smith, the resunit of which
was that he would not believe Smith under
oath.

W. H. Euanis, a clerk in the Sarveyor-
General’s office, testified that Smith’s repu-
tation for truth was bad. Some yvears ago
Smith's fellow clerks in the Assessor's
office at San Francisco passed some reso-
lutions upon the eve of his departure to
Sacramento, designating him as the **cham-
pion silver-tongued liar.”

Senstor Moftilt resumed the stand, and
testified to Smith’s asking him if there was
any money in advancing A. B. 192 on the
file. He had refused to loan Smith $5, but
denied emphatically that he had ever told
him * You have beaten yourself out of $75
and me out of $200.”

Chas. A. Weller testified that he had
heard Smith's reputation for truth dis-
cussed about the City Hall of San Francisco
and thought it generally was bad.

George Goodman, Superintendent of the
Artificial Paving Company, acknowledged
that he had procured the introduction of
the bill to pave the Capitol grounds, and
that no firm but his cculd bid for the work
should it be passed. He had telegraphed
to Smith for a copy and got him to look
after it, but never paid him any money.

F. W. Marston, clerk at the Assembly
desk, testified to Moffitt asking him in a
barber shop who had charge of the Assem-
bly files. Marston told him he did not
know, having nothing to do with them
himself.

After recess the commitiee met again,
when A. E. Bruck, Clerk of the Assembly
Committee on Viticulture, was called. He
testified that during the latter part of last
week he was sitting in the lobby of the
Assembly with Smith, when Senator Mof-
fitt came along. Smith arcse and tried to
borrow money from Moffitt. The witness
thought Motfitt refused, but could not say
positively. At any rate, a conversation oc-
curred between Smith and Moffitt, during
which witness heard Moffitt say: “ Well,
you have beat yourself oul of $75 end
knocked me out of $200.” This was said
in a lound voice, and was clearly understood
by the witness.

W. H. Ennis, the Clerk in the Surveyor-
General’s office, was recalled and shown a
letter in which it was stated that the *‘sil-
ver-tongued liar” resolutions, adopted by
Smith’s fellow-clerks in San Franeisco,
were merely an attempt to crack a joke at
Smith’s expense. He stated that he un-
derstood the resolutions to be facetious,
and not intended as a serious expression of
opinion upon Smith’s veracity.

Clerk Smith then produced a number of
letters recommending him for various po-
sitions and testifying to his geod character,
signed by Hall McAllister, S. H. Dwinelle,
ex-Judge Daingerfield, Chiet Justice R. F.
Morrison, Judges Sawyer and Hoffman,
John 8. Enos, Labor Commissioner,
Wheaton & Secriver, Smith’s former em-
plovers, and many other prominent men.

Mrs. Gilmore, mother of Smith, was then
sworn. She testified that Smith entered
the employ of Wheaton & Scrivner, law-
vers, when aged 15, and she followed his
career to the present moment, stating that
he had never been discharged or charged
with dishonesty in all that time.

Senator Moflitt said he bad a few more
questions to put to Smith, but he did not
care to detain the committee now.

Smith produced the order to print the
letter heads for Moflitt's Committee on
County Governments, showing that the
note asking him to * shove down " the opi-
um bill was written subsequent theréto.

Mr. Meofliit remarked, ** Ob, it is nct nec-
essary to go further into that; I acknowl-
edge that I wrote the note, and will have
something to say about it hereafter.”

The committee adjcurned to the call of
the Chair.
