LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

The Weather.

Sergeant Barwick reports .47 of an inch
of rain in Sacramento yesterday, making
10.50 inches for this season, as against 25.33
inches to an equal date last year. The

barometer was falling quite rapidly up to
noon yesterday, since which time it has
been rapidly rising. At noon it read 29.96
inches, and at 7 o'clock last night it had
risen to 30.08 inches. At 11.50 A. M. yes-
terday the rain came down quite heavily,
caused, no doubt, by the sudden veering of
the.w'iud from the south to the west, re-
maining a short time, and then backing to
southwest, and returning again during the
afternoon to west. There was a very
slight shower of hail at the time the
theaviest rain fell. The highest and lowest
temperatures were 50° and 41°. The dew
point at 4 A. ». was 38 4. at 12 noon 397,
while at 7 o'clock last night it had fallen to
-30, owing to the dry and cool westerly wind.
There was a heavy snow-storm on the
hill yesterday, extending well down the
sides, and it was also snowing at the north-
ern end of the California and Oregon Rail-
road, and raining elsewhere. The dis-
patches received at the railroad office at 7
A. M. yesterday, showing the weather for
the previous 24 hours, were as follows :

Truckee, snowing and blowing hard. Sum-
mit, snowing a little and biowing hard; 4
inches of snow fallen. Cisco, snowing; 3
inches. Emigrant Gap, snowing; 2 inches.
Blue Canyon, snowing and blowing; half

an inch. Towles, cloudy. Gold Run,
snowing xvxghlly. Colfax and Auburn,
cloudy. Newcastle, raining for one hour.

Rocklin, raining.

California and Oregon—Montague clondy;
‘half an inch of snow fallen. Edgewood,
cloudy. McCioud, snowing lightly. Duns-
muir, cloudy. Delta, cloudy; 47 of an
inch of rain fallen. Redding, cloudy; .15
otan inch. Red Bluffand Tebama, cloudy.
Nord, raining. Chico, raining: .38 of an
inch. Biggs, Marysville and Wheatland,
raining.

On the California Pacific it was raining
at South Vallejo, Napa, Calistoga and Will-
iams, but the rainfall did not amount to
much, except at Napa, where there was .28
of an inch and Calistoga .41 of an inch. At
-other stations the weather was cloudy.

The snow-storm on the hill was ren-
dered more troublesome yesterday by a
wind-storm. During the afternoon a snow-
plow that had descended the hill to Colfax,
driven by two engines, started to return
pushed by four, but at Shady Run, between

lue Canyon and Alta, much to the as-
tonishment of the crew working the plow,
they found a big drift on the track they
had cleared but a short time before, and in
that drift they got stalled and could neither
advance nor retreat. A force of men was
procured to dig the plow out, but it was
still “ there” late in the evening. How-
ever, another plow, with seven engines be-
hind it, was coming over from Truckee,
and, it was expected, would clear a passage
throuzh the snow, and be able to
help the imprisoned plow if neces-
sary, and prevent this morning's
passenger train from being much
if any, behind time in its arrival here. The
storm ceased about 5 o'clock last evening,
and all fears of a possible blockade are over.
The same storm appears to have made it-
self very prominent along the Truckee
division, and in Nevada generally, but the
fall ot snow was not as great as on the hill.
The snow-plow that was in service of the
California and Oregon road, but became
disabled near Dunsmuir, has been repaired
here, and is now ready for duty asan extra
at Alta.

Court Notes.
In the Superior Court yesterday, Depart-
ment One, the argument in the habeas cor-
pus case of John A. Colter, the Yolo county

hay-fork man, was completed, and the case
taken under advisement by the Court.

r In Department Two, E. L. Cox, charged
with an assault to murder J. Senn, whom
he shot and quite seriously wounded with
a pistol, on 1. street, several months ago,
was taken up. On motion of cownsel, and
after a full statement of the affair had been
made to Judge Van Fleet, the latter allowed
the defendant to withdraw his former plea
of not guilty, and enter a plea of guilty of
assault with a deadly weapon. He was
then ordered to appear this morning for
sentence.

In the matter of Murray and Mitchell,
charged with robbing a man named
Thompson, at Front and K streets, some
time since, Deputy District Attorney Brown
informed the Court that though diligent
search had been made, the proscuting wit-
ness conld not be found. On this showing,
and as the defendants would without doubt
be discharged if they had a trial, the Court
ordered them released on their own recog-
nizance, in $500 bail each.

The case of John Norton, for buying and
receiving stolen property, is advancing
slowly toward a conclusion. The prosecu-
tion rested their case about 3 p. M. yester-
day, and the defense began the introduc-
tion of testimony.

