~ LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

Marguerite Home.
The annual meeting of the Board of
Trustees of the Marguerite Home for Aged
Women was held at the Home, corner of
Seventh and O streets, on the evening of
Founder's Day, February 25th. From the
deports of the officers it is ascer-
tained that the affairs of the insti-
tution have prospered during the tyear,
and although there have been a few cases
of iliness, nene of the aged inmates have
) died. The income from all sources has
amounted to $5,580 22 while the total ex-
penses aggregate $5, 494 50, It is now thiee
years since this elegant property, with a
liberal endowment, was given by Mrs.
Margaret E. Crocker 1o the Board of Trus-
tees for the benefit of such aged women as
were deemed worthy of admission. One
of the lirst acts of the Board was to deter-
mine how many indigent old ladies could
be supported upon the income of the en-
d«{\vmcm iund and to arrange for the ad-
mission of those whocould be received
upon this basis. In a short time the list
belonging to this class was entirely filled,
and as there still remains in the spacious
l‘u\l['il!‘.: rooms for more inmates, it was
determined by the Board of Trustees to
form oan additional class for the benefit
of those aged and homeless women who,
having some means, desired to avail them-
selves of the benefits and advantages of the
Home. In accordance with the British
annuity tables, a rate depending upon the
age of ihe apolicant was fixed upon for
admission and life support, and a number
of very intelligent ladies are now being

cared for upon these conditions,

Taking all together, the inmates form a
body of good women, who easily adapt
themselves to their situation. and who
fully appreciate the munificence of their
benefactress. In no part of the world can
there be found an institution of this nature
which excels the Marguerite Home, either
in its management or the character of its
accommodations and surroundings. Our
people are justly proud of its success, and
visiting strangers are loud in their praises
of the noble woman who planned its
foundation. The Trustees are Messrs.
Carroll, Miller, McCreary, Simmons and
Galiatin, while the active management is
vested in the lady Directresses —Mesdames
McCreary, Simmons and Gallagin. The
Matron i1s Miss Fanny Safford. and the at-
tending pbysician Dr. W. A. Briggs. Ap-
plications for admission can be made
through the Secretary, Charles I'.

SCHLIEMANN’S CAREER.

The Postal Money-order Operator’s Life
in Woodland.
Ernest F. Schliemann, who was arrested

the neat management of Deputy Post-
master Leake, for forgeries committed at
the Woodland Postoffice, is still confined
at the city prison, awaiting the arrival of a
Government officer to get him. ThLe Wood-
land Democrat, referrineg to his arrest, has
the following refercuce to his careerin
Woodland, and it may be inferred, from
the account given of his meney-spending,
that he found other opportunities to put
money in his purs2 besides those that have
come to light :

** It has been over a year ago since Ernest
Schliemann first appeared in Woodland.
He was soon an object of interest, on ac-
count of his enormous feet and a general
air of dirtiness. He was, however, well
received, as he was the nephew of our
County Clerk, and for a time all went well.
He worked cccasionally at the flour mill,
and at other places, and our citizens be-
came imbued with the idea that he weas a
very peculiar yet very good young man.
He worked a few days in the County
Clerk’s office, and finally, as Mr. Pedlar
had to have someone in the Postoflice for
a few days, he obtained. the services of
Schliemann. During the short time Schlie-
mann was in the office a few things went
wrong, ard the man was put under sur-
veillance. A young man was recently ar-
rested at Sacramento, and many thought
his arrest would explain certain crooked
transactions. Detective Cone, however, it
is said, did not think so, and he told a cer-
tain Woodland lawyer that Schliemann
was doing the * business’and that sooner
or later he would be captured. Schlie:
mann has been watched for several weeks,

although he was dismissed a month
ago. Many of our people have remarked
during the past two months that

Schliemann had lots of money for a man
that never worked. It was a common
practice for him to eata little lanch that
would cost him a dellar. ITe wounld wave
a five-cent cigar away in scorn, and three
for a halt seemed none too good for him.
He has been a regular patron of the hokey
pokey games, and was a steady loser.
Pedro was another failing of the gentle-
man, and he used to pay for the drinks
about twenty times in an evening. Last
week he was observed coming from the
depot with a pocket fuil of cigars, a big
one in his mouth, while he was jingling a
considerable amount of money in his
pocket. A young szecquaintance told bim
he evidently had lots of money. Schlie-
mann said, ‘Yes, he always had lots of it.’
le went into a restaurant the other day
and threw down a twenty-dollar piece to
pay a small bill. A few minutes later he
was engaged in a pedro game, and, becom-
ing ‘stuck,’ tendered another double-eagle
in payment. On the whole he was a very
gay bird, and his capture was a surprise to
many, but those who knew him best were
looking for a sudden winding up of his
career.”

Fro:t and Rain.

S. H. Gerrish says that the thermometer
at 10 o'cleck Thursday night fell to 382,
and at 6:30 yesterday morning it was down
to 24°—8° below the freezing point—the

lowest since December 13, 1884, As the
rain of Thursday left plenty of moisture,
there was a heavy white frost, and ice
three-sixteenths of an inch thick was
formed. Mr. Gerrish says concerning the
raintall: ** The rainfall of Thursday, with
the hail which fell at noon—enough to
whiten the ground—amounted to .503 of
an inch ; making 4 total for the month of
5.890 inches, and for the season, 10026 in-
ches. Tn 1886 for that season to date 15.406
inches; 1885, 13.551 inches; 1884, 10 387
