A JUST PROTEST.

When a former Postmaster-(reneral
placed papers advertising lotteries on the
black list, and pronounced them unworthy
the privilege of United States mail carri-
age, he decided rightly and acted courage-
ously. He was the object of much assault
for his firmness, and appeals were had to
the Courts to defeat him. The Senate of
the United States has just done justice to
his judgment, and conserved the public
weal by passing an Act prohibiting the
use of the mails to newspapers advertising
lotteries. This is something in the nature
of a rebuke to the Legislature of Califor-
nia, which has remained dumb in the face
of the most flagrant and defiant violation
of the laws of the State prohibiting lot-
tery advertisemsnts and lottery-ticket sell-
ing. It might very easily have passed the
Act defining such advertisements. It could
have done so with not to exceed fifteen
Its failure
to do so justifies the suspicion that potent

They may
have embraced the activity of lottery-
agents, or the specious plea that present
laws are suflicient, or the less defensible
excuse that the bill came too late, not-
withstanding the fact that it was reported
favorably weeks ago.

They will be called upon, we
think, before long to sacrifice Mr. Dauph-
in’s advertisements or their mail-lists, and
when it comes to that the newspaper man-
ager will scarcely hesitate.

know, that the State has paid Mr. English. It
is claimed that because the State got the benefit
ofthis rock in the construction of the sea-wall,
that the State should pay for it. My answer is,
that the State has paid for it. It has paid Mr.
English and his as-ociates. It is claimed that
the State should pay the persous damaged. To
this I acswer, that if they had presented their
claims before a final settiement was had with
the centractors, their claims would have been
respected and the amount deducted from the
contract price. But now that the contractors
have received the money, they, and they alone,
should pay those claims. The State isnot in
the business of vaying the debts of private indi-
vidnals, and I “presume will not now pay the
debts of Mr. English and his associates. The
State Board of Harbor Commissioners kept back
for the statutory length of time 25 per cent. of
the contract price for the purpose of paying all
legal claims which nmught become a lien upon
its property. But not one of these persons pre-
seuted their claim, and the Board naturally pre-
sumed that there were no claims in existence.
It must be very plain to every member on the
floor of this House that if those claimants have
been damaged, Mr. English and his associates
are responfible and not the State, and if we
pass this bill we will be simply voting away
$90,000 of the people’'s money to pay the debts
of private individuals. 7The plea is made here
that those claimants are all poor people and
cannot afford to sue Mr. English and his asso-
ciates. There is no member on the floor of this
House who sympathizes more with the poor
than I. I know what it is to be poor myself,
but we must not let our sympathy run away
with our better judgment. We £re here to rep-
resent the people and to work for their best in-
terest, and we must not waste their meney. If
we are disposed to be generous, let it be with
our own coin and not with the people’s money.
After some debate the motion to strike out the
enacting clause was lost—ayes 31, noes 57,

Knox then made a speech in opposition to the
bill, which he characterized as being in the line
ot dishonest legislation. He did not regard Bilt
English as one of the wards of the State, even
if the Democracy did regard him in the light of
little if any less than than the Messiah.

Brusie replied to the insinuations made by
Kuox, that 1t was a dishonest measure, in the
strongest language. The member trom Los An-
geles had on several oceasions referred to cinch
bills, thieving measures, dishonest legislation,
corrupt methods, ete., und he for one had be-
come tired of hearing these Puritanical leet-
ures from the member who posed upon the
pedestal of purity, morality and honesty ; who,
from his own statement, was too angelic to asso-
ciate with the *‘common herd.” His wings
were sprouting, and he should soar to that an-
gelie choir which is supposed to be as remote
from a California L ‘gislluturc as heaven is from
hades. If he was so pure, so honesi, so unsul-
lied, such a specimen of immaculate chastity,
he shouid immediately resign his position as a
member of this Legislature, remove himself
from this dishonest company, withdraw from
this body of thieves and State-treasury robbers,
and hie himselt to his home, where he will be
received in the open arms of his one-lunged
copstitueney, who will erown his statesman-like
brow with a chaplet of laurel.

THE AMADOR MOSQUITO,

Knox replied at length to the
drusie.

Mr. Jordan continued—Mr. Chairman, I speak
as 1 6o because 1 am aware, as I bave stated,
that the very life of this bill acpends upon the
defeat of this amendment and all other amemi-
ments that shall be offered here. Sir, I can
pever visit that icstitution, as I have many times
in the past, and see those forty or more blind
men gather about me, bt that I feel impelled to
do auything for them that I may be able, to al-
leviate their sufferings. I was there two weeks
ago. and the blind men asked me 10 come into
their assembly-room, and there, with tears in
their eyes, leaning upon their statfs, they in-
quired about this bill. They s:l'id. **Mr. Jordan,
tor God's sake, don't let that bill be defeated ;
don't turn us out into the street again to beg;
we Wwent to stay here: we want to learn these
irades; we waut (o be enabled to go out into
the woild among mankin d and earn for our-
selves en honest living. Don't let the State
take out from under us its fostering and careful
hands.” And, gentlemen, I pledged those men
that if there was ansthing I could do
at thi sion of the Legislature to save tothem
the charitable munif we of gthis State, I
would surely de it I am now fulfilling that ob-
ligation. I saw those men weep; their tears
W ito the depths of my soul; and today I
plead with you that you do nothing in your leg*
islation that shall tend to endanger their sup-
port. Thereis no human beinz save the one
who has felt hat can understand the terrible
woes of blindress; there is no heart, save that
that has felt it, that can thoroughly appreciate

