HOME MATTERS.

CONFERENCES OF TRANSCONTI-
NENTAL RAILROAD MANAGERS.

New Bessemer Ore Fields—Soldiers’
Home Bill-Shoemakers Threaten
a Strike—Telephone Suits.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

INT¥FRSTATE COMMERCE.,
Important Conferences of Transconti-
nental Railroad Managers.

New Yorxk, March 3d.—One of the most
important and largely attended ccnferences
of transcontinental railroad managers ever
held in this city was closed to-day. It was
held in the Northern Pacific office, and
lasted two days. The roads represented
were the Central Pacific, Union Pacific,
Northern Facific, Missouri Pacifie, Atchi-
son, Topeka and Santa Fe, and Southern
Pacific. They were represented by Presi-
dents C. F. Adams, Robert Harris, C. P.
Huntington, Charles F. Crocker, William
B. Strong and Jay Gould, and Traffic Man-
agers Kimball, Towne and Calloway. The
Vice-Presidents of some of the roads were
also present, and counselors Gray, of the
Northern Pacific, Sidney Dillon and Tweed
of the Southern Pacific.

The eanference discussed questions, first,
as to t¥e requirements of the interstate
cominerce bill ; and, second, how the trans-
continental roads can get into harmony
with the law, and meet the demands of
public sentiment. The resuit of their de-
liberations was that two tarifis for freight
and passenger busincss should be pre-
pared, one under the long haul clause,

and the other under the short
iranl clause, as they are under-
stood by the roads, these 1arifis

are to take effect April 5th, and are to be
submitted to the Interstate Railroad Com-
missioners within « reasonable time after
their appointment is announced.

A comumittee was also appointed to pre-
pare, under advice of coansel, a memorial
to the Interstate Commission setting forth
the interpretation of the law as arrived at
by the transcontinental railroads, and so-
liciting the approval of the tarifls, if their
provisions shall meet the views of the
Commissioners.

Baldwin’s Racers Out of the Suburban
Handicap.

NEw York, March 3d —The Twurf, Field
and Farm, in its issue to-day says: Advices
have been received by Secretary Lawrence
from E. J. Baldwin declaring Volante and
Mollie McCarthy's Last cut of the Sub-
urban and Bay Ridge handicaps. With
Troubadour and Volante declared, The
Bard is now the top weizht for the Sub-
urban at 126 pounds, Baroum next at 121,
Hidalgo third at 120, and Jim Gray fourth
ut 119. The withdrawal of Baldwin’s pair
leaves the Santa Anita stable without a
representative in the big handicap, these
two having been the only ones entered by
Baldwin. It also leaves Isaac Murphy
op:n to an engagement for the event,
should Baldwin’s stable be at Sheepshead
Bay at the time. What enterprising owner
of top weights will be the first to speak for
the services of the colored Archer? Pre-
ciosa bas been withdrawn by Haggin from
the Suburban and Bay Ridge handicaps at
Sheepshead Bay, and from the Brookdale
and Brooklyn Jockey Club handicaps at
Prospect Park. Although all bookmakers
have lists for the Suburban arranged and
are ready for business, no transactions of
moment have been made. Ben Ali's
ch inces, should he start with Hamilton to
pilot him, ought to be about as good as
anything in the race.

The sporting editor of the Mail and Ez-
press says:  For the Brooklyn handicap, I
tancy Hidalgo very much. The odds
against him now are 50 to 1. There is
every indication that he will be a starter.
The distance and weight suit him, and of
course Haggin would like to win. He is
good on a dry or wet track. He is a horse
of exceeding gameness and_ high quality,
and if he should be got ready so early in
the season he ought to be very hard to
beat. As a weight carrier he has few supe-
riors, and all turfgoers will admit his
speed. There is no horse in the race that
has at this time brighter chances for win-
ning honors.

The Beil Telephone Suits.

