MILITARY NOTES.
The favorable Legislation Had—Pro-

posed New Cadet Ccuipany—Etc.

The National Guard of California has
reason to be thankful to the Legislature
now in session. That body has done bet-
ter for our citizen soldiers than its prede-
cessors, and the result will be a general
brightening up of the force. The officers
and men will feel encouraged to go on in
their work, willfeel that their services arc
appreciated, and will be able to appear
shortly in bright, new uniforms, and go
into an encampment both this year and
next. Each company receives $100 per
month for rent, care of arms, uniforms,
etc. They willnot have to expend any of
this for some years in the purchase of uni-
forms, so it leavps a little fund for target
practice and other purposes. There has
also been set aside So.oOO for target prac-
tice, which will be placed by General Cosby
where the service requires it most, and it is
altogether likely that this most useful duty
of a soldier (to be a good marksn;aui will
receive a new impetus, and tkat particular
attention willbe paid to encouraging prac-
tice at the butts. The MilitaryCommittees
in both houses deserve the thanks of the
National Guard. It did not require much
pcr-uasion to show them that it would be
their duty to place the companies on a
good footing, and among them stand oat
conspicuously Senator Jones, now Lieu-
tenant-Colonel on the Governor's staff;
Assemblyman Harry Carroll, also on the
(fivenijr's staiV, and that prince ot good
fellows, Colonel Cooley, Chairman of the
Military Committee in the lower bouse.
Hon. L. S. Taylor, Chairman of the Ways
and Means Committee, did his utmost also
in appropriating funds to meet all require-
ment-!.

Preparations for au encampment should
begin at an early day. The companies
should be fully recruited and the work of
drill actively entered upon. The ground is
to be chosen, transportation looked after,
tents, etc., and last, but not least, the grub
business carefully looked into. No doubt.
after the experience had at Camp Stone-
man, the regiment will do its own cater-
ing, and it will give better satisfaction. The
military bill, as it passed, provided for the
mustering in of ten addicional companies;
but as the Finance Committee in the Senate
refused to appropriate money for their sup-
port or for equipping or uniforming them,
they will not be mustered in.

Among the provisions of the military
bill, in addition to thesso,ooo for uniforms.
)20,000 for encampments, and $3,500 for
target practice, are the following : A signal
officer on the staff of a regimental com-
mander, with rank of First Lieutenant;
the entire non-commissioned staff to be
recruited outside of companies, including
two Color Sergeants and two General
Guides, who rank as First Sergeants;
mounted officers receive $1 per day foreach
horse used at encampments, and field and
staff, non-commissioned staff, bandand sig-
nal corps, receive $1 2.5 per day. Com-
panies located away from the regi-
mental headquarters receive cost of
transportation to and from the
place of encampment in addition
to the SI 25 per day per man. Cadet com-
panies, for whom there was no provision
except 33J dollars per month, receive also
one-tuird tamp uniform and annual allow-
ances. Companies are exempt from drill
in the month of December of each year.
A hoard of five officers is to be appointed
to adopt a "service" uniform. Provision
is also made tor uniforming the non com-
missioned staff, signal corps, bands, etc.
The signal corps is allowed $15 per month
and the band (25, instead of ?•\u25a0\u25a0">. as was
proposed. Colonel Dickinson and Major
Barry of San Francisco, have been very
active in promoting the interests of the
National Guard and they deserve the
thanks of the division.

A meeting of young men who favor the
organization of a cadet corps to be attai bed
to the First Artillery regiment was held at
the regimental head-quarters last evening.
There were some 88 pre-sent, and if the
company is to be composed of Mich mater-
ial it willbe an organization that the regi-
ment may be proud of. The matter was
started by the High School boys and it is
the intention to use the greatest care in the
personnel of the company, and have only
member^ who are mutually agreeable.
They trill be allowed to elect their own
officers, the whole to be in charge, fur some
time at lea.-st. of a competent officer and
drill master, who is also to )>
at meeting.'?. If the organization j
ia effected it will meet Friday j
evenings, or any other that may be ;i.:r^--

able, in a room set apart for itin the
armory, wln'ch will be nicely fitted up.
Strict rules will be adopted for* their guid-
;imv. and the drill hours will not be later
than &S0 o'clock. Each boy must obtain
his parents' or guardian's consent to enter
the company. A neat uniform will be pro-
vided in due tune. and. if they can be ob-
tained, the short cavalry carbine willbe
the arm. It is the intention to make the

