
THE NEW GAME LAW,

A- Amended anil fj.»»ed by the Present

Legislature.
The game law of the State, as just

enacted, is formed by amending Sections

Gl''i, 631 and 636 of the Penal Code, and

reads as follows:
Section 1. Section G2t3 of an Act entitled

" An Act to establish a Penal Code," ap-
proved February 14, 1872, is hereby
amended so as to read as foilow3: 826.
Every person who, in the State of Califor-
nia, between the Ist day of March and the
lOtb day o' September, in each year, hunts,

pursues, takes, kills or destroys quail,
partridges, or grouse, or rail, is guilty of
a misdemeanor. Every person who, in
any of the counties of this State, at any
time takes, gathers, or destroys the •
any quail, partridge, or grouse, is guilty of
a misdemeanor. Every person who, in
this State, between the Ist day of January
and the Ist day of June, in eaoh year,
hunts, pursues," takes, kills, or destroys
doves, is guilty of a misdemeanor. Every
person who, between the 15th day of De-
cember, in each year, and the Ist day of
July in the following year, hunts, pursues,
takes, kills, or destroys any male antelope,
deer, or buck, is guilty of a misdemeanor.

: y person in the State ofCalifornia who
has in his possession any hides or any

\u25a0skins of deer, elk, antelope, or mountain
sheep, killed between the loth day of De-
cember and the Ist day of July, is guiuy of
a misdemeanor. Every person who shall
at any time, in the State of California,
hunt, pursue, take, kill, or destroy any fe-
male antelope, elk, mountain sheep, female
deer, or doe, shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor. Every person who shall at any
time hunt, pursue, take, kill, or destroy
any spotted fawn, is guilty of a misde-
meanor. Every person who shall take,
kill or destroy any of the animals men-
tioned in this section, at any time, uuless
the carcass of such animal is used or pre-
sented by the person taking or slaying it,
or is sold for food, is guilty of a misde-
meanor. Every person who shall buy,
sell, offer, or expose for sale, transport, or
have in his \u25a0 possession any deer, or deer-
skin or hide, from which evidence of sex
has been removed, or any of the aforesaid
game at a time when it is unlawful to kill
the same provided by this and subsequent
section?, is guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section 2. Se tion 631 of the same Act
is hereby amended so as to read as follows :
<>'\u0084. livery person who shall at any time
net or pound any quail, partridge or grouse,
and any person who shall sell, buy, trans-
port or give away, or offer or expose for
sale, or have in his possession, any quail.
partridge or grouse that have been snared,
captured, or taken in by means of any net
or pound, is guilty of a misdemeanor.
Proof ofpossession of any quail, partridge.
or grouse, which shall not show evidence
of having been taken by means of other
than a net or pound, shall be prim a facie
evidence in any prosecution for a violatiou
of the provisions of this section that the
person in whose possession such quail,
partridge, or grouse is found tooK, killed,
or destroyed the same by means ofa net
or pound.

Section 3. Section 630 of the same Act is
hereby amended so as to read as follows :
<jj'j.Every person who shall set, use^
or continue, or who shall assist in set-
ting, using or continuing, any pound, weir,
set «et. trap, or any other fixed or perma-
nent contrivance for catching fish, in the
\u25a0waters of this State, is guilty of a misde-
meanor. Every person who shall cast, ex-
tend, or set any seine or net of any kind
for the catching of in any river, stream or
slough of this State, which shall extend
more than one-third across the width of
said river, stream or slough at the time and
place of such fishing, is guiltyof a misde-
meanor. Every person who shall cast, ex-
tend, set, use or continue, or who shall as-
aiat in-casting, extending, using or con-
tinuing, "Chinese sturgeon lines," or
" Chinese shrimp or bag nets," or lines or
net 3of similar character, for the catching
of fish in the waters of this State, is guilty
of a misdemeanor. Ever/ person who, by
seine or other means, shall catch the young
fish of any species, and who shall not re-
turn the same to the water immediately
and alive, or shall seil or offer for sale any
such lish, fresh or dried, is guiltyof a ruis-
demeano* Every person convicted of a
violation of any of the provisions of this
chapter shall be punished by tine of not
less than $50 and not more than $300. or
imprisonment in the county jail of the
tiounty where the offense was committed
for not les3 than thirty days nor more than

