THE NIHILIST PLOT.

Confirmation of the Reported Attempt on
the Czar’s Life.

St. PETERSBURG, March 15th.—1t is semi-
officially stated that on Sunday the police
were informed that an attempt might be
made on the life of the Czar on that day, it
being the anniversary of the assassination
of his father. As a result the police ar-
rested, near the Imperial Palace, several

ersons discovered holding dynamite
{;ombs in their hands ready to throw at the
Czar as he emerged.

SUPPRESSING THE NEWS.

St. PErERsBURG, March 15th.—The Ofi-
cial Messenger publishes the following state-
ment: “ The Czar and family attended the
requiein service in memory of Czar Alex-
ander 11, on Sunday afternoon, and a half
hour later started for Gatschina.” The pa-
per makes no mention of any unusual in-
cident having occurred on that day or
since.

DUMB AS OYSTERS.

Loxvox, March 15th.—The Russian Em-
bassy here refuse to-day to give any in-
formation respecting the truth or falsity of
the report that an attempt on the Czar's life
was made last Sunday in St. Petersburg.

A BOME ACTUALLY THROWN.

Paris, March 15th.—The Intransigeant,
Henri Rochefort’s paper, states that several
persons have been arrested in St. Petersburg
on a charge of engaging in a conspiracy
against the life of the Czar last Sunday.
The paper adds thst as the Czar was pass-
ing along the thoroughfare on bis way to
attend the services in commemoration of
the death of Lis father, a bomb wasthrown
at him, but for some reason it failed to ex-
plode, and that the persons arrested were
concerned in the assassination plot.

ANOTHER VERSION OF THE STORY.

Loxpoxw, March i5th.—The Russian Em-
bassy in London has received dispatches
confirming the reports of the discovery of a
plot to assassinate the Czar, and of the ar-
rest of the ringleaders. These dispatches
say that no actual attempt was made to kill
the Czar, as the plot had been discovered
before he left the palace., The British Gov-
ernment has received dispatches to the
same effect from Sir R. D. Morier, British
Embassador at 8t. Petersburg.

MORE INNOCENT PERSONS FOR SIBERIA.

Loxvpox, March 15th.—A dispatch from
St. Petersherg to the Daily News says:
While the Czar was returning from requiem
services in the Cathedral of St. Peter and
St. Paul a romb attached to a cord-was
thrown in his direetion. The intention
was to tighten the string, which was con-
nected with a mechanism, and thus ex-
plode the bomb; but before it could be ex-
ecuted the criminal and his suspected
accomplice were seized, It was found that
they lived together in a lodging-house in a
suburb of the city. The police visited this
house, and discovered there a quantity of
explosives and a number of revolutionary
pamphlets. Over 200 persons bave already
been arrested in connection with the affair,
and domiciliary visits are being made
throughout the city.

The German police had warned the Rus-
gian authorities that an attempt was to be
made against the Czar’s life, but the latter
failed to trace the plotters.

A telegram from Vienna confirms the
news of the dispatch, and says that the
bomb was thrown under the Czar's car-
riage, and that it was shaped like a book,
so that it could be carried in the hand
without exciting suspicion.

THE CZAR SHEDS TEARS.

Loxpox, March 15th.—A St. Petersburg
dispatch to the Times says that the route
which was to have been taken by the Czar
was crowded with ?yly dressed people,
Before the Imperial party started the
police telegraphed that they had grave sus-
picions that violence would be attempted,
and advised their Majesties to change their
route. Accordingly the royal drove
by the way of Neva Quay, and the Czar
cried on hearing of the danger he had es-

STILL TALK OF WAR.

Austria and Germany Making Elaborate
Preparations.

Loxpon, March 15th.—The public are
badly informed here of the preparations of
Austria and Germany for immediate war.
A correspondent just arrived from Cracow
informs me that 10,000 men are engaged
night and day in fortifying that place.
Austria’s preparations for war are hercu-
lean, but late.

Germany, on the other hand, is prepared
to start a campaign to-morrow. Army con-
tracts are signed, officers have sealed march-
ing orders, and the expectation of an im-
mediate war is almost universal. Her state
of readiness is perfect, with not a gaiter
button wanting to the equipment of the
army. Business is completely suspended.
Commercial relations have been so much
disturbed that opinion favors the imme-
diate release from the {ension in Germany.
Notwithstanding rumors of the probable
violation of Belgian territory, the feeling
is that the campaign will be conducted as
in 1870 on the Alsage-Lorraine frontier.
France is not so ready for war as Germany
will be. Iiis thoroughly understood that
if war breaks out in the west of Europe it
would be begun by Germany, for tactical
and diplomatic reasons, to neutralize
France in the event of an Austria-Russian
conflict.

