I'he sect known as the Nihilists receives
little or no sympathy in America, because
their methods are those of wanton murder.
But we cannot deceive ourselves concern-
ing the facts—the Nihilists are not of a
class; on the contrary, they embrace peas-
ant and nobleman, landed proprietor and
emancipated serf, the merchant and the
aristocrat, the student and the scavenger,
the men of science, art and letters, and the
rag-pickers of the gutter. A cause that is
o comprehensive in the membership that
clusters about it cannot be without strength
for victory. We are not holding for the
Nihilists and their methods, but we look
at the facts as they present in every-day
news. They convince men at all open to
reason that there is a struggling spirit of
democracy in Russia that must dominate
some day. Its methods now are barbarous;
possibly it does not know its own desire
fully ; it may not, probably does not, look
much beyond its present, or have any broad
conception of self-government. It has no
comprehensive idea of a republic, it is not
even striving for that end; it asks for a con-
stitution with guarantees for personal
rights exceedingly limited, and which
American citizens would not consider at
all liberal.

Bat this sentiment is backed by unques-
tioned heroism of devotion. Men, who
day in and day out place life in the nether
balance for liberty and enfranchisement ;
whom the rigors of Siberia, the slavery in
deep-earth mines, the knout and the scaf-
fold have for twenty years failed to subdue;
men of all degrees who sacrifice home,
houses, lands, family, all, for political free-
dom; who do not hesitate to jﬂstif_\' the
crimes of the assassin by the ends sought
to be attained—such spirits are the fore-
runners and prophetic couriers of the
gospel of human liberty. They have
been taught by the iron hand of Czarism
and by ages of tyrannous rule, that cruelty
is a means to political ends; that the
power to take life justifies the crime in a
king; that oppression, slavery, servitude,
are the part of Russian subjects, and free-
dora a thing for rulers only; that the
thought of the soul must not be uttered in
Russia except by those willing to exchange
it for Arctic terrors; that a plea for
liberty means banishment, and a word for
political manhood is a self-uttered decree
of death on the scafiold.

What else can we expect in such a
country except Nihilism and its dynamite
methods? While we abhor them, while
we condemn assassing, let us not forget
that these men of Russia have been
scourged to thiscondition; that,after all,
their cry is for liberty such as we enjoy;
that they have never known the blessings
which enshrine us sovereign in manhood’s
right, that the declaration of
rights for which they suffer and die reads
strangely like our own, for which we con-
quered to independence; that there is not
a single claim or petition in the bill they
present for a solitary right that American
citizens do not enjoy in 2 degree five-fold
greater.

THE vote in Oakland for a high license
system is somewhat remarkable. As
shown by the pressef that city, it was
called for on brief notice.

No. 426, which provides for the sale and
distribution of the State series of school
text-books. Nearly every family in the
State is interested, and we give below the
method of.distribution as provided in the
bill :

All orders for text-books shall ' be made on the
Superintendent of Pablic Instruction, and shall
be accompanied by cash, in pavment tfor the
same, at the price fixed by the State Board of
Education as the cost price at Sacramento; pro-
vided, that if the books are to be shipped by
mail, the cost of postage shall also accompany
the order. The following persons shall be en-
titled to order books:

1. County Superintendents of Schools, for the
use of teachers, parents and pupils in their
counties only.

2. Principals of State Normal Scheols, for their
own and for the use of tne pupils in their re-
spective schools only.

3. The Secretary or Clerk of any school dis-
trict in the State, whether incurporated or
operating under the general law of the State,
for the use of the pupils in such districtdnly ;
but no books ordered by the County Superin-
tendents, or Clerks of bistrict Boards of Trus-
tees, or Principalsof State Normal Schools, shall
be sold at a price exceeding the cost price at
Sacramento, with the actual cost of freight and
cartage added.

