ODD FELLOWSHIP.

Something Concerning Its Standing and
Its Organization in Sacramento.

The Independent Order of Odd Fellows
may be called a modern institution, thongh
the idea of its fundamental principle is of
sufficient antiquity to please the most ex-

acting ofantique hunters. Odd Fellowship
is a system of fraternal benevolence and
reciprocal aid, and in its practical workings
has blended many beautiful ceremonies
with solid and useful forms, though this
character is peculiar to all delicately organ-
ized associations—in fact, of nature itself.
While it is not our purpose to elaborate
upon the principles and beautiful workings
oi' the Order, yet, as a matter of informa-
tion, we would gi\e something of the
status and wonderful activity of Odd Fel-
lowship, now so prominent in our commu-
nity,

Sacramento was early in the field of
benevolence, and Odd Fellowship was one
of the earliest mediums through which her
generous people praciiced the noble charac-
teristics of their nature, to which the early
records of the city bear ample testimony,
even before the Order was legitimately or-
ganized and instituted by Lodges in the
State.

There are at the present time in this
city six subordinate lodges, comprising a
membership of about 1.300; a patriarchal
branch, consisting of two encampments,
having i-'-'O members, and a Rebekah
branch, consisting of two Rebekah degree
lodges, haying 250 members.

The military branch of the Order here
comprises Cantons Nos. 1 and 18, as com-
ponents, and form Grand Canton No. 1,
I'atriarchs Militant, I. 0. O. F., Depart-
ment of the Pacific, having ninety mem-
bers or swords.

Of the auxiliaries, which form a part of
this great and growing interest in this city,
is the Veteran O. F. Association, of baera-
luento, comprising I^o members, who have
been Odd Fellows twenty years or more,
and are still contributing members ofsome
Lodge of the Order. Their objects are of
a social chamber. The General Relief
Committee forms an important auxiliary,
and is truly an indispensable adjunct in
dispensing the beneficence of the Order to
those who are sojourners here, and who by
reason of sickness or misfortune need the
attention and care of their brethren. It
comprises three members of each Lodge
and Kncampment, who serve a six-month
period, and meet for business purposes
ivory alternate Sunday morning at the Odd
Fellows' Temple. A valuable feat are is its
employment committee, whose duty it is to
provide occupation for the needy and able
Odd Fellow stranger among us ; its labors
are all gratuitously and well performed.

The Odd Fellows' Library is a source of
much comfort ami usefulness to nil the
members and to their families, who have
free use of the books and tlie privilege of
the rooms. Itcomprises 5,000 volumes of
well-selected current literature, has the
magazines and papers of the day, and a
]ady Librarian to attend to the wants of its
patrons. It is sustained by contributions
from the Lodges.

The home of all these is in the Odd Fel-
lows' Temple, corner of Xinth and X
streets. This is one of the most notable of
our public buildings, and is an evidence of
the character and permanency of Odd Fel-
lowship. It is in charge of a Board of
eleven Directors, elected annually by the
Stockholders, who manage and care for the
property, which is owned solely by the
Lodges mid Kncampments and has a prob-
able value of $100,000. There is, in addi-
tion to this, the cemetery property of the
Order, under care of a joint Board of Trus-
tees comprised of the subordinate Lodes*.
Itis claimed to be the largest and best im-
proved society plat in the City Cemetery,
and is an exceedingly important interest in
connection with this Order.

Recently the Odd Fellows here have
been very active, and their Lodges nightly
are thronged with earnest, enthusiastic
members, who are doing a noble work in
the cause of friendship, love and truth ;

visitations and intervisitations among the
Lodges and Camps, and even the Rebekah
l.'iiijes make fraternal visits to the subor-
dinates, thus engendering greater activity
and harmony—a co-operation the beneficial
effect of which is being felt in the com-
n.unity.

This" evening C. T. McEachran, the
Grand Vaster of the Order, has called nil
the Lodges together for a jointvisit of fra-
ternal interest and instruction, and the
members here :ire makinc preparations for
a grand reception of the Grand officers for
the occasion.

MODERATE DRINKERS.

