GROPING IN THE DARK.
An Effort in Court to Discover the Mar-
derers ot John Kasson.

In Justice Post’s Court yesterday morn-
ing three colored men—Wm. H. Edlin, J,
W. Maskon and Samuel Spring—who were
arrested at Gridley by Deputy Sherift New-
bert, assisted by Sheriff Hankey, of Sutier
county, on suspicion that one or all of
them had been connected with the murder
of John Kasgon near Florin on the 11th
instant—were called for examination. As
the prisoners had no counsel, the Court
appointed J. J. West to defend them, and
he entered into the case with as much zeal
ag though his clients were among the
wealthiest in the land, instead of tramps.
During the day the Court-room was
crowded with witnesses and spectators,
the colored peopie ot the city taking
especial interest in the proceedings. As'was
intimated in yesterday’s REcorp-Uniox,the
Distriect Attorney had very little positive
evidence, and during the examination was
groping in the dark, as it were, hoping to
stumble upon a clue that would ensable
him to unravel the mystery of the homi-
cide. During the day several witnesses
were put en the stand, who testified to hav-
ing seen three colored men ard one white
man walking along the railroad track be-
tween Elk Grove and Florin, on the day
of the murder. Edlin was identified as
one of the colored men seen, but the other
two defendants were not recognized as
members of the party. Watson, the mu-
latto who was arrested in Nevada county
by Deputy Sheriff O'Conner, was in the
Court-room, that the witnesses might see
him, though his case has nol yet been get,
and he was identified as having been with
Edlin. The white man accompanying the
colored men was described as being about
28 years of age, and to have a scar on the
side of his face—the scar being a mark the
authorities had not previously heard of
when his description was given. One wit-
ness testified to having accompanied Kas-
son and some colored men, as well as white
men, on the steamer from San Francisco to
Stockton, and identified Edlin as one of
the party. During the examination the
bullets taken from the body of the muz-
dered man were introduced as evidence,
and shown to fit a pistol found upon the
person of Maskon, but this suggestive piece
of evidence did not amount to anything,
as eventually the weapon was shown to be-
long to a resident of Sacramento, that it
was in the city at the time of the homicide,
and that Maskon got it in his possession
during a spree in Sacramento after Kasson's
death. In fact, as against both Maskon
and Spring, the evidence was very light,
while an alibi was pretty conclusively
established. They narrated their wander-
ings throughout the country without hesi-
tation, and created amusement at times by
reference to their manner of obtaining free
railroad rides. Edlin has not yet been
plated upon the stand, but it is understood
that he claims to have been at or near the
((i‘ounty Hospital on the night of the mur-
er.

About 5 o'clock last evening Justice Post
adjourned Court until.9:30 this morning,
when it is expected additional witnesses
will be present.

Promised Entertainment.

The Sacramento School of Design was
opened by the California Museum Associa-
tion in January, 1886. The first year,
though the attendance was large, the cost

of the school exceeded its income. This
vear it has paid ils way and proved its
merit, and that the public appreciate the
effort to afford all people who desire oppor-
tunities to cultivate the taste for designing,
and thus better qualify them to enjoy life
and to fight its battles to better advantage.
The classes are so far advanced that ont-
door sketching must be prosecuted fre-
quently. This involves a personal expense
to each pupil. To create a fund to meet
the transportation charges for these
weekly trips to proper points, the pu-
pils of the school have arranged an en-
tertainment for Thursday night next
at the Art Gallery, the beautifal art hall
being for that occasion properly fitted up.
Members of the Bric-a-Brac Club have
volunteered to aid the pupils, that club
having been largely instrumental in pro
moting the school to its present success.
There will be vocal and instrumental
music, statuary effects, tableaux and pos-
ings, literary and other exercises. The
pupils are striving industriously to securea
large audience, and they deserve 1t. The
entertainment had been fixed for Friday
night, but has been changed to Thursday,
to avoid conflict with opera night.

No More Military Companies.

The Marysville dppeal of yesterday, un-
der the heading of “Go Ahead With Your
Company,” remarks: “The failure of the
Legislature to provide the expenses of the
ten new companies does not prevent Ad-
jutant-General Cosby from mustering in
and furnishing rifles and other equip-
ments, and it is hoped that the young men
of this city will go ahead and organize just
the same as if appropriations had been pro-
vided. The Marysville company will thus
earn an annual claim for $1,200, which the
next Legislature will no doubt honor. The

heavy, and no doubt wealthy citizens wiil
be willing to donate all necessary amounts.
Boys, go ahead with your company.”
Perhaps it would be as well for the Marys-
ville young men to act upon Davy Crock-
ett’s motto, instead of the Appeal’s advice.
Governor Bartlett, Commander-in-Chief,
has already intimated his intention not to
muster in any more companies until an
appropriation bas been made for their sup-
port, for the reason that if he should allow
them to be mustered in a claim against the
State would be created without authority
of law, and to that proceeding he will not
consent.
