Martin shot at him
three times, be running into a tent, Martin
following and shooting him three times
more while he was lying on a bed badly
wounded. The man is still alive but it is
almost impossible for him to recover.

He
entered the saloon of G. W. Heed this
morning: and walked into the back room
and Eat down on a chair and began to read
a newspaper. In a few minutes the bar-
keeper beard a report, and on entering the
room found Bronson with a bullet through
his brain and the smoking pistol about
three feet from him. He was a native of
New York, about 00 years of ago1, and a
veteran of the Mexican war. He has no
relatives in this State, but has a siiter, Mrs.
A. Hudson, living in New York.

The Souiheni Pacific > tid to Have Sec-
cured a Local Koatl.

Pobtland, March 27th.—It is stated on
reliable authority that the Southern Pacific
has secured the control of the Portland and
Willamette Valley road (narrow gauge)
running between this city and Dundee, a
distance of twenty-eight miles. This, in
addition to the Oregon and Colorado, prac-
tically gives them control ot the entire
Willamette valley transportation system,
except that afforded by the Willamette
river and the Oregon Pacific line ti> Yaqui-
na bay. The acquisition of the narrow
gauge also gives the Southern Pacific a di-
rect line into Portland by building thirteen
miles of track and a bridge costing $150,-
--000. The Oregon and California road now
terminates in East Portland am! there is a
costly ferry transfer. The purchase of the
narrow gauge will do away with this ex-
pense.

CASTLE GARDEN RAIDH) BY
STARVING EMIGRANTS.

Enormous Prices Paid for Some of
the Stewart Pictures—J. Flood

Jr. as a Knocker-Out—Etc.

STARVED IMMIGRANTS.

Kxciting Scenes on the Arrival of the
Wrecked Italians.

N*i:w York, March 27th.—This after-
noon 519 ot the passengers of the
wrecKed steamship Scotia arrived on the
sea-barge Haggerty, at Castle Garden. The
scene that followed beggared description.
They rushed into the rotunda pell-mell,
shrieking and howling for food likeraven-
ous wolves. They crowded round the lunch-
tables, climbing over each other and tramp-
ling on helpless women and children, and
pandemonium reigned supreme for fully
an hour. It is customary to register ail
immigrants before they enter the rotunda,
but red tape was broken on this occasion
by Superintendent Jackson. The force of
the mass of people was so great that the
officers who were stationed to keep order
were swept aside like straws.

THE SEETHIXU MAFS

Could not be restrained. Superintendent
Jackson gave orders to give them all the
food they needed and charge it to the Com-
missioner of Immigration. Then the dis-
tribution of food began. It was impossible
to regulate the distribution. Strong men
crowded to the front with uplifted arms
and their eyes starting from their sockets,

CBYINti IS ITALIAN","BREAD ! BEEAD !"'
The surging mob was utterly uncontrollable.
The officers of the Garden aided in the
distribution by throwing loaves over the
heads of the nearest to others of the
crowd. Every time a loaf was fired into
the crowd twenty or more scrambled, and
in some cases fought, to fiet it. Dry bread
was a luxury. In a short time all theiood
was gone. The women and children were
cared for, and milk and beer added to their
portion. The complaints of the unfortu-
nate immigrants were most uniavorable to
the company, and particularly to the Cap-
tain ofthe Scotia.
ANOTHER LOT OF RAVKSOUS rsFORTFNATFS.

Seventy additional passengers, who came
by rail from Patchoque, arrived about !)
o'clock to-night. They were transferred
from Long Island City on a steamboat.
They were even more ravenous than the
others. They were fed at the Garden, a
fresh supply of provisions having been ob-
tained. Many of the Italians were yick
from eating after their long fast. Several
writhed in agony on the floor of the ro-
tunda. To some oftheir countrymen who
met them here, the women, who composed,
with their chiidren, the largest portion of
the number, complained loudly of thtir
bad treatment, and said they could not get
food or water enough during the voyage.

SOUND DOCTfINE.

St. Pail, March 27th.—Governor A. P.

Itwas asked who Iwould recom-
mend for the Collectorship, and I left it
with Postmaster-General Vilas. He recom-
mended Arthur Dclaney. Lientenant
Nichols, who went to Washington to make
it hot for me, is now awaiting court-martial
on serious charges preferred agaimt him
while on the Alaska coast. It was he who
sent Chinamen to Douglas Island at the
time of the riot and refused to return then:
when requested to do so."

THE CORONET WINS THE OCEAN
TACHT RACE.

No Tidings of the Damnlr-s Slonny
Voyage—Russia's Efforts to Fo-

ment Discord in Afghanistan.

The Yacht Coronet First Arrant the At-
l.inlil: Oc<M.

Losmbt. March 27th.—The yacht Coronet
arrived offQueenstown at X i.'Mo'clock this
morning. Nothing has been seen since of
the I%unl!e?s. The Coronet passed the
winning point at 12:50 o'clock, under a full
press of canvas.

SO3HI MBnCUUM OF THSTOY.V.E.
Qceejwtown, March 27th.—The Coronet

arrived at 12:41 p. m. The apparent time
occupied in the passage was M days, 23
hours, 38 Biantea and 4<> seconds, and the
actual time, computed on the Greenwich
bads, was 14 days. 111 hours, :; minutes and
14 seconds. Whole number of nautical
miles sailed, 2.'.H!>. The longest day's run
was 291.5 miles, made on Saturday, March
2i!th, and (he shortest SB.B miles, made on
Tuesday, March 838. The weather was un-
commonly stormy, even for tbiflseason of
the year. No less than seven heavy gales
contributed tokeep the sea in a ferraentfor
e'even days of the trip, and for twa days
the weather was so severe as to make the
question of the yacht's liv;ng throneh
them somewhat doubtful. She Be-
haved splendidly, however, in allsort 3
of weather, and proved herself one
of the Manehfst, if not one of the fastest
vessels of her size afloat. No accident
happened to any of the sailors, despite the
great risks they were compelled to under-
take at times. With the exception ofthree
torn sails and a littlebroken tackle, every-
thing on board was in as pood shape when
her anchor was dropped off(iueenstown as
when it was raised on* TompkinsviUe,
irtaten Islam!. It is thought that a much
quicker passage might have been made had
Captain Crosby carried more sail. On sev-
eral occasions, when the wind was light
but the sky threatening, he was very cau-
tious, and his judgment was largely con-
trolled by the barometer, which was much
ot the time below 2!>, and seldom above 30
—the nominal bight in the latitude tra-
versed. The course was made a little more
northerly than was thought safe, but for-
tunately no icebergs or fields were encoun-
tered.

The number of persons on board the
Coronet was SB, including 10 sailors, five
officers, steward, cook, mess boy and five
guests. The officer! were: Captain, C. P.
Crosby; navigator, T. B. C. Anderson;
mates", \V. A. Whittier and Otto Peterson;
boatswain, Augnstus Bergholni.

In passing the given line at Roche's
Poing, the victorious yacht fired five guns,
ami the time was at once taken by the Sec-
retary ami members of the Royal Cork
Yacht Club, who had been on the lookout
for her arrival. The Club than hoisted a
signal announcing the Coronet's arrival,
the various station* answering the pen-
nant. The wind was blowing hard, and
the Coronet entered Cork harbor in spank-
ing style, with all sails set and hngging the
western shore. From start to finish the
Coronet experienced strong gales, with
tremendous seas. On Tuesday and Wed-
nesday last she hove to for several hours
each "day and made only 00 miles in 48
hours. Her average run during the passage
varied from 230 to 2.30 miles a day.
