A Tramp Badly Hart and an Engineer and
Fireman Receive Severe Contusions.

About 7 o'clock Satarday mornitg the
west bound express train met with an acci-
dent about three miles above Auburn,
which was of such a serious character that
the only wonder is that it did not termin-
ate more disastrously. The train was run-
ning in two sections, and the second
section, drawn by two locomotives,

was passing through a cut when the flange
on one of the wheels under the front, or
“ pony " truck of the second engine broke,
and in a few seconds the engine was off the
track and partially in the bank. The mail
car jumped over the tender, swept the cab
off the engine, and landed across the en-
gine. The express car landed on the bank
about Efieen feet 'high, and the baggage
car and first Pullman left therails. Engi-
peer Charles W. Cox, of No. 18, bad a mir-
aculous escape. His reverse lever and
throttle were twisted out of his hand, he
was thrown on the boiler, the end of the
mazil car swept over him and crushed every-
thing, the escaping steam struck him, and
the water tank turning up over him drench-
ed him with cold water, saving bhim
from being scalded to death. His spine
was injured, and his head and body bruised.
The fireman, Robert Armstrong, was car-
ried forward by the mail-car in the frag-
ments of thecab, and fell in front of the en-
gine,but insuch a manner that although the
locomotive passed partly over him, he only
suffered an injury to the thigh and minor
contusions. A tramp, named George Will-
iams, who was stealing a ride between the
bagzage and express cars, had both legs
broken, one so badly, that it was subse-
quently amputated at Auburn, where he
was taken. He was alive yesterday, but
his condition is deemed critical. The en-
gineer and fireman were brought to Sacra-
mento, and are both doing well, though the
former will be confined to his house for a few
days. Mail Agent Gurney suffered some in-
jaries and had a shoulder dislocated. Mail
Agent Stevenson was slightly injured, as
was also Assistant Mail Agent Doe. None
of the passengers were hurt. The first en-
gine broke the coupling connecting it with
the second engine, and went on its way all
right. The mail-car was knocked into
fragments and remained resting upon en-
gine No. 18 in such a way that the smoke-
stack was in the middle of it. The mail
was very badly damaged in consequence of
the water from the tender being spilled
over it. Information of the accident was
towarded to Sacramento, and the wrecking-
car left immediately for the scene of the
wreck. The work of clearing the track was
carried on briskly all day and night, but
it was not until noon yesterday that the
road was again open to travel. The rail-
road company arranged on Saturday for
a transfer of passengers, etc., but yester-
day’s train, coming through in two sec-
tions, did not reach Sacramento until about
2:30 P. M.

Proclamation.

STATE OF CALIFORNIA, 1
EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT, >
SACRAMENTO, March 15, 1857. )

Whereas, the Legislature of the State
of California, at its twenty-seventh
session, beginning on the third day
of January, A. D. eighteen hundred
and eighty-seven, two-thirds of all
the members elected to each of the
two Houses of said Legislature
voting in favor thereof, proposed
the following described amend-
ments to the Constitution of the

State of California, to wit:

Amendment Number One.

To propose to the people of the State an
amendment to the Constitution of the
State, relative to the Judiciary Depart-
ment.

Resolved, That the Legislature of the State of
California, at its regular session, commencing
on the third day of January, A. D. eighteen hun-
dred and eighty-seven, two-thirds of all the
members elected to each of the two Houses of
said Legislature voting in favor thereof, hereby

ropose that Sections two and three, of Article

1., of the Cons{jtution of said State, be
amended so as to read as follows:

