A COLUSA LADY MURRERED BY
A CHINAMAN.

Red Bluff and Colusa in the Lead
for the Normal School—Sup-
‘posed Arrest of Olsen.

|SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

KILLED BY A MONGOL.

Mrs, Billiou Brutally Mardered in Colusa
Yesterday. 3

Cuico, April 7th.—A messenger bas just
arrived from St. John, Colusa.county, with
the news that a Chinaman had shot and
killed Mrs. Jo. Billiou: also that 2 hired
man was shot through the shoulder. Mr.
Billiou 18 in San Francisco. The China-
man made his escape, but the peoplein the
neighborliood are after him. There is
great excitement, and many citizens of
Chico have gone over.

[A dispatch received by the Postal Tele-
graph line faom Chico confirms the above,
and adds that three Chinamen are said to
be implicated ; also that the name of the
wounded white man is Weaver.—Ebps.]

COAST DISASTERS.

Vessels Wrecked_}; the North Pacific
During Late Storms.

Tacoma, April 7th.—A terrible storm
raged in the North Pacific on the 1st of
April, the results of which have just been
announced in the loss of the bark El Do-
rado, Captain Humphreys, bound from
Seattle to San Francisco with coal. But two
men were saved out of a crew of twenty.
The schooner Fannie Dutard arrived at
Port Townsend this morninge, bringing two
of the crew of the bark El Dorado, coal
laden, which foundered in the Pacific, fifty
miles from Cape Flattery, on April 1st, go-
ing down with all hands. The two men
were picked up from a raft.

The sealing schooner Champion, belong-
ing to Lyee Peter, a Neah Bay Indian, was
totally wrecked on Ninital, Vancouver
Island, Dritish Columbia, at 3 ». M, on
April 1st. The crew of thirty men were
saved, with the exception of an Indian
named Geo. Cheekotl. Chas. Willoughby,
son of Indian Agent Willoughby, of the
Neih Bay reservation, who was on board,
swam ashore. All hands arrived in Neah
Bay yesterday.

COLTUSA.

One of These Places Likely to Secure the
Normal Sehool.

San Fraxcisco, April 7th—[Special.]—
The Commissioners appointed by Governor
Bartlett to select a site in the northern part
of the State for a branch Normal School,
held a meeting to-day and ballofed on a
number of places visited. After the con-
test had narrowed down to Red Bluff and
Colusa, an adjournment was taken until
to-morrow at 11 o'cleck, when the ballot-
ing will be continued,

The Kissano Matter.

SAN Fraxcisco, April 7th.—[3pecial.]—
There i3 no longer any secrecy concerning
William Kissane, regarding whom so much
has been said in late Eastern dispatches.
Itis well-known and admitted by those
who know him now and who knew him in
the East, that he is Col. Wm. K. Rogers, of
Sonoma. Very powerful influences have
been at wo k to keep his identity from be-
coming generally known. They have,in a
large measure, been prompted by con-
sideration for his family and connections
in this State. Had Kissane (or Rogers, as
is his proper name) responded to the de-
mands of those who had claims on him,
the probabilities are that be would have
continued to be known as Wm. K. Rogers,
and no persons except the few familiar
with bis early carcer would have ever
known or suspected him to be the notor-
ious Wm. Kissane. Many believe that the
charges against him will not be pushed,
unless he positively refuses to make some
reparation toward those he has injared.

[The identity of Wm. Kissane was revealed
some days ago in the dispatches. There has
been no seeret for some days that Kissane and
Rogers were one and the same person. A great
deal of the matter concerning the man that has
been telegraphed from the East has been pub-
lished, and a good deal cast aside as less valua-
ble than other news. The effort is made in cer-
tain quarters to create the impression that a
master-stroke of genius has revealed some as-
tounding secret in fixing the identity of the
man Kissane, but there are, in truth, no
new revelations, upless exeception is made
of the statements published that involve a
brother of Kissane's, whose only erime appears
to be that of brotherhood to him. That any
publie good is conserved by thus dragging inno-
cent families to publie gaze because of their re-
lationship to Kissane, will searcely be con-
tended. The fact is, such exposure of the inno-
cent to shame and disgrace is the part of heart-
lessness. An attache of the RECORD-UN1ON knew
years azo ot the abandonment of the family
name by some who bore relationship to Kissane, 3
in order to protect the innocent from unde-
served suffering, but it was not deemed either
brave or newsy to publish the fact.]

