The Jewish Passover.

The observance of the Jewish Passover
will commence atthe synagogue on Sixth
street at 7 p. M. to-day. The Passover is a
Hebrew festival, instituted by Moses in

commemoration of the Israelites remain-
ing intact on the night of the destruction
of the first born in Egypt. immediately
preceding the exodus from that country.
Originally it was observed by sacrificing
Passover lambs toward the evening of the
14th of the 1st Hebrew spring month, and
eating them on the following night, as well
as by excluding all leaven from the meals
of that eveaing and the following seven
days, the first and last of which were ob-
served as holy. Since the final destruction
of the temple of Jerusalem, the Passover
has been celebrated by eating unleavened
bread daring the seven days, by abstinence
from labor on the first and last, and by the
observance on the first evening of various
domestic rites commemorative of the de-
liverance from KEgvptian bondage, includ-
ing the recital of scriptural and legendary
narratives and familiar conversation on
the same national event, and the chanting
of psalms,

Was It Him ?

A recent dispatch from Tucson stated :
“The stranger who died at Casa Grande a
few days ago with small-pox said his name
was Ham Enpglish, and before he died he
confessed to having murdered three men
and one woman during his wicked career.”

Referring to this the Woodland Mail re-
marks: ‘“After considerable inquiry con-
cerning Ham English, a former resident of
this place, as to his whereabouis since leay-
ing Woodland, we can hear nothing, only
that he was recently a resident of Portland,
Oregon. He figured in that place as a
sporting man, and in a row with a man
named Frank Slocum, in 1875, over a fam-
ily difficulty, Slocum was killed. English
was acquitted. Many of our citizens are
surmising whether or not this is the same
Ham English.” The Ham English re-
ferred to by the Mail was well known in
Sacramento, but none of his friends here
appear to know of his present residence.

Small-Pox Increasing in Los Angeles.

Dr. G. G. Tyrell, Secretary of the State
Board of Health, received a telegram last
evening from Los Angeles, stating that the
Health Officer of that city reports thirteen
cases of small-pox in the hospital, seven
cases quarantined in the city, and eleven
cases in the county, making a total of 31
cases, an increase of three since the last
report. It is extremely difficult for the
officers to handle the Spanish quarters.
The Health Officer at San Pedro says they
are quarantining everything that comes
from Los Angeles that looks the least sus-
picious. They have held nine packages
from small-pox quarters, and will not re-
lease them until thoroughly disinfected.
Two persons from the Los Angeles pest-
house discharged without proper permits,
have been turned back.

EDWIN BOOTH.

|
 HIS EARLY HISTORY IN SACRA-
{ MENTO.

The Days of His First Triumphs in
This City and His Re-
turns to It.

The reappearance of Kdwin Beoth in
Sacramento to-night revives historical
memories fraught with liveliest interest,
for in this city Mr. Booth first essayed the
greatest of his characters. He was born
at Belair, Md., November, 1833, and edu-
cated for the stage under the direction of
his father, Junius Brutus Booth, the great
tragedian. He first appeared in a minor
part at the Boston Museum in 1849. In
1851 he took his father's place as Rich-
ard IIL, on occasion of the latter’s illness
during an engagement at the Chatham-
street Theater, New York. In June, 1862,
father and son left New York for Califor-
nia. In September, 1851, Dr. Volney
Spalding built the American Theater on J

street. J. B. Booth, Sr., became manager
September 19th—a refined, genial, whole-
souled gentleman he was, and a thor-
oughly competent artist, too. Here on
August 19, 1852, J. B. Booth, Sr., and Ed-
win appeared in the play of “The Iron
Chest,” J. B. Booth also appearing. They
played there until September 6th, when
the senior Booth appeared as Richard III.
and Jerry Sneak for the benefit of his son,
J. B. Booth, Jr. Theseason was one of pe-
cuniary disaster to the manager. The
theater was burned in the great fire of 1852,

The Sacramento Theater was built in
1352-3, and opened in March. It was on
the west side of Third street, between I and
J. It is now a ruin, though used as a
cheap store house. In this theater ap-
peared some of the greatest lights of the
stage in the years 1853 and 1854—such as
Ole Bull, Strakosch, Madame Anna Bishop,
Matilda Heron, Mrs. Thoman, Mrs. Judah,
Walter Leman, Mrs. Sinclair (other-
wise Mrs. Edwin Forresi), F. 8. Chan-
frau, C. R. Thorne, Sr.,, and wife and
daughter (Emily Jordan, the handsomest
woman ever on the coast to the time of
Neilsen), Barney Williams and wife, the
Chapmans and Robinsons, Sophie Edwin,
Henry Sedley and a host of others.

