ORDINANCE NO. 216.
Relating to the Ifeaith Gflicer and the
better facilitating the enforccement of
Sanitary Regalations.

HE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE CITY
of Sacramento do ordain as follows:
sEcT:0N 1. The Board of Health of the eity of
Sacramento are hereby authorized, when they
shall deem it necessary, to employ a physician,
subiect to the nprmml of the Board of Trus-
tees, to act as Health Offizer, whose duty it shall
be to confer with the said Board of Health on
matters relating to and aflecting the sanitary
affairs and condition ot the said city of Sacra-
mento; to act as Secretary of said Board of
Health, and to perform such other duties asthe
Board of Health may deem conducive to the
proper enforcement ot Jocal sanitary laws and
regulations.

SECTION 2. The Board of Trustees of the said
city of sacramento are hereby authorized and
empowered, when they shall deem it necessary,
to appoint and employ a suitable person to act
as Sanitary and Building Inspéctor, who shall
be clothed with the powers of & peace officer,
and whose dutv it shall be to inspect and ex-
amine all priv'2s wyelis, cesspools, buildings
and other places with a view to the euforce-
ment of all the laws and regulations relating to
sanitary matters in the said city of Sacramento,
and to rlnce under arrest and vigorously prose-
cute all persons violating any of said laws and
regulations,

SECTION 8. Both the Health Officer and the
Sanitary ard Building Inspector shall be under
the general supervisory control of the Board of
Health; but it shall be the duty ot the Haalth
Officer to advise, whenever necessary, the Sani-
tary and Building Inspector of his duties, and
to render said inspector such assistance as will
enable him to perform faithfully and well his
said duties.

SECTION 4. The Health Officer shall receive a
salary of twenty-five dollars per mouth, aud the
Sanitary and Building Inspector shall receive a
salary not to exceed one hundred dellars per
month,
S8EcTION 5. All ordipances and parts of ordin-
ances in conflict with this ordinanee are hereby
repealed.
SECT.ON 6, This ordinance shall take effcet
from and after its passage.
