SHIPPING DISASTERS ALONG THE
COAST.

Chico Celebrates Her Victory—Grand
Lodge K. of P.—The Willam-
ette River Bridged.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

GALE OFF THE COAST.

Several Vessels Stranded and a Number
of Lives Lost,

SaxtA Cruz, April 10th.—The bark J. W.
Beaver, loaded with hay and salt and sup-

osed to be bound for the Sandwich Islands,

oundered on the rocks near New Year's
Point, about twenty miles north of this
place, at 9 o’clock this morning. The ves-
sel had lost her rudder, and was driven
helplessly by the wind and waves against
the coast. Two men succeeded in reaching
the shore, although narrowly escaping
drowning. The remainder of the crew
took to the rigging. People from the sur-
rounding country gathered, but, from latest
reports, have beeh unable to do anything
towards rescuing the crew. Five men
were seen in the rigging. One side of the
vessel is stove in, and a total wreck is
probable, as the wind and sea are very vio-
lent.
FOUR LIVES LOST.

Sax I'raxcrsco, April 10th.—A dispatch
received by the Merchants’ Exchange says
that the schooner J. E. Eppinger, from San
Francisco for Navarro, went ashore at Na-
varro, yesterday morning. One man of the
crew of five was saved.

Later.—The vessel struck shore about an
hour after the headline parted, and in less
than two hours after striking, was ground
to pieces on the rocks. The captain was
the last one to leave the ill-fated vessel
when they took to the boat. The Eppin-
ger's crew consisted of Captain Casperson,
Mate Gilbertson, Thomas A. Powers the
cook, and two sailors names unknown.
One was called Harry, the other Frank.
Powers, who was saved, is a native of Ire-
land, aged 24 years.

FURTHER TROUBLE ON THE UPPER COAST.

AvrsioN, April 10th.—The heaviest storm
of the season occurred yesterday. The
schooner Pet is ashore on a candy beach,
but they will get her off.

The schooner Albion hangs by her moor-
ing-chain. She has only lost her rudder,
and may ride the storm out safely. Itis
still blowing. No lives were lost.

A BARK IN DISTRESS.

Porr Towxnsexnp (Or.), April 10th.—The
bark Elsinore, Captain Simmons, which
sailed from here some time since lumber
laden for San Pablo, has put into Barclay
Sound, Vancouver Island. Her sails are
gone, and she is leaking badly. The Cap
tain sent here for a tugboat, but none will
go till payment is guaranteed.

Biiuines, April 10th.— Warrants have
just been issued for the arrest of nine farm-
ers of Yellowstone Valley, between Bill-
ings and Park City. These arrests will be
followed by many others. Their offense is
cutting timber on the Crow Reservation.
Nearly all the timber in this neighborhood
is on the reservation, and during the late
severe winter the farmers along the river
were obliged to cross on the ice for their
supply of fuel. Though closely watched,
they were not interfered with, but a tally
was kept, and now Deputy United States
Marshals and other officials will reap a
rich harvest from the wholesale arrests.

Comple.ion ¢f the Fine Bridge Over the
he Willamette.

PorrrLAxDp, April 10th.—Last night the
bridge across the Willamette, connecting
the cities of ‘Portland and East Portland,
was finished, and to-day foot-passengers
were allowed to cross free. Though the
weather was showery all day, about 20,000
people availed themselves of the pleasing
novelty of walking across the river. To-
morrow the bridge will be ready for teams.
The structure is 1,254 feet long (not includ-
ing the approaches), and the draw span is
304 feet. It moves perfectly, opening in 1%
minutes. Experience thus far indicates
that the bridge will be very little obstruction
to navigation. The work was begun in
1882,

Death of a Pioneer Lawyer.

Porrraxp, April 10th.—Judge William
Strong died this morning, aged seventy.

He leaves four sons and
two daughters, all grown.

EQUINE GOSSIP,

A Turfman who Thinks Volaunte the Peer
of Any Horse.

