DOMESTIC.

Harry Clay, the noted trotting sire, is
dead, aged 34 years.

On Baturday the St. Louis Baseball Club
Kgain defeated the Chicagoes—9 to 7.

Dr. McGlynn, the deposed Xew York
priest, starts westward to-day on «lecturing
tour.

The President baa appointed Eugene
Semple to be Governor ofWashington Ter-
ritory.

The legislative investigation into Brook-
lyn municipal affairs tended to show
crookedness on the part of several officials.

The eeneral strike of the plumbers in
New York for an enforcement of the ap-
prenticeship system in the trade has at last
been declared off.

The boiler ofa sawmill, near Harrisville,
Va , exploded Saturday, killing J. Scott, P.
Liusay, G. N. Williamson and Chas. Gray,
and injuring three others.

The President lias appointed as Com-
missioners to investigate the affairs of the
Pacific railways under the Act passed by
the last Congress, Robert T. Pattison, of
Pennsylvania; E. Ellery Anderson, of New
York, and David T. Littler, of Illinois.

Immense prairie fires burned over the
south half of Lake county, Dak., on Fri-
day night, and some twenty-five farmers
lost their houses, barns, stock and grain.
France Keller was burned to death be-
tween his barn and house. The Madison
file department was called out to protect
the town from the fire coming from the
west before the wind, which was blowing
forty miles an hour.

FOREIGN.
Michael Davitt and wife have been pre-

sented with an elegant cottage, thoroughly
furnished, near Dublin.

The advanced Anarchists of Paris have
widely circulated through the poorer
quaners ofParis handbills urging the non-
payment of rent. The appeal has had
little, ifany, effect.

Advices from St. Johns, Newfoundland,
indicate that a schooner which arrived
there reports that the sealing steamer
Kugle, which was regarded lust with 300
persons on board, was taking seals in
White bay March 24th. She was seen by
the steamer Auroa on the sth inst.

Old Californians willbe startled by the
sad news of the death of C. X. Hobbs in
the Transvaal, Africa, which occurred
March 24th. Hobbs was shot and killed
in a quarrel by Jefferson McClelland,
formerly of Virginia, Nov. The trouble
which resulted in Hobbs' death was from a
misunderstanding relating to the stock of
the Mammoth mine in Mono county, Cal.,
in 1879. Hobbs was well known and
respected in San Jose, and McClelland was
ri'o<ionized as one of the best miners on the
Comstock.

PACIFIC COAST.

Samuel Evans, a deck-hand on the
steamer Kellogg was drowned at Portland,
Or., Saturday.

George W. Palfrey committed suicide by
shooting himself twice through the heart
at Santa Barbara.

A prominent San Joaquin rancher is re-
ported to have eloped with his pretty do-
mestic, Miss Carrie Brown.

George W. Brooks, recently found guilty
of mayhem, at lied Bluif. has been sen-
tenced to tv."o years in the Penitentiary.

The Directors of the San Joanuin Valley
Agricultural Association have received
plans for the new pavilion to be erected in
Stockton at a cost of $35,000.

Judge Keyser, ofYuba, has sentenced G.
Tucker, alias C. D. Adkinson, the young
man who robbed the Camptonvilie stage,
to San Quentin for eleven years.

Engine company No. 2, of Red Bluff,
has just received a new Gleason & Baily
hand engine, which is claimed to be the
litiest machine now on the coast.

Dr. Jams, of Riverside, and four others
have just completed the purchase of the
San Joacjuiu ranch, in Los Angeles county,
south ofSanta Ana, for $1,250,000.

News comes from Bullion, Idaho, of a
fatal accident in the Idahoian mine, in
which Thomas Walker and Archie Watson
were killed by a blast on Saturday.

A Chinese miner at Alpha.Nevada county,
put a giant-powder cartridge into a stove to
thaw it out.
