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THE AFGHAN BORDER.

It is probable that the rumor of Rus-
sia's anxiety and preparation to advance
the Turkestan border southward upon
Afghan territory is true. The scheme
which was on foot something over a year
ago, to seize a north section of the Ameer's
domain, was simply checked, not killed,
by Knjrland's promptness. That Russia
means to possess herself of the Khoja
Saleh district is beyond doubt, and that
England will be bound to resist the ar-
tempt with p.nnv ig equally certain. The'
Boundary Commission, at it* last session,
in July, was practically dissolved, agree-
ing to disagree, since it was evident that
the Russian representative would not
make any concessions whatever in order
to fix the linepermanently. Khoja &ileh,
the village which is the immediate subject
of dispute, lies upon tl'f Oxus, just north
of the thirty-seventh parallel of latitude.
The boundary line runs thence westward,
with a southerly declension, until itcrosses
the Murghab at Ak Tipeh, just north of
the thirty-sixth parallel (Merrbeing 100
milts northerly, on the same river), and
reaches the East IVrsian line at its inter-
section with the thirty-sixth degree of
latitude. The question now is whether
this line shall be recognized or the bound-
ary forced southward so as to put the
Khoja Sa!eh district north of it, and thus
\u25a0rive it over t<> the jKwseission of Russia. It
is a very small strip of country, but the
prestige of its ]«>s.si's>ion will mean much
to Russia i:i her determination to pene-
trate Afghani-tan to Herat. In 1879 the
Czar sent out an expedition ostensibly to

punish the Tekkc-Turoomans, but in fact
to take Mi-rv, from which base he could
menace Herat. Bat not until 1880 did he
succeed, by the skill of SkoMiff Then
followed the buildiug of the Russian rail-
way from the Caspian towards Merv, the
Boundary Commission, the trouble about
the triangular bit of territory between the
<>xin and Murgnab, the advance of Cos-

f.'ri-es upon the Afghan border, the
alarm of Kngland and her hurried «ii>-
patch of troops from India toward Kanda-
har, anil the poshing of the railway north
to that point, in mpport of the Ameer,
the renewal of the Boundary Commission
work and quietude until the present time,
when Ku^sia make* a I lain for further ad-
vance of the Afghan border southward.
The situation is a -eru.us one, and it need
create no surprise if it develops into a
belligerency that m.iy tiring on a war upon
the Ameer's soil.

PRINTERS AND PRESS.
The New York Typographical Union

lia< passed resolution* ou tlie subject of
boycotting Bfnfmpexa, in which it de-
clares with gravity thai it "deprecates
any attempt to muzzle the press." And
the Union added that "any or all papers
have n right to express their honest opin-
ions on all matters concerning the public
welfare." For this expression in its favor
we presume (he press should be duly
thankful: yet the Union has not enun-

ciated any new troth, and it is doubtful if
it should be accorded credit for simply de-
claring that it is in favor of that which
the Constitution and laws guarantee,
ilen ate always to be applauded for resist-
iog evil influences, however, and to that
extent let the " Union ' have praise, if
juiy influence has been brought to bear
upon it to involve it in attempts to iwuz\e
tb? press. When it declares that tb«

is free, it simply myt that ii is aware
of the law of the land; but the Union's
declaration, since it represents to a certain
extent Übor infloeßeea, is valuable as a
rebuke to sncli of the workingmen's organ-

izatious as tine been led into the folly of
attempting to gag the press of the country.

Sudi efibrta hare not been numerous or
largely rei>rcs?ntutive, but that they ex-

cite ale iily of haH-working and intelli-
gent men to protest, is something. Viewed
SS a protest, then, the resolutions have

meaning beyond their inert wards. It is

also to I*said, the tvp.>£raphers, by thi«
expression, have testifrid to their intelii-
geut estimate of the absolute need that the
press should remain untramme'ed. In the

freedom of the press the laboring classes
have a bulwark of defense, for publicity
given by the newspapers in this day is the j
mightiest aid truth and progress can re-1
ceive, and is the most uncompromising j

enemy, when all things are taken into ac- i

count, that wrong, invasion of human ;

rights and retrogression have. As the Al-
bany Journal says :

Newspapers are bound to furnish the news of
the day, and if the news shows that nieu arc
bad or misguided in their relations to the com-
loon cood, the fiwU lies not in the typographical
camera that photognptu things as they are,
but in men themaelvea. So long as labor organ-
izations struggle for legitimate ends under wise

leader-hip they have no stancher friends than

the newspapers of the country. They have no
more determined enemies when they choose
demagogues lor leaders and Feck to deprive the
individual of the rights which American ciu-
zi_T.:-hip bestows upon him.

