HINTS FOR HOUSEWIVES.

Grained woods should be washed with

cold tea, and then, after being wiped dry,
rubbed with linseed oil.

Cloths dipped into hot potato water are
recommended for immediate and complete
relief in the severest cases of rheumatism.

A piece of charcoal laid upon a burn will
ease it almost immediately, and if kept
there about an hour, it is said, the wound
will be entirely healed.

If roses become wilted before they can be
put in water, immerse the ends of the
stalks in very hot water for a minute or
two, and they will regain their pristine
freshness.

-When attacked by palpitation of the
heart, let the patient lie down as soon as
possible on the right side, partially on the
face. In this position the heart will re-
same its action almost immediately.

Oilcloths should never be washed in hot
soap suds; they should first be washed
clean with cold water, then rubbed dry
with a cloth wet in milk. The same treat-
ment applies to a stone or slate hearth.

Lime water may be made cheaply by
taking a fresh piece of lime as large as an
egg, pouring two quarts of soft water on it
and allowing it to stand two or thre2 hours,
shaking it occasionally. Bottle and keep
for use.

To preserve goods from moths do not
use camphor in any form. Pieces of tar
gaper laid in fur boxes and in closets are a

etter protection. Five cents will buy
enough to equip all the packing boxes and
closets of a large house for a year.

Tocure a felon saturate a bit of grated
wild turnip the size of a bean with spirits
of turpentine, and apply to the affected
part. It relieves the pain at once, and in
twelve hours or less there will be a hole to
the bone. Dress with sticking salve, and
the finger will get well.

Never place fresh eggs near lard, fruit,
cheese, fish or any other article from
which any odor arises. The eggs are ex-
tremely active in absorbing power, and in
a very short time they will be contami-
nated by the particles of objects in their
neighborhood, by which the peculiar and
exquisite taste of a new-laid egg will be de-
stroyed.

A bottle of turpentine should be kept in
every house, for its uses are numerous. A
few drops sprinkled where cockroaches
congregate will exterminate them at once:
also ants, red or black. Moths will flee
from the odor of it. Besides, it is an ex-
cellent application for a burn or cut. It
will take ink stains out of white muslin,
when added to soap, and will help to
whiten clothes if added to them while
boiling.

A Grear Work.—The reports of the
Challenger exploring expedition form per-
haps the most elaborate and expensive
single work ever published by any Govern-
ment, the net cost to Great Britain having
been thus far about $265,000, an additional
$60,000 having been recovered from sales.
No less than twenty-seven large quarto vol-
umes have been issued, illustrated by about
2,000 full page lithographic plates, some 80
charts and diagrams, and many hundred
photographs and wood cuts. At least seven
volumes more will be necessary, but it is
expected that the whole work will be com-
pleted by March, 1888, This famous expe-
dition which has thrown so much light on
the darkness of the deep sea left England,
it will be remembered, December 21, 1872,
and returned May 25, 1876, after a voyage
of more than 80,000 miles. The party, un-
der Dr. Wyville Thompson, made dredg-
ings and soundings in all the oceans, and
secured important collections. representing
a host of new discoveries concerning sub-
marine life and conditions.
