MYSTERIOUS MURDER.

A Merchant of Folsom Found Shot Mown
in the Street in This City.

About five or seven minutes to 9 last
evening J. R. Watson, who was at his resi-
dence at Eighth and F streets, luard a pis-
tol shot and a shriek—as if of a woman—
in the immediate vicinity of his premises,
and some young men sitting outside of the
grocery on the corner of Eighth and G
streets aiso heard the shot, and one saw
the flash of the discharge. Those at the
grocery hastened to the locality where the
shot was fired and found the body ol a
man lying almost in the center of Eighth
street, a little nearer the sidewalk on the
east side, and about 100 feet from F street.
It was lying on its back, the arms out-
stretched, and the left leg doubled beneath
it. The right knee of the pants was split.
Deceased's stiffhat was on his head, but
down over the eyes; his overcoat was but-
toned up, and his hands gloved, each
glove turned down a little at the top.
No one was seen in the vicinity, nor had
there been any loud language heard prior
to the shot. The locality where the shoot-
ing took place is very dark, however, owing
to the large trees, and the murderer could
have easily escaped unseen through the
alley, it was supposed, under the circum-
stances, that it was a case of suicide, and
Messrs. Crone, Sermonat and Gaston went
to the Coroner's office and reported what
they had seen and what they believed.
Deputy Coroner Clark immediately went
after the body and conveyed it to his office,
prior to which a search for weapons was
made in the vicinity, but none found.
When the clothing was being removed a
very large pistol bullet, such as is fired from
pistols of the largest caliber, dropped
from between the vest and shirt:
and on examination it was discovered
that the unfortunate man had been
shot in the back, the bullet entering the
right side, near the bottom of the shoulder
blade, and coming out through the left
breast, near the center of the body and
about two inches above the nipple. The
only articles found upon the person were
a small c!< >th bag, such as are used in doing
up packages of coin, and which coMtaineu
$2 50; a purse containing a dime ; a hotel-
room key, No. 23, with diamond-shaped
tag attached; and several receipts showing
that J. F. Klumpp had that day paid bills
at Lindley <fc Co.'s, Wrood & Co, s and Hop-
kins A Bros., for goods in considerable
quantity. There was no watch nor chain.
Friends of Mr. Klumpp, a well-
known merchant of Folsom, hear-
ing ot" the circumstances, called at
the Coroner's and identified the body.
The deceased was a native of Germany, 35
years of age, and came to this county from
Monterey county some twelve years ago.
For several years he conducted a bakery in
the town of Folsom in connection with a
beer saloon. About two years ago he quit
the liquor business and commenced keep-
ing a grocery and notion store. He bore a
good name, was honest, sober and indus-
trious, a fast Grand of the Lodge of Odd
Fellows and Past Patriarch of the Encamp-
ment at Folsom. He was also a member
of the lx>dge of United Workman.
Some four or five years ago he
married Miss Miller, an estimable
young lady who had been reared in that
town and by whom he had two children.
The police have been working upon the
case since the fact that a murder had been
committed was discovered, but as yet are
utterly without clue upon which to work.
Captain Kareher and officer Frazee left for
Folsom shortly after midnight to see the
deceased's brother and endeavor to ascer-
tain from him something that may serve
as a starting point. At present the only
thing known besides the facts given above
is that the grass at the edge of the sidewalk
near where the body was found was crushed
down as though one or more persons had
been sitting near one of the trees.

Deceased was stopping at the New Will-
iam Tell House, where he usually put up.
He arrived there yesterday, and paid for
his room, saying that he intended to leave
early in the morning. He left the hotel
last evening about half-past 8, and was
found dead before !'.

--:•.. l.t-ii With Insanity.
About 8:.'«» last evening officer Ash took

in charge an old gentlemen, <>0 or 70 yeara
of age, of very respectable appearance, giv-
ing the name of A. C. Kemball, who had
arrived here during the day from San Jose,
and put up at the Western Hotel. There
his conduc', was so peculiar that
it was surmised that he was insane,
and that it was necessary he should be
cared for. •At the station-house he was
found to have $85 and some papers in his
pockets. He insisted that he was about to
be initiated in'St. John the Baptist Lodge,
Knights Templar of the Golden West,"
and, on officer Leavy telling him, as an ex-
cuse for confining him, that he must wait
in the ante-room until the committee re-
ported upon him. he, as soon as they left,
removed all his clothing. The fact was dis-
covered almost immediately, and he was
dressed ;ind made as comfortable as possi-
ble. His son. a physici n at Yuba City,
has been telegraphed for.

