Hone ui>!> Relatives.

Chinese residents of this city say that tbe
father, brother and uncle of Hong Di, the
St. John murderer, are all in this city, or
have been within a few days. Whatever
the Chinese elsewhere think of the mur-
derer, there are several here who are keep-
ing a close watch for him, and will sur-
render him ifhe is found. It is said that
l»i did not leave Mr. Dillon's ranch for
two days after the tragedy, having returned
there that evening after making a show of
endeavoring to escape by means of a boat.
He visited Chinamen at night for food, and
lay concealed in the hay during the day
time. When the coast was clear he went
to another hiding place. The Sacramento
Chinamen say that the father of Hong Di is
willing to give him up, to save trouble, but
the uncle will not listen to it, and is doing
all he tin to save him. Holding this be-
lief, they think Hong Di is now not far
from Sacramento. The uncle, they say,
did not come to Sacramento on the cars,
and. therefore, must have drove down, an J
ifbe did so, he is apt to have brought Hong
Di with him, a portion of the way at least.
The uncle, when in the vegetable business
at t'hico and vicinity, had a fine spring
wagon, in good condition, for which he
paid $250, and drove a team consisting of a
white horse and a " yellow " one, both
pretty fair animals. The wagon is painted
of a greenish color. The owner and driver
is noticeable because of his having lost an
eye. If the Celestial watchers can learn
that this rig is or has been at any of the
China ranches in this vicinity they willfeel
that they are on the track of"the fugitive.

Race Horses m Dispute.
\V. B. Todhunter is the defendant in a

\u25a0nit begun in the Superior Court at San
Francisco by T. F. Lynch and William T.
Kelly, who seek to recover possession of
the race-horses Moonlight, Tom Atchison,
Jou Jou, Plato and Arthur H., or their
alleged value, $11,500, and $2,500 damages.
As the cause for the suit the plaintiffs say
that they gave the horses to defendant as
security for $1,->SI, they alleging that the
defendant agreed to return the horses upon
the repayment of the money. The money,
instead of being paid to plaintiffs, was to
have been expended in certain improve-
ments. Of the amount $1,:;H4 was to be
considered a joint loan, and .*!\u25a0;"> was to be
considered as loaned to Lynch alone. On
the 21st instant, plaintiffs say, they ten-
dered the amount loaned to defendant,
who thereupon refused to part with the
horses. Some horsemen of the city who
were s[>eakin« of the matter yesterday
stated tha! there was an attachment against
the horses some time ago for an indebted-
ness of >700, and Kelly and Lynch went to
Todhunter, to whom ihey were indebted,
and advised him to have the attachment
taken o!r. train the animals and make
what he could out of them. They gave
him a bill of sale in the sum of £;,4130, and
it is upon the strength of this document
that he holds the property.

The com-
plaint alleges that while he was a passen-
ger for Sacramento from Stockton in Sep- i
tember. LBB6, in the night time, the head-
light of the engine became extinguished,
and subsequently the train was brought to
a stop with such suddenness that he was
thrown through the door to the platform of
the car. and. striking against the iron rail-
ing of the platform, received injuries to
the back of his head, neck and spine which
caused him to be confined to his bed for a
long time, during which he sutl'ered " great
physical and mental pain and agony," and I
\u25a0• paid out large sums for nursing, medical i
attendance and medicine," and was unable
to transact business. He claims that he is
still suflering great mental and physical
pain, is disqualified from transacting busi-
ness and his injuries are permanent.

AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY.
Changes in the Premium Lists—American

KnW - to Govern U:tc« \u25a0-.

The meeting of the Directors of the

State Agricultural Society at the Pavilion,
last evening, was attended by Directors
Shippee, LaKue, Green, Hancock, Chase
and Singletery. The arranging of a pre-

mium list for the coming fair occupied
nearly the entire evening. That of last
year was adopted with a few additions and
changes.

All animals in the roadster class, two-
year-old and over, must be shown in har-
ness. The same rule applies to standard
trotters.

Three additional prizes will be ottered
for mules.

The number of cattle exhibited by one
breeder must not exceed 25 head in each
class. Two prizes are oflered for milch
cows.

Merino sheep will be classed as French
and Spanish, and four cash prizes offered
for each.

In tbe goat department second prizes,
half of first, are offered in each class.

