Makypville, April 28th.—L. F. Bassett,
City Engineer of Sacramento, and H. B.
Riggins, Deputy United States Marshal, ar-
rived here to-day from Quincy, Plurnas
county. Basseit holds a written commis-
sion from Captain Payson, of the United
States Corps of Engineers for this coast, to
make an examination of the hydraulic
mining field in Plurnas county forthe col-
lection of certain information desired by
the United States District Attorney.

On Tuesday evening Bassett and
Riggins started out from Quincy on foot
and walked a long distance before they
could find a house where they could stop
for the night. The following day they
started for Marysville.

The examination was concluded
at 4 o'clock, and Justice WestiaU held him
to answer before tbe Superior Court, with
bail fixed at $2.3,000. The defense ofiered
no testimony.

Simmons throughout the trial had been
cool and unconcerned, so much so that
many doubts are expressed as to his guilt.

FATHERS SMOKING AT HOME.
The Effects Upon tii.t I), allli or a Little

Child Clearly Shown.
May I give you my recent experience of

tobacco smoke? It may be a warning to
others. Ihave one child, a little girl not
yet two years old, a fair-haired, blue-eyed
pet, who was as h' althy as the birds when
she was born. For more than a yfar past
—ever since She was old enough to be less
in the nursery and more with her father
and me—she has ailed mysteriously. I
could not say that she was ill,yet she was
hardly ever well. I was kept in a perpet-
ual state ofanxiety about her. The symp-
toms were absence of appttite, complaints
of sickness, stomach and digestion alto-
gether out of order. Last August I took
her to a country town, where we stayed
two months. After the first week she
flourished like a young bay-tree, ate and
drank and laug-hed and played and*lept,
and kept me forever busy enlarging her
garments. I brought her home rosy and
robust. In one week all the old symptoms
appeared, loss ofappetite, dark lines under
the eyes, listless ways, restless nights.
Some one suggested that the neighborhood
did not suit her, and I was cogitating how
to take her away again, when she caught a
severe cold, and was confined entirely to
one room for three weeks. She recovered
her general health completely. Appetite,
spirits, sleep, all returned. It conld not be
the neighborhood. After her cold she
joined us downstairs again as usual, two or
ihree times a day. In less than a week
sickness, etc., returned. I was in despair.
For nearly three months I racked my
brains about drains, wall-papers, milk, wa-
ter, saucepans, any and everything in vain
—the child alowiy wasted. The weather
was too severe to take her away. In an
agony of mind I noticed one day that so fir
from outgrowing her clothes as I had ex-
pected, they were too large for her. The
little thing was rot eating enough to keep
up her strength, and we could not coax her
to eat. Yet she was not really ill, she ran
about and played in a quiet way. and
looked fairly well to those who had notseen her more robust. Suddenly my hus-band was summoned into the country. A
week after he went the child began to eat
with eager relish. In a fortnight she was
her own happy self, full of riotous childish
spirits. " Her father has never soen her
like this,'' I remarked one evening when
she was particularly merry and luad, and
then the truth flashed upon me. It was
his tobacco that upset her. He has been
away now for a month, and the child's
limbs daily get firmer and rounder, and she
is the merriest, healthiest little moral pos-
sible. He always smoked after breakfast
and after lunch, with her in the room,
neither of us dreaming it was injurious to
her. But for his providential absence this
time I doubt whether it would ever have
occurred to me, and we might have lost
onr darling—for she was wasting sadly. It
was acting like a slow poison upon' her.
This is a true, unvarnished statement,
which my nurse can corroborate. When
shall we have a Parliament that will dara
to tax our slow poisons to the utmost? I
inclose my card and remain your obedient
servant.— /?. If. m Pall Mall Gdzctte.

EUROPEAN GOSSIP.

The Schnaebelea Case—Matters in Eng-
land— Irirh Affairx.

[Record- Vniutt'n Special CWttnwu Cbpyrfaftfed
by the M York Tribune. |

Xew Yobk, April 20th.—The Tribunes
special from London says : Reports of the
intention of the German Government to
surrender Schnaebeles are still contra-
dictory. Paris and Berlin telegrams to the
same papers present with equal conlidence
the French and German views, facts, law
and probable action of the German authori-
ties. These views are hopelessly irrecon-
cilable. The Standard's dispatch from Ber-
lin expresses more emphatically than
any other what the German Foreign
Oflice desires Europe to believe.
This writer announces Unit Schnaeheles' ex-
tradition is altogether out of the question,
and declares itcertain that Schnaebeles was
neither arrested on French territory nor
decoyed across the frontier. Yet the same
paper editorially expresses tlie opinion that
the Frenchman will speedily be released.
No doubt Prince Bismarck has promised
reparation if French soil was violated, but
to-day neither Schnaebeles' release nor sa-
rious trouble from his detention is proba-
able.

