HET.
A Roinanee of the Buuti.

I was on some Government duty last
year in New South Wales, that took me
into the local I'ostoffiees. In the back par-
lor, at the (iundaroo Fostoffice, I had a
long chat with the son of the Postmistress ;

a line young fellow, perhaps a littleover
thirty. He was manager to a local sheep
king, and rejoiced is the curious Christian
name of Het. The following is his account
of the circumstances that led to his being
so named :

I was there certainly: but I don't re-
member much :iriout it. I was told. I can
vouch for the truth of it, for she and him,
too, often and often have told it to me, and
others. They've told it apart, each by their
;v,-os<lve.«. and they often tell it together—

she teiling about him, making him out to
have been the hero, and he telling it all so
that she was the hero—heroine, I should
say. But I expect ea<:h of 'em always told
it in about the same words. You see it
was an epoch like, and sort of lixed itself
in their memories —and what happened
:itter, fixed it tinner yet.

I've been manager on this sta'.ion. np be
hind bore eight yean; and I was "boy'
befe (pointing with his pipesteni to the
floor) eight yean ; at school here in Gun-
darootii] i was 14; so I suppose it must
have been 34 years ago—near enough.

The colony wasn't settled near so much
as it is now. The coach from Sydney didn't
reach Gundaroo not by three days' ride,
and the mails were carried on horseback,
once v week, the rest of the way. After
the coach road, for a bit—say twenty miles
—the track was good enough, and there
were stations further than that; but by the
end ot the first day's ride you reached the
Ih.-l house or hut you were to see till you
sighted Gundaroo.

The liri-t night the mail carrier put up .it
"Paddy's Shanty," a sort of an inn on the
track. The next morning he started—all
alone, mind you, with valuable mail bags
—across as nasty a piece of bush as you li
find in Australia, and I suppose that says
in the world. Jt was all ti-tree scrub. If
you know what that is you'll understand.
Never seen any? Oh. well, it's scrub, that
is all, little trees with their "leaves all on
the top. Allof 'em alike. Just too slender
and weak to bear a man's climbing up one
to look round ; too lar apart for you to
swarm UP two at once, arms and legs, you
know ; and yet too close for you to see sun
or stars, night or day. That sort of scrub
is the cruelest of all. If you know your
way, well and good ; but if you once
get* wrong, .uord help you. You're
bushed, as sure as you're alive.
L'uless you chance on a track or come
across a camp, you may lie down and give
it up. As long as your water barr'l hoi is
out so'll you. After that you may give
yourself a day or two to die in ; perhaps
another two days, if you're a tough sort.
Your bones '11 be there years after. Well
that's what he had to ride through for
hour 3 and hours the second day, and at
night he ought to be about through it, ifhe
kep' the track and made out to reach the
open again. Then the track was across a
fern gully, with a creek at the bottom, and
(here tie camped for the night. Then he
had an eighty-mile ride the next day,
straight through the blue-gum forest into
Gundaroo.

The chap that rode with the mails then
was a splendid fellow. Standard his name
was. Too heavy p'raps for a postman, as
we understand 'em, but just the man tor
that work in those days. It wanted a fel-
low fullof pluck, as strong as a horse, and
with all his wits about him. Besides the
dangers of the track, and creeks to ford,
and the heat, and the snakes at night, there
was the loneliness. That one fellow, all
alone in that great wild district, riding
through the hours in the perfect stillness
under the sky. No chance of seeinga soul,
and probably not wanting to neither, us
things was then. Ifanyouedid just hap-
pen to come across the mail carriers in
those days, it wnsu't generally for no good.

Ho used to say : " When a man's got her
Majesty's precious mail bags, with her own
red seals on 'em, in front of the saiidle,
and only the usual number of hands for
pistols, and reins, and all, he don't care
mudi if he don't see no one all the ride
through." He wasn't one to boast, wasn't
Standard; but he had once to defend the
mails, with three to one against him, and
tried for manslaughter, too, for the way he
done it. and acquitted, and carried out of
the Court on the chaps' shoulders. They
tell that tale still here in Gnndaroo.

