THE SOUTHWEST EXPERIENCES
AN EARTHQUAKE SHOCK.

A Mother's Terrible Deed—Hawaii's
Queen in the East—Railroad Ac-
cident in New Mexico.

[SPECTIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RPCOED-UNION.]

SULPHUROUS AND VIOLENT.

El Paso Visited by a Loud-smelling
Earthquake.

EL Paso (Tex.), May 3d.—A shock of
earthquake was plainly felt here at 3:08
o'clock this afternoon, which lasted about
two minutes. It was perceptible in every
portion of the city, and so alarmed our
citizens of all classes” that only invalids
and the helpless were left within doors.
For probably two minutes preceding the
shock many persons recognized a distinct
and offensive smell of sulphur, and when
the shock came the earth trembled, and
many articles hanging on walls oscillated
to and fro, and some fell to the floor.
Plastering fell from the front and ceiling
of many dwellings and business houses,
and in the Court-house evidences of the
shock were quite plain. Clocks were
stopped, buildings were cracked, horses
came to a standstili in the streets, and
family and friendly groups formed more
rapidly than we have ever known in El
Paso.

The first impression was a vertical oscil-
Iation. This lasted only a few seconds.
There was an awfal minute's calm, fol-
lowed by a very pronounced horizontal
wave. No serious damage has resulted in
this neighborhood.

NEW MEXICO SHAKEN UP ALSO.

ALBUQUERQUE, May 3d.—At 3:13 this
afternoon the entire community was
startled by two distinet, but almost contin-
uous, vibrations of the earth, the direction
of which was from east to west, and its
continuation ten seconds. Clocks in all
parts of the city were stopped, chandeliers
vibraled, and a plate-glass ‘window in the
First National Bank building was cracked.
Men and women rushed into the streets,
and horses were frightened. Men un-
hitched their teams and hurriedly led them
awav, looking upward at the buildings as if
they expected they were about to topple
upon them. Many persons complained of
a feeling akin to sea-sickness.

In the old town people were terror-
stricken, and many of the natives teared
a new eruption from an extinct crater
near here. Court was in session in the new
Court-house, occupied for the first time
yesterday. Those in the Court-room
thought the structure about to fall, and a
stampede was made for the doors. The
Judge hurriedly adjourned Court, and the
officials joined in the rush.
The shock appears to have been general
throughout the southwest. The reports
indicate that it was more severe at El Paso
than here.
At San Marcial two distinet shocks were
felt, and alarm was general.
At Lake.valley, 200 miles south, two
shocks were distinguishable. The vibra-
tions were east to west and continuing
eight seconds, and time reported at 3:12.
THE SHOCK IN ARIZONA.
Paexix (A. T.), May 3d.—The first dis-
tinct earthquake shock cver known in
Arizona was experienced here at 2:40 p. M.
to-day. The vibrations were north and
south and of several seconds’ duration.
People living in upper stories rashed down
stairs, and several large pendulum clocks
stopped. It was a novel experience to all.
. A MOUNTAIN PEAK KNOCKED DOWN.
Tucsoy, May 3d.—There was a lively
earthquake, commencing at 2:15 this after-
noon, and lasting about 27 minutes. The
oscillations were from north to south.
Buildings were swayed considerably,
in some instances cracking them.
Windows and doors rattled loudly,
and people left their houses for
safety. The shock evidently broke
down a portion of the Santa Catalina
range. Ope towering peak, known as*The
Old Castle,” a prominent landmark from
Tucson, has entirely disappeared. Great
volumes of dust or smoke rose from that
vicinity, but the extent of the damage can-
not be told for several days yet.

As this was the first earthquake ever ex-
perienced in Tucson, the people were
greatly excited. The public school build-
ing rocked to and fro like a cradle, and
some of the plastering fell, creating utmost
consternation among the scholars. The
school was at once dismissed for fear of a
repetition of the shock. Many buildings
were seriously damaged.

SHOCKING AFFAIR.
A Mother Poisons Herself and Her Two
Children. 3

Graxp Rarins, May 3d.—A horrible
tragedy occurred at a farm-house two miles
south of this city last night. Charles Mar-
tin, a young farmer 28 years old, has not
lived happily with his wife, and his wife
has threatened to end her existence. Last
night, while her husband was temporarily
absent, she gave ‘‘ rough on rats” to their
two yoang children, and then swallowed a
dose herself. It was late at night before
the discovery of the crime was made. The
mother and oldest child died before anti-
dotes could be administered, and the other
child was in a precarious condition at last
accounts.

