MEXICAN EARTHQUAKE.

More Bodies Recovered—The Imprisoned
Mim-ri' Long .\(jim\.

VicroEiA, May Oth.—Thia morning at H
o'clock twenty-four more whites and ten
Chinese were discovered, all dead. These
men were working on No. 1 level, and had
evidently left the level and were coining
down the stope when they met the cave-in
and retraced their steps. They then made
a barricade to keep out the after-damp, but
it gradually permeated through, and the
men were found all huddled together. The
boy John Stevens left ** "jmessage chalked
on a shovel : " T'... jours now—dying

«misery '' • • \u25a0 tracings were seengiv-
idg the ' rions nours of their long agony.
This adub to the grief ofthe awful calamity.
The bodies are in a perfect state of preser-
vation and most lifelike. Following are
the names of those recovered to-day : Jas.
Thomas, John lUcliards, Thomas Martin,
Edward Wilkins, W. M. Bone, Jos. Wat-
son, James Milton, Edward Jones, John J.
Smith, Edward Benton, James Thompson,
David Morgan, John C. Fallen, Jonathan
Bramley. Jr., John McGuffy, W. Popewell
Robert Bnffington, and ten Chinese. A
message in hieroglyphics was left by the
latter, but none of their countrymen would
go down to decipher them. Probably they
will throw further light on the matter of
the men in the mine.

NO HOPE—A HTRICKKN 'OMMIXITY.
There is no possibility of any being

alive, and the bodies willprobably be de-
composed when they get to the surface.
The bulk of the men now below arj in No.
5 level. Possibly some of these may be
not reached for a long time. Xauuimo
presents a sad appearance. Funerals occur
at frequent intervals, and Chinese paper is
strewn abroad. The knell of the church
bells lends solemnity to the scene, while a
drizzling rain casts a dark shadow over all.

AN IMPRESSIVE SCENE.
The scene in the old school-house is im-

pressive in the extreme. Here lie twenty-
five bodies, in many cases father and sons
near together. One feels as if he were in a
charnel-house, and is glad to reach the
open air again. Relief is urgently needed.
Subscriptions should be taken up in every
city on the continent. The widows and
orphans needs all the funds that can be do-
nated. Funds are coming in slowly,
though many hearts have shown a noble
sympathy. William McGregor, Manager
of the mine, is the hero of the honr. His
manly action cannot be praised too highly,
and he has made a name for himself that
will not soon die, but all behaved man-
fully and gallantly, which forms a bright
feature of the awful calamity. Many Vic-
torians have visited Nanaimo, but are glad
to get out of it, the sight being too appall-
ing.

A PECULIAU FEATURE OF THE AFFAIR,
Not yet recorded, is the fact that of the
mules in the stable each alternate one was
killed. This is supposed to be due to the
fact that those saved were lying down, and
so escaped the force of the explosion. Itis
regarded as a stranee coincidence.

The young lady betrothed to young
Lyons is in convulsions, and it is believed
she cannot live. Itis reported that several
others are prostrated, and noi likely to re-
cover. The elements seem to share in the
general grief. It has been raining and
hailing steadily. Probably no more bodies
will be discovered till to-morrow. Too
much praise cannot be given the noble peo-
ple of Xanaimo. Each and all did his duty.
The fortitude displayed was grand, and
amid such terrible scenes all bore their sor-
row manfully.

San Francisco, May 9th.—John Shea was
brought to the Keceiving Hospital this
afternoon, suffering from a ganshot wound
in the right wrist, which was inflicted by
his brother Dan. Bad blood has existed
between the Shea brothers for some time
past, and several days bro Dan threatened
to make mince-meat of his brother. John
fol'ows ihe vocation of a linckster and
halted his wagon in front of Dan's resi-
dence at the corner of Langton and Harri-
son streets, and seeing his brother at the
window, said "You have been looking for
me, now come down ; hear I am." Dan
didn't come down, but instead he whipped
out a revolver and fire three or four shots
at John. Only one of the bullets took
effect.

