A Southern Purchase Made by the South-
ern Pacific Company.

‘ Rattlesnake” Island is the euphonious

title of that spot of land sticking up out of
the harbor of San Pedro. '
As is known, the Wilmington branch of
the Southern Pacific Company running to
San Pedro is one of that corporation’s best
paying “ feeders” or tributary lines of road.
Over this line for years past all lumber,
coal and sea freight destined for this city
has been hauled. A great trouble with the
Southern’s terminal point at San Pedro has
been that ships of heavy draught have
been forced to *“ lighter” before they could
be &xulled alongside the Southern’s wharves
and their cargoes discharged. For months
past the company has been negotiating for
the purchase of the aforesaid island. Could
they but own it they would build a wharf
from the main line out to it and establish
their San Pedro terminus on the island,
construct wharves and docks about it, and
thus have safe anchorage and deep dock
water out in the sea. Rattlesnake Island
isgpeculiarly adapted for a scheme of this
sort. Sheltered as it is, the feared south-
east gales cannot reach it; the water is
always calm and of sufficient depth to
admit of the safe riding in any storm of
vessels of deepest draught.

The Southern company has a contract
with the executors of the Dominguez es-
tate, whereby it is agreed the island shall
be given the railroad company for a con-
sideration of $225.000. It is expected the
formal transfer will be made Friday after-
noon, and a representative of the Southern
company will be present then to take pos-
session. The work of trestling out to the
island, grading it down and constructing
wharves and docks will be commenced at
once.

From reliable authority it is learned that
nearly the amount paid for the island will
be expended in improving it, and that the
Southern company will make of * Rattle-
snake’’ a receiving point for cargoes of coal.
A regular line of colliers belonging to the
company will run there. San Pedro will
be the distribution point of coal destined
to all points on the Southern Pacific south
of this city. The purchase and improve-
ment of Rattlesnake Island by the South-
ern of course means big things for old San
Pedro.— Los Angeles Express.

From the Railroad Front.
A correspondent writes tothe Yreka Jour-
nal,and which is published on the 7th inst.,
as follows:

Yesterday being May day the May Queen
made her appearance among the railroad
boys in all her glory, being decorated with
gold and silver, and drawn by four gray
horses, stopping at each of the camps along
the line, distributing wealth to those hav-
ing any reward due. It was the C. P. pay
car, and cawme rather unexpectedly, but
nevertheless welcome. This is the first
time since November, 18836, that it has
come along the grade strongly gnarded by
six lhorsemen carrying Winchester rifles.
The. General Superintendent J. N. Stro-
bridge and Wm. Mangan, his assistant,
were in a buggy ahead, followed by the six
occupants in a coach, who performed the
duty of paying and giving statements of
accounts. The coach was driven by Chas,
O’'Neal, one of the company’s riding bosses,
and one who understands how to handle
the lines behind a spirited team, especially

when there is a treasurer on board the
vehicle bauled. Tt must have aroused a

peculiar feeling among the residents of
Hell.own, to see the coach pass by and not
coliect a dollar for toll.

Sullivan and his men will complete the
fill at the large culvert of Hootin creek, left
unfinished by Fogarty’'s men, under the
expectation that it would be filled by the
rravel cars. The General Superintendent
having been here since, deemed it most
practicable for Sullivan’s force to fill it,
which will take to the 83th of this month.
By the time it is completed the railrcad
will be up to them, as the track-laying is
progressing very fast. Fogarty, Mangan
and Colonel Morris have some heavy work
between Lower and Upper Cole’s, consist-
ing of heavy cutting and deep fills of 6 to
45 feet, principally rock of a hard charac-
ter. This kind of work to handle will
keep at least four camps located south of
the tunnel at least six weeks from this date,
or to about tke middle of June.

Tunnel work was started this week on
the south side of Sikivou mountain, and I
learn that contractors will work it by hand
drilling for some time, or until the north
end is cleaned out, so as to commence op-
erations at both ends with machinery at
same time. The contractors have pertormed
considerable grading outside of the two
tunnels. About half a mile is completed
from south end, and about two miles be-
tween the two tunneis. A large force of
Chinamen has been shipped from Portland
to work in the tunnels on the grade. White
men will be hired to run the drills and
oversee the grading and tunneling. The
entire line will be completed to Ashland in
about four or five months,
