A Woman's Benevolent Society has been
established at Osaka. The President, Vice-

A new hotel, for the accommodation of
foreigners, is being buiit in Tokio.

The adoption of foreign eostnme by Jap-
anese ladies has stimulated the establish-
ment of works for the manufacture of tex-
tile fabrics of foreign styles. Two or three
ate already under way.

Two cases of illness resembling cholera
were reported in the Capital the 11th ult.
One ended fatally.

The steamers Fair Penang and Btnton
collided in the straits otiBatu Pohat, about
1 a. m., March .'JOlh. The former escaped
with slight injury. The latter sank in a
few minutes. She had on board about two
hundred passengers, of whom fifty were
picked up by vessels in the vicinity. The
rest on board were all lost, including Cap-
tain Miles, Chief Engineer Cooper and a
few white passengers, the remain Jer being
natives.

THE TOWN OF MOTT.
A Beautiful Loculiry at the Foot uf

Mount Shasta.
The beauties of California scenery and

the multiplicity of its productions are as
yet but imperfectly known. New towns in
most picturesque positions, in neighbor-
hoods where rich soil abuunds, are spring-
ing up over all the State. One of these well
worthy of mention is the town of Mott. for
which one of the choicest locations on the
line of the California and Oregon Koad has
been selected. It is situated at the base of
Mount Shasta, about rive miles from Castle
Lake and ten from the McCloud river, and
may therefore be considered in the center
ofone of the finest hunting and fishing
grounds in the State, as well as upon some
ofits best soil. The disciples of Izaak Wal-
ton should not fail to visit Mott and make
it their headquarters while they throw a
fly over the Mi-Cloud and capture the noted
Dolly Varden trout.

The scenery around Mott is grand in the
extreme, while the country about it is rap-
idly settling up, and interests developing
fast which will coon make it an important
business center. This is shown hv the
improvements already being made. A
three-story hotel, where every comfort can
be found by the hunter and angler, is
being built by Messrs. Bacon and Welch,
and stores and warehouses are going up
on all sides.

Mineral springs are numerous through-
out this State. l»ut few if any places boast
of a finer or more health-giving spring than
that whioh flows from the foot of Kagle
cliff, at Mott. Thi?, coupled with the pure
air, splendid climate and picturesque su-
roundings, will insure Mott a high stand-
ing as a health resort.

Besides the agricultural productions of
the neighborhood much business will be
brought to Mott by the large forests of
sugar-pine in the immediate neighborhood.
Several saw-mills are already at work, and
the lumber interests of the new towu are
very promising.

A description of Mott would not be per-
fect without mention of the splendid piece
of engineering work done by the railroad
company. The road winds around Kagle
cliffin tho form of a double loop. The
work is said to surpass that at Teliachapi
Pass, and lends considerable interest to the
new town.

Altogether, things at Mott look very
promising. The future of the town is as-
sured by the agricultural and lumber inter-
ests in its immediate neighborhood, aside
from the numerous attractions it ofters vis-
itors bent upon recration and recuperation.—S. /'". Report.
