Louis about June 1st.

The Sandwich Island Queen has arrived
in New York. She is delighted at the warm
reception given her everywhere.

Willie Sprague, son of ex-Governor Wm.
Sprague, and grandson of Chief Justice
Chase, is to sue for a divorce. He married
his stepmother’s sister.

In the Nebraska cycloneon Friday night,
W. H. Rumbaugh was buried beneath the
debris of the school-house, and received in-
juries from which he will die. Mrs. Will
Matthews was struck by lightning during
the storm and instantly killed.

FOREIGN,

The Czar and Czarina on Saturday per-
formed the usual religious ceremony pre-
paratory to a long journey.

Le Temps protests against the espionage
system as tending to make Frai:ce a sort of
China closed against all foreigners.

The press of St. Petersburg advocate a
poll-tax on German workmen as a re-
prisal for Germany’s incresse in the corn
duty.

At a public meeting held at Toronto on
Saturday between 10,000 and 15,000 people
were present. Resolntions were adopted
condemning O'Brien’s presence in Canada
and expressing loyalty to Lansdowne.

Russia is to hold an agricultural exhibi-
tion -at Khaskoff between October 2d and
October 22d. Americans can compete in
the exhibits of harness, cattle, swiue, poul-
try and agricultural implements and ma-
chinery.

The Canadian Senate is apparently sus-
picious of some kind of approaching dis-
turbance. It has decided to expend $60,000
more than last year for coast defenses, and
will arrange for a large supply of rifles and
Nordenfelt guns, which will be placed in
position along the Atlantic and Pacific
coasts,

The Fly ranch, containing 900 acres,
seven miles below Napa, was sold at auc-
tion on Saturday, bringing from $45 to $110
per acre.

tobert Lynd, a lad eighteen years of age,
was killed on Saturday near Virginia City,
Nevada, by the accidental discharge of a
shotgun.

At Seattle, W. T., Elmer Ward stabbed
his wife in the neck with a pocket-knife
and then cut his own throat.
