FItUIT FROSFKCTS.

Anticipation of ISig Crops—Very I.Hlle
Injury by Frost.

Vacaville, May lGth.—Xo damage was
clone to cherries or anything by frost. Tar-
tarian cherries are light, though. The
prospects for apricots and peaches are the
biggest ever known. Representatives of
the canneries are here, making contracts
for peaches and apricots. One cannery
bought 300 tons of apricots today.

Santa Rosa, May Kith.—The damage by
frost bs confined to vineyards and vegetables
in comparatively small areas. Xo injury
to cherries or other fruits is reported t'roiu
any portion of Sonoma county.

.Sonoma, May Kirli.—Reports from all
parts of Sonoma Valley agree that the
cherry crop, as well as other fruits, were
not injured by the recent frosts. The
cherry crop, however, is short from other
and unknown causes.

AsTKHii, May lGth.—Xo frost in this
portion of Contra Costa. Cherries and
grapes promise a bountiful harvest.

EXAUMBDBQ, May Kith.—The cherry
crop hereabouts is above the average. No
damage was done here.

Dixov, May 16th.—From the most re-
liable reports received from the cherry dis-
tricts we learn that iherf is no troth in the
rumor that the crop has been injured by
frost.

Pi.tai.oia, May 16th,—The cherry crop
willbe good. Some damage occurred from
wind in exposed localities. The orchards
were mostly sheltered, and there has not
been over fifteen per cent. lots. Xo loss
from frosts.

Kapa, May lGth.—ln this vicinity the
peaclu-s and apricots will make " large
crops. Cherries are light, but not injnred
by frost. The late frosts did slight injury
to grapes, estimated at ten per cent. The
hay yield is light, but grain promises well.

Bab Jess. May 16th.—The light frost
which fell a few days ago did slight damage
tjgrapes along the water-courses and in
low-lying localities. Cherries were too far
advanced to be injured by this cause. The
crop, however, is comparative!1/ light,
owing to the rains which fell while the

MEXICO.

Keport of the Commission Scut to the
Karthquakc Districts.

HERMostLi.o. May lGth.—The courier
sent by the Commission now examining
into the recent seismic disturbances in the
Sierra Modre mountains, arrived at Ires
to-day, and is the bearer of the following
dispak-h to Governor Torres: In the
pueblo of Babispe 37 persons were killed
and 111 injured. In Oputo 9 were killed.
I> 'th pocMoa were ilostroycvl. The inhal>
itants of Babispe, Daeefuca, Oputo and
Guacabas are living in the tielrfs. under the
trees, and in dugouts. There has been a
repeated succession of shocks, although
lighter than that ot the :>d instant. A
panic has existed everywhere, and a \u25a0am-ber of women died from fright. The
pueblo of Fronteras, in the district of
Arispe. was destroyed, and fortunately only
one person killed. Bacoache suffered
greatly, but no one was killed or injured.

Even-thing possible is being done to re-
lieve the distress. A wide extent of terri-
tory is searued with crevices and immense
chasms. The earth has sunk in many
places, and is flooded with water, making
swamps where water never existed before.
In many mountains are to be se»'n what
appear to be eruptions, and the continuous
throwing of smoke mdieites volcanic ac-
tion, but they have not yet been explored,
owing to fhe contintrons tremors and great
chasms making the approach thereto at
Jthe present time most difficult and dan-
gerous.

Vast Sngar Shipments

Sax Frascisco, May ICtb.—Tke Cana-

dian Pacific Railroad has secured for trans-
portation across the continent, in addition
to the ouantity of L.000.000 pounds ofsugar
shipped this week, 8,000,000 [M>u:ids more.
It is almost certain that the American Su-
gar Refinery of this city is the shipper.
These shipments may precipitate a sugar
war in the East. The Canadian Pacific,
not being under the sway of the interstate
commerce bill, can transport freights as
the demands of trade require, without In-
terstate commerce regulation, and is there-
fore getting considerable business from .his
part of the country. There may be a pur-
pose in this traflic deal to force the Ameri-
can railroad managers to take the Canadian
line into the general pool.