STATE BOARD OF CHARITIES.

A Conference Upon the Bill to Establish
i'—Some Interesting Figures.

There was a meeting - yesterday morning
ot the Senate Committee on Public Morals,
when E.T. Dooley, of San Francisco, ap-
peared as a representative of the Pacific
Coast Conference of Charities, in advocacy
of the bill introduced by Senator Steele, to
create a State Board of Charities. This bill

is the same as Assembly bill 326, as
amended by the House Committee on Hos-
itals.
. Mr. Dooley called attention to the resolu-
tion of the recent Conference, representing
every charity of recognized standing on the
entire coast, and urged that the Legislature
provide for the immediate establishment of
such a Board. Such Boards exist in Con-
necticut, Illinois, Kansas, Massachusetts,
Michigan, Minnesota, New Jersey, New
York, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island
and Wisconsin, and are recognized as im-
peratively necessary, as inevitable in every
other State and Territory in the Union, by
all who have given thought to the subject.
The members of the Board are to have,
under the bill, no compensation whatever,
and the only expenses would be for the
salary of the Secretary and the actual trav-
ing ezpenses of the members. Against this
nominal cost to the State would be asaving
of probably not less than $200,000 of the
,000,000 or more " appropriated by the
Legislature for the maintenance of the de-
pendent and delinquent classes for the bi-
ennial period. This saving would be made,
Mr. Dooley argued, not by parsimonious
economy, {ut by a more rigid supervision
of the dishursement of the funds, and by a
more intelligent, systematic and careful ad-
ministration of the charitable concerns of
the State.
Would there be any clash of aunthority
between the local Board of Trustees and
the State Board? On this point Mr. Doo-
ley said ** No, because their duties would
be supervisory rather than administrative,
Its great usefulness would be in the moral
ower it exercised rather than any author-
ity conferred by law.” He quoted from
the report of the committee on this subject
at the recent National Conference of Chari-
ties at St. Paul: “ The general sentiment
has seemed to be that they should have lit-
tle authority except to scold. As in addi-
tion to the claimus of humanity and mercy
this question of economy must be consid-
ered, it becomes a matter of importance to
ascertain how these imperative obligations
can be fairly met by the State with the least
cost to the taxpayer. It is evident that, on
grounds of both humanity and economy,
there should be thorough system in the
organization and administration of penal
institutions and public charities, careful su-
pervision and inspection, exposure of abuses
and the bringing of public sentiment to
bear upon officers and employes; for pub-
lic sentiment must be our main reiiance in
this gigantic work.
“ Experience shows that as a general
rule these duties cannot be safely left to
county, city or local authorities, without
the supervision of the State. Even with
the most careful supervision cases of
shocking neglect and cruelty occur and are
brought to light in every report. The
wrongs occasionly endured would hardly
seem possible, were they not proved be-
yond doubt, when bad men under the
charges and chances of partisan politics,
are raised to positions in which they exer-
cise despotic power—from which there is
no api)eal. As a general ruleitis found
that local public institutions gravitate
downward, and tend to become habitations
of cruelty and lust, for which there is no
relief but in State supervision and control,
backed by an enlightened public senti-
ment.”
To the objection, whether the State has a
right to any control or supervision over the
inmates of any private institution, the
speaker replied that in free as well as
monarchial governments, everywhere, the
State exercises directly and rightfully such
functions. That is the meaning of govern-
ment and the special office of statesman-
ship. Especially most this right, he con-
ceded, if it is the State's duty to support,
wholly or in part, such inmates, for there
can be no duty imposed upon State or in-
dividual that does not imply a correspond-
ing right.
Mr. Dooley then called the attention of
the committee to facts and figures bearing
upon what he termed the peculiar condi-
tion in this State, which, it seemed to him,
ought to be conclusive as to the necessity
of this proposed Board. -Thespeaker, con-
tinuing, made extended remarks upon the
present uneconomical and ineffective meth-
od of caring for the indigent children of
the State, following being the substance of
his remarks:
If we were more accustomed to thinking
upon these themes than upon money-get-
ting schemes, they would startle the com-
munity into such immediate action that
no selfish combination of private interests
could resist. It is, I believe, the worst
showing to be made by any Northern or
Western State in the Union.
From the books of the State Board of
Examiners we learn that there were on the
30th day of June last 3,428 children de-
nominated as half-orphans, orphans, aban-
doned and foundlings, maintained at the
State’s expense in private asylums—with-
out a dollar for inspection, supervision or
placing children in homes—at a cost of
$229.941 06. The number of children cred-
ited to asylums in the foregoing is as re-
ported by the different institugions with
their claims upon the Srate Treasury,
for the last half of the last fiscal year.
The number reported for the preceding six
months was 3,810. Even this astonishing
number does not probably cover the total
juvenile population of these institutiors, or
come within perhaps 500 of it, for the law
supposes that there is a considerable num-
ber of these young people supported by
their own relatives, and without any ciaim
upon the State fund. Indeed the popula-
tion of the asylums for indigent children
in California may safely be set at not less
than 4,100. Of these, the half-orphans
number 7i4 per cent.; orphans, 16} per
cent.; abandoned and foundlings, 12 per
cent. Of the moneys paid for their sup-
port by the State, secular or non-sectarian
institutions received 19 per cent.; Protest-
ant in¢titutions. 11 1-10 per cent.; the He-
brew Orphan Asylum, 2} per cent.; Catho-
lic institutions, 67 4-10 per cent. The av-
erage time paid for by the State for each of
these children was 10} months, or 85 per
cent. of the entire year.
One conclusion from these fizures, be-
sides many others that ought to be start-
ling is that these children are retained for
an indefinile period—it being plain from the
data at hand that the common treasury
supports 2 body of children from year o
year composed of the same individuals to
the extent ot eighty-five out of every one
hundred.