the te : of being able to hear from day to day
the voicrs of loved ones and of strangers, of
child and of wives, and vet never be able to
see b faces, and am reminded I speak with
feelings borne from day to day through
the paiss ot my own body that
the day, as my physician has

said to me, may not be fur away when a cloud
shall come over my own ey¥es which shall turm
me into that same perpetual darkness: apdI
beg of vou, 1 implore you, that if the time shall
ever come when I shall be debarred from again
seeing my chiidren, from sgain behelding the
face of my wife; from agaiu looking upon the
kindly countenances of friends, yetalways hear-
ing somewhere about me in the céarkness the
sound of their voices—let there be some place in
this State, sustained by the treasury of the com-
monwea th, where I may go aud teach these
hands tosee; teach these hands to earn that
livelinood which, witkont my sight today, I

could not earn. Gentlemen of this House, I
plead with you as one would plead with
a brother, to not ounly defeat this amendment,
but to deieat all the amendmemnts that shall be
made to this bill, and say to those poor men to-
morrow morning, ** the Assembly of California
has said that you shall have your home; that
you shall never be turned out upon the streets
to beg in the pitiless rain; that you shall not be
compelled to sell pencils, and to be kicked and
cuffed about from gutter to walk because you
are blind."”

The applause after Mr. Jordan concluded was
very demonstrative and continued for some
mMOoments.

Evening Session.

The Assembly met at 7:30 r. M., and proceeded
to the consideration of A. B. 278, making an ap-
propriation to pay certain claims relating to
oftficers of the Supreme Court.

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

The committees of both houses have re-
ported favorably upon the bill establishing
a State Board of Charities, and it should
be promptly passed into law. It would
save to the State not less than $200,000
within the next two years; correct many
present abuses upon the State’s good inten-
tions to befriend and care for helpless little
ones'§guard against improper diversion of
the State's charities, and 2id in so caring
for and providing actual homes for an
army of indigent children and castaways,
as to secure their nurture and training into
useful citizens of the State. Cannot the
Legislature rise to crying demands of the
case and pass the bill ?

The Committee on Electionsin the Sen-
ate has its report ready in the contested
election case of Ryland vs. Conklin, and
will recommend that Conklin be unseated
and Ryland be given his place. There will
be a majority and minority report, four
favoring Ryland and three Conklin. The
repor.s will probably be submitted to-day.
In the attempt to unseat Senator Conklin,
partisan Democrats are driven to strange
straits for justifying reasons. Forinstance,
they propose to deduct as illegal one vote
from Conklin's majority, because cast by a
fully pardoned convict. That an absolute

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TURNER MASQUERADE,

THE EIGHTEENTH ANNUAL BAL
MASQUE OF THE TURN-YEREIN.

The Old Pavilion Gaily Decorated—
A Brilliant Assemblage—Prizes
and Characters.

The eighteenth annual masquerade by
the Sacramento Turn-Verein, was held last
night at the old Pavilion, which had been
very handsomely decorated for the occasion
by George Boyne. Banners, draped bunt-
ing, cartoons, flags and caricature designs
were disposed about the walls of the hall,
while streamers crossed the ceiling, and
the colors of all nations hung in lines on
either side of and across the hall. Preced-
ing the grand march the Hussar Band gave
an instrumental concert, much to the grati-
fication of the very large audience present.
Raised seats, in five terraces, cccu-
pied three sides of the hall, and were

well filled. Indeed it was as large an
assemblage as the large hall could com-
fortably accommodate. While the au-
dience waited, rather impatiently—for it
was half-past 10 before the maskers ap-
peared (an unreasonably late hour)—a
group of Turners gave a very jfeasing
gymnastic exhibition, mainly grotesque and
a burlesque upon the performances of the
circus ring. The feats were all well per-
formed, and served well in distracting the
attention of the people from the long wait
before the grand march. This precedent
entertainment was also greatly enhanced
by the fine music discoursed by the Hussar
band.

The grand march was led by a section of
the Committee of Management, followed
by the band. Then came two Heralds
gorgeously arrayed, and glittering in pol-
ished armor ; nexta group on two floats
borne upen the shoulders of maskers, rep-
resenting the traditional story of “ Gessler
and His Cap,” and * Tell and His Son.”
The characters were well costumed, and
the story of the marksmanship ot Tell
and the cruelty of Gesler clearly revealed
by the posing of the group. Then came
the maskers in pairs and trios as best suited
them. The number, while large, was not 2o
great as we have seen at former Turner
masquerades ; there was not the
variety nor originality that has marked
other costuming under direction of the so-
ciety. The showing, while brilliant in