Bosrox, March 31.—The Bell Telephone
Company filed an important motion in the
U. 8. Circuit Court regarding the Govern-
ment suits to break the patents, The jcom-
pany asks leave, in addition to filing a de-
murrer to the suit, to plead the facts that
decisions have been already given in other
suits which involved the same questions as
those now raised. it represents to the
Court that the qaestions which it desires
to raise by such u plea are closely taken to
those which would be raised by the demnr-
rer, and that much time, expenseand labor
would be saved by presenting and arguing
all at the same time. The motion then
continues : ** The bill refers to and purports
to state the contents of certain written com-
munications from tlLe Commissioner of Pat-
ents to Liisha Gray, dated Februnary 19,
1876, and Febraary 26, 1876, but does not
make copies of them. Part of the bill this
responaent denies, and is advised that it
should present copies thereof to the Conrt
by plea, because the legal effect cannot be
otherwise asceriained. It further repre-
sents that the voluminous records of the
litigation are now before the Supreme
Court on appeal, and hLe!ld under advise-
ment, and that it wonld be indecorous and
contrary to the usages of Courts of equity,
to re-try any questions pending before the
Bupreme Court.” There will probably be
an early hearing cn the motion in the Cir-
cuit Conrt.

Death of a California Pioneer.

NEw Yorx, March 3d.—Yates Ferguson,
a mwerchant of this city and a 49 pioneer,
died at his howme, 52 West Twelith street
yesterday. Although he had been con-
fined to the house during last week by a
complication of diseases, his death was un-
expected and was cavsed by hea't disease,
Mr. Ferguson was bLorn in Waestchester
county, in June, 1823, He was in business
there until 1¥4) when he went to Califor-
nia. There Le settled in Greenwood, Ei
Dorado county, and engaged in mining and
mercantile pursuiis. He returned to New
York in 1853, and established an export
trade in California wines and lignors. He
also carried on some business in Califorma.

A Strike of Shoemakers Threatened.

NEw York, March 31.—There is at pres-
ent great danger-of a general strike among
the shoemakers of this city. The leaders
of the organization to which these men be-
long derived considerable encouragement
from the result of the last strike, and are
consequently very srrogant in their deal-
ings with the mapufacturers. District As-
sembly No. 91 hes devised plans for mak-
ing new demands upon all shoe manufact-
urers for a general increase of wages, at
the same time cutting down the number of
hours of work. The manufacturers say
if the demands of the men are insirted
upon the resnlt will be that shoe mann-
facturing will be driven from the city, and
the business ruined.

The Kittson Marriage Tllegal,

New York, March 3d.—The jury action
brouzht by Minnie Clark, who calls her-
seif Mrs. Mary Kittson, against her hus-
band, Hecules Kittson, the young son of
Comumodore Kittson, for legal separation,
on the ground of his abandonment, to-day
decided that, although there had been the
ceremony of inarriage, yet at the time de-
fendant was incapable of entering into any
such contract because of his being intoxi-
cated.

OPENING OF THE NEW GERMAN
REICHSTAG.

European War Clond—The Ameer
Raising an Army—French Of-
ficers Dismissed.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECOED UNION.|

THE BULGARIAN ERLVOLT,

Reported Arrest of the Commander of
the Insurgents.

Viex~a, March 3d.—A report has been
received here that the commander of the
insurgent troops at Silistria, Bulgaria, has
been arrested. The news from Silistria,
however, is both mesger and vague.

Viessa, March 3d.—The Balgarian
troops who have revolted at Silistria have
cut the telegraph wires, delaying the trans-
mission of the details of the occurrence.
The troops sent by the Government to over-
power the revolters arrived before Silistria
vesterday.

REVOLT AT RUSTCHUK.

Bucaarest, March 3d.-—During the ab-
sence of the garrison from Rustchuk a re-
volt took place there. Firing has also been
heard in the direction of Gurgevo. Com-
munication between Roumania and Bul-
garia has been stopped. The leaders of
the insurgents in Silisuia have crossed the
Danube and have placed in custody the
Roumanian authorities. The opinion here
is that the outbreak at Silistria was merely
intended as a diversion to draw the troops
from Rustchuk, which is the real center of
the revolt.

Sor1a, March 3d.—The loyal troops of
the Shumla garrison suppressed the revolt
at Silistrin. The engagenient was brief,
and almost bloodless. The insurgents oc-
cupy the citadel at Rustchuk, and are
shelling the loyalists in the barracks.

Meeting of the New German Reichstag.