A Normal School for Northern California.
To-day the twenty-seventh session of the

California .Legislature adjonrna shit die,

and the members return to their constitu-
encies to render an account of their stew-

ardship. Some will return reluctantly and
will find it difficultto explain away-their
broken pledges, and legislation in direct
opposition to the willof his section. Others
will return to their homes to receive a
hearty welcome, and be greeted with the
words, " Well done, tnou sood ami faithful
bervaut." Among the latter is the Hon. Al-
len Henry, of Butte. His reoord is one of
which any man might well feel proud. He
has been one of the few honest, laith'u! a;i'i
successful members of the twenty-seventh
session, and has ably represented the every
interest of his constituency. He is one of
those men who strictly follows the maxim
of Davy Crockett. " Be sure you are right,
then go ahead." Once convinced that he id
right, and having espoused a measure, he
knows no defeat. All the measures intro-
duced by him were fiercely assailed from the
moment of their introduction, and several
of them, notwithstanding they were
meritorious, were apparently defeated, hut
by his untiring devotion to his measures.
and his able advocacy of them on the floor
of the House, he succeeded in snatching
victory from defeat and securing final pas-
sage. Early in the session,being ofthe opin-
ion that Northern California was entitled,

and justly so too, to a branch State Normal
School, he introduced a bill looking to
that end, and the measure thus cham-
pioned by hiir, although repeitedly
knocked out, was finally passed through
both Houses and signed by the Governor.
For this he has won the admiration not
only of his constituency, but of the people
of the entire northern section of the
State. A strong and earnest opposition
was made to shut out Chico, Mr. Henrys
pleasant, prosperous and thrifty little
city. from being a competitor for
the location of the proposed edu-
cational institution. This was fought
relentlessly by some who supported
other less favored localities, which was ev-
idence of the fact that if Chico was In-
cluded among the proposed sites it was

almost egtrai to locating it there, for the
inducements wt-re so far superior that it
would have no competitor. Mr. Henry is
an experienced legislator, having been a
member of three sessions, and enjoys the
unanimous indorsement of his constit-
uency. A man who is a successful busi-
ness man la usually successful in whatever
he undertakes, and such is Allen Henry.
Kvcry measure that comes before him is
:-( rutmized an.i carefully considered, and
the first question asked is, "What effect
willit have on our business interests—will
it conserve the best interests of thepeople?"
He wa? burn in the State of Virginia, in
183U, and coaies from one of the first fam-
ines of tiiri "• Old Dominion," his father
also having been born in that .S;ate.
He came to California twenty-two.
Vi'ars ago, engaged in the tilling of
the soil on a larae scale, and
is ono of the must successful farmers in the
great wheat section of our State, at one
time cultivating over 3,000 acres. He has
also devoted considerable attention to the
rearing of live stock, and for that purpose
owns an extensive and profitable stock
ranch in eastern Oregon, to which he pays
special personal attention. At the last
Session of the Legislature Mr. Henry was a
champion of the bills compelling corpora-
tions to pay the fall amount of taxes. One
of the best evidences ofa man's popularity
is his indorsement at the polls. Mr. Henry's
indorsement must be extremely gratifying
to him, from the fact that he has, notwith-
standing he is a stanch Democrat, been
twice returned to the Legislature fiom a
Republican district. Although Mr. Henry
lays no claim to oratory, he is a strong,
forcible and convincing debater, always in
his seat, and an industrious and active
worker in committee. He is a married
man and has an interesting family. Mrs.
Henry and Miss Henry have resided at the
Capital during the session, and have occu-
pied a prominent position in the social
cirdf* of Sacramento. Mr. Henry during
the session was an ardent supporter of all
measures introduced in the interest of the
National Guard. He is something of a
njilitary man himself, occupying the posi-
tion of Engineer Officer on the stall of
Brigadier-lH'neral Montgomery, with the
title of Major.