months, or by both such fine and im-
prisonment; One-third of all moneys col-
lected for fines for violatiou oi the provi-

uf this chapter to be paid to informer,
one-third to the District Attorney of the
county in which the action is prosecuted.
and one-third to the Fish Commissioners'
Fund of the State of California. Nothing
in this chapter shall be construed to pro-
hibit the United States Fish Commissioners
or the Fish Commissioners of the State of
California from taking such fish as they
shall deem necessary for the purpose of
artificial hatching, nor at any time. Itshall
But be lawful for'any person to buy or sell,
or offer or expose for sale, within this
State, any kind of trout (except brook
trout | led thau eight inches in length. Any
person violating any of the provisions of
this section is guilty of a misdemeanor.
The Board of Supervisors of the several

•counties of this State are authorized, by or-
dinance duly passed and published, to
change the beginning or ending of the
close season named in Section &!<> of this
Code. s<> as to make the same conform to
the needs of their respective counties,
•whenever in their judgment they deem the
same advisable.

Sectiuii i. This Act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage.

High License in Illinois.

The attitude ofthe Prohibitionists toward
the high-license bill in tbe New YorkLeg-
islature is made a subject ofsevere criticism
by the Chicago Tribune. The Illinois
high-licetiie law took effect in 1884 5. It
closed 1.000 saloons in the city of Chicago
and 4.000 in the State. The revenue from
liquor licenses in Chicago alone rose from
$200jD0Q per year to $1,700,000. The law
p eaessi i other valuable features besides
that of a fixed license of f"'1111 for the sale of
ardent spirits. It provided that all muni-
cipalities might increase the license fee as
much as they chose. They were not re-
stricted to §500 or any other sum. ' Score?
of cities and towns in Illinois." it says,
'\u25a0 imposed a tax ranging b o (2,000
on saloons. When a $2,000 tax is exacted
tin eltect is to shrink up a dozen or a
of liquor shops into one, two or three, the
others going out of the business: and if
tax such does not prove sufficiently pro-
hibitory to suih the prevailing "senti-
ment the people elect County Supervisors,
orTown Councils, or Village Trustees, who
refuse to grant licenses on any terms. In
short, the Illinois liquor laws fit popular
sentiment and authorize the people of nil
portions of the State to have just that de-

tree of prohibition, tax or regulation they
esire and can enforce, or try to. providins

the tax imposed shall not be undr
where'hard drinks' are sold. 1' The argu-
ment of the Prohibitionists that the grant-
ing of any license to sell liquor makes the
•community morally responsible for the
evils of intoxication was one of the chisf
obstacles to the high-license law in the Il-
linois Legislature. The obvious answer
•was that " the right to sell fitjuor existed
tinder the common law, and hence a
statute, instead of enlarging the original
privilege, can only restrict and limit
it by imposing prohibition of more or
tan force " The question for the Prohibi-
tion fanatics to answer this : What would
be the status of the liquor trade in tbe ab-
sence of any law? A condition of no
license would, of course, be a condition of
free liquor. Therefore, any law that may
be passed on the subject is in restraint of
the traffic more or less.— Sew York Post.

Insecticide Experiment.

A recent issue of the Los Angeles Herald
has the following; " About three years ago
J. W. Wolfskill and his foreman." Alexan-
der Craw, began experimenting with fumes
and gases lor the destruction of scale in-
sects on fruit and other trees by envelop-
ing the tree in a tent and filling the tent
with the gas. After experimenting about
a year they discovered that a certain gas
\u25a0would destroy these insects by confining
them in itfrom two to three hours. About
this time they devised an apparatus for op-
erating the tent. When Professor D. W.
CoquiHett was sent to this city by the De-
partment of Agriculture about a" year ago.
Mr. Craw mentioned the above facts to
him, and after his work for theDepartment
.had been completed he began a series

|of experiments with gases which re-
j suited in the discovery of a gas that de-

t stroyed the insects in about fifteen minutes'
I confinement, and experiments have proved

t it to be 88 effectual on tall trees as on short
ones. The three persons above named

1 then ur.ited their efforts and have finally

' succeeded in perfecting both the gas and
the apparatus for applying it to the trees,

i and it takes only a few minutes to change
the tent from one tree to another."