CANADA.

The Canadians to Make Short Work of
Yankee Fishermen.

New Yorxk, March 15th.—A special from
Ottawa, Ont., says the Fisheries Department
have completed their plan of campaign for
the coming season, and it was submitted at
the Cabinet council last evening. After a
full discussion, it was adopted. Speaking
in regard to it, Sir John MacDonald said to-
day the protective fleet will be ever move
efficient than last year, and the Yankee
smack that succeeds in trespassing within
the three-mile limit will have to be com-
manded by an uncommonly ;cunning sea-
dog.

De Lesseps as a Diplomat.

Paris, March 15th.—A large number of
intimate friends of Count De Lesseps met
him at the railway station on his return
from Berlin last night. In an interview
he expressed the greatest pleasure at the
kind reception accorded hin: by everybody
in Berlin. As a result of the conversation
he had with Emperor William and Bis-
marck, he said he could affirm that there
would be no war. The Emperor told him
on Sunday that Germany would never
attack France. The Fmpress asked him
to leave his plan of the Panama Canal
with her.

Prince Bismarck spoke highly of Her-
bette, the French Embassador to Berlin,
who, the Prince says, is making himself
liked by eyery one.

Death of a Neted Painter.

Loxpox, March 15th.—The death is an-
nounced of Gustave Ochilles Guillaumel,
the French painter. He was 47 years of
age.

A NOTABLE LIFE.

Contemporaneous With the Entire Period
of American Government,

On Thursday of last week a man died at
Keeler who had a strange history. Walter
O’ Malley was long a resident of Inyo county
and was a very old man when he first came
here. Another old man, and pioneer of
the county, Thomas McDonough, worked
with O'Malley at Downieville, Sierra
county, in 1851 ; and he says O’Malley was
then an old man. A very short conversa-
tion with the deceased was enough to con-
vince anyone that he had received s liberal
education in youth. He spoke the French
language fluently and with a good accent.
When young he had been a good Latin
scholar, though long neglect had let that
language and literature become dim in his
memory. He was not much given to talk
of his early life; but the few now in Inyo
county who ever heard him speak on that
subject believe implicitly every word be
said. None of these can remember that
he ever named the year of his birth. As
learned from his conversation from time to
time, he was born in county Mayo, Ireland.
He was entered as a student at Maynooth
College, near Dublin, and got his education
there. The disastrous ending of the Irish
rebellion in 1798 had not' deterred others
from plotting to get free of English tyrrany.
Napoleon, in 1804, was declared Emperor
of the French. The sanguine Irish people
thought that the new Emperor and mighty
conqueror might be induced to send them
aid. Secret meetings were held and dele-
gates chosen to go to Paris and ask for
help. The closest watch was kept of the
Irish coast by English armed vessels; but
in a smuggling lugger the delegates man-
aged to elude the blockade, got to sea and
reached the French coast in safety. Young
O'Malley aeccompanied the delegates, and
was admitted with them to the presence of
the Emperor. Napoleon amused the dele-
gates with vague promises; the camp at
Boulogne had been formed ; a mighty army
was organized for the invasion of England,
and only awaited the arrival of the French
fleet, under Admiral Villeneuve, to attempt
a repetition of the exploit accomplished by
Norman William, seven hundred and thirty
vears before. But, alas for the hopes of
Ireland, the diminutive body that contained
the mighty soul of Horatio Nelson encoun-
tered Villeneuve; the French fleet was de-
stroyed ; the invasion ofjEngland abandon-
ed; the camp at Boulogne was broken up
and Napoleon marched his army to Ulm
and Austerlitz. O’Malley prolonged his
stay in France, not returning to his native
land till some years after the final downfall
of Napoleon, in 1815, 1n 1834 he came to
the United States, and was among the ad-
venturous men who rushed to Californiain
1349. He became infatuated with prospect-
ing for goid and silver, and continued an
eager prospector up to within a very short
time of his death. He was last at Inde-
pendence a little more than a year ago, and
made the trip from Darwin, a distance of
56 miles, on foot. Such a story may be
thought incredible. If true, O'Malley must
have been very nearly, if not quite, as old
as our republic. He could hardly be less
than 110 years old. It should be borne in
mind that there is living and good evidence
that he was & very old man at least thirty-
six years ago. More than one witness
would testify that he was a truthful, hon-
orable man; not given to idle talk, nor yet
prone to speak of himself. No one of these
witnesses has the least doubt of the entire
truth of his story, however strange it may
appear to others.—Inyo Independent, March
12th.