4. Any retail dealer who shall first transmit
to the State Superintendent of Public Instruc-
tion an affidavit duly subscribed by him in sub-
stance as follows, to wit :

““ In consideration of receiving for sale, upon
the inclosed or upon any future order, the series
of school text-hooks, or any part thereof, pub-
lished by the State of California, I hereby agree
that I will not sell the same to any person or
persons for the purpose of being sold again, or
Lo any person or persons beyond the himits of
the State of Califoruia, and that I will not sell
said series of text-books, or any part or portion
thereof, at a price exceeding the iyricu to the
pupil fixed by the State Board of Education.”

Said affidavit shall be indorsed by the County
Superintendent in the following words, viz:

* I hereby certify that A. B. is a regular retail
dealer in school books in this county.

““C. D., County Superintendent.”

It shall be the duty of the State Superintend-
ent of Publie Instruction to furnish at once to
each County Superintendent, for the use of any
dealer in his county who may apply for per-
mission to sell the books of the State series,
printed copies of the above affidavit, together
with the list of prices of such books fixed as the
cost price at Sacramento, and the price to the
papil, and any dealer who shall fail to comply
with the conaitions of such affidavit shall for-
feit his right to any further purchase of said
books from the State. And it shall be the duty
of the Superintendent of Public Instruction to
report to the State Controller, on or pefore the
5th day of every month, the number of books
sold by him during the preceding month, and
pay the moneys received for the same into the
State treasury. It shall also be the duty of the
Superintendent of State Printing, on or before
the 5th day of every month, to report to the
State Congroller the number and valwe of the
books shipped by him on the order of the State
Superintendent of Public Instruction, and the
number and value of the finished books on
hand.

It shall be the duty of the Boards of Supervi-
sors of the counties, or cities and counties, in
this State, to provide a revolving fund, for the
purpose of enabling the County School Superin-
tendents to purchase the Stete text-books; all
moneys to be taken therefrom to be replaced by
the moneys received from the sale of said books
to the scholars of the public schools of his coun-
ty, either by himseit, or by the teachers of the
publiec schools, or the Clerks of Boards of Dis-
trict Trustees.

All school books compiled by the State shall
be furnished to the public school children of the
State at the cost of printing, publishing and dis-
tributing the same, said cost to be ascertained
and fixed by the State Board of Eduecation on or
before the 15th day of June of each school year;
and it is further enacted that the cost of distri-
bution shall be taken to be cost of postage re-
quired for mailing each book.

. And this Act shall be in force from and after
its passage.

The price list has been fixed by the State
Board of Education as follows :

First Reader, at Sacramento, 15 cents; by
mail or purchased from bookseller, 20
cents,

Second Reader, at Sacramento, 30 cents;
by mail or purchased from bookseller, 38
cents,

Third Reader, at Sacramento, 40 cents;
by mail or purchased from bookseller, 52
cents.

Speller, at Sacramento, 20 cents; by mail
or purchased from hookselier, 26 cents.

The above prices were fixed by the
former State Board of Education, and it
will be seen that a set of the Readers sent
by mail to any part of the State costs the
consumer $1 10, while a set of the Readers
now in use costs from $2 50 to $3 05. Su-
perintendent Hoitt thinks that the Beard
at its next meeting will make the price of
the Second Reader to the pupil 40 cents, in-
stead of 38 cents, and of the Third Reader
50 cents, instead of 52 cents, thus making
the cost of a set the same as now, but the
price of each book a multiple of five, so
that change can be easily made by parents
and pupils purchasing. .

The dealers will make the difference be-
tween the cost of freight and postage, and
the consumer who buys his books of the
dealer will save a two-cent stamp required
to send his order to Sacramento and the
cost of a postal note or money order. If
the people of any district prefer to send,
through their Clerk, direct to the State
Superintendent for their books, instead of
purchasing of their local dealers, they have
that privilege. 1t would seem that not
only will the people be protected, but
accommodated by the plan of distribution
adopted.

STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT, 2
SACRAMENTO, March 15, 1887. )

Whereas, the Lezislature cf the State
of California, at its twenty-seventh
session, beginning on the third day
of January, A. D. eighteen hundred
and eighty-seven, two-thirds of all
the members elected to each of the
two Houses of said Legislature
voting in favor thereof, proposed
the foliowing described amend-
ments to the Constitution of the

State of California, to wit:

Amendment Nnmber (ne.

To propose to the people of the State an
amendment to the Constitution of the
State, relative to the Judiciary Depart-
ment,

Resoived, That the Legislature of the State of
Califcrnia, at its regular session, commencing
on the third day of January, A. D. eighteen hun-
dred and eighty-seven, two-thirds of all the
members elected to each of the two Houses of
said Legislature voting in favor thereof, hereby

ropose that Sections two and three, of Article
Q’I.. of the Constitution of said State, be
amended so as to read as follows:

SECTION 2. The Supreme Court shall consist of
seven Jusiices. 1he Associate Justices of the
Supreme Court, in office at the time of the adop-
tiomrof this amendment to the Constitution, are
hereby continued in office as Justices of the ru-
preme Court for the remainder of the terms to
which they were respectively elected. TheJus-
tices shall elect one of their number to be Chief
Justice, and he shall hold the office of Chief
Justice of said Court for a term of two years.
At the expiration of the term of the Chief Jus-
tice first elected, and every two years thereafter,
the Justices shall elect a Chief Justice for alike
term of two years, An entry of the election of
such Chief Justice shall be made in the minutes
of the Court and signed by four Justices. When-
ever thereafter a vacancy*occurs in the office of
Chief Justice, a like election shall be had to
fill sueh office for the unexpired term. The Su-
preme Court may sit in depariments or in bank,
and shall always be open for the transaction of
business. There shall be two departments, de-
nominated respectively, Department One and
Department Two. The Chief Justice shall assign
three of the Justices to each department, aud
such assignment may be changed by him frcm
time to time. The Justices shall be competent to
sit in either department, and may interchange
with each other by agrecment among them-
selves or as ordered by the Chief Justice. Each
of the departments shall havethe power to hear
and determine causes and all questions arising
therein, subject to the provisions hereinafter
conteined in relation to the Court in bank. The
presence of three Justices shall be necessary to
transact any business in either of the depart-
ments, except such as may be done at cham-
bers, and the concurrence of two Justices shall
he necessary to pronounce & judgment. The
Chief Justice shall apportion the business to
the departments, and may, in his discretion,
order any cause pending before the Court to be
heard and decided by the Court in bank. The
order may be made before or after judgment

ronounced by adepartment; but where a cause

as been allotted to one of the departments, and
a judgmert pronounced thereon, the order must
be made within thirty days after such judgment,
and concurred in by two Justices, and ifso
made it shall have the effect to vacate and set
aside the judgment. Any four Justices may,
either before or after judgment by a depart-
ment, order a case to be heard in bank. If the
order be not made within the time above lim-
ited, the judgment shall befinal. No judgment

by a department shall beeome final until the

expiration of the period ot thirty days a‘ore- |

said, unless approved by the Chief Justice, in
writing, with the concurrence of two Justices.
The Chief Justice may convene the Court in
bank at any time, and shall be the presid-

ing Jostice of the Court when so con-
vened. The concurrence of four Jus-
tices present at the argument shall be

necessary to pronounce a judgment in bank;
but if four Justices, so present, do not eoncur in
a jadgment, then all the Justices qualified to sit
in the cnuse shall hear the argument; but to
render a judgment a concurrence of four Judges
shall be necessary. In the determination of
causes all deeisions of the Court in bank, or in
departments, shall be given in writing, aud the
grounds of the decision ‘shall be stated. The
Chief Justice may sit in either department, and
shall preside when so siting, but the Justices
assigned to each department shall select one of
their number as presiding Justice. In case of
the absence of the Chief Justice from the place
at which the Court is held, or his inability to
act, the Associate Justices shall select one of
their own number to perform the duties and ex-
ercise the powers of the Chief Justice during
such absence or inability to act. The Supreme
Court Commission, ereated by the Actof the
Legislature approved March twelfth, eighteen
hundred and eighty-five, shall continue and be
a Supreme Court Commission for four years after
the adoption of this amenf@ment. Said Com-