" What I* True of Atlanta should be True

of Sacramento."
Again was the Metropolitan Theater

crowded last night to hear the renowned

temperance lecturer. Richard T. Booth.

He was introduced by Rev. H. C. Chris-

tian, who said the success of these temper-

ance meetings was the subject of conversa-
tion upon every band, and the good they
were doing was felt in many hundred

homes in this city. He hoped that every

man who signed the pledge would have
strength to keep it, would thus be enabled
to escape untold miseries and a drunkard's
grave. He said he perhaps had more rea-
sons to rejoice than any other man in the
city, for he knew what this demon drink
could do for a fallen man, for he himself
was one of those reclaimed from the saloon
and its baneful influences. When he was
reclaimed his whole life seemed dark and
hopeless. Since then ie had devoted his
life to reclaiming his fellow-men, and he
could count thirty whom he had called
from behind the bar where they were deal-
ing out this death-dealing demon, and who
had espoused the cause of temperance and
became followers of Christ. [Applause.]
Seven years ago he was pastor of a church
in Atlanta, Ga., a city ofGO.OOO souls, filled
with saloons and drunkards. If any man
had told him then that they

Without a saloon in it, he would have set
that individual down as exhibiting all the
signs of insanity. That prediction has
come true, and to-day that city, with three
times the population of Sacramento, has
not a saloon in it; its people are happy,
prosperous, temperate. [Applause.] What
is true of Atlanta should become true of
Sacramento, and these meetings have
opened a campaign which means the capit-
ulation of the liquor dealers in this the
capital of our State. [Applause.]

When Mr. Booth advanced to the foot-
lisht he was greeted with a round of ap-
plause by those who had been listening to
nim nightly for the past two weeks. As
the meetings progress there is a marked
attendance of young men, and older ones,
too, who take the pledge for the good it
will do. Men who have not drawn a sober
breath for twenty years up to the time
they took this pledge now occupy front
seats nightly, and seem proud of their
badges of blue.

The speaker said that at 2 p. m. to-day, at
the Westminster Presbyterian Church,
there would be an extra attraction to their
usual prayer-meeting. A large committee
of Christian men and women would be ap-
pointed to canvass the entire city and wait
upon

And give them an invitation to be present
at the meeting to be held on next Thurs-
day night, when he intended delivering a
special lecture for their especial benefit.
He was going to talk to and at them.

The speaker then took up the subject.
"The Moderate Drinker," and said it was
hard indeed to impress upon the occasional
drinker the fact that it is bad morally and
physically. The liquor traffic he held to
be a crime, to be immoral, and to drink a
sin. He said no one could define a mod-
erate drinker. Itwas somewhere between
a thimbleful and a bucketful. Can you do
any good by abstaining? Of course you
do. Go home to-night and read James
iv., 17: "Therefore to him that knovveth to
do good, and doeth it not, to him it is a
sin." Those words are in the holy book,
not my language, but that of the living
God.

To ?ave the drunkard and keep others from
drinking? When you go home to-night,
take down your Bible and read Proverbs,
xi., lii. I will not quote it, but let you
read it for yourself. [Ifthe memory of
the reporter serves him, the Scripture re-
ferred to runs something like this : "He
that is void of wisdom despiseth his neigh-
bor; but a man of understanding holdeth
his peace."]

He said that some of the saloon-keepers
loved to quote Scripture, especially that
where Paul advised Timothy to take some
wine for his stomach's sake. He said a
saloon-keeper was standing in his door-
way one day, when he saw an Irishman
passing with a blue ribbon on his shirt.
He accosted Pat, and after asking him,
pointing to the blue ribbon, what he "had
gone and made a fool of himself for,' 1 in-
vited him in to take something. Pat very
politely declined, and pointing with pride
to his badge, said: ''This says I must not."
"Oh, come along," said the mixer; "re-
member, it is written in Scripture that Paul
said unto Timothy, 'take a little wine for
thy stomach's sake.' " " Well," replied
Pat, "you ain't Paul, I ain't Timothy, and
my stomach don't ache."

Slight Disagreement.