SEcTION 2. The Supreme Court shall consist of
seven Justices. The Associate Justices of the
Supreme Court, in office at the time of the adop-
tion of this amendment to the Constitution, are
hereby continued in office as Justices of the su-
preme Court for the remainder of the terms to
which they were respectively elected. TheJus-
tices shall elect one of their number to be Chief
Justice, and he shall hold the office of Chief
Justice of said Court for a term of two years.
At the expiration of the term of the Chief Jus-
tice first elected, and every two years thereafter,
the Justices shall elect a Chief Justice for a like
term of two years. An entry of the election of
such Chief Justice shall be made in the minutes
of the Court and signed by four Justices. When-
ever thereafter a vacancy occurs in the office of
Chief Justice, & like election shall be had to
fill such office for the unexpired term. The Su
preme Court may sit in depariments or in bank,
and shall always be open for the transaction of
business. There shall be two departments, de-
nominated respectively, Department One and
Department Two. The Chief Justice shall assign
three of the Justices to each department, and
such assignment may be changed by him from
time to time. The Justices shall be competent to
sit in either department, and may interchange
with each other by agreement among them-
selves or as ordered by the Chief Justice. Each
of the departments shall have the power to hear
and determine causes and all questions arising
therein, subject to the provisions hereinafter
contained in relation to the Court in bank. The
presence of three Justices shall be necessary to
transact any business in either of the depart-
ments, except such as may be done at cham-
bers, and the concurrence of two Justices shall
he necessary to pronounce a judgment. The
Chief Justice shall apportion the business to
the departments, and may, in his discretion,
order any cause pending before the Court to be
heard and decided by the Court in bank. The
order may be made before or after judgment
pronounced by adepartment; but where a cause

as been allotted to one of the departments, and
a judgmert pronounced thereon, the ordermust
be made within thirty days after such judgment,
and concurred in by two Justices, and ifso
made it shall have the effect to vacate and set
aside the judgment. Any four Justices may,
either before or after judgment by a depart-
ment, order a case to be heard in bank. If the
order be not made within the time
ited, the judgment shall be final. No judgment
by a department shall become final
expiration of the period of t}
said, unless approved by the
writing, with the concurrence of tv
The Chief Justice may convene t
bank at any time, and shall be
ing Justice of the Court when
vened. The coneurrence of four Jus-
tices present at the argument shall be
necessary to pronounce a judgment in bank;
but if four Justices, so present, do not concur in
a judgment, then all the Justices qualified to sit
in the cause shall hear the argument; but to
render a judgment a concurrence of four Judges
shall be necessary. In the determination of
causes all decisions of the Court in bank, or in
departments, shall be given in writing, and the
grounds of the decision shall be stated. The
Chief Justice may sit in either department, and
shall preside when so siting, but the Justices
assigned to each department shall select one of
their number as presiding Justice. In case of
the absence of the Chief Justice from the place
at which the Court is held, or his inability to
act, the Associate Justices shall select ore of
their own number to perform the duties and ex-
ercise the powers o! the Chief Justice during
such absence or inability to act. The Supreme
Court Commission, created by the Actof the
Legislature approved March twelfth,
hundred and eighty-five, shall continue and be

mission meay be continsed for such time
thereafter as may be fixed by an Act
passed by =a vote of two-thirds of the
elected members of each House of the

Legislature, and approved by the Governor.
The members thereof and Secretary shall be ap-
pointed as in said Act provided; and such Com-
missioners shall be subject to removal in like
manner as Judges of the Supreme Court. Said
Commission shall have the same power to hear
and determine causes possessed by a depart-
ment of the Supreme Court; and causes may be
assigned to the Commission in the same man-
ner they are assigned to a department, and after
decision they may be ordered heard in bank in
the same way, and with like restrictions as if
decided in department. The judgments of the
Commission shall be entered asthe judgments
of the Court. The Commissicn shall sit at such
tunes and places as may be designated by the
Court, but such Commissioners shall not exer-
cise any judicial functions except when assem-
bled as a Commission, and then they shall only
ave the power to hear and determine such
causes as may have been assigned to them.

SectIOoN 3. The Justices of the Supreme Court
shall be elected by the qualified electors of the
State at large, at the general State clections, and
the times and places at which State officers are
elected; and the term of office shall be twelve
years from and after the firrt Monday after the
first day of January next succeeding t r elec-
tion. Three Just shall be e X
term at the general State election held in eight-
een hundred aud ninety; and at the general elec-
tion held every fourth ycar thereafter,
Justices shall be elected for full terms of twelv
years, exeept that ine r twellih yearth |
arter, three Justices s be elected for full |
terms. If the Chief Justice, or any Justice,
comes permsanently disqualified, either men-
tally or physically, to perform the duties of his
office, and such fact is certified to the Gov or
by five Justices, one of whom may be the Chief
Justice in case of the disability of a Justice, the
office of such disqualified Sn‘?r.\nn becomes im-
mediately vacant, and he shall be paid a retir-
ing salary of two hundred and fifty (250) dollars
per month for the remainder of his term. If a
vacancy exist or occur in the office of a Justice,
the Governor shall appoint a person to hold the
office for the remainder of the unexpired term.
The Governor shall appoint a Justice to hold
office as Justice for the unexpired term of the
late Chief Justice.