Sax Fraxcisco, April 7th.—Articles of
incorporation were filed vesterday for the
Almaden Branch Railroad Company of
San Francisco. Directors—E. J. Coleman,
San Francisco; Charles E. Stewart, San
Francisco; V. W, Gaskell, Oakland; E.S.
Pillsbnry, San Francisco, and L. Fillmore,
Oakland. The places from and to which
the road is proposéd to be runis from a
point an the South Pacific Coast Railroad,
known as Campbell's Station, fo'a point at
the easterly end of the right of way ob-
tained from the Quicksilver Mining Com-
pany, May 28, 1836. A. E. Davis has been
elected Treasurer of the corporation, and
J. G. Fair owns all but $500 of the $500,000
capital stock.

Favoring the Amendments.

OAxLAND, April 7th.—The Conventicn of
delegates appointed by the Mayors and
Presidents of the Boards of Trade of sev-
eral cities to arranze for the active support
of Amendment No.3 at the election on
Tuesday, met to-day. There were not
many delegates from clsewhere present,
but many communications favorable to the
adoption of the amendment were received.
Several Oakland attorneys and others
urged the Convention to declare in favor of
Amendments Nos.1and 2. The commit-
tee appointed to prepare an address to the
voters, presented an address strongly urg-
ing the electors to vote for Amendment
No. 3, non-committal as to Amendments
Nos.1 and 2, bat calling attention to the
arguments of the San Francisco Bar Asso-
ciation in their support. The address was

adopted.

A Farmer Meets with a Shocking Death
by Accident.

Porrraxp,” April 7th.—Hugh Harris, a
farmer, living at Oak Grove, Polk county,
while traveling in a wagon from his home
to Crowley, was thrown from his seat, by a
jerk of the wagon, and under the wheels.

PARNELL INTERVIEWED.

The Irish Leader Talks Freely Upon
Leading Issues of the Day.
[ Record- Union’s S(wiu[ Cablegram— Copyrighted
by the New York Tribune. |

NEw York, April 8th—a. m.—The Trib-
une's correspondent telegraphs from Lon-
don the following interview with the Irish
leader, Parnell:

Gill—* How do you like the look of the
situation 2"

Parnell— I like the sitnation. The ar-
bitrary action of the Government in closing
the debate when my amendment to the
first reading of the coercion bill had only
been under discussion for one evening has
produced a strong feeling of antagonism to
the measure throughout Great Britain.

tecollect, this was not a case of English-
men stopping the mouths of Irishinen. It
was 360 Tories and renegade Liberals form-
ally applying the closure to a minority of 250
strong, consisting not merely of the Irish
party, butof the great Liberal party of
England, now holding the constitutional
position of the Queen's opposition, and at
their head the greatest English statesmen
of the country and the oldest and most in-
dustrious parliamentarian in the House of
Commons. This unheard of proceeding
has irritated the Liberals in the coun‘ry
exceed ngly, and, in my judgment, has ir-
retrievably damaged the bill, which will
certainly be carried by a diminished ma-
jority at its second reading, but in no case
can it survive the committee stage in its
present form. In fact, I have not per-
mitted myself to teke so cheerful a view of
the general political situation at any time
since the elections as during the last few
davs. : :

“The manifes!ations of honest popular
indignation now taking place throughout
England are quite unprecedented, and are
most inspiring. Please say that a tremen-
dous effect has been produced by the spon-
taneous demonstraticn which the Ameri-
can people have been good enough to make
in cur behalf.” 3 ; ;

* What do you think will happen in Ire-
land if the coercion bill passes, although in
a modified form ?” ;