August 6,1855, Edwin Booth was a mem-
ber of the stock company with James
Dowling (dead), Mrs. Hunt (dead), Miss
Eloise (dead), Miss Herbert, Walter M.
Leman, Jas. Carden {(dead), Wm. Mars-
den, James McCabe (dead), Geo. G. Spear,
Mrs. Judah (dead), L. F. Rand, F. Freder-
ick and B. Barrett. Mr. Booth first ap-
peared that season as Jack Spriggs, in
* Look Before You Leap.” Until May,
1856, Mr. Booth frequently adppeared at the
Sacramento and the Forrest (J, Sec-
ond and Third), in a round of varied charac-
ters, with varying. success, and constant
progress. August 11, 1855, he played
vichard III. in Sacramento, with J. A.
Smith as Buckingham, The Sacramento
papers then said Mr. Booth was *“ a promis-
ing young actor.” Comedy, tragedy, farce,
all came to his hand, and had about equal
favor. August 18th he, for the first time,
played Hamlet, thereafter his greatest
character, and which has more than all
else made him famous. Walter M. Leman
was the Ghost and Mrs. Judah—the splen-
did, kindly, lovely woman that she was—
appeared as the Queen. The Sacramento
Union the next morning said: *Mr. E.
Booth portrayed the character of the Prince
of Denmark most vividly, and in some re-
spects his acting would compare very favor-
‘ably with that of Murdock.” From that
on %e entertained Sacramentans as Malvo-
lio, Antipolis of Syracuse (with fun-lov-
ing Wm. Barry, the inimitable comedian,
as his Dromio—alas, that heis dead), and
as policeman Bucket, when the Union
deigned to say that ‘‘ he showed himself a
eenuine star,”” After that he appeared in
Leman’s comedy, “The Millionaire,” in
the “ Love Chase,” ‘' Masks and Faces,”
* Love's Fetters,” ‘‘ Jealous Wife,”” and as
Captain Murphy Maguire, playing second
to the Gougenheim sisters. Then he was
Duke of Richmond, the Dukein “The
Honeymoon,” The Captain in the farce
“ Who Speaks First,” Aidertin the *‘Morn-
ing Call,” and so on through a long list,
for the rule then was to change bills often,
and the work of an actor in these days was
something to remember. In November he
was at the Forrest, as Charles Sarface and
Benedick (admission, $2), Young Marlowe,
and then appeared in other partssupport-
ing Catharine N, Sinclair at the Sacramento
Theater, with Henry Sedley, E. N. Thayer,
C. R. Thorne, Sr., Geo. Chapman and Mr.
McCabe. I1n the long engagement he won
his chief laurels as Claude Melnotte, con-
cerning which the Uwion said: “If the
subject of this notice will but apply himself
industriously, unceasingly and persever-
ing to his profession, he will ere long
rank among the foremost of living
actors.” In December he was Richard
Iil. to Sedley’s Richmond, and, after
appearing in *8till Waters Run Deep,”
“Follies of a Night,” ** The Stranger,” and
“ The Belle's Stratagem,” he made a great
stroke of success as Phidias, in * The
Marble Heart,” and repeated it for nineteen
nights to such houses as had never before
been seen in Sacramento. Miners came
all the way from Shasta and Amador and
El Dorado and Sierra counties to see him,
and from all over the country the people
flocked to Sacramento to witness the re-
markable performance of the rising young
man. After the nineteenth night it was
played at intervals until January 11, 1856,
and then, after a pause fcr several weeks
more. He was given a benefit by the com-
pany ‘‘ in recognition of his genius,” and
the Legislature came down from its stilts
to do him honor in a testimonial. He made
a “run” the same winter at the Sacra-
mento Theater, ih “Two Lovers and a Life,”
Leman, Wheatleigh, and the Gougenheims
playing the same drama at the same time
in opposition. At the Forrest, March 1st,
Le appeared for Mrs. Sinclair’s benefit, as
she was about to depart for the Eastto
conduct the second trial of her divorce
svit against Edwin Forrest. On the stage
that night were Edwin Booth, Billy Birch,
Catherine, Sinclair, Sam Wells, Wheatleigh,
George Coes, Sedley, and others, from the
plane of burnt-cork to the level of tragedy.
In April, 1856, the papers announced “Ned
Booth ”’ as leading-man at the Forrest The-
ater. April 14th, C. C.Clapp, a dancing-
master, appeared as Hamlet and Mr.
Booth as the Gho-t. It was a wonderful
and fearful permformance, 01 the per:
of poor Clapp, who went to ruin, and on
the second night was hooted from the stage,
to the accompaniment of ancient cabbages
and antique vegetables generally. and,
amid shouts of * Ladies chain,”” *‘Down
the middle,” ** Handsacross,” ** All prom-
enade.” Sophie Edwin—noble and lovely
woman that she was, and an artist of the
good old school—was the Queen on that
cccasion. Soon after Mr. Booth had a
splendid beneiit, appearing as Hamlet, and
the Fnion said: * His dramatic attain-
ments are of a high orddr, and there is
nothing now to hinder his onward march
to the highest distinction in the pro-
tession.” In April he was Claude
to May Franklin's Paulize, a Sacramento
debutante, who was soon lost in the
grand army of incompetents. ** Hamlet”
was repeated several times and the ** Iron
Chest” at the Forrest, and then (April
26th), as one of a stock company, Mr. Booth
opened the old Sacramento Theater, and
for the first time appeared as Othello, Ber-
tram and Beutas, and soon after appeared
with Rowena Granice as Shylock. In May
he was Romeo to Sophie Edwin’s Juliet.
May 24th he first appeared as Richelieu,
and succeeded so well that he went to S8an
Francisco and repeated it, and won golden
opinions there also. He seon returned to
Sacramento and appeared as the apostate
Richelieu, and made his last appearance
here June 7, 1856, so that for ten months
he was a Sacramento man essentially. He
left California 1857, going to Hono!ulu and
to Melbourne and thence to New York.