NeEw York, April 10th.—* Black and
Blue,” the well-known turf writer in the
Mail and Express, says: ‘' My suggestion
that a race might be arranged between Vo-
lante, The Bard, Elwcod, Jim Gray, Blue
Wing, Ben Ali, and other equine cham
pions, has met the eye ot Lucky Baldwin,
the Pacific coast millionaire. He says he
is willing to enter Volante in such a race,
but objects to any distance over a mile and
a half. He does not think that Volante
likes a two-mile 1ae. I think the merits of
the horsas would be well brought outin a
race ata mile and a quarter, and that dis-
tance, I happen to know, suits Volante and
Ben Ali. I think The Bard better than they
are in a longer route. It is true the great-
est race Volante ever ran, and for that mat-
ter one of the best ever decided in this
country, was a mile and a half with Miss
Woodford, butl fancy that in a race at a
mile and a quarter Volante would show to
a greater advantage. He is what may be
termed a ‘ windsucker,” and that of course
militates azainst him the farther he goes.
He has a habit of sucking wind on the way
from the stable to the track, and on some
occasions this plays havoc with his staying
powers. When fit for a race Volante is as
good as any race-horse in America. Tre-
mont is, on his two-year-old reputation,
excepted, and should such a race be ar-
ranged before the horses go through an ar-
duous campaign, 1 should stand by Vo-
lante to win.”

More Kissane Literature—T1he Texas
Drought—Navy Yard Forces
to pe Reduced.

TALMAGE ON KISSANE.

The New York Divine Bitterly Denounces
His Pursuers.

NEw York, April 10th.—Dr. Talmage
talked of the Kissane case to the people
who went to hear his usual Friday lecture.
He said : * To what complete devilishness
of pursuit human nature may descend has
this week and last been illustrated. Some
thirty-three years’ ago a man then called
Kissane, but now called Rogers, committed
great crimes. For thirty-three yvears he
has been an honest and good citizen. After
he had established himself in righteous-
ness, and had around him a noble wife and
worthy sons and daughters, creatures go to
work and expose the sins which had for
three long decades been buried, and for no
other purpose except those of revenge and
blackmail. His old and cast-oft life is ex-
-humed, and

THE HOUNDS ARE BAYING AT HIM

From all sides. Common fairness would
say that after thirty-three years of right-
doing all previous wrong-doing might be
forgiven. If all the respectable Christian
people of America werenow arraigned and
punished for wrong things they did thirty-
three years ago, there is hardly a social
cirele or church-membership—aye, or fam-
ily—that would not be rent asunder with
tragedy, Many whose early life was a de-
bauch and abomination, have afterwards
gone to the front in usefainess. I say that
thirty three years of honesty and righteous-
ness ought, in any community, to give a
man release from all review of early in-
iquities. But‘No!’ says human devilish-
ness.
‘DOWN WILH KISSANE, FOREVER!
Kill his wife and blast his children, and
let thirty-three years of integrity be over-
whelmed by what went before!” Jean
Valjean, of Victor Hugo's immortal ro-
mance, was by many supposed to be an
impossibility. Jean Valjean, having broken
a window-glass of a bakery in order to get
bread for his seven starving children, after-
wards rises to all the hights of respectabil-
ity and honor, and for many years demon-
strates every nobility of characler. But,
after nearly a lifetime has passed, that
early wrong gets on his track and chases
him to ruin.
BEHOLD THE VALJEAN OF ROMANCE,

Translated in real life, in this last quarter
of a century (supposed to be Christian),
and see to what hights and depths the in-
finities of spite, and hate, and bitterness,
and malice, and revenge, and diabolism
can range and revel.”

DARR'S MOTIVE IN SHIELDING KISSANE.

WasHIiseron, April 10th.—The Sunday
Herald says that General Francis Darr,
Kissane's pursuer, is a brother of Colonel
Joe Darr, of Washington. That G ner
Darr’s family was grievously wronged by
Kissane is indicated by the following ex-
tract from a letter written a few months
ago by General Darr : ‘‘ The fortunes and
happiness of my people weré broken by
Kissane, and the sad results are felt to this
aay, I regret to say, by those most dear to
me; and wereit not for the innocent chil-
dren that Kissane has brought into the
world, and the pleading of my wife, whose
mother was killed by the distress resulting
from Kissane's ruining our factory, he
would be on his way to the scaffold before
this.”

[Later interviews with General Darr re-
port him as having stated that the reason
he did not expose Kissane was the hope of
inducing the latter to make good the
money losses his (Darr’s) people had suf-
fered.]