The Chicago journals are now demand-
ing of Mayor Roche that he suppress the
Anarchist demonstrations which have
made Chicago notorious, and which, if
continued, will make her the American
shame. The red flag is something more
than a society emblem. When the
Anarchist candidate for Mayor ia the late
campaign said the red flag floated on the
streets by Anarchists meant no more and
did no more harm than the flag Sunday-
school children carry in procession, he

simply falsified. The red flag carried by
Anarchists is a menace to order and an

invitation to lawlessness. But how can
the local Legislature of Chicago legislate
against its display ? Any Act forbidding
it in the streets would violate the privi-
leges of personal liberty, and trench upon

inalienable rights of the people. The
Board that to-day legislates against the
flag of the Anarchist may, by change of
political complexion, to-morrow legislate
against that of the Sunday-school chil-
dren or of any other civic society. The
thing to do is to give the Anarchists all

their rights, to limit none of their liber-
ties, to hold the criminal laws as they are

to be sufficient for them, and to punish
them to the extreme of the law when
they violate them. It will not do by
special ordinances to make^iartyrs of this
new banditti. When the time comes—and
it is well nigh at hand—the nation must
close its doors to these barbarians, and
provide for such as are within in a man-
ner to insure that they neither preach re-

bellion nor terrorize the people.

Railroad News.

The Sr.n Francisco Call ofyesterday con-
tained the following items of railroad
news:

The Southern Pacific have already taken
steps to prepare a petition to the Inter-
slate Commission, praying for the suspen-
sion of the Ion:* and shirt haul clauses of
the bill in their case. Upon what ground
the suspension will be as-ked has not been
disclosed, hut will be presumably that of
water competition. Crred Haymond, who
was engaged in preparing the petition, lias
been ill since Friday, end in his absence
very little has been done on the docu-
ment.

At a meeting of the Board of Directors
of the Southern Pacific system, helot yes-
terday at Fourth and Townseml streets.
Senator Fair being in attendance, the final
details for the transfer of the South Pacific
Coast road were concluded. The price, it
is stated, is $(>,(330,000, the six million being
for the road, rolling stock, waterfront, etc.,
the rest of the money being for the cable-
roads and Oakland property of the Sena-
tor.

It is stated to be the intention of the
Southern Pacific to commence the con-
struction of the Santa Rosa and Carquinez
Railroad without delay.

On Friday next the committee appointed
by the President to examine the California
and Oregon Railroad set out in company
with Colonel C. F. Crocker to inspect the
line. They will proceed by rail as far as
the Klatnath river,"ami will then examine
the route as outlined to the State line. It
is the province of the committee to collect
statistics in reference to the cost of the
road, character of equipments, strength of
bridges, etc . the inspecting tour being a
formality invariably gone through with all
land-grant roads. It was customary once,
when the road was built, to issue a patent
permitting the railroad to dispose of the
grant, but the present Administration has
issued no snch patent, so it is at present
uncertain how the grant will be made
available.

His skull was fractured, and it
is believed, but it is not certain, that he
fell off the local train.

Interesting to Immigrants. —C. 11.
Street, Secretary of the Stale Immigration
Association, returned on Saturday from a
visit to Shasta and Teboma counties. He
reports that he traveled through the south-
west portion of Shasta and the northwest
portion of Tehama, and examined a large
amount of land suitable fur settlement.
He found itrolling hill land, well timbered,
good soil, rain abundant, and adapted to
general farming, fruit, grain or stock. The
new settlera who have been sent there by
the Association during the last three years
were found to be doinj; well and to be en-
tirely satisfied witli their location. There
are some s.OOO ofthese settlers in all. They
are putting out a good many fruit trees.
There were not a few orange trees here and
there, and all appeared to do well. At
lago, Mr. Street saw two orange trees 14
years old, which bore last year about 1,000
oranges each. The fruit trees are now
loaded with blossoms. There is no snow
and no frost of any account. The rainfall
is never less than 20 inches for the season,
and the average rainfall is more than 30
inches. —5. F. Chronicle.

Wild Piueoks n the Foothills.—The
sportsmen of Ur&ss Valley, instead of
shooting at tame pigeons from traps, con-
gregate under the wild pigeon roosts near
town, and blaze away as the birds return
from the feeding-grounds to their nocturnal
quarters. Several matches that have taken
place recently afforded the shooters much
sport. Teams of six men to a side are
chosen, and each team selects a certain line
of flying birds. The shooting at incoming
pigeons is generally kept up tor an hour or
so, until darkness sets in. On the return
home the birds are counted, and the side or
team storing the most kills wins the honor
of the day and a supper. The sportsmen
ofthe mountain town say that wild pigeon
shooting discounts trap shooting. The
birds are harder to kill,and, as they come
in to roost with rapid Ilight, they afford
the shooters many critical shots, and gen-
erally the niisses outnumber the kills.
Wagnor and Stone are ranked as the lead-
ing pigeon-shots of Grasg Valley.

One Mork Act to Accomplish.—Chi-
cago has one more act to accomplish in
order to kill Socialism and Anarchy in its
midst, and that is to hang <he seven An-
archists who murdered the policemen
sometime since in the streets of that city.
The people, by a majority of nearly 30,000
votes, decided on Tuesday that banging
was none too good for them. The Anarch-
ists have been tried twice, found guilty and
sentenced to death on both occasions, aud
the riut of the law should be put into ex-
ecution.