—Yester-
day afternoon nearly the whole male pop-
ulation of Freeport and vicinity appeared
at Justice Devine's Court-room, when the
case of Manuel de Costa, charged with
threats against the life of Antone Silva.

O. Hinkson and Dis-
trict Attorney Bruner appeared for the
prosecution, and C. T. Jones for the de-
fense. The evidence showed that the par-
iiee had a discussion a few days ago rela-
tive to a fence, and in the course of it
Silva remaiked that he was " man enough
to handle "De Costa. The latter told him
to keep away ami Jet him alone, declaring
that if he interfered with him he would
blow his brains out. As this was only a
provisional threat, with a leaning toward
self defense, Justice Devine ordered the de-
fendant discharged.

INCREASE OF BUSINESS.
i

Sacramento City and C'onnty Enjoying a
-ti;i-c.ii of Prosperity.

For weeks past there has been a steady |
increase in the demands for and the sale
of real estate. Those inquiring for prop-
erty, seeking for investments, are, in nearly ;

every case, Eastern people, who are de- j
lighted with our climate, have faith in the ;

future of this section, and desire to make j
this their home. It is a noticeable fact j
that real estate, both city and country j
property, is rating much higher than in |
the past, and the solid, permanent im- i

i provements that are being made in every |
: quarter indicate assured prosperity. Lands j| throughout the county and counties adjoin-
ing Sacramento have appreciated very
much in the past year, and land transac-
tions are at present five times as numerous
as they were a year ago. Up to this date,
more land has changed hands this year
than during isstr> and 18St>. The pur-
chasers are nearly all men of means, who
have come from the East with their fam-
ilies. Within the past two weeks over
twenty families have bought resident prop-
erty in the eastern suburbs of the city, and
during the past six months the population
of the city has increased upwards of 1,000,
mostly Eastern people and some few from
Southern California.

An Eastern firm is negotiating for the
purchase ofthe Johnston winery property,
and it is stated that the transfer will soon
be made. Several Boston manufacturers
are here looking up suitable locations to
establish manufactories of several class of
useful articles. Two large hotels will
likely be erected during the year that will
surpass in extent of accommodations and
elegance anything in the State outside of
San Francisco. The sites selected are not
on J or X streets, and their erection will
no doubt be the cause of building up
other streets as thoroughfares. One
drawback to Sacramento has been
the fact that her wealthy people
would rather loan their money on mort-
gages, or invest ie in Government bonds,
than to build up and improve their city.
The money now being invested is foreign
capital, which will force the "money-bag-
ged fossils" to improve their property, in
order to keep pace with the more enterpris-
ing new-comer, or suffer in consequence.
A shrewd business man will not go beyond
Sacramento to embark in any business en-
terprise, when he takes into considera-
tion her location, second to none in a com-
mercial point of view, and the center of
the most fertile valley in the Union.

The wholesale houses of Sacramento
never were doing a better business than at
present, and the sales so far this year show
a marked increase in volume.

The buildings in progress of erection are
greater in number than that of any previ-
ous period in the history of the city, and
the buildings in conteruplation ofconstruc-
tion, chief among which is the Government
building to be erected at Seventh and X
streets, will give employment to an in-
creased number of mechanics and laborers.

Nothing is a better criterion of the pros-
perity of a community than the business
transactions of its Posfoffice. That of this
city, for the first three months of last year,
exclusive of money orders, was $10,522 77.
The first three months of this year, $12-
--670 4H, showing an increase of $2,353 71, or
nearly 25 per cent.

VERY MUCH MIXED.
The Experience of Two Intoxicated Men

nod a Sack of Mi y.

Yesterdaj' morning about 2 o'clock offi-
cers O'Mcara and Able found a man in a
very dilapidated condition at Fifteenth and

: L streets, and took him in charge. He
: gave his name a3 Christ Kastberg. and
; stated that while he and James P. Sullivan,

I who keeps a saloon at the base of the
j Brighton levee, were on their way to Sulli-
j van's residence on the previous evening