A special premium is offered for carrier
pigeons to take flight from the Park. Sev-
eral additional cash prizes are made in the
mechanical departments.

The Third Department remains the same
as last year. Several additional premiums
were given for Berkshires.

For the best and largest display of grain
in the sheaf, not less than 40 sheafs and 10
varieties of grain, sheafs to be not less than
10 inches in diameter—first premium, $40 ;
second, $20; third, $10. It is not incum-
bent on exhibitor to raise this grain, but he
will bi- required to name locality and
grower of each variety.

The county exhibits will remain as they
were last year.

Fruit and vegetables must be named by
variety, and entered not later than Tues-
day, the I.sth of September. Exhibitors
will be allowed to replenish with fresh
fruit of the same variety up to Tuesday,
September litth.

Director Chase offered tbe following,
which was adopted: " There shall be
awarded to the owner of the sire whose
get shall make the best average perform-
ance in the races for trotting foals, two,
three and four-year-olds, in 18-<7, ISSS and
ISSU, the grand gold medal of the Califor-
nia State Board of Agriculture, the actual
cost of which shall not be less than $200.''

The following was added to the rules :
" Institutions fostered and aided by the
State are prohibited from competing for
premiums against individuals and private
tirms."

Another rule was changed so as to read :
"' As soon as the Judges pass upon and
award the premium, they shall there and
then attach the proper ribbon."

The tickets will admit a gentlemun and
lady and all children under 18 years of age.

The letting of Pavilion privileges and
the contracting far hay and straw was re-
ferred to the President and the Sacramento
Directors.

I'non motion of Director Green, it was
resolveJ that the trotting races this season
should be governed by the American rules,
instead of those of the National Associa-
tion as heretofore.

The Superintendents were named, as fol-
lows : Park and stock grounds. Christopher
Green; thoroughbred horses, Hancock and
Singletery ; horses of all work and diaft-
horses, Finigan and Singletery ; roadsters,
Singletery and Green; standard trotters,
Hancock and Chase ; to segregate standard
trotters, Green and Hancock; saddle horses,
Finigan and Singletery ; sweepstakes, Sin-
gletery, Shippee and Cox ; cattle, Carr and
Cox ; sheep, Green and Hancock ; Angora
goats, swine and poultry, Hancock and
Chase; Pavilion, La Itue, except the art
gallery, which will be under the superin-
tendency of Norton Bush.

The following liberal purses willbe given
for pacing: Free for all, $800; 2:30 class.
$600. For trotting the followine are an-
nounced : Three-minute class, $800; 2:40
class, $1,000; free forall, $1,200; 2:17 class.
$1,200 : 2.20 class, $1,200; 2:2.") class, $1,000;
2:2.'. dan, $1,000; 2:27 class, $1,000. In ad-
dition thereto is the trotting stakes, already
closed, viz: The Occidental stake, the two,
three and four-year-old stakes.

The Board adjourned to the call of the
chair.

AN ENCAMPMENT.
The Inilormed Rank of Knights of I'yth-

ias to Camp in Sacramento.
A committee representing the unitormed

rank of the Knights of I'ythias, a semi-
military organization, appeared before the
Directors of the State Hoard of Agriculture
last evening to arrange for their first an-
nual encampment. They stated that if the
Board of Directors would guarantee them
a sufficient sum of money to be used in
ollering cash premiums, they would hold
the Encampment in this city during tko
time of the holding of the State Fair, and
their exhibition drills would be held at
Agiicultiiral Park under direction of the
Directors of the Association. The Encamp-
ment would last for five days, and from 'MO
to 500 uniformed men would be in attend-
ance. There are upwards of :i0 divisions
in the State and if suitable encouragement
was hold out it would be a grand success
and a pleasing feature of the State Fair.
Throe prizes should be ollered for competi-
tive drills, and one to encourage those coin-
in;; from long distances, and another fur
the division that has the largest representa-
tion. The committee said they believed
the divisions at San Diego, Los Angeles,
Modesto, Santa Cruz. San Jose, Watson-
ville, Santa Rosa, Oakdale, Pasadena, Riv-
erside, Stockton. San Francisco, San Ber-
nardino and other points would be repre-
sented. They proposed one day to have a
grand parade at the park in which they
would be aided by the military.

Director Green moved to give them
\u25a0*750, and let the committee divide it up

j into prizes to suit themselves. The com-j mittee was of the opinion that they should
be allowed $1,000.