Rosebery's rapid journey to Scotland
only three weeks after arrival in Engfand
from a six months' journey is treated by
the Tories as an attempt to revive the
waning influence of Gladstonianism in
that country. It may be doubted whether
Gladstone's influence has waned. Certainly
nobody is more capable of reviving it than
Rosebery. The Times seems to
have supposed that be might, during
his absence, have fallen away Ironi faith,
and is unpleasantly undeceived by his
speech, and his outspoken adhesion to
Gladstone's Irish policy. His relations
with Gladstone were made certain. He
speaks, after consultation with his chief,
and much importance is therefore attached
to the passage referring to Gladstone's
plan. IfRosebery's declaration is author-
ized, Gladstone insists solely on the prin-
ciples ofa domestic Legislature forIreland,
and all else is matter fornegotiation.

The Government expects to get the
House ofCommons into committee on the
coercion bill today, and allows it to be
understood that they expect to finish iv
committee within a month. Sanguine
Government! Over 100 amendments to
the first clause alone are already proposed,
and the Irish calculation is that there will
be not less than 500 altogether. Many are
important, and all so drawn as to secure a
discussion and division, if desired, on each.

Anew sort of pressure is being tried in
behalf of the Imperial Institute. It is
now gWen out that knighthoods will be
withheld from Mayors who have not raised
subscription for the Institute in their own
town-. Many of these functionaries have
preferred 'o promote local objects in con-
nection with the Jubilee. This is to be
llif-ir punishmeii'. The papers publish
brief accounts of the intended procession,
but tho programme is not yet finally set-
tled.

ILL-FATED NIHILISTS.

Opening the Trial of Suspected Bomb-
Throwers.

St. PrrusßUßG, April 28th.—The trial
of the prisoners implicated in the plot to
kill the Czar has commenced. The Court
is strongly guarded. A Russian General
is present to report the proceedings to the
Cox.

A painful • impression was produced on
the spectators in the outer hall as the ac-
cused entered the Court. Their youth and
high-bred air elicited much sympathy.
Among the prisoners is a maiden of strik-
ing beauty.

A Night of Awful SnHpen»e In a Flatting

Community.
Yarmouth (N. H.), April 2fth.—Tbe

people living about the Tusket Islands and
neighboring mainlands have passed forty-
eight hours of terrible anxiety. These
islands are thegroat lobster-fishing grounds.
On Tuesday afternoon there was a gale, and
the men were unable to go to their traps.
Towards v o'clock the wind died out, and
the boats put out by scores to take in the
lobsters. They had just about time to get
to the traps, when the gale came up with
increased violence and blew with wild
fury all night. Return was impossible,
and their families on shore spent an
awful nieht listening to the shrieking of
the winds and roar of the breakers. When
morning came nothing was to be seen of
the fishermen's boat, and it seemed as if
they hnd all been lost. It was not until
this morning, when several steamers and
schooners arrived that any definite inform-
ation as to the fate of the men could be ob-
tained. Albert Harris, of Little River, is
known to have been drowned, and his
brother Frederick. George and Gordon
Hamilton, C. Mnise and another man,
name unknown, are believed to be
drowned, as their boats have been found
bottom up. Many marvelous escapes are
reported.

! THE HAhTFOKD.

Probability of the Old Maii-ot'-War Be-
ing Saved.

Wabhikotok, April 28th.—A strong ef-
fort i3being made, with prospects of suc-
cess, to save the celebrated old flagship
llartiord, now at Mare Island, from con-
demnation. The people of the Pacific
coast have been particularly active in this
matter, and the California delegation, con-
sisting of Representative Thompson, State
Senator McCudden and Superintendent Mc-
Pike, have reached this city bearing copies
of resolutions passed by the Chamber of
(V-muierce and other commercial botlies in
San Francisco, strongly urging the con-
tinuation of the Hartford in active service.
The delegation had a long interview on
the subject with Secretary Whitney yester-
day, and look for a decision in a short
time. A.s the estimates for repairing the
Hartford are believed to aggregaie less than
20 per cent, of the cost of replacing the
vessel, the matter of ordering repairs to be
made is within Secretary Whitney's dis-
cretion.

BEOXX BITTER.

i Nice Heading for Those who I -c Oleo-
margarine.

New York, April 2Sth.—The Tribune's
Washington special says : " The subject of
oleomargarine will be treated in the next
bulletin from the Agricultural Depart-
ment," said CommissionerColeman to-day,
'• and the people of this and other countries
will receive full and explicit instructions
how to detect the presence of the dele-
terious matter. No later than this forenoon
I received through the Secrelary of State a
communication from Baron Favo, the
Italian Minister, in which he requests in-
formation as to the scientific tests used by
our Government to detect oleomargarine,
butterine, saline and other compounds
made to supersede butter.