The time I'm telling you of was in the
hot season. The ground was all cracked
and dry. There hadn't been a drop ofrain
lor months and months, and lots of the
creeks wen" empty. At Gundaroo it had
been very bad. and the district round was
terrible i:i want of water.

On the Saturday after New Years Day,
when Standard left " P.v.idy's Shanty,"it
w.'.s a hot wind, awful to ride in. They
ih light ruin was coming;, though.

The boss at the ahantj told Standard, as
be fixed up his wak-r barr'l behind him on
!n --ulJle, that a storekeeper and bis wife

and child, and his chum, had started the
<!iy before for a station whore they'd got a
berth. They bad to follow the Gnndaroo
track :i bit, and then strike across the bush
to the station. "It isn't lar they've to go," j
he said, " but they're new chums, an 1 the
woman looked a bit delicate, as well as
ii iving a youi.g baby to carry."

" They've only two horses then," says
Standard, looking along the track, " unless
the third horse Bew."

\u25a0\u25a0 No, ' says the boss : " the woman rode
behind one of the men, turn and turn
about A One young woman she was, too."
"It is to be hoped the chaps h "in i

much else to carry, then," says Standard.
•• 1 couldn't carry another couple of
pi.uads— let alone a woman and baby—en
Lady, without knocking her up."

" Well, you ain't not to," says the boss;
and laughs as he watches Standard put
Lady into a steady canter along the
track, where the two sets of hoof marks
showed in the sand.

I/idy was a line black mare. Very
swift,"but just a thought too light for
S;r.ndard and the bags, some said. He
wouldn't allow it He said : " She reaches
Gundaroo a>s fresh as need be on Monday
rrght, and by the time s>be has to start on
Thursday, she's wild to be on the road."
He only traveled once a fortnight on her.
The other week he rode a roan, a bigger
brute, but not half so sensible and kind-
like as Lady. She was a born lady.
Standard used to say. Her mother was
Duchess, whereas the roan was the son
of Mil".maid, although he was called
Kmperor. She could have gone the whole
way alone, if need be, he said ; she was so
trustW' rthy.

Well, ho u«od to tell it how he rode
through that Saturday in the ti-trce scrub,
thinking of the party in front in whose
tracks he was galloping. It was just near
the end of the scrub, he noticed, where
they had left ofi. and started on a scarcely
visible track to the station away to the left,
fifty miles or so.

He used to say he must have ridden a
couple of boon, perhaps wheu he saw
something on the track like a dead perion
or horse. He had his hand on his pistol as
he trotted up to it, he said, thinking of the
mails?, when*he saw it wasn't a horse or a
man, but a tali slip of a yonng woman,
dead, or perhaps only dying, laid on the
ground with h?r back propped against a
tn o. ami ;i poor littlebaby clinging to her
breast.

" Lord of ail.'" muttered Standard, as he
jumped oil' Lady s hack aud blood over the
woman. H- raised her as tenderly almost
as she would have done her own child.
The littleone. he used to say, started cry-
ing—a kind of wail —and opened its eyes
in that sort of way that you know ilbaiiji't

I tug .opped crying, but just woke up, and
h-yan at-ain where it had left oil. I've two
kids of my own now. aud I know—not j
r! at they've ever had to lie aloncside a J
mother aY good as dead and try to iret fed i

and warmed ai a breast as rold as that poor j
[aoal'a. TfcankGod.no! But for all that,
well fed kids can cry, and cry pitiful, too;

s-o I know how he meant to say this par-
ticular kid cried.

Standard hadn't no need to tether Lady
to make her stop alongside, she was such a |
reasonable beast; but he put her bridle i
over a tree branch tor all that. Certainty
is worth a deal of faith, when it's about
bein;; left alone in a ti-tree scrub without;
your horse and kit.