After the arrival of the roysl party Presi-
dent Barry, of the Boston Common Coun-
cil, communicated with Daukea, the
Queen’s Chamberlain, and requested an in-
terview. It was granted. Barry's invita-
tion to the royal party to visit Boston was
accepted, but the details of the visit cannot
be arranged until to-morrow. Boston’s
invitation includes a banquet and reception
in that city on Wednesday or Thursday of
next week. Her Majesty is expected to
leave Boston for New York in time to sail
for Europe on the steamer leavirg®that
port one week from next Saturday.

ON TRIAL AT LAST.
What It is Expected to Prove Against
Frothingham.

S1. Louis, May 3d.—The case of David
S. Frothingham, the Adams Express mes-
senger indicted for complicity in the rob-
bery of that company on the St. Louis and
San Francisco Railroad last October, was
begun in the Criminal Court to-day. After
the jury was sworn Assistant Circuit At-
torney McDonald opened the case for the
prosecution in a long statement, in which
bhe enumerated the various things which
the State expected to prove during the
trial. Among them are that Frothingham,
prior to .he robbery, made inquiries with a
view to getting another position ; that he
intended to leave the employ of the com-
pany ; that he inquired of employes in the
company’'s office as to wheat nights the
largest runs went out (the night of the
robbery was one of the heavy-run nights);
that he knew almost to a dollar the amount
of money in the run on the night of the
robbery; that several of his statements
regarding the entrance of Witrock to the
express car and the manner of the robbery
were not correct; thet his story about re-
ceiving letters from the robbers purporting
to be from Superintendent Damsell and
Route Agent Barrett was only partly trie,
and that numerous others of his statements
were not correct—all going to show that he
was in collusion with the robbers.

Petition from California.
Wasrixeron, May 3d.—Secretary Mosely,
of the Interstate Commission, to day re-
ceived a communication, addressed to the
Commissioners by the proprietors of up-
-ward of sixty hotels, boarding-houses, and
eating-houses of San Francisco, represent-
ing that the prices of provisions in that
city have been enormously advanced by
the dealers therein, alleging, in justification
thereof, the increased rates of transporta-
tion reterable to Section 4 of the interstate
commerce law. The increase of the neces-
saries of life inflicts unusual and serious
hardships upon their business, and they
therefore pray for such relief as may be
within the province of the clemency of the
Commission to grant.

A Miser's Snug Pile.

New York, May 3d.—The Tribune's Or-
leans special says : A fortune of over $75,-
000 awaits claimants at the little hamlet of
Sugartown, in Cattaraugus county. Last
week an eccentric character, who had lived
the life of a hermit in a little log hut in
the forest near that place, died of heart dis-
ease. His name, as given upon a diploma
from the New York Medical College, which
had been issued years ago and was found
in the littie hut, was Hale H. Crary. After
his death the county officials took charge
of the premises. In looking through the
rubbish and relies in theshanty they found
in old papers, books, tin cans and old
stocking and jars, in almost every crevice
and corner and under the tloor, bank notes,
bonds. gold and silver coin and valuable
jewelry to the value of $75,000.

The Professor and the Students.

PrirapeLPHIA, May 3d.—Dr. J. William
White, Sr., Professor of Physical Science
at the University of Philadelphia, has
issued an order forbidding the students to
use tobacco in any form. Dr. White was
seen by a reporter yesterday. He says
that he is opposed to smoking cigarettes,
cigars or tobacco, and that the students
must desist from the habit. He said that
it does them no good, that he is backed by
the members of the Faculty, and they are
determined to put a stop to the practice.

BRITISH TOPICS.

Stirring Scenes Looked for in Parliament
—Various Topics.
[Record-Union’s . Special Cigblegram— Copyrighted
by the New York: Tribune. |

Loxpon, May 3d.—The enforcement of
the closure last night in committee gives
rise to fresh murmurs. W. H. Smith
justifies it on the ground that of the 140
proposed amendments to the first clause of
the Crimes Act only nine are disposed of.
The Liberals, nevertheless, made common
cause with their Irish allies, and the House
of Commons again saw the spectacle of
Gladstone leading the Liberals into the
opposition lobby, cheered as he went by
the Irish. The Government’s majority ran
up by twenty votes. Every such incident
adds fuel to the flames.

The Irish members have nearly all re-
turned to take partin the struggle. There
are ominous signs on both sides that tem-
per is rising, and worse scenesare expected.