No Volcanoes in tin- Whetfttonea— Ilen-

Mon'ri Daily Tremhlor.
Albuquek«ue, May 9th. —The Democrat's

Binson, A. T.. special says: All other re-
ports to the contrary notwithstanding, no
volcanic eruptions have occurred in south-
ern Arizona. On the 3d instant, simulta-
neously with the severe earthquake shocks
experienced here, great clouds of smoke
appeared over the peaks of the Whetstone
mountains, south of this point, atul at
night the horizon was brilliantly illu-
minated by what was supposed to be vol-
canic fires, but the phenomenon continued
during the days following the earthquake,
and on the sth instant an exploring
party under the leadership of General
Forsyth started to the Whetstones for
the purpose of investigaring the seismic
eruption. They returned on the 7th anil
reported that there were no volcanic erup-
tions, though signs of upheaval and mount-
ain slide-, Ironi Thursday's earthquake,
were abundantly visible, and that the brill-
iir.t illumination of the sky and clouds of
diuoke which hovered over the mountain
peaks were caused by forest tires, which
they had traced to the carelessness of some
Mexican campers, who had camped on the
mountain on Monday night. This report
effectually explodes the volcano sensation
among the people of Benson.

UfOTHKB siioik.
Another severe shock of earthquake was

experienced here at 1:14 this afternoon. No
damage was <:<.ne, but itcreated great con-
sternation among the people.

TOOSOir, May 9th.—lt. J. Kerr returned

yesterday from 11 trip to Tres Alamos, on
the San Pedro, to which placp he went to
deliver ab>ut 1.400 head of cattle. He re-
ports an earthquake fissure cot le3s than
2o mile-) in length. It extends from a
short distance below Benson to fully 15
below Tres Alamos. At the surface the
fissure varied in width from six to eighteen
inches. On one side the earth has sunk
several inches. At piaces along the crack
water burst forth, but afterwards ceased
flowing. The crack in many places is still
open to a depth of several feet. Mr. Kerr
says that in the place where the Tres Ala-
mos crosses the fissure he could see where
parties had driven to it, but being afraid to
cross had turned and gone back.

As Mr. Kerr is reliable, this is earth-
quake news that can be depended on.
From above the Empire lianch, on the
Sanoita, seventy miles south of here, a fis-
sure is also reported. Reliable informa-
tion states that when the earth opened

Tbe Eaithquake Tumbles Down Mount-
ains—Shocks Continuing.

Guaymas, May Mb..—Earthquake shocks
continue at Ures. Many buildiDgs are
cracked and rendered unsafe. Nobody has
been hurt, but the inhabitants are leaving
as fast as possible.

A large slice of the mountain near town
fell down with a terrible crash. The fric-
tion of the rocks ignited the weeds, causing
the belief that a volcatio had broken out.
Atthe Deiisias banta Elena mine the earth-
quake caused a great panic. The whole

• hill fell down, scattering rocks amongst
the 150 persons. Fortunately nobody was
hurt. The districts beyond telegraphic
communication have not been heard from.

with a net with smaller meshes than the
law allows. Koon said : " I have not been
fishing at all for three years, ana I don't
know what the object of that paper's in-
formant was, unless it was malice.

creek and liutte Slough." He says there
are eight cr ten Chinese fishing camps be-
tween here and Butte City.

IRCSH AFFAIRS.

Hralry R»lne» Another Uiee/.e in the
House :t! Commons.

London-. May 9»h.—T. M. Healy, in the
House of Commons this alternoon, asked
what answer had 1 been returned by the
Government to the letter of Patrick Egan,
Treasurer of the old Land League, offering
to return to Dublin and stand trial for the
charges against him, provided the venue in
his case was not moved from Dublin.

Colonel King-Harman, Parliamentary
Secretary for Ireland, replied that no an-
swer had been sent for the reason that no
such letter had been received. [Laughter.]

Healy requested W. H. Smith, First Lord
of the Treasury, to state if it was the in-
tention of the Government to sanction the
conduct of Balfour, Chief Secretary for
Ireland, in deliberately abstaining from
coming into the House until the questions
on the paper relating to Ireland, are all
over.

•Smith submitted that that sort of ques-
tion should not be put. The exigencies re-
quired Balfour to attend to business con-
nected with bis department of the Govern-
ment outside the House, and in the inter-
val replies to questions respecting Irish af-
fairs were adequately by the Parlia-
mentary Under Secretary, Colonel Kiug-
Harman.

Healy—lf ray friends and I aie to be left
to the mercy of this Orangeman, 1 shall
direct attention to the matter.

Speaker Peel—Order! This interruption
is most unparliamentary.

Arthur O'Connor intimated that in con-
sequence of the attitude of the Govern-
ment in the T'unts charges, he refused to
continue to serve as a member of the Com-
mission of Inquiry into the Civil Service.