From the Orient.
San FkasoscO, May Kith.—The steamer

Zelandia arrived yesterday bringingßydney
advices to April20th and Auckland news to
April 28th. Edwin Hawkins, a prominent
citizen of Teirihoo Station, Queensland,
was murdered on April 17th, it is thought
by his servant.

There will be a deficit of £150,000 in the
New Zealand budget, while the Govern-
ment is mainly concerned with land set-
tlement and franchise fur women.

A hurricane in February did much dam-
age on the Xew Guinea coast. The mur-
ders by natives are due largely to the atroc-
ities of lauor vessels.

E. O. F. Hastings and E. K. l.cake are the
most prominent candidates, but it looks as
though the place would go to a "dark
none." Mr. Hastings i» also an applicant
for the position now held by Register Het-
zel. but the new Receiver of the cjacra-
mento Land Office will Iw appointed, in all
probability, before any change is made in
the Register's office.

Before the end of the week information
will have been received here from Los An-
geles that will determine the selection of
Postmaster for that city. Sidney Lacy is
no linger in the race. The President was
not entirely satisfied as tothe capabilities of
any of the men whose claims were origi-
nally presented for the ""ice, mid he took
steps ten days ago to learn the name of
some hard-working Democrat who would
satisfactorily till the office,

The appointment oi a successor to the
Supervising Inspector of Steam Vessels,
Bomis, will not be long delayed.

Giesy, of Epiphany Church, anil
after the reading of the Episcopal barial
service the coffin was borne to the hearse,
the Messengers »> the Supreme Court, Jus-
tices of the Court and ex-Justice Strong act-
ing as honorary pallbearers. The members
of the. family and Court otlicers then took
carriages and were driven to the station,
where a special car was in waiting for the
family and those who were accompanying
the remains. Immediately upon its ar-
rival at Newark. 0., arrangements will be
made to take it to the church, where the
last funeral rites will be held.

FKUiHTFI'L ACCIDENT.

A lioy IMown Into Fragments by Giant
Powder.

Leadvii.le, May 16th.—The most shock-
ing accident that has been reported from
the Midland tunnel for many months oc-
curred near the west porial* on Saturday
last, in which James Slanni, a boy fourteen
years of age, was literally blown to pieces
through an explosion of giant powder.
On the occasion of the accident he was dis-
patched to the magazine for a box of giant
powder, whiih was to be used by the drill
forces, and procuring it he started to re-
turn, when the men heard an explosion,
mingled with ;i shriek, and rushing out
found the dismembered form of the youth
lying about the approach to the tunnel.
The siprht was a sickening one. Flesh and
bones were scattered in every direction,
while there was scarely enough left intact
to identify the youth. It is probable that
having shouldered the box of powder, the
boy started for the tunnel and stumbled,
causing the stuff to explode.

THE POPE'S APPKOVAL.

The Vatican IndorseH the Plau for An
American University.

New York, May inth.—The Times says :
The Pope in a brief to Cardinal Gibbons
has approved some of the plans for a pru-
posed Catholic National University. He
coincides with the American Bishopa in
believing that the administration of the
University should remain forever in the
hands of prelates. The question of locality,
however, he leaves and desires the opinion
ot every Bishop in the country, as well a«

j of those on the Commission, before any-
thing is fixed. The Commission lias made
several other recommendations. It sug-
gests that the professorships of Sacred
Science be open to secular and regular
priests, even if foreigners. To preserve dis-
cipline, as (veil as to Impart a profound
.scientific aud theological irainii)!.1, ftalpi-
tian priests are considered the most lit.
To prevent any distraction of attention
from the work ofthe converting of contri-
butions to other channels, it is advised that
until the next Plenary Council the setting
up ofany similarinstitution be not allowed.
The Hector of the University must
be able to devote his time to
it. Tie Commission therefore urge
that night Key. John J. Cease, of
Richmond, be relieved from the care of his
diorwe and made Rector of the University.
Finally, it is declared that there is no in-
tention to weaken the American College at
Kome, but the Bishops on the contrarywill take care that a number ofchoice sub-
jects are always sent to be trained at the
tountain-head ofChristianity.