From such information as I have, I pre-
sume the figures here given fall not less
than 3,000 short of the actual number—
though the balance would be under county
or private asylum care—and that Califorria
has at least 14,000 of the classes here under
consideration.

What do these figures signify? An ap-
palling social condition ; legislation devoid
of science or sense, which, no matter what
its intention may be, is most vicious in its
CONICGUERCES.

The statistics of the country at large in-
dicate one of this class to every 130 of the
general population ; those in'California one
to every 71. Kither our laws are largely at
fault, or California is surely one of the
most debased of communities. By these
figures it appears that we are, intentionally
or by indifference, fostering criminality and
dependence in our midst, peculiar to our-
selves; that we are sowing the seeds of a
whirlwind.

Our county jails ail over the coast are,
with few exceptions, moral pest-houses—
mere nurseries of infamy, where, without
regard to age, sex, offense or sanitary law,
unfortnnates are indiscriminately im-
pounded. The city prison of San Francisco
can only be compared to the Black Hole of
Calcatta. The only institation we have for
| juveniles, between our Courts and the State

prisons — the San Frapeisco InJustrial
School—exists merely as the spoils o. PO~
litical vultures, and is condueted withe 1t
any regard to its influence upon the un-
fortunate young lives placed within its
walls. Over its portal may be written,
** All hope abandon, ye who enter here.”
Our Stafe prisons are huge caravansaries,
packed with an unclassified population—
and withcut any principle of detention,
care or release. Discharged convicts are
simply turned loose to resume their old
lives—and return; to be released in like
manner, or by that infamous political
quality called *influence.”

We take no cognizance of delinquent or
dependent, save to punish, or bury insome
institution. Every prosecuting officer
makes it the glory of his term of office,
and his title to re-election that he has se-
cured—not the ends of justice, but—so
many convictions. The casual delingencies
of neglected children are stretched into
crime, and children of eleven and twelve

ears have been found convicts in our
tate Prisons. And thus, for parenta! neg-
ligence—the offense of having bad parents
—is often imposed the fearful penalty of
consignment, and by a minister of the law
—to a life of misery and degradation.
Severe, indeed, upon the individual;
harder still upon the community—upon us
—are the results of such desperate, artificial
measures. Can the *“ American idea” be
fostered by such means?
We need a State Board of Charities to
take this great question—for it is only one
question, with many subdivisions—in
hand, as in other States, and if such a
Board be properly constituted, kept out of
politics and free from the damning influ-
ences of sectarianism, a new era will dawn
upon California and the Pacific coast in all
these concerns.
For every social or political disorder
somebody stands ready to propose an in-
stitution, until we have gone institution-
mad. Are well-filled institutions a mark
of social and material progress? No, but
the reverse. Gentlemen, this bill, viewed
both from a moral and economic stand-
int, is incomparably the most important
ill before the Legislature. No one can
Fossibly question this truth who honestly
00ks into the matter. It is no “crank”
proposition, but one of the best approved
measures devised. It is no “ new wrinkle,”
either, having been suceessfully tried in all
the great States. If you can find in it any
* long pole "’ looking to the special advant-
age of any individual or the detriment of
any good interest, reject it. Let it be enly
half understood and it is bound to go
through.
The committee asked numerous ques-
tions during the session and exchanged
views. It is believed they will submita
unanimous approval of the bill under con-
sideration, for establishing a State Board of
Charities, and urge its passage, both as to
the better results to be attained thereby,
and the great economy to be effected by the
State, amounting to nearly a quarter of a
million dollars in the next two years.