Brrnin, March 3d.—The new German
Reichstag was opened to-day. The Em-
peror’s speech was read from the throne.
In it he says that he is gratified at the
benevolent disposition which the Pope has
shown toward the Empire. The foreign
policy of the Empire is continually directed
1o the maintenance of peace with all
powers, and especially with Germany's
neighbors. The foreign relations of the
Government are the same as when the last
teichstag was opened. If the present
Reichstag, without hesitation ordivision,
gives unanimous expressions to resolve
that the nation will put forth its full
strength in full panoply, now aud at all
times, against any attack upon our {ron-
tiers, such resolutions, even before carried
out, will materially strengthen the guar-
antees of peace and rfemove the doubts
which the late parliamentary debates may
haveinspired. The Emperor feels assured
that the Reichstag, by its resolutions, will
put the Federal Government’s national
policy on a safe basis, and derives hrom this
conviction the confident hope that God will
bless his efiorts to preserve the peace and
secarity of Germany. Some internal bills
that were submitted to the previous Reichs-
tag will again be offered, creating new
sources of revenue, and reform of methods
of taxation are urged.

The European War Cloud.

Loxvox, March 3d.—The European pros-
pect is again black to-day. The worst news
is that the whole Austrian cavalry is
massed on the Gallician frontier. An ex-
perienced diplomatist gives it as his opin-
ion that war will not break out this year.
If Russia, he thinks, meant to attack this
year, she would begin earlier. The imme-
diate danger is the Bulgarian revolution.
If we escape that, peace may yet be pre-
served.

Change in the Attitude Toward Ireland.

NEw York, March 3d.—The Puost special
from London says: There is a beginning
of a very important, I may say vital, change
in the pelitical situation to-day. The
Round Table conference bas taken a turn
more favorable than the most sanguine
politicians on either side could haveim-
agined. Chamberiain is so impressed with
the prospects of a Liberal reunion, that he
abstains from all support of the Govern-
ment in the rather critical divisions ¢n the
cloture which are going on. More than
this, I have very good grounds for the
statement that the home rule bill proposed
by Lord Salisbury, and accepted by all
parties, is a contingency by no means im.-
probable. Salisbury’s change of front, if
change it is to be, will resuit largely from
the pressure of the Unionists, who feel
that Ireland is virtually in a condition of
anarchy. Chamberlain has long felt this,
and what is more important, Hartington is
beginning to fecl it. lHome rule presents
itseif at this moment as the only alterna-
tive of coercion.

The (ueen’s Jubliee Drawing Room.

Loxpoyn, March 3d.—The first Queen's
jubilee drawing-room was held to-day at
Buckinghamt Palace. Her Majesty is in
the enjoyment of fine health and spirits,
and took an bour's drive before the time
appointed for the event. The attendance
was greater than any preceding afluir of
the kind doring the iong reign of the
Queen. The number of debutantes was
unprecedented, The weather was fine and
the crowds congregated in the parks and
roadways around the Palace numbered

7 ands. The Court officials say
the reception was the most brilliant they
ever attended.

The New French Explosive

Bucnarest, March 3d,—General Brial-
mont, who has been experimenting in Bel.
wium with the new exp.osive, melinite, bas
advised the Roumanian Government to
suspend labor on the defensive works
around Bucharest, as it will be necessary
to devise new plans to withstand the new
explosive.

American Interests Affected.

Loxpoxn, March 3d.—An important reso-
Jution =affecting American products was
adopted by the Central Chamber of Agri-
culture to-day. The resolution affirmed
the wisdom of the bouuty on wheat-grow-
ing, the bounty to be paid out of a fand
raised by the taxation of foreign manufact-
ured goods entering the country from
places where duties are imposed on home
products. An influential section of the
governing classes is undoubted'y atthe
back of this new movement.

Afghamstan Preparing for War.

Boxsay, March 3d.—News from Afghan-
istap through native sources shows that
the Ameer isjmaking strenuous efforts to
raisea new army. All boys between the
age of ten and eighteen years are being
drilled for military service, and all who
have reached the age of eighteen years are
being enrolled in the army. The Ameer
has issued a cireular to his subjects telling
them to prepare for a holy war. It is be-
Jieved that he contemplates war against
Russia.

Boxpay, March 3d.—A telegram from
Lahore confirms the reports that the Ameer
of Afghan is raising a new army in prepar-
ation for war. The telegram adds thac the
son of the fanatic Dervish, Mushk Alum,
backed by the Tarahs, Inders, Utaks, Jo-
kees, Kakars and other tribes bas proclaim-
ed himself ruler of Afghanistan, and has
sent the Ameer a defiant letter, threatening
to attack bim without delay.

China Cedes an Island to Germany.

The Coronada sympathizers are
for the most part in the town with their
ammunition and guns, and a Coronada man
said to-day that within an houor 500 more
could be recraited in the town ready to de-
fend it with their lives.