'. In company with Profe3sor Coquillett
and Mr. Craw, we visited the Wolfskill

\ orchard some days ago and carefully ex-

\ amined some of the trees treated by this
new process. A careful examination failed

' to find a living scale of any species, al-
< though the eggs in the white cottony cush-

ion scale we believe were stillalive. Prof.
1 Coquillett said he had been experimenting

r with these eegs, which are protected from
i the effects of the gas by the cotton which

envelope them, and none of them ever
! hatched. The success these gentlemen

have met with in finding a certain remedy
: for thi3 insidious pest is certainly encour-

aging to all fruit-growers.—Rural Cali/ur-
niau.

WONDERS OF THE SEA.

Sonic of the Things of Interest About
Ocean Life.

The sea occupies three-fifths of the sur-
face cf the earth. At the depth of about

l feet waves are not felt. The temper-
ature is the same, varying only a triflefrom
the ice ofthe pole to the burning sun ofthe
equator. A mile down the water has a
pressure ofover a ton to the square inch. If
a box six feet deep filled with sea water and
allowed to evaporate under the sun, there
would be two inches of salt left on the bot-
tom. Taking the average depth of the
ocean to be three miles, there would he a
layer ofsalt i'3o feet thick on the bed ofthe
Atlantic. The water is colder at the bot-

•t >oi than at the surface. In the many bays
oa the coast of Xorway the water often
freezes at the bottom before it does above.
Waves are very deceptive. To look at
them in a storm one would think the wa-
t r traveled. The water stays in the same
place, bat the motion goes on. Sometimes
in storms these waves are forty feet high,
and travel fifty miles an hour —more than
twice as fast as the swiftest steamer. The
ili>;unc2 from valley to valley is generally
fifteen times the hiiht, hence a wave five
feet h'gh will extend over 75 feet of water.
The force of the sea dashing on Bel! Rock
is said to be seventeen tons for each square
yard. Evaporation is a wonderful power
in drawing the water from the sea. Every
year a layer of the entire sea. fourteen feet
thick, is taken up into the clouds. The
winds bear their burden intj the land, and
the water conies down in rain upon the
fields to riow back at last through rivers.
The depths of the sea present an interest-
ing problem. If the Atlantic was lowered
i, v.l feet, the distance from shore to shore
would be half as great, or 1,600 miles. If
lowered a little more than three miles, say
19,6"<!> feet, there would be a road of dry
land from Xewfoundiand to Ireland. This
is the piane on which the great Atlantic
cables were laid. The Mediterranean is
comparatively shallow. The drying up of
GtiO feet would leave three different seas,
and Africa would be joined with Italy.
The British channel is more like a pond,
which accounts for its choppy waves. It
has been found difficult to g^t the correct
sounding of the Atlantic. A midshipman
of the navy overcame the difficulty, and
shot weighing thirtyfounds carries down
the line, A hole is l>>red through the
sinker, through which a rod of iron is
passed, moving easily back and forth. In
the end of the bar a can is dug. and the in-
side coated with lard." The bar is made
fast to the line, and a siir.g holds the shot
on. When a bar. which extends below the
ball, touches the earth, the sliDg unhooks
and the shot slides off. The lard in the end
ofthe bar holds some ofthe sand, or what-
ent :uay be on the bottom, anil a drop
shuts over the cup to keep the water from
washing the sand out. When the ground
is reached a shock is felt as if an electric
current had pa;s:d through the line.—

How to Make Good Butter.

An experienced Eastern butter-maker
give3the following hints upon the subject
of making first-class butter : After butter
comes out of churn, work in a little more
salt than usual. Work thoroughly. Set
in a cool plane | not very eol'i | and leave it
theretilla little stiff—an hour or half an
hour may do. Work thoroughly, to get as
much buttermilk as possible asain. Set it
in a cool piace again to remain as before.
Work again, and continue the process four
or five times until the buttermilk is nearly
all out. Eswh time the butter gets a
brighter yellow. Have your butter jar
ready, after letting cold water stand in it
awhile, and commence to lay the butler
down. Pu: in a layer and with theL-vlle
smooth it over. Then lake a clean cloth
wrung ont of cold water very dry; proas
with the hands very firmly a!! around the
butter; take it oil, wringing out butter-
milk. Wet again, and wringdry as before.
Press it several times, after which sprinkle
a li'tle sugar all around the butter. Con-
tinue the jHineway with each layer until
it is all in the jar. A neat cloth just the
size of the jar is to be spread smoothly
over the butter. A great many think but-
ter must not be worked over until it stands
over night. Then it is so cold that it must
be warmed, a.id it willnot get its deep yel-
low color as by the above method. Of
course you cannot do this in very warm
weather, as it will not get cool so that it
can be worked over the same day it is
churned, unless ice is used to set it on:
then there is no trouble.