til otherwise changed by the legislature, the
Superior Court Judges shall receive an auuu?l
salary of three thousand dollars each, pnyab.e
monthly, except the Judges of the City and
County of San Francisco, and the Counties of
Alzmeds, Los Angeles, Santa Clara, Yuba and
Sutter combined, Sacramento, Butte, .‘\t'\‘ﬁdﬁ.
San Diego, San Bernardino, Colusa, and Tehama,
who shall receive flve thonsand dollars, and lgxe
Judges of the counties of Tulare, Monterey, S0-
noma, and San Joaguin shall receive four
thousand dollars each.

“Amendment Xumber Three.

A Resolution to propose an amendment to
Section eight, of Article XI., of the Con-

iating to the framing of a charter for
cities of more than one hundred thou-
saud inhabitants, and for cities of over
ten thousand and less than one hun-
dred thousand inhabitanis.

Resolved, That the Legislature of the State of
California, at its regular session, cocmmencin
on the third day of January, eighteen hundre
and eighty-seven, two-thirds of all the members
elected to each of the two Houses of said Legis-
lature voting in favor thereof, hereby propose
that Section eight, of Article XI., of the Consti-
tution of said State, be amended so as to read as
toliows :

SEcTION 8. Any city containing a population of
more than oune hundred thousand inhabitants
may frame a charter for its own government,
consistent with and subject to the Constitution
and laws of this State, by causing & Board of
fifteen frecholders, who shall have been for at
least five years qualified electors thereof, to be
elected by the qualified voters of such city, at
any general or special election, whose duty it
shall be, within ninety days after such election,
to prepare and propose a_charter for such eity,
which shall be signed in duplicate by the mem-
bers of such Board, or a majority of them, and
returned, one copy thereof to the Mayor, or
other chief executive officer of such city, and
the other to the Recorder of Deeds of the
county. Such proposed charter shall then be
published in two daily papers of general eircu-
ation in such city, for at least twenty days; and
within not less than rty days after
such publication it shall submitted to
the qualified electors of h ecity, at a
general or special elect and if a
majority of such qualified electors voting there-
at shall ratify the same, it shall thereafter be
submitted to the Legislature for its approval or
rejection as a whole, without power of altera-
tion or amendment; and if approved by a ma-
jority vote of the membe lected to each
House, it shall become the of such city,
or if such e¢ity be consolidat th a county,
then of such city and county d shall become
the organ:c law thereof, and supersede any ex-
isting charter, and all amendments thereof, and
all special laws inconsistent w ich charter.
A copy of such charter, cert by the Mayor,
or chief executive officer, and authenticated by
the seal of such city, setting forth the submis-
sion of such charter to the electors, and its rati-
fication by them, shall be made in duplicate,
and deposited, one in the office of the Secretary
of State, the other, after being recorded in the
office of the Recorder of Deeds of the county,
among the archives of the city. All Courtsshall
take judicial notice thereof. The charter so
ratified may be amended at rvals of not less
than two years, by proposals therefor, submitted
by legislative authority of the city to the quali-
fied voters thereof, at a general or special elec-
tion held at least sixty days after the publica-
tion of such proposals, and fied by at least
three-fifths of the qualified electors voting
thereat, and approved by the Legisiature as
herein provided for the approval of the charter.
In submitting any such charter, or amendment
thereto, any alternative or proposiiion
may be presented for the « e of the voters,
and may be voted on separately without preju-
dice to others. Any city c¢ontaining a popu-
lation of more than ten thousand zxxx"l not
more than one hundred th inhabitants
may frame a charter for its government,
consistent with and subj e Constitntion
and laws of this State, by Board of fif-
teen freeholders, wve been for at
least five years qualified e thereof, to be
elected by the qualified Vvoters of said city, at
any general or special e} whose dt i
shall be, within ninety da fter such e
to prepare and propose a charter for such