Amendment Number Two.

To Propose to the People of the State an
Amendment to the Constitution of the
State, relative to the Salaries of the
Judiciary Department.

Pesolved, That the Legislature of the State of
California, atits regular session, commenecing
on the third day of January, A. D.eighteen
Lundred anl eighty-seven, two-thirds of all
members elected to each of the two Houses of
said Legislature voting in favor thereof, hereby
propose that Section seventeen, of Article VL,
of the Constitution of said State be amended so
as to read as follows:

8gcTioN 17. The Justices of the Supreme Court,
and Judgesof the Superior Court, shall severally,
at stated times during their continuance in
offic>, receive for their services compensation
which shall not be increased or diminished
after their election, nor during the term for
which they shall have been elected. The eal-
ary of the Justices of the Supreme Court shall
be paid by the State.  One half of the salary of

each Superior Court Judge shall be paid by the
State; u?: other half thereof shall be de by
the county for which heiselected. The annual
salaries of the Justicss of the Supreme Cour:

shall be seven thousand five hundred dollars
$7,500) each, and the Supreme Court Commis-
sioners six thousand (86,600) dollars each. Un-
til otherwise changed by the Legislature, the
Superior Court Judges shall receive an annnal
salary of three thousand dollars each, payable
monthly, except the Judges of the City and

Amendment Number Three,

A Resolntion to propose an amendment to
Section eight, of Article XI., of the Con~
stitution of the State of California, re-
lating to ihe f-amwing of a charter for
cities of more than one hundred thou-
sand inhabitants, and for cities of over
ten thousand and less tkan one hun-
dred thousand inhabitants.

Resolved, That the Legislature of the State of
California, at its regujar session, commencin
on the third day of January, eighteen hundre
and eighty-seven, two-thirds of all the members
elected to each of the two Houses of said Legis
lature voting in favor thereof, hereby propose
that Section eight, of Article XI., of the Consti-
tution of said State, be amended so as to read as
follows :

BECTION 8. Any city containimg a population of
more than one hundred thoflsand inbabitants
may frame a charter for its own government,
consistent with and subject to the Constitution
and laws of this State, f;y causing a Board of
fifteen freeholders, who shall have been for at
least five years qualified electors thereof, to be
elected by the qualified vgters of such eity, at
any general or special ‘ction, whose duty it
shall be, within ninety days after such election,
to prepare and propose a charter for such eity,
which shall be signed in duplicate by the mem-
bers of such Board, or a majority of them, and
returned, one copy thereof to the Mayor, or
other chief exeeutive oflicer of such city, and
the other to the Recorder of Deeds of the
county. Such proposed charter shall then be
oublished in two daily papers of general circu-
ation in such city, for at least twenty days; and
within not less than thirty days after
such publication it shall be submitted to
the qualified electors of such city, at a
general or special election, and if a
majority of such qualified electors voting there-
at shall ratify the same, it shall thereafter be
submitted to the Legislature for its approval or
rejection as a whole, without power of altera-
tion or amendment; and if avproved by a ma-
jority vote of the members elected to each
House, it shall beecome the charter of such eity,
or if such city be consolidated with a county,
then of such eity and county, and shall become
the organic law thereof, and supersede any ex-
isting charter, and all amendments thereof, and
all special laws inconsistent with such charter.
A copy of such chgrter, certified by the Mayor,
or chief executive ‘Whcer, and authenticated by
the seal of such city, setting forth the submis-
sion of such charter to the electors, and its rati-
fication by them, shall be made in duplicate,
and deposited, one in the office of the Secretary
of State, the other, after being recorded in the
office of the Recorder of Deeds of the county,
among the archives of the city. All Courts shall
take judicial notice thereof. The charter so
ratified may be amended at intervals of not less
than two years, hy proposals th r, submitted
by legislative authority of th juali-
fied voters thereof, at & general or spec
tion held at least sixty days after the publica
tion of such proposals, and ratified by at least
three-fifths of the gualified eleetc voting
thereat, and approved by the Legislature as
herein provided for the aprroval of the charter.
In submitting any such charter, or amendment
thereto, any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the voters,
m_ui may be voted on separately without preju-
dice to others. Any city eontaining a popu-