“Well, I hope its evil designs will be
{iled. Hitherto the Coercion Act has al-
ways blooded up landlords to evic', and
evictions unfortunately have always
brought crime in tneir train. The reason
last winter was so quiet was because the
landlords gave concessions. The moment
my bill was thrown out, the Cork land-

jords held a meeting, and Penrose
Fitzgerald, who moved the rejection
of my bill, urged them to fe-
duce their rents so as to prove

my bill was not needed. The cue of the
Tories then was to govern Ireland, as they
vaunted they could do, at the general elec-
tions, without coercion and without home
rule. In order to falsify Gladstone’s pro-
phesy the Government supplemented the
voluntary action of the Cork landlords by
bringing pressure to bear on refractory rack-
renters through the agency of County
Court Judge Surran, General Buller and
Captain Plunkett. When you add to these
exertions the action of Dillon and O’Brien
in working the plan of campaign, the
influence of which extended to estates far
beyond the radius of those on which it
was adopted, you will see what powerful
machinery there was in opposition to
bring down rents, to check evictions and
consequently to prevent crime. Now,
however, the landiords and the Govern-
ment are on another fack altogether.
They have grown desperate, and are fight-
ing for their existence. The Government
is preparing wildly to coerce, and the land-
lords to evict. Under ordinary circum-
stances such a combination would in-
evitably produce an outbreak of crime and
outrages, but I have every confidence that
in this case the Irish peopie will resist the
attempt of the Government and landlords
to goad them into violence.”

Gill—"* Would not an outbreak of crime
have an unfortunate effect upon English
opinion 2"’

Parnell—* Yes, it would be most unfor-
tunate. Crime would shock and revolt
English opinion and postpone home rule
for some time—perhaps too long—perha
till Gladstone's political life” were over.
This is the calcnlation of these miserable
politicians who bhad formed this villainous
plot against the liberties and happiness of
the nation, and for the sake of keeping
themselves in office for a few years.”

Another Suspension of the Long and
Short Haul Clause—The Fisheries
Law to be Pushed—¥te.

THE INTERSTATE PROBLEM.

Correspondence between Senator Stan-
ford and the Commission.

Wasnmivgrox, April 7th.—The following
correspondence fully explains itself:

SAN Fraxcisco, April 4, 1887,

7. M. Cooley, Chairman Interstate Commerce
Comumission : The question before us, in com-
petition with the Suez Canal route for business
with China and Japan, is whether we can make
competing prices through to Atlantic ports at
less rates than local rates charged, say, from
San Francisco to New York, the line from China
and Japan being a continuous one in connee-
tion with the Central Pacific and Union Pacific
railways. The question is also before us of
making, in competition with Cape Hern and
the Isthmus of Panama Railroad, a rate that
permits shipments between San Francisco and
Atlantic poris—those rates, in order to meet
competition, beiug necessarily lower for the
longer distance than those charged for the
shorter, and far below what would be a reason-
able rate for service performed. We construe
the fourth section of the Interstate Commerce
Act practically to be, in substance, the appliea-
tion to interstate commerce of the common law
prineiple—that tne shipper shall avail himself
rof competition, and that a less rate msay be
charged for a longer than for a shorter distance,
providing more could not he obtained. 1f the
right of competition is recognized as between
carrier and shipper, our carrying business will
not be interrupted; but otherwise, we shall be
unable to compete for the Chinese and Japanese
trade with the Suez Canal, and also unable to
compete with the water rovtes by Panama and
Cape Horn for business originating in Cali-
fornia. We await your construction.

KISSANE'S CAREER.

At One Time He Figured as General or
the Chinese Army.

Laxsina (Mich.), April 7th.—Forester, a
Japanese merchant of high standing here,
furnishes a new chapter of romance con-
cerning Kissane. Up to the present there
was no clue to the whereabouts of Kissane
from grhe time he was in Nicaragoa until
his appearance in California. Mr. Forester
supplies the hiatus. During the Chinese
rebellion, in 1857, Forester was captured
by a detachment of rebels and

taken to Shanghai, with other Japan- [

ese prisoners. Here the rebels were
overcome by the Chinese troops under the
command of an American, who was none
other than Kissane. e had secured the
favor of the Emperor through his shrewd-
ness, and was raised to the rank of Gen-
eral of the Army. The young Jap who
tells the story, and is now living here, was
made Kissane’'s body servant. He and
Kissane finally went to Earope, where Kis-
sane visited the leading art centers.
A REPORT DENIED.