In 1860 the Eastern world opened its eyes
to the genius which Sacramento was the
first to discover. His after triumphs are
too well known to call for recitation here.
His genius bas put him at the topmost
round of dramatic art, and he stands to-
day the greatest artist of the stage America
has produced. October 31, 1876, Mr. Booth
returned toSacramento after nearly twenty-
one years’ absence, and appeared at the
Metropolitan Theater, supported by John
McCullough, T. W. Keene, Kate Denin,
Mrs. Judah, Harry Edwards, John Wilson,
Ella Wilton, Walter M. Leman snd E. N.
Thayer, and for four nights as Ham-
let,  Richelieu, lago and Richard IIL
His reception was in every Te
spect brilliantly in keeping with the
with the high character of his art and as
warm a tribute to genius as could be paid.
The exigencies of space prevent such
analysis now of the art of Mr. Booth as
our inclination prompts us to make. We
can only say now as before, that be diaws
his imspiration from ibe breast of Mother
Nature; he is copyist of no school, imi-
tator of no man ; he is tc be placed in com-
parison with no other artist, great though

achievement, in the midst of a brilliant
galaxy of colleagues, he yet stands alone—
there is but one Booth. Mr. Booth will
appear to-night as * Hamlet.”

CITY IMPROVEMENTS.

The General Spirit of Enterprise and
Prosperity Noticed Within Two Blocks.
The spirit of improvement and beauti-
fying homes and their surroundings was
never so noticeable in Sacramento as at
present. New residences are being erected.

painted; old walks replaced with fine arti-
ficial stone pavement, and front fences re-

moved, to be succeeded by new ones of
handsome light patterns in iron or other
modern designs, for lawn protection and
ornamentation. Wherever a person goes
within the city these evidences of awaken-
ing enterprise and prosperity greet the eye
and enkindle a warm feeling of satisfac-
tion at the outlock. Every dollar thus ex-
pended in beautifying residences and their
surroundings makes life more enjoyable,
vexation less pointed, and adds tenfold to
the appearance and value of our homes as
such, and to the attractiveness of the city.

Among the improvements noticed yes-
terday in a few minutes’ walk, and within
the space of two or three blocks from Tenth
and H streets, may be mentioned the

remises of C. W. Clarke, where about

,000 have recently been expended in
handsomely painting residence and build-
ings, constructing an extended amount of
artificial stone sidewalk of the very best
clags and appearance that has been laid in
the city, erecting an elegant iron fence on
a fine stone coping upon three sides of the
grounds, which occupy a fuil quarter of a
square, raising the lawns to a high grade,
etc.

The premises of J. H. Glide, which
occupy the other half of the same square
fronting on H street, is being similarly
beautified and improved. The grounds
haye been raised, theresidence handsomely
painted, and a fine artificial stone-walk and
iron fence upon stone coping, are now being
constructed.

Across the street, R. S. Carcy’s premises,
have been greatly improved by raising and
otherwise beautifving the grounds. At
Tenth and G streets, G. A. Stoddard has
recently had a splendid artificial stone-
walk put down, and on the opposite side
of the street W. H. Davis has made similar
improvements,

On G street, between Tenth and Elev-

enth. streets, not half a block away, C. P,
Corliss is putting up a handsome two-story
residence, and immediately opposite, on
the south side of G street, Duncan Beau-
mont recently completed a fine residence
of two stories and a basement with mod-
ern improvements,
At Tenth and F streets, the residence and
grounds of Mrs. 8. B, Hubbard and L. A.
Upson, have been very greatly improved
and beautified, and occupying & quarter of
a block as they do, have added very much
to the appearance of the neighborhood. A
new iron fence has been built upon two
sides of the grounds, ornamental trees put
out, the buildings paimsted, and a row of
palms set outside of the walk on the Tenth
and F street side. On the opposite side of
Tenth street, between F and € streets,
George E. Kuchler has recently completed
a neat six-room cottage.

It will be observed that the improve-
ments here mentioned are all of a substan-
tial character, and within an area of a
couple of blocks, and this is only an illus-
tration of what is to be seen generally
throughout the city. If this spirit of bet-
terment continues, and extends as it should
to all the adjoining property owners, Sacra-
mento will soon be in reputation and fact,
the most beautiful, and the Queen City of
the Pacific coast.