A BOUNDARY DISPUTE.

Uncle Sam to Arbitrate Between Nica-
ragua and Costa Rica.

WasHINGTON, April 10th.—[Special. ]—
There has been a dispute for some time be-
tween Nicaragua and Costa Rica over the
boundary l#e between the two ecountries.
As no adjustment of their respective pre-
tensions to territorial and jurisdictional
participation in the control of the transit
of ships via Lake Nicaragua is possible
without a precise and permanent demark-
ation of the border line between them, as
well as a clear definition of their several or
common riparian rights in the river San
Juan, the Government of the United States
lately (yet early in the dispute) intimated
to both parties the satisfaction it would feel
in seeing a settlement reached, and the
willingness with which it would lend
its aid toward that result if re-
quested by Dboth parties to do so.
Secretary of State Bayard was asked
yesterday if any action upon this matier
has yet been taken by the United States,
and from the Secretary’s reply the follow-
ing facts appear: The President of the
United States will arbitrate the boundary
dispute between our sister Republics, Nica-
ragua and Costa Rica. A meeting ** on the
spot’’ has been arranged, and our Minis-
ter to Central America bas been directed
to attend the conference for the purpose of
making an examination in order that he
may obtain a minute and thorough knowl
edge and report all the facts bearing upon
the case. The allegations and documents
presented by the two Governments will
then be examined thoroughly by the De-
partment of Siate, and the case will be laid
before the President for decision.

-

AFFLICTED TEXAS,

The Lone Star State Suffering from Lack
of Rain.

GavLvestoN, April 10th.—The past week
has been one of expectancy and disap-
pointment to the people of Texas, no rains
of any consequence having fallen through-
out the immense area now suaffering from
drought. Dispatches and letters to the
newspapers of the State continue to detail
the widespread and threatening character
of the drought, the severity of which has
perceptibly increased since the last report.
The drought now extends frbm the far
western grazing lands, across the State for
a distance of 800 miles into the pine re-
gions bordering on Louisiana, but de-
creases in severity as it approaches the
pine, from which section complaints
are of recent date. The general rains,
which usually set in at the full of
the moon, are wanting, and the cool
dry winds of the past fortnight continue
to prevail, except in the district immedi-
ately west and southwest of San Antonio,
embracing Medina, Banderia, Utalde, Frio
and Atascoa counties, where moderate
rains fell yesterday, but not enough, say
the dispatches from that vicinity. This
one of the grazing sections of the Stat
where stock was dying between San An-
tonio and the coast, embracing such fertile
counties as Guadulupe, Gonzales, Lavaca,
Colorado, Caldwell, Bastrap and a dozen
others.

The drought has assumed a serious as-
pect, putting an embargo upon all agricult-
urzl development, especially cotton, the
chief product of this section. One corre-
spondent describes the roadways through-
out that belt as covered to a depth of sev-
eral inches with dust, and fields are barren
even of weeds, while strings of cattle, al-
most too poor to stand up, are traveling
constantly in search of grass and water,
In Central Texas, embracing about thirty
counties surrounding Waco, Corsicana and
Burnet, the situation is scarcely less prom-
ising, all reports agreeing that nothing but
very early and plentiful rains will avert
serious damage or failure of crops.

AN ACTOR GONE.

Death of John T. Raymond, the Promi-
nent Comedian.

EvassviLie (Ind.), April 10th.—John T.
Raymond, the celebrated actor, died here
at 1:15 this morning. He arrived from the
South on Friday afternoon, quite ill from
interaal disorder complicated with heart
troubles. About midnight last night he
commenced failing rapidly, and became
unconscious. He was attended by mem-

hers of his company, who are grief-stricken
over the sad occarrence. Mr, Raywond’s

’
family live in New York, and are not

here.

Reduction of Navy Yard Forces.