I ihey stopped at Mrs. Cordes' saloon, at
i Thirty-first and M streets, and had several
i drinks, and while he was unhitching the
\u25a0 horse, preparatory to going on, two men
appeared, one of" whom grabbed him by
the throat, strangled and robbed him,
while the other attacked Sullivan!
Kastberg stated that when he
came to himself Sullivan and the horse
and buggy had disappeared, and he started
to walk home. The officers took him to
the station-house, where the City Physician
attended to severe bruises he had received.
In conversation with officers at various
times he cave somewhat different versions
of his experience, including a statement
that their boggy was upset on the road, etc.
Chief Dillruan concluded that the matter
needed investigation, and drove out to
Sullivan's house. He found him "all
broke up," and not able to tell much about
what had occurred, but he was firm in the
belief that Kastherg had tried to rob him,
and in an endeavor to pet his purse had
torn the pocket of his pants very badly.
He did not have the purse when he got
home. During a fight between them Kast-
berg got Sullivan's little finger in his
mouth .and bit it badly, and Snllivan
choked him until he " called off his
teeth. The Chief then went to Mrs. Cordes'
saloon and interviewed her, and her state-
ments, coupled with information received
elsewhere, puts the matter in this shape:
Kastberg some time a_?o was employed by
Sullivan as bartender, but was discharged.
Sullivan had been in town Wednesday to
attend to a lawsuit, and that evening had
considerable money to take home with
him—a sack containing $150 in silver, and
between $30 and $40 in a purse. Before
starting for home, he and Kaatben; took
several drinks in a saloon, and Sullivan
showed the effect considerably. He drevi
a pistol, but Kastberg persuaded him to
give it up and promised to go home with
him. Officer Ash, who had come upon
them, saw them get into their buggy safely,
Kastberg driving. After spinning about
town at a lively gait, they started
for Brighton, but stopped 'at Mrs.
Cordes' about 10 o'clock and had
three or four drinks. They then went
away, but returned about an hour after-
wards, woke her up, and bought more
beer. Sullivan was very much intoxi-
cated, but Kastberg did not appear to be.
Some time after they had again taken their
departure. Mrs. Cordes heard loud lan-
guage and ejaculations, and looking out
saw two men scuffling, about 100 yards
from the house. Afterwards Sullivan
knocked at the door and said they had
upset their buggy and their horse ran
away after they righted it; that Kastberg
had then tried to rob him, and in their
scuffle had nearly bitten his finger off.
All of Sullivan's money was gone. Mrs.
Cordes took a light and accompanied him
to the scene of the fight, where she found
the $150 sack. Early in the forenoon her
son found the purse, containing $29 GO,
about 500 yards from the scene of the un-
pleasantness. Kastberg willhave his exam
ination before Justice Davis to-morrow.

TIRED TO DEATH.
Suicide of W. W. Heldruin, a Well-

known Printer, at San Francisco.
The San Francisco Examiner ofyesterday

had the following reference to the death of
a gentleman at one time well known in
Sacramento, and a prominent member of
the typographical fraternity :

" W. W. Meldrum, foreman of the Otron-
Icle composing-roorus, went to a lodging-
house at No. 238 Kearny street yesterday
morning and paid $1 for a room, saying
that he was tired. Tom Gordon, a lodger
in the house, went to Meldrum's room at
10 o'clock last night and found him dead. I
On the bureau was found a bottle and a
glass, the former containing b small
amount of liquid which is supposed to be
chloral hydrate, or some similar poison.
Dr. Galloway was called, and at a late
hour was engaged in testing the poison.
On Meldrum's person was found a tine
gold watch and various trinkets. Deceased
attempted to kill himself about nine years
ago by shooting hiniseli in tbe abdomen
with a pistol, but did not succeed. Mr.
Meldrun) was 45 years old at the time of
his death, and the cause of his suicide is
attributed to despondency from weariness.
Deceased was well and favorably known
among the members of the craft nil over
the Pacific Coast, and was one of the fuost
popular men in the business. He held the
position of newspaper toreman in Sacra-
mento for several years before he came to
this city, and was always noted for his
kindbeartedness and generous forbearance
with the men under his control. He leaves
a widow and one child residing at No. 311
Leaven worth street."

Mr. Meldrum has always been regarded
by those well acquainted with him a3
subject to peculiar attacks of depression
of spirits and restlessness, vergiug upon
insanity, and his suicide was the result of
his third attempt upon his life. He lived
in Sacramento many years, and at one
time was foreman of the State Capital Re-
porter. He made the acquaintance here of
Mrs. Turner, whom he subsequently mar-
ried in San Francisco. (A tragic incident
in her lifewillbe remembered by old Sacra-
mentans, she having, it will be recollected,
instantly killed Mr. Turner with a butcher-
knife on Seventh street, south of X, one
evening, many years airo. because of jeal-
ousy, be having ostentatiously shown his
regard for another woman, whom he took
out riding that evening. As he left the
stable, after putting up his team, Mrs.
Turner met and killed him. A large
crowd collected, their weight crushing the
sidewalk, upon which at the time there
was a cask of coal. Two or three persons
received fatal injuries.)

Mrs. Turner-Meldrum died several years
ago, and he subsequently married again,
the lady and une child surviving him. All
the deceased's acquaintances and friends in
this city will heartily indorse the reference
to him in the extract copied above.