The Board took the matter under advise-
ment and will decide within the next few
days what they will do in the premises.
All are of the opinion that it will lie a
drawing card.

AGAIN BEHIND THE BARS.

!T. C. Casey, the Eocape from the County
Jail, Recaptured Near Brighten.

About 10:30 a. m. yesterday Sheriff Drew
received a dispatch from F. W. Menke, of
Brighton township, stating that a man ex-
actly answering tbe description of Casey,
the burglar who escaped from the county
jailMonday morning, had been seen at the
Menke ranch. The Sheriff immediately
responded with a request that the man be
arrested, adding that he would himself
proceed to Brighton as quickly as possible.
He at once telephoned for his buggy, and,
accompanied by Deputy Sheriff* Drew,
hastened to the locality mentioned. A
short distance beyond Brighton he met a
buggy containing four men, three on the
seat and one in behind, while another man
on horseback acted as escort. His surmise
that Casey had been taken proved correct.for
the man in the center of the seat proved to
be that individual, and the others his cap-
tors, headed by Constable Wm. Fey. The
Sheriff remarked, "' Good morning, Mr.
Casey ; I'm clad to see you !" to which
Casey responded, " I guess you're a d n
sight gladder than lam to see you.'' He
was without coat or hat, his clothing drip-
ping with water, and was shivering with
cold and depression of spirits. Returning
to Brighton he was invited by the Sheriff
—who uUo invited "all hands," and felt
sufficiently pleased to extend the courtesy
tja whole city—to take something to warm
him, and a few fingers of Perkins' bever-
age cheered him up. It transpired that tbe
Constable and several others surrounded
the field where the fugitive had concealed
himself, and when the officer came upon
him, lying in the grass, he broke for the
American river and plunged in, with the
desperate intention oftry ing to swim across.
Fey fired two shots to intimidate him, and
when he threatened to shoot to hit Casey
surrendered, returned to shore and
was secured. Evidently he had met
friends after he left the jail, for he had
been furnished with a laborer's shirt ot
coarse striped material to replace the white
one in which he escaped. He had not op-
portunity to further change his appear-
ance, the strict watch kept by the Sheriff
and his deputies Monday and Monday
night upon a house in which the fugitive
might be expected to receive aid and com-
fort having doubtless prevented his being
assisted to the extent desired. There is
reason to believe, however, that arrange-
ments were made to leave supplies for him
at some place near Brighton. Casey in-
formed the Sheriff that he had not had
anything to eat since he left jail, and when
the Sheriff suggested that he had not been
able to connect with the articles left for
him by two ladies, he evinced considerable
curiosity to learn more about them, and
smilingly said they must have been kind-
hearted. He said to Mr. Drew: "Ihave
told you often that I could get out
of that jail whenever I wanted
to, and I thought 1 would show you that I
told the truth. I can do it again any time
if 1 have a minute to go on. Idon't know
whether you will believe me or not, but
there was not a soul about the place who
knew what I intended to do, and I don't
think any of the prisoners saw me. It
only took a minute." The Sheriff assured
him that he didn't blame him for trying to
get away, but would try to keep him from
taking such violent exercise again for some
time. The prisoner's unsuccessful break
for liberty will doubtless injure his cause
when his case comes up in Court. It is
now in order for the Supervisors to make
such improvements to the walls of the
jailyar<l as will prevent their being scaled
so readily hereafter.

Her remains
will be taken East for interment this even-
ing.

The average Signal Service temperature
in Sacramento yesterday was (!5.S O,which is
7.7° warmer than the average temperature
during nine years for the Ltith of April.
The highest and lowest temperature was
.So° and M°, with gentle and variable winds
and weather clear. The wind was south-
erly during the morning and evening, and
northerly during the forenoon and after-
noon.

Mrs. J. F. Klumpf, whose husband was
murdered so mysteriously last Thursday
night, called at the police office yesterday
and informed the officers that her hus-
band's silver watch and steel chain could
not be found, and the presumption is that
he wore them the night he was killed. The
articles were not found upon the body, and
the fact gives strength to the theory that he
was stopped by two men intent on robbery,
who took his watch from him, but, before
they had time to examine his pockets, he
tried to get away, and was shot, the rascals
then seeking safety in flight. The vest he
wore that night does not "give evidence that
the chain was snatched from it violently.