"In my reply I shall give the result of
the investigations made by this Depart-
ment, from which it appears that even the
carcasses of horses, dogs and swine have
been utilized in tbe manufacture of oleo-
margarine, and the manufacturers were
not particular about the condition or age
of the meat or bones either. I had a per-
sonal experience at my home i'l St. Louis.
When I went to the batcher's shop to get
some meat for several hunting dogs that I
kept at the time, in the retuse barrel at
that place I often saw that maggots and ily-
blown meat was very conspicuous. When
I asked the proprietor what he intended to
do with such material he said it wus in-
tended for the bmler factory."

LEGENDARY BONANZAS.

Conlirmatiuii of the I i 11.1 ii. - of the Old
Mexican Mines.

Chicaco, April 28th.—An iuterview with
the Chicairoans, whom recent dispatches
associated with the discovery of valuable
mines iv Mexico, confirms the reports. A
dispatch rrom the City of Mexico states
that two of the seven legendary mines,
from which the Spanish conquerors of
Mexico drew inexhaustible quantities of
gold and silver until driven out by the In-
dians two centuries ago, have been found
by the exploring party sent out by the So-
nora Company two years ago, and prove to
be fully as rich as even the legend has
claimed them to be. In January, Isßs, the
Sonora Land Company was chartered un-
der the laws of Illinois and Mexico. The
original intention was simply to reclaim
and survey the 13,000,000 acres of grazing
land. The corporation was mostly com"
posed of residents ofChicago.

KNRAGED KKNIICKIA>'S.

Last Nighl's I'rot.pect of a Lively Necktie
Tarty In Louisville.

Louisville (Ky.), April 28tli.—Turner
and Patterson, the negro assailants of Jen-
nie Bowman, were brought back from
Frankfort yesterday and jailed here to-
night. There is a large crowd on the
square where the jail is located, and it is
asserted on all sides that the men will be
taken out and hung before morning. The
condition of Jennie Bowman* their unfor-
tunate victim, is much worse to-night, and
there is hardly a hope for her recovery.
This morning her temperature aroso alarm-
ingly, and .she became wildly delirious.

Chairman Cooley, of the Interstate
Commission, writes : "The railroads must
determine for themselves what shall be
their policy in granting favors to persons
engaged in religious works. The statute
in piain terms allows the giving of reduced
rates to ministers of religion, and if they
are given on some general and impartial
rule, no question of its illegality could
arise, and no railroad company could have
occasion to fear the penalties."

SCHNAKHEI.I*1 A.V REST.

A Seiui-Oflicial Statement of tbe Attend-
ant Circuuig'ance?.

Berlin, April 28th. —The /forth German
Gazette seiui-oflicially stales that the Im-
perial Ministry lias just furnished the For-
eign Office with the followins facts relative
to the Schnaebi les affair: Klein. < ommer-
cial Agent of Hlrasbnrg. and Urebert, a
manufacturer of Sc'diltinnhelm, were sus-
pected of Qommnnicating to the French
various plans of the Herman fortresses and
other treasonable intelligence, and were
brought before a mtiKistrate for a prelimin-
ary examination. Their connection with
the French police Agent, Hirsohaner, was
admitted. It was also shown that let-
ters had been sent by them to Yineenf,
Chief of the French Intelligence Depart-
ment. Itwas further proved th:\t Schnae-
beles had personal interviews with the ac-
cused and bad written letters to them.
Schnaebeles wasarrested on a warrant issued
by the examining magistrate and executed
by a police commissary deputed to assist
the magistrate. It has been fully proved
that the arrest was made on German soil.
Sehnaebelts admits writing these particular
letters and forwarding correspondence,
which the German authorities consider
treasonable. This statement is not con-
sidered in the light of a threat, but 13
looked upon simply as an official justifica-
cation of the arrest of Schuaebeles.

LABOR AND CAPITAL.

Cardinttl Matmiug I jiholits the Ki^litv
I.a'iov to l'Toteition.

London, April 28tfa.—Next Saturday's
issue of the Tablet will contain a special
article by Cardinal Manning, in v/hich lie
will coDtend that unless the rights of labor
can be denied, the liberty of an organiza-
tion to protect limn and the freedom
founded upon them, cannot lie denied-
Toward the eiyl of the last century, the
Cardinal says, the doctrine of political
economy, under the plea of free contract,
bro!<e np the old relations between em-
ployer and employed, and the conflict be-
tween capital and labor then became per-
petual. The power of capita] is all but
irresistible lor the poor, who most labor for
the bread of life. Hunger lays the neces-
sity upon them ti laboring for the sake of
their homes and themselves. When the
law ceased to intervene, organizations for
mutual defense straightway arose. The
Knights of Labor and the 'British trades
unions represent the rights of laboi and the
rights of associations for its defense. The
conflict between capital and labor is most
unequal. Freedom of contract, on which
political economy glorifies it.-. !f, hardly ex-
ists. It is surely the Church's oflice to
protect the poor and to protect their labor,
which has built up the human common-
wealth.