Then he laid the little one on its mother's
shawl and set to work to bring the mother
to.

round, but he wasn't sure, he said, ifa wo- :

—he was a single chap then. But he set to •

hands well, and laid her so as the blood j
—once the spirit had started it again —
maid flow quicker to her poor brain. A
bushruan has to be a bit of a doctor, you
know. Then the baby started to help by
giving a loud shriek, and the young wo-
man opened her eyes and sighed like; and he
kep' on giving her water and spirit as she
could take it till she could fe«l herself
more comfortable. He didn't start talking
to her then, knowing she wanted all her
strength to conic round ; but he put the
baby back in her arms, and the mother in
her prompted her like to take a good long |
pull a^the drink in the billy—so as the kid ,
might get some in a while, you know.

After a bit she started to cry in a low
sort of way, and then Standard, he set by
her and cheered her up, and told her not to
take on. He told her she was found ; and
that all the worst ot being lost was done
with, and not to cry, and so on. All the
time, poor fellow, though he didn't hurry
her, he knew he was losing time dreadfully,
and would hardly make the creek to camp
betire nightfall.

She was a gentle,
docile thine, and see he was right; and
then she says to him, helpless and grateful
like, "Couldn't we ride behind you, sir.'"

Poor Standard! He felt stumped. He
didn't know what to say. He looked at
the tall youug woman and the baby, and
then at himself and the horse already well
weighted with his camping knit and
the mails. It wasn't possible, and he
knew it. There was ten miles or so
to be done that night before they got
to the creek. It was late now—nearly
7. It would be dark as pitch in the scrub
before they got there, even if Lady
cmild carry all that load so far as
that; but as to carrying them all to <;un-
daroo, eighty miles further on —he know
she couldn't it. Besides, nothing was al-
lowed to delay the mails. He would be
late as it was, for the stop he'd made. It
must be a couple of days, at best, before
he'd get there, carrying all that extra
weight.

So Standard stood for a moment or two
and thought it all over, while he watched
the girl (for she was no more) straighten
herself and the child and struggle to stand.
Seeing her stagger a bit calleJ him to him-
self, and he thinks as he gave her his hand
to steady her, "Damn her Majesty's mail
regulations! I'lltake her. somehow !"

So he gets his blanket out of hi3kit and
strain it behind the saddle, and then lie
to''k and laid the baby on the tree root,
while lie swung the woman on the blanket
behind the saddle. Then he hauled her
up the child and got carefully into the sad-
die bin.self, leaving them all the room he
cou'd, she used to say. Lady looked
round a bit doubtful of the extra weight
and the dangling petticoats on one side,
but started right enough when Standard
toll her it had got to be done.

There wasn't much said on tho ride. It
was rough stepping, and Lady 'd to
pick her way, »:id Standard had to help
her and steady the poor 10.-s behind with
the baby in her right arm am! her left
band on his belt; and she was looking and
looking on both rides to see if she could
see the two men. Except to beg Standard
to st. p a minute and shout once <>r twice in
case h:*r husband and his chnpi wore near,
she never spoke. Standard knew it m;isi

be hopeless, and the further they got the
mor>- hopeless it must get; but he was a
tender-hearted fellow, r.r.d he couldn't
Stand heariii;.' the poor soul crying in a
li poii'-s sort of a way behind him, and not
<!" something to please her. But all the
way the baby lay there as peaceful and
comfortable as we arc now this minute.

Whin tiny cot to the creek it was nearly
dark, and the woman was swaying in the
saddle, thoOKfa she'd sat slight enough at
iiist. Noticing this. Standard says, sud-
denly : " llissus, have you ever rode
alonv'.'"