Parnell is supposed to be still in Ireland,
where he went week before last, confined
to his home with a cold, but a friend who
knows him well tells me that he traveled
with Parnell last Wednesday.

The Times devotes another two columns
to the attempt at proving a connection be-
tween Dillon and Sheridan and Egan. ac-
cusing Dillon of gross falsehood in his
speech last week in the House. Dillon
answers not, but Healy last night appeared
as the champion of his enemy. He raised,
or rather tried to raise, a question of privi-
lege in the House on account of the Times’
attack on the Irish Attorney-General. The
Speaker told Healy he was trifling with
the House, which Healy knew as well as
the Speaker.

The Times' charges that O'Brien’s jour-
ney to Canada is pretty certainly against
Parnell’'s wish, in obedience to which it
was postponed and supposed to have been
abandoned. Lansdowne's Welshire ten-
ants, 54 strong, have signed a letter certi-
fying to his good character as a landlord.
They have been treated, they say, with
kindness, courtesy and generosity, and they
offer bim sympathy in his trouble
with. the Irish tenants. French’s second
letter gives a most explicit and circumstan-
tial denial of every charge of bad faith
against Lansdowne in the rent negotiations.

The eflort to stir up spurious sympathy
for the Socialists lately sentenced to six
months’ imprisonment for riot and other
offenses seems likely to break down. The
Home Secretary aoswered a question on
this subject in the House of Commons with
characteristic decision. He fully sustained
the magistrate who sentenced these men.
All  the prisoners were charged
with assaulting the police. Williams,
who has figured before now as the ring-
leader, was let off, in the Magistrate’s
opinion, too easily. The riot was a dan-
gerous one. The real question raised is
whether the Socialists are to be allowed to
defy the law with impunity.

DREACH OF

PRIVILEGE.

Dillon Charges the London
with Slandering Him.,

LoxpoN, May 3d.—Charles Edward
Lewis, Conservative member for North
Antrim, in the House of Commons this
afternoon ¢alled the House's attention to a
breach of privilege committed by the
Lendon Tunes in the article charging John
Dillon with having told a falsehood when
he denied that he was an accomplice of
Sheridan, *‘the Invincible.” Lewis con-
cluded as follows: ‘* These wholesale
charges of lying against Mr. Dillon con-
stitutes a distinet breach of privilege. 1
move that the House take notice of them.”

Philip Albert Muntz, another Conserva-
tive and a member for Tamworth, in the
Division Warwickshire, seconded Lewis’
motion.

Right Hon. W. II. Smith, First Lord of
the Treasury, in behalf of the Govern-
ment, moved that the House adjourn, in
order that questions of fact might be
argued.

Dillon said he desired to have the ques-
tion brought to an issue right off.

Sexton said the Irish party had been
challenged much lately, and _had been
taunted with not taking up the challenge.

It derailed the
engine and three coaches, which were badly
smashed. The passengers were terribly
shaken up and bruised, but no one was
killed.

Laborers Must be Paid.
Lansiye (Mich.), May 3d.—An import--
ant labor measure passed the House this
morning. This prohibits the use of store
orders, scrip, notes or certificates in pay-
ment of labor. Italso makes it imperative
on all employers of labor to pay at least
monthly. Any violation of these provi-
sions is made a misdemeanor, punishable
by a fine of from $£5 to $50. The vote on
the bill was 62 to 6.

CANADA.

Official Correspondence on the Disputed
Yishery Question.

Otrawa (Ont.), May 3d.—The Minister
of FKisheries brought down the fisheries
correspondence this afternoon. Itisa bulky
volume, covering a period from 1884 down
to a very recent date. Much of the corre-
spondence has already been published, and
it is only the later dispatches which are of
public interest at this time, following re-
cent negotiation for a settlement of the ex-
isting difficulties. It appears that on De-
cember 3d last Mr. Phelps, Minister at
London, transmitted to the Imperial
Government the copy of an outline
for the proposed ad inferim arrangement
between the two Governments on this
subject, which has been prepared by Secre-
tary Bayard. After reciting the differences
which had arisen in regard to the interpre-
tation of the treaty of 1818, Secretary Bay-
ard proposed a mixed commission for the
following purposes : Of the lines the limits
of which shall separate the exclusive from
the common right of fishing on the coast
and in adjacent water of the British North
American Colonies, in conformity with the
firstarticle of the convention of 1818, except
that the bays and harbors from which
American fishermen are in future to be ex-
cluded {save for the purposes for which en-
trance into bays and harbors is permitted
bv said article), are hereby agreed to be
takén to be such bays and barbors as are
ten or less than ten miles in width and a
distance of three marine miles from such
bays and barbers, shall be measured from
a straight line drawn across bay or harbor
in tbe part mDearest the entrance at
the first point where the width does mo$
er.ceed ten miles, said lines to be regnlarly
‘numbered, duly described and alss clearly