The House went into committee, and the
consideration of the Irish Crimes Act
amendment bill was resumed.

Clancy (Nationalist) moved an amend-
ment to the effect that ministerial in-
quiries into cases of alleged crimes under
the bill be conducted in public.

Balfour opposed this.
Clancy's amendment was rejected—lsS

to 131.
Smith moved to put the question on the

whole remaining portion of the
first section of the bill. The Chair-
man declined to put the cloture,
because of the amendments which the mo-
tion would exclude two deserved ample
discussion. This decision was received
with loud and prolonged cheers from the
opposition.

THE " WHITE FKOPHET."

Stanley's Return to Africa Arouses tlie
Natives' Knthusiasm.

London, May Oth. —Advices from i>anza
Mundeka, Congo, dated March -4th, say :
Henry M. Stanley, with his expedition for
the relief of Emm Bey, has arrived here.
AH the members of the party are well.
Stanley has decided to take the route by
way of Stanley Falls for Eruin's camp at
Wadelai. He will restore the authority of
the International Association at Stanley
Falls, install Tppoo Tib, and afterward as-
cend the Inbourna, which is now known to
be for the great part navigable. At the
point where navigation ceases, a caravan
will start across the country, striking Albert
Nyanzii at Umrzwur, where Stanley in-
tends to form a fortified camp and then
send in advance boats to warm Emm of
the arrival of the expedition and solicit
transportation to Wadelai by Emm's two
steamers.

The caravan, which presents an impos-
ing spectacle, is about to leave here for
Leopoldville. Four bodies, consisting of
25 men each, commanded by Europeans,
will ixo in advance to drive" offmaraud-
ers infesting the route. The Association's
steamer Stanley, the Livingstone Mission
steamer Henry Read, and the trading
steamer Florida, will wait at Leopoldville
to carry the expedition to the Upper Congo.

The enterprise has caused a sensation
among the natives. Many men from the
factories at Banana and Bomo are Hocking
to join the expedition, the news having
spread of the return of tho " White Pro-
phet," who will restore order among the
people.

UrXCAKVS HOLOCAUST.

Towns Destroyed and Uvea ! •-.' by a
Sirocco Klast.

Vienna, May Oth.—A hot airoooo blew
the whole week through Hungary, drying
the vegetation and rendering it inflamma-
ble. At Torozko 300 houses were burned
and four lives were lost. The conflagration
lasted two days. At Rustberg a church
ami thirty-seven houses were destroyed and
many houses were burned at tho village of
Meregyo. At Eperia all the churches and
public buildings were destroyed and the
nemetery was devastated. It is estimated
that the total losses will reach $2,500,080.
All the Hungarian and many Austrian in-
surance houses are rendered insolvent.

The lire at Nagykarolin w.is caused by a
terrible storm of wind, which carried
sparks to the distant woodyards and srt tire
to them. Altogether 400 houses were de-
stroyed, and 5,000 people deprived of their
homes are camping in the open air. Since
the recent tire at Kperis many inmates of
the convent and school have lwen missing.
At the time of the fire several girls were
killed by jumping from window*.

"MY SUIMKCTo."

Ouecn Victoria Return* Tlianks t« the
London Corporation.

London. May 9th.—The Queen to-day
received at, Buckingham Palace the Cor-
poration of London, which called by ap-
pointment to present a jubilee aUdn/-> ..is
behalf of the city. In response the Queensaid : "I thank you for this renewal of your
assurance of loyalty and attachment to un-throne. Be assured it gives me great satis-
faction, iii looking back over the history of
my reign, to recall how much iis prosperity
is owing, under God, to the sound sense
and good feeling of my subjects. Sympathy
is uniting the throne and the people. I
trust that under the Divine blessing this
cordial sympathy may remain unbroken.'

A European Wi^^in-.
Vienna, May Oth.—Professor Falb, who

has made several sensational seismic fore-
casts, has an article to-day, in which lie
\u25a0amain that Tm;son wan the center ot the
disturbances of May 3d. He thinks these
earthquakes, the disturbances in Italy and
the mine explosion at Vancouver were due
to a general cause. The reported volcanic
eruptions, he believes, were upheavals.
He thinks there will be disturbances again
on August 3d and URb, September 2d and
17th, and October 3d and lGth, but does
not say where they will occur.