ABOUT PLATINUM.
Where it is Found, It*Price and iv Vu- !

lions Pgo»,

P. H. Dunnagan of Jamestown, and
Others, want to know the price, etc., of
platinum.

The importers" price for refined platinum
has risen steadily since 1883. when it was
$6 50 tii $7 50 per ounce, occordin>; to
quantity bought it ijnow worth S7 50 to j
5850.

The most important source of platinum
are the hydraulic mines at Nizbne-Taglsk,
and Forgo-Blagodat. iv the Ural inoun-

toins. About eighty per cent, of the worid's
production comes from this source. Next
in importance are the gold washings of the
Pinto, ir. the Cni'ed States of Colombia.
About fifteen per cent, of the entire prod-
uct comes from this source. It is also found
in Brazil. Borneo, Hayti. Peru, India, Aus-
tralia and in the sands of the Chaudiere
river, in Quebec. Ithas recently been found
in a quartz vein in New Zealand. The in-
terest in the deposit lies iv the fact of the
extreme variety of platinum in place.

Platinum has been found in small quan-
tities iv various part 9of this country, asso-
ciated with free gold in piacer deposits, but
it is only from the placers of California
that it has been produced in merchantable
quantity, which amounts to between 100
and 200 ounces per annum, and is sold at
seventy-five cents per troy ounce. It con-
tains sbAot eighty-live per cent, of i'ae
metal, and is shipped to London to be re-
fined.

The platinum " ore," a.-i it is callel. con-
tains iridiuni, rhodium, gold, coppei
iron. It is sometimes, thoi'.;!.
found crystallized in cubes an.! octahe-
drons, but more usually in roundel or flat-
tened grains, or "sand" having a metallic
luster. It is very rarely found in place, but
mixed with placer gold sands.

The principal consumption of platinum
is in the manufacture of chemical appara-
tus, but, within the past few years, the use
ofincandescent electric lights, and also gas-
jets, made luminous by a heated platinum
spiral, have caused an increased demand
for the metal, and the steady rise in price,
during the past threfi years, may be re-
ferred to this cause. — Qtorf/etovin Courier.

Healthful Breathing.
Tight lacing and lazy ways of breathing.

says Helen G. Swazy. in St. Nicholas, pre-
vent the lungs of the adul: woman from
getting ecough exercise for their own good.
It is writ to establish the habit of deep
breathing, but. in addition to this, the re-
serve air which is left in the lungs after an
ordinary expiration should be expelled
and the lungs thoroughly ventilated at
least twice a day. First, then, see to it
that the air in the room is a3 pure and
fresh as out-of-door air can make it. i hen.
with ail tight aad superfluous clothing re-
moved. He fiat on the back. aud. with the
mouth firmiy closed, take a tull deep
breath. Hold iteight or ten seconds, and
then Set it out. Take another, and yet an-
other breath, in the same way. After that,

take a breath into the lungs as slowly as
possible, beginning to rill them up at the
lowest extremities, aad inhaling gradually
until they are tilled to their fall capacity,
when the'air should be exhaled in thesame
slow and steady manner in which itwas
taken in. When you have taken Ihi3
movement again, to make sure that the
shoulders are in good position, throw your
anus vertically over your head and take
"another quick*, full inspiration, swinging
the arms rapidly to the sides close to the
body and back again over the head. Swing
the arms up and down four times on the
same breath, and repeat the exercise three
or four times. After this it is a Rood plan
to stand erect, with the arms horizontal at
the sides, and vigorously clasp the hands
from that position over the head a few
times. When taking such movements in
an erect position, always keep the chin
two or three inches back of the vertical. A
few such exercises as these, for fiveor ten
minutes at night and morning, willpro-
mote refreshing sleep and give increased
vitality.