In
submitting any such charter, or amendment
thereto, any alternative article or proposition
may be {;r‘svuu-d for the choice of the voters,
and may be voted on separately without preju-
dice to others.

Now, therefore, pursuant to the provisions of
the Constitution and an Act of the Legislature,
entitled ‘“ An Act to provide for the submission
of certain proposed amendments to the Consti-

Legislature, and approved by the Governor,
The members thereof and Secretary shall be ap-
pointed as in said Act provided; and such Com-
missioners shall be subject to removal in like
manner as Judges of the Supreme Court. Said
Commission shall have the same power to hear
and determine causes possessed by a depart-
ment of the Supreme Court; and causes may be
assigned to the Commission in the same man-
ner they are assigned to a department, and afrer
decision they may be ordered heard in bank in
the same way, and with like restrictions as if
decided in department. The judements of the
Commission shall be entered asthe judgments
of the Court. The Commission shall sit at such
times and piaces &s may be designated by the
Court, but such Commissioners shall not exer-
cise any judicial functions except when assem-
bled as a Commission, and then they shall only
have the power to hear and determine such
causes as may have been assigned to them.

SecTioN 3. The Justices of the Supreme Court
shall be elected by the qualified eleetors of the
S ate at large, at the general State elections, and
the times and places at which State officers are
elected: and the term of office shall be twelve
vears from and after the first Monday after the
first day of January next succeeding their elec-
tion. Three Justices shall be elected for the full
term at the general State election held in eight-
een hundred and ninety; and at the general elec-
tion held every fourth year thereatter, two
Justices shall be elected for full terms of twelve
vears, except that in every twelfth year there-
after, three Justices shall be elected for full
terms, If the Chief Justice, or any Justice, be-
comes permanently disqualified, either men-
tally or physically, to perform the dutles of his
office, and such fact is certified to the Governor
by five Justices, one of whom may be the Chief
Justice in case of the disability of a Justice, the
office of such disqualified person becomes im-
mediately vacant, and he ghall be paid a retir-
ing salary of two hundred and fifty (250) dollars
per month for the remainder of histerm. If a
vacaney exist or occur in the office of a Justice,
the Governor shall appoint a person to hold the
office Tor the remainder of the unexpired term.
The Governor shall appoint a Justice to hold
office as Justice for the unexpired term of the
late Chief Justice.

Amendment Number Two.

To Propose to the People of (he State an
Amendment to the Constitution of the
State, relative to the Ealaries of the
Judiciary Department.

Resolved, That the Legislatnre of the State of
California, at its regular session, commencing
on the third day of January, A. D. eighteen
hundred and eighty-seven, two-thirds of -all
members elected to each of the two Houses of
said Legislature vot'ng in favor thercof, hereby
propase that Section seventeen, of Article VL,
of the Constitution of said State be amended so
as to read as follows :

SecTioN 17. The Justices of the Supreme Court,
and Judﬂesof the Superior Court, shall severally,
at stated times durigig their continuance in
offie2, receive for their services compensation
which shall not be increased or diminished
after their election, nor during the term for
which they shall have been elected. The sal-
ary of the Justices of the Supreme Court shall
be paid by tbe State. One half of the salary of
each Superior Court Judge shall be paid by the
State; the other half thereof shall be pn{d by
the county for which heis elected. The annual
salaries of the Justices of the Supreme Court

State Capitol, Sacramento, in like manuer as is
provided by law in the election of State officers
(other than Governorand Lieutenant-Governor).