NEw YoRrk, April 7th.—Concerning the
story from Helena, Ark., yesterday, which
said that the murder indictment against
Kissane was still in foree, lawyer Hart read
certified copies of the Court proceedings at
the time, from which it appears that.all
the defendants were discharged on the
murder indictment, and were acquitted of
arson.

A Tenement House Disaster.

New Yorx, April 7th.—Between 11 and
12 o'clock to-night, while nearly all of 40
families, comprising about 200 persons,
wereasleep in the five-story tenement at
No. 12 Essex street,a fire broke out in a
bakery shop in the basement. The smoke
filled the tenement, but the firemen
swarmed through the house, directing the
occupants to the fire-escapes. All but about
25 persons were thus able to make their
escape uninjured. The twenty who were
injured were helped out by the firemen and
the ambulance corps. Though the possi-
bilities for a dreadful disaster were great,
the actual injuries are not fatal in any case.

The Chicagos Defeat the Champions.

Harrissvra (Pa.), April 7th.—Powderly
addressed a large meeting of Knights of
Labor here to-night. In his remarks he
repelled the assertion so often made that
the Knights favored the Socialists and An-
archists. He said, in conclusion: “ No
matter what errors we have commniitted in
the past.we have always aimed at doing
right. We have always kept clear of one
thing that brings odium on our country—
‘anarchy.” We rejoiced, therefore, in the
defeat of the Anparchist candidates in
Chicago.”

Heavy Freights Coming.

New York, April 7th.—There has been
a vast movement of freight fo the Pacific
coast within the past six weeks to take ad-
vantage of the rates in force prior to the
5th of April. The movement has been
larger than any before known in the annals
of Pacific railroad tonnage. The report for
the week ending April 2d will show that
580 carloads were s}xippetl to Pacific coast
points during the week, an average of
ninety per day.

Tue PsepuMonNia GeErM.—M, See, in the
Comtes Rendus, finds that pneumonia may
be epidemic, and has endeavored to ascer-
tain whether such attacks are distinet from
ordinary pneumonia; such a view is dem-
onstrated to be erroneons, and it is clear
that there is no pneamonia due to cold—
whether sporadic or epidemic, it is always
parasitic in origin. The parasite is in the
form of an oval micrococcus, and it may be
separate, or as a diploccus orin short chains
of fonr. Pneumonia, then, he considers as
a specific parasitic disease, which may be
reproduced in animals, but cannot be
brought about by physical or chemical
irritations introduced into the lungs; it
may be absolutely distinguished from such
other forms of acute inflammation as bron-
chitis or broncho-pneumonia, for in them
microphytes play but a secondary role,
and the first cause of them is cold. Para-
sitic pneumonia has a regular and definite
course, like erysipelas, and does not ex-
tend over nine days.

New Yorxk, April 8th—a. m.—The 7vib-
une’s speeial from London says: Sir
James Ferguson's statement in the House
of Commons respecting the Canadian
dispute is remarkable. “The latest dis-
patch,” he says (meaning the dispatch
covering the Cauadian modus wvends pro-
posals), * will shortly be published, The
proposals addressed to Washington are
those of the English Govarnment, but are
in harnony with- the viewzof the Govern-
ment of Canada.”” They may be in har-
mony in one sense, but if England has
adopted the Canadian views to anything
like their full extent it is a new
departure. This Government six weeks
ago was for a policy of eonciliation
and-common sense, far removed from the
vexatious schemes hatched at Ottawa.
They had at that time- received the Cana-
dian proposais, and were in fuli possession
of the Canadfan views, but were not dis-
posed to adopt them or even to transmit
them without important modification. So
clear were they about the matter that they
intended to send in the first week of March
a dispatch which was not actually for-
warded till March 26th. What caused this
delay, or what happened in the interval, is
a matter of conjecture; but nothing has
happened to change English opinion or
English desire for a settlement of the
whole question on an equitable basis. If
Salisbury bas constituted himself the at-
torney for Canada, there remain members
of Parliament who will not be content to
argue the case on Sir John Macdonald’s in-
structions. Probably the Colonial Office
has had as much to say on this subject as
the Foreign Office. Sir Henry Holland,
being a new broom, is anxious to sweep
clean.