WasHiNeron, Aprit 10th.—The funds
available for repairs to naval vessels are
at a very low ebb, and within a short time
a heavy discharge of the force will be
made at the navy yards. Reductions have
already been o:dered at the Mare Island,
Portsmouth, N, H., and New York yards.
A large part of the general appropriation
for the construction and repair of vessels
has been diverted to the completion of the
cruisers Atlanta, Chicago and Boston, the
special appropriations for which failed
with the general deficiency bill. Not
much more than $25.000 is available tor
repair work at the navy yards during the
remainder of the fiscal year, and this sum
is also subject to drafts from vessels repair-
ing on foreign stations. Congress, at its
last session, made an appropriation of
$200,000 for repairs to wcoden ships, but
the vessels to be repaired are mentioned
in the Act by name, so that the money is
not available for general work.

The Investigating Commission.

WasniNgroN, April 10th.—[Special.]—
The President’s selection of members of
the Commission to investigate the accounts
of the Union and Central Pacific Railroads
seems to give general satisfaction. Neither
Anderson nor Littler are especially familiar
with railroad accounts, but Pattison, while
Governor of Pennsylvania, made a study
of the relations of the Pennsylvania Ce1-
tral Railroad to the Keystone State. Gov-
ernor Stanford, before leaving Washington,
said that the companies did not fear an in-
vestigation, and would give every facility
to any Government Commission to exam-
ine their atcounts.

Mrs. Logan’s Gift fromn California.

WasniNcgron, April 10th.—[Special.]—
The Capital says Mrs. Logan has received
from a Grand Army Post in California the
handsomest set of resolutions which has
probably ever been prepared. Itiscom-
posed ot three large sheets of rice paper,
painted in water colors, the design on the
front page being a furled flag surmounted
by an officer’s chapeau. The resolutions
are lettered in gilt, and on the last page a
represeniation of the sun breaking through
the clouds. The rice paper sheets are
fastened to a larger sheet of parchment by
a gold saber.

Not Under Court-Martial.

Wasmingroy, April 10th. — Lieutenant-
Commaunder Nichols, lately in command of
the United States ship Pinta, in Alaskan
waters, says that the statement lately made
by Governor Swineford, of Alaska, that he
(Nichols)is in Washington awaiting trial
by Court-martialis entirely incorrect. Com-
mander Nichols has lately been ordered by
Secretary Whitney to special duty under
Commander Iivans, as Inspector of Steel
for the new cruisers, and that order specifi-
cally states that the duty will continue for
two years.

Raiding the Ball-Players.

Loxe IsLaxp Crry, April 10th.—About
sixty Deputy Sheriffs, in three divisions,
under the command of Sheriff John J.
Mitchell, Under Sheriff Goldner and Cap-
tain Kavanaugh, visited the various parks
used as baseball grounds in the villages of
Maspeth, Middleville and Ridgewood, in
Queens county, this afternoon, and stopped
the ball games in progress. At Atlantic
Park, where the Cuban Giants and New-
arks were playing before about 4,000 spec-
tators, Captain Kavanaugh and his fifteen
deputies were surrounded by a crowd, and
for a time it looked as if there would be
trouble. Some of the players proceeded
with the game despite the presence of jthe
officers, and others picked up stones,
threatening the officers’ lives. Finally the
mob was driven off and the playing ceased.

Rough On the Deadheads.

New Yorxk, April 10th.—[Special.]—The
Times says: ** The abolition of free passes,
at least so far as interstate {ransportation is
concerned, ought to sensibly increase the
revenue of the railroad companies. Presi-
dent Adams, of the Union Pacific, told the
Congressional committee that the pass
transportation on his road would yield
$700,000 at regular rates, and it has been
estimated that the Pennsylvania road
would gain $200,000 a year by withholding
passes. A Director of the St. Paul road
says his company will gain $300,000, and
an officer of the Burlington Company
of the

asserts that 10 per cent.
passenger {ransportation on his road
has been free, and he believed that

40 per cent. of this free transportation
will be retained at the regular rates. It is
said there are roads on which, at certain
seasons of the year, one-half the passen-
gers are deadheads.”

Jewish Aid for Beecher’'s Monument.

St. Lours, April 10th.—At a meeting of
the members of Temple Israel this after-
noon, a proposition to subscribe $300 to
the Henry Ward Beecher monument fund
was unanimously adopted, and the follow-
ing telegram sent :

To the Board of Trustees of Plymouth Church,
Brooklyn, N. Y.: Temple Israel, of St. Louis,
subserl £300 to the tund for building a monu-
ment to Henry Ward Beecher, prompted by the
love we gratefully owe him for the sake of that
divine prineiple of liberal thonght he immor-
talized by his blessed life.