She cives a sort of start, and sits up and
says: "Oh, yes, I've rodeagreat deal when
I was a girl; but I'm that tired now and
feel so weak that I can't sit tip." She
thoiuht he was wondering at her leaning
against him so heavy. But that wasn<f
what Standard was thinking. He knf-w
himseif what it was to sway, nearly to fall-
ing straight out of the saddle, I'mni fatigue
and want of food ami water. No. he was
thinking of a plan for the next day. When
they go to the creek he sets the woman
down, and bobbles Lady, aud gives her
month a sponge out and a bit of a rub, to
last till he could see to her when she was
cool. Then he got some stick and dry grass
(no fear of the wood i>eing wet in a hot sea-
son hereabout) together for a fire, and as
soon as it bnrns up puts the billy over it.
Then hunted in his kit for a tin of milk
hid cot —not for his tea, but to use for bi:t-
ter. He thought it would be the thing for the
woman, seeingshe'd to nurse the child. She
had a whole pannikin full of warm milk—did her a power of good ; and wnen he'd
got her to eat a bit of sopped bread, and
had his own tea. he gave her a towel and
told her she'd feel better for washing her i
face and bands, and that she creek was .safe
to do it in. He went ofl to see to Lady,
and before he went he put his comb and a
bi1 of looking-glass he carried where she
could see'em and take them if she liked.
He w:is always a bit of a dandy. But he
didn't say nothing to her about the comb
ani glass, because, being a bachelor, of
course he felt delicate about susiiesnne as
her hair was hanging all down her back in
two long, fair plaits. Standard uskl to say
it was prettiest so, to his mind, but he
thought she'd feel vexed il she knew he
noticed it. So he just put the bit of glass
handy and took himself off.

When he came back, be says, he found
the baby asleep, and smoothed and tidied
somewhat, and the woman as nfat a-j a
pin—women are so clever et straightening
tbetaselYes —and the pannikin and that j
washed up, and the fire raked together. :

what he'd decided to do. The woman and
child must get to Gundaroo, and before the
next night, too; so must the mails. Lady
could carry them well enough, but she
couldn't carry him as well. Very well;
then he'd slay behind and walk. Lady
would go along the track through the
forest alone he knew, and if only the girl
would have the pluck to trust herselt to
the mare, and just sit still and hold the
reins, they'd all get to Gundaroo safe as a
church. She could then deliver up the
bags at the Postoftice and tell them to send
out a search party to look after her hus-
band, and his chum and a horse to meet

He knew he was sure to get into trouble
with the authorities for risking it,especially
if it failed ; and he knew, too, that it was
no fun to be left to walk through the forest
in riding boots and breeches, and with
nothing but a few biscuits and a pistol.

please, gentlemen, I've brought in the
mails. The gentleman lent me his horse.
I was lost; and will you send a horse to
meet him. He's walking from the fern
guily. And Lady is to be seen to, please."
And then she drops down on the step
pretty night done.

The chaps set to and cheered her—cheer
after cheer, ti 1 mother was drawn in I
oat of the noise by the I'ostmaster's wife,
who told 'em they ought know better than
make a lady so shame-tared, so tired as site
wns, too. The old lfidv was quite as aston-
ished «s any of them, for all she said to the
chaps to hold their noise, nnd quite proud
to bay? the first hearing of it all from
mother, as she put her and me to bed in
her own room. Well, the end of it was.
Standard he was met right enough und
brought in the next afternoon, Hut they
never found my pour father and his chain
—not till months afti r. and then it was
bones they found. Mother, she staiil • .:;

and helped the Postmistress at Gundaroo, I
who was getting oldish.

80 that's Low a woman brought hpr Ma- I
jesty's mails into Gundaroo, and that's why
I'm called Het.

Dcn'l see why_ ? Oh, I forgot to say that
when 1 was christened, a month or so after,
mother called me after Standard, as he had
Bared us both. Didn't I tell you his name
was Hector?—Het, ior short. 'Het Standard
be was—I'm Het Bannerman; butmo'.hfr,
she is Mrs. Het Standard now, Postmis-
tress of Gundamo. 1 dessay you guessed as
much-— MarmilImi.i Mnijazinc.