Pending a definits
arrangement there was to be an abstention
from seizing United States fishing vessels
unless found within three marine miles o-
the Canadian coast. Mr. Bayard further
proposed that each country should send a
national vessel to the Gulf and to the
south coast of Nova Scotia te superintend
tishing operations and hesr and examine
into any cases of dispute whieh mightarise.

It is also suggested that fishing vessels of
the United States are to have in Canadian
ports the same privileges as other vessels
of the United States, including the pur-
chase of bait and other supplies, and that
the Government of Great Britain is to re-
lease all United States fishing vessels now
under seizure for failing to report at Cus-
tom-houses, and to refund all fines exacted
for such failure.

CANADA'S REPLY.

A copy of this dispatch was duly for-
warded to Canada, and under date of De,
cember 23th Lord Lansdowne forwarded
the reply of the Canadian Government
with regard to the first Article in Mr. Bay-
ard’s proposal. Itsays: “ Thisreservation
involves the surrender of the exclusive
right to fishing in the bayvs which have
hitherto been regarded, as beyond all ques-
tion, within the territorial waters of
Canada—such, for instance, as the right of
fishing in the inner waters of the Bay of
Chaleurs at points forty or fifty miles from
its mouth, which, roughly speaking, may
be said to be less than twenty miles wide at
its opening. Article II. of the memoran-
dum prejudges in favor of the United
States one of the most important points
which have been in dispate by deciding ad-
versely to the Canadian construction which
is to _be placed upon the Imperial and
Canadian statutes, the proper interpretation
of which js at this moment the subject of
litigation before the Canadian Courts.

“Article 3 was objected to as likely to lead
to frustrating the ends of justice by Con-
gress, and that before the inquiry com-
mences it is to place upon record an ad-
mission that it has been in the wrong
upon all the most important points in the
controversy. Such admission would in-
volve a public renunciation of the sub-
stantial and valuable rights and privileges
for all time, without any sort of equiva-
lent as compensation. [ trast that her
Majesty's Government, to the utmost of
its abilityy will discourage the United
States from pressing the proposals in their
present shape.”

A Steamer Founders Off the Coast, With

All on Board.
Haurrax (N. 8.), May 3d.—The steamer
John Knox, Captain Brolly, from Glasgow
for Montreal, foundered at Channel, N, F.,
yesterday, and all hands were lost.
ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

St. Jouxs (N. F.), May 3d.—A terrible
disaster occurred vesterday at the south-
west point of Chalmet Harbor. The Glas-
gow steamship John Knox, laden with
liquors, bricks and rolling stock, struck the
reefs near the channel of the harbor, and
sank in half an hour. Every soul on board
perished. A furious gale of wind, with a
heavy landward sea and dense fog, pre-
vailed at the time. Some of the bodies
have been washed ashore.

Maecdonald to be Made a Peer.
Winxzirec, May 3d.—Hon. Gilbert Me-
Kusker, just relurned from Ottawa, says he
learned from Sir John Macdonald that he
(Sir John) was to be raised to the Peerage
on the 21st of June. He will be given a
seat in the House of I.ords, and will retire
from Canadian politics.

THE EASTERN QUESTION,

The Ameer in a Bad Way Between Rus-
sians and Kebels.

Lanore, May 3d.—It is reported that the
troops of the Ameer of Afghanistan were
recently routed near Jellalabad, that Khe-
lat-1-Ghilzai had been captured, that
Ghuzan is surrounded-and the insurgents
threaten Candahar.

Itis also reported that in the second bat-
tle, near Aruf, the Ameer’s Colonel, Sekan-
der Kahn, and 400 men were killed. The
insurgent suffered equal losses.

The Governor of Herat has sent another
demand to the Ameer for reinforcements.
He states that the Russians are advancing
their posts and exciting the Afghans.

Traders arriving at Herat report that the
Russians have removed the pillars erected
by the Boundary Commission.

Eliis Ashmead Barilett, who pre-
sided, announced the determination of the
Conservatives to maintain the Union at any
cost, and denounced the Parnellites as the
recipients of blood-smirched subsidies.