An Ancient Theater.

To onr mind the most interesting relic of
old Syracuse is the Greek theater. This,
like the Quarries, the Catacombs and the
Amphitheater, has been cut oat of the rock,
so that considering its antiquity, it is in a

very much better state of preservation than
buildings of a similar character which

t
hive been " pat together." It was built
abt. ut cOO years before Christ, and consists
of forty-two rows of seats, dividedby two
corridors, most of which are in excellent
preservation. A long pit extends from
wing to wing across the seiuicular space at
the foot of the seats, and this may have
been a receptacle for the curtain. Beyond
this confused masses of stone mark the
area of the stage proper, from which steps
still lead to the clift above. The view
from the theater on a bright, sunny day is
a scene not easily forgotten by the specta-
tor, and is only surpassed in Sicily by the
vieiv obtained from the theater at Taormi-
na. The eye wanders over the glimmering
stone-work", across a fertile tract of orchard
land, to the deep-blue waters of the Greater
Port, one of the most rungniricent natural
harbors in Europe, and beyond this again
to the low swampy shore of the peninsula
of Plemmyrluni, now known as losola. and
famous for the wine of that name. Not a
sound breaks upon the ear as we sit here
and sentimentalize: despite the bright
scene we feel that we are in a land of the
dead, and find it hard to realize that all
around rose a city called by Cicero " largest
of Greek cities a'ud most "beautiful"—that
the unbroken surface of the blue waters
stretching away before us was once alive
with the navy ofa great nation and the ar-
gosies ofevery commercial State in the an-
cient world. The lizards dart about the
sun-lit stones, birds flutter in and out of
the ancient vestibules and retiring rooms,
but we are alone, and are thankful for it.

Lost in the Catacombs.
Most people have heard ofthe catacombs

of Paris, but few have visited them, or are
aware of their vast extent. They were
originally stone quarries: the material
used in building the Cathedral of Notre
Dame, the Hotel Cluny, the older portion
ofthe Tuileries and many other of thepub-
lic edifices of Paris having been derived
from this source. So extensive were their
ramifications that ofParis within the walls
more than a tenth part is said to have been
honey-combed in this manner." It was not
till within the last on« hundred years that
the quarries have served the purpose or re-
ceived the name of catacombs Many Pa-
risian churches and cemeteries have trans-
ferred the remains of their dead to the
keeping of the catacombs. These are now
under the care of a regular corps of work-
men, who attend to the arrangement ofthe
bones, keep the galleries in order, and are
constantly on the watch against subsidences
of earth,"which would otherwise be of fre-
quent ccGurrence. The galleries have been
carefully surveyed, and their course com-
pared with that of the superjucent thor-
oughfares. Indicating tablets are put, up
at frequent intervals, so that a skilled per-
son can at any moment name the street,
and even the number of the home, which
is above his head. Without such knowl-
edge, or a competent guide, however, woe
betide the ill-fated wretch wiio should ven-
ture to explore these grim recesses. Be-
neath the Rue de l'Abbe de l'Kppee, just
outside the 0.-suairt-. or catacomb proper,
is seen a torn!) in the angle of a wall, to
which a /(errible.tradkton attaches.

In an evil hour the ill-fated porter took it
into his head to make a voyage of discov-
ery in the catacomb?. On November.'!,
1793, he descended the winding Hair.
Lantern in ham! he entered that awful lab-
yrinth, and be never came back. How
long he lived, or howbed'.ed: how long
bis feeble lantern kept alight, or tor how
many hours or days he may nave wandered
in darkne&s, ere death put an end to his
sufferings, are among the seirets of.the cat-
acombs.

The Longest Tunnel in the World.