Crops in the West.

Curicaco, April 10th.—¥ollowing is the
weekly crop summary of the Farmers' Re-
view, of this cily : Complaints of drought
now come from all parts of the winter-
wheat belt, and are especially numerous in
Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Kansas and Mis-
souri. In nearly every county of Illinois
reports indicate that the ground is dry,
and, together with the prevalence of cold
winds, has retarded growth and caused
some injury to growing grain. Spring
seeding has commenced in Illinois, fowa
and Nebraska, but not under favorable
conditions, owing to the dry weather.
Fruit prospects in Illinois, Indiana and
Missouri are poor, peaches especially hav-
ing been injured, and will be a short crop.
In Ohio and Wisconsin the fruit prospects
are considered good.

Earthquakes in Vermont.

Burrisgron (Vt.), April 10th.—Shocks
of earthquake occurred here this afternoon.
The first, about 2:30, was rather lizht, and
the second ten minutes later. The second
shock was very heavy, resembling the con-
cussion from a large gun, followed by a jar
of fifteen seconds' duration. Doors and
windows rattled, and those living in third
stories say the buildings seemed to sway to
and fro. People ran into the streets in a
panic, many supposing that a terrific ex-
plosion had occurred.

The Turners are Not Anarchists.

CricaGo, April 10th.—A setback was
given to-day to the friends of August Spies,
who have been endeavoring to enlist the
moral support of the Turners here for him
and his condemned comrades, but the
Anarchist sympathizers refuse to acknowl-
edge themselves defeated, and declare they
will carry their efforts before the highest
authority in order to make the issue a na-
tional one among the Turners.

Death of a Prominent Odd Fellow.

BurnincaMe (Kan.), April 10th.—Levi
Empie, President of the Burlingame Sav-
ings Bank, died suddenly this mormng,
from paralysis, at the age of 71 years. He
was a prominent Odd Fellow, and an early
settler of this State. He was Past Grand
Master of the State and Past Grand Repre-
sentative for two terms at Baltimore and
San Francisco; also Past Instructor. His
death will attract the notice of the Order
all over the country.

Blaine Getting Along all Right.

St. Louis, April 10th.—A dispatch from
an official source at Fort Gibson to the
Associated Press Agent here, dated at 10
o'clock this morning, savs: ** Mr. Blaine's

fever continued throughout yesterday, but |-

last night he was more comfortable, and
his pulse is now 76, and soft and natural.
His bronchitis is much better and the pneu-
monia process has not extended.” This is
the report of his attending physicians.

FOREIGN TOPICS,

LORD LANSDOWNE IN FEAR OF
VIOLENCE.

Another Effort to Kill the Czar-
London Socialists Indulge in
a Sunday Riot.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION, ]

THE UNHAPPY CZAR.

He is Waylaid by Bomb-Throwers Where«
ever He Goes.

Loxvox, April 10th.—A Vienna corre-
spondent to the Post says a report is cur-
rent to the effect that another attempt to
murder the Czar was made on the Marskcz
road, St. Petersburg, last Wednesday. A
student and woman were arrested, who
were carrying bombs under their plaids.

PARTICULARS OF THE AFFAIR.

Loxpox, April 10th.—A dispatch from
St. Petersburg to the Daily News says: The
most alarming reports respecting the Czar
have been in circulation here. One rumor
was to the effect that a mine had been dis-
covered under the Imperial Palace at
Gatschina, but it is learned, on the bestan-
thority, that this report is untrue; also
that noarrests bave been made at Gatschina,
as was reported.

On Wednesday, however, when the Czar
was driving to Gatschina station, a man
and woman were seized at the corner of
Nevski Prospect and Great Morskaiastreets,
ten minutes before the Czar's carriage
passed. Another person tried to present a
petition as the Czar passed, but was ar-
rested before he could reach the carriage.
It has not been ascertained positively
whether or not the persons arrested had
any criminal intentions. The Czar was in
perfect health and excellent spirits,

Vienna and Berlin telegrams confirm the
foregoing, and state that the culprits stood
upon the steps on an uninhsbited house,
and carried bombs under their plaid shawls,
It is supposed that the petitioner was an
accomplice, and that the other two did not
know the latter had been arrested. The
Czar knew nothing of the arrests. Ie sat
beside the Czarina and kept bowing to the
populace. They were returning to Gats-
china from the Winter Palace, where they
kad been receiving a Japanese Prince.