Its
coiistrurtioti was agicpii upon in 1782, the
object !>eing tv carry off the water froti; the
Scfaemmilz niines to t!.e lowest part of the
Ona valley. Tbewcwk Is dow complete-, I
aud it forms llie longest tunnel in the '
wirlii. belli;; 10 27 miles long, or about one j
mile longer than the St. Oothard, and two ,
an-.l a half in'.les io::i;er than Mont Ceiiis. i
The higbt ia nine (Vet ten inches, and the
breadth five feet three inches. This tun-
r.ei. which has taken so lontr in making,
has cost very nearly a million sterling, but
the money appears to hav<; been well
spent; at least the present has
no reason to grumble, for the saving from
being able to do away with wut?r-raising
appliances amounts to t1.5,000 a year. !
There is no further point, however, worth
notice, for it we have the advantage of our
great-grandfathers in the matter of me-
chanical appliar.ee?. they certainly were
better off in the price of labor. The origi-
nal contract for the tunnel, made in 17~<-.
was that it should be completed in thirty
years, and should cost £7. per yard run.
For eleven years the work was done at this
price, but the French revolution enhanced
the cost of labor and materials to such an
extent that for thirty years little progress '
was made. For ten years following much
progress ATM made, ana then the work
dropped tor twenty years more until the
water threatened *.o drown the mines out
altogether. Finally the tunnel wa3 com- j
I-ieted in 1878, the remaining part costing ,
£23 a yard, or more than three times as
much a3 tfta original «,ontract rate. — Engi-
neering.

The Largest Farm in the World.

In the extreme southwest corner of Lou
isiana lies the largest producing farm in 'the world. It runs one hundred miles
north and south and twenty-five miles east
ami west, and is owned ami operated by a
syndicate of Northern capitalists. Their
general manager, J. B. Watkins, gives an
interesting account of this gigantic planta-
tion, which throws the great Dalrymple
farm in Dakota into the shade completely.
"The million and a half acres of our
trsct." Mr. Waikins said.'was purchased
::! 1883 from the State ot Louisiana and ;

from the United States Government. At j
that time it was a vast grazing land for the |
cattle of the few dealers of the neighbor-
hood. When I look possession I found
over .jO.OOO head of half-wild horses and
cattle. My work was to divide the im-
mense tract into convenient pastures, es-
tablishing stations or ranches every six
miles. The fencing alone cost in the
neighborhood of $50,000. The land Ifound
to ba- best adapted to rice, sugar, corn and ,
cotton. Allour cultivating, ditching, etc .
is done by steam power. We take a tract,
say half a mile wide, for instance, and
place an engirt each side. These en-
gine" are portau... and operate a cable at-
tached to four plows, and under this ar-
rangement we are able to piow thirty acres
a day with only the labor of three men.
Our harrowing, planting and other culti-
vation is done in a like manner. In fact,

there is not a single draught-horse on the
entire place. We have, of course, horses
for the herder 3of cattle, of which we have
now Ki.ooo head. The Southern Pacific
Railroad runs for thirty-six miles through
our farm. We have three steamboats op-
erating on the waters of our own estate,
upon which there are 306 miles of naviga-
ble waters. We have an icehouse, a bank,
a shipyard, and a rice mill."—Missouri Re-
publican.

Ffed Well.—The dairyman who hesi-
tates in feeding hia cows should well re-
member that not only will the increased
dairy product well repay the extra feed, but
the manure resulting from the feed willbe
worth sometimes the entire cost of the
feed, always a good portion. Professor E.
W. Stewart, in the Country Gentkman, says
the best existing matter in a ton of linseed
meal \3 worth $26, and that after feeding it
the manure willbe worth $23 40. or !» per
cent, of the cost. As the increased dairy
product should at least be worth the entire
original cost of the meal, from $25 to $30,
in addition to the $23 40 in manure, one
can easily see the double profit of liberal
feeding in this instance.— Jertey Bulletin.

The Justice decided that the hus-
band had the better title to the hog, and
awarded it to him, providing be gave a
bond in the sum of $•>, guaranteeing the
forthcoming of the property in case further
litigation ensued. Up to the hour of going
to press the bond had not been given, and
the hog remains in the custody of the
bailirt'.— Ogletkwpe (Go.)

He felt tbat he should
be wanting in humanity if he were to or-
der her to be imprisoned for one single
hour beyond that tiin<>, and the sentence
was that she be imprisoned fur half an
hour. The announcement was received
with apn!aos«. Bigamy, therefore, is
henceforth to be regarded as jusiirtable as
a means of seif-protection. But would it
not be better to amend the law of divorce?