STARTLING NEWS.

A Report that the Ameer of Afghanistan
Has Been Killed.

Arrauapap, April 10th.—The Governor
of Maruf, in the Kelat Ghilseai district, was
killed while going to the assistance of the
Candubar troops engaged in suppressing
the Ghilseai rebellion. It is reported the
Governor’s force was massacred.

The confirmed reports are current at
Peshawui to the effect that the Ameer of
Afghanistan is dead, that Kelat has fallen,
and that Cabul and Canduhar are in daneer,

-
THE EASTERN QUESTION.

Russia Wailing for a Pretext to Move on
Afghanistan.

Loxpown, April 10th.—The negotiations
between England and Russia for the delin-
eation of the Russo-Afghan frontier have
been opened at St. Petersburg. It is not
believed in diplomatic circles that the
deadlock will be broken. Russia refuses to
give way, and threatens to occupy by force
what she claims. She has further declared
that the Afghan frontier on the Kusnk
starts from Rhoja Saleh. The question at
issue is whether Rhoja Saleh meant simply
and solely the ferry village or the district
adjacent, which bhas been under Afghan
control. Russia wants {o annex the dis-
trict, dispossessing the Afghans, and pro-
poses placing her Cossack frontier guards
so close to the ferry that the ferry itself
would be practically in their hands.

This claim England strenuously resists,
and although the strategical advantages of
the contested district are not overwhelm-
ingly great, still England has to consider
the political effect which such a surrender
would have upon the native population.

The Afghans cannot resist Russian ad-
vance. There is a powerful non-Afghan
population close by, alleged to be ready to
throw off allegiance to the Ameer and side
with Russia.

All Russia wants is a slight pretext for
entering Atghan territory, and she will
probably do so, Commission or no Com-
mission. A rebellion in Afghanistan will
soon afford her an excuse, and the Afghan
question will sink the Balkan question
into apparent oblivion, especially if the
coercion bill should pass through the Brits
ish Parliament.

CANADA.,

Goyernor-General Lansdowne Afraid of
Violence to Himself,

Otrawa, April 10th.—There is much ex-
citement here over an official notice to the
effect that during the presence of Lord
Lansdowne in the Senate Chamber at the
opening ot Parliament on the 14th instant,
the galleries will be closed. This is the
first time in the history of the Dominion
that such a step has been taken, the gal-
leries of the Senate always on such occa-
sions being open to the public. The ex-
planation is given that it will prevent con-
fusion. The opinion is that his Excellency
has received letters with threats containea,
and which he is afraid will be carried into
effect if a crowd is permitted to enter the
gallery.

The Cardinal and the Knights.

Quesgc, April 10th.—There is great re-
joicing among the Knights of Labor over
the withdrawal of Cardinal Taschereau’s
mandate of 1884. Clause 4 of the
circular letter just issued has been
well weighed by the Knights, and will
be accepted by them, as it is even now
rumored that the encyclical letter will re-
move all objections and recognize the Or-
der. They seem to think the Cardinal is
only paving the way to revoke the man-
date entirely.

Many Homes Made Happy.

Harirax, April 10th.—A telegram from
St. Johns, N. I, states that the missing
steamer Eagle arrived there at noon to-day.
All were well. She has 2,000 seals.

Thirteen Lives Lost.

Lonpoxw, April 10th.—A disastrous ex-
plosion has occurred in a nitro-glycerine
tactory at Freiburg, Saxony, the killed and
injured numbering thirteen.

Balfour’s New Scheme.

Loxpoxw, April 10th.—The Daily- News be-
lieves that Lord Balfour and Lord Dun
raven are drafting a scheme of local salfs
government for Ireland, which it is prc-
posed to submit to Parliament at the next
session.

Soclalistic Rioters Arcested.
Loxpox, April 10th.—The Socialistic
meeting at Hyde Park yesterday terminated
in a collision with the police. Nine Social-
ists were arrested inclading the leader,
Williams.
