MR. CARNEGIE'S LETTER.

Andrew Carnegie's spirited letter de-
clining to contribute to the Queen's jubilee
fund ha- the ring of intense patriotism.
Such stirring words from a naturalized
citizen warms the blood and stingingly re-

bukes MHh of the pessimistic native-born
as go about doubting the permanency of
republican institutions and moaning over
the supposed decay of the patriotic spirit
A- to the question of the propriety of
Americana contributing to funds for cele-
brating monarchical anniversaries, the
general judgment will lethal it is a mat-
ter mainly of personal taste. It can
BCaroelT !*\u25a0 said that Americanism has es-
t tlili.lud any code of ethics that of ne-
cessity should regulate the manifestations
of the sympathies. If a naturalized citi-
zen, once a subject of England, entertains
Buch respect for Queen Victoria that he
feels the prompting to contribute so strong
as to justity him in adding to the jubilee
Celebration fund, it ought not to be taken
as implying that he is therefore dis-
loyal t«i the American sentiment. On the
other hand, if, as is the ease with Mr. Car-
negie, tie conceives that contribution on
his part to socheodftamounts to an uttered
doubt of his own integrity as an American
citizen, and is a reproach to the vows he
lias taken, his conduct will have the
heartiest approval of the American peo-
ple, and it will not be in good taste for
Englishmen to rebuke him. S<>, then,
looked at from both sides, it cannot be said
that the actionfiret suggested is a reproach
t) America, or that the last indicated is a
reproach to the English. The latter is, as
in the rase of Mr. Carnegie, a strong mani-
festation of love for the democratic princi-
ple and an expression ofequallystrong dis-
like of monarchical (arms and systems. To
that extent it flatters American pride and
stirs the patriotic blood, and in our opin-
ion bespeaks the possession of good taste.
English subjects attend the dinners given
by American le-idenls in England in
commemoration of American independ-
ence. They do not hesitate to ex-
press their admiration on such
occasions u>r America and her institutions,
:md probably no one in England looks
upon them as acting with any impropriety
in doinf so. Yet, if they refused to do
this it would not rest with us to reproach
them. Mr. Carnegie's rule fur himself,
then, is not to l>c taken as the inflexible
rule for all naturalized Englishmen —*ince
we mu-t accord to them that they may
celebrate Victoria's jubilee and still be
perfectly faithful in spirit and action to
American principles.

The pnr[iojo of these aaMcia-
tions is to stir ii[> laggard officiah, pro-
mote public .-pirit, stimulate local pride,
bring the people together in fraternal de-
bate of local Batten, and to conserve
unity of parpOJK and method in the bet-
termeDt of local conditi'ms.

Sacramento, the energy of her people and j
their heroism under disaster, there is still j
needed more of public-spirited enterprise.

Take our business
street! for instance. Their walk-ways are

shamefully obstructed in many places
especially upon the outer edges ; the fronts |
of some of our business buildings which
are paying good rents would disgrace a
hack alley in the Southwest; the disfigured
post-, the shabby awnings, the dilapidated
sidewalks, the littered streets, in very many
cases so offend the sight as to impress
strangers seeking homes with the idea that
there is a woeful lack of the sense of order
and cleanliness, when indeed the city is
not uncleanly. A littlemore energy, con-
cert of action, encouragement of local pride
and without any municipal cost we can
make the city far more presentable. As
to greater improvements than those sug-
gested they must be given profound con-
sideration, as they involve financial
schemes as well as public spirit. On some
of these topics, a well-known citizen else-
where in this issue expresses himself. The
whole subject may well engage, attention
and public debate that the economic and
the best methods for local improvement
may \>c evolved. Above all, we need to
sink local jealousies ; to stand up for each
other and for the city; to refuse to be par-
ties to any narrow and selfish manifesta-
tions, t<> consider Sacramento first and her
advancement and the general good of the
greatest number the ends to he conserved,
irres]>ective of the objections that the fos-
silized may advance, and the unthrifty con-
tent of the inactive who are disposed to
" let things drift," and are unwilling to
engage in public-spirited enterprises, or
make any eflbrt to " do better "

The whole scheme ofco-operation of labor
tends to stimulate the men and women
who avail of the system to accomplish
their full measure of labor, to make their
contribution each as large and worthy of
any broad results as the other. It is in
this very fact, as Governor Stanford in his
recent interview clearly ixjinted out, that
the scheme of co-operation of lalwr is
found to l>e so strong in its presentation to
the reason.

No one wishes to detract from the
record of valor the Confederate soldiers
made.

Senator Yrooman Trlls the Oaklamlers
1 'l.i in Truth* about Improvement*.

Senator Vroomau was invited by the
Oakland l.oard of Tracie to address it upon i
the subject oflocal improvements and pub- \
lie spirit. He did so Monday evening, and i
his suggestions were unanimously adopted, j
As very much of what he said applies with .
equal force to Sacramento, his remarks
may be studied with profit:

"1 have noticed," he remarked, ''that
there is an entire absence ofpride of local-
ity. On all public occasions, when it is
necessary to have a speech, it is customary
to go abroad and import men to make po-
litical speeches or orations. I have often
wondered why m> man in Oakland could
do anything of advantage to the city in a
business way, without a certain element at-
tacking him and trying to tear him down.
This is the rule, in no matter what avoca-
tion he may be engaged. The first duty of
every person is to respect himself. Jf a
man does not defend his wife and children,
he cannot expect anyone else to do it for
him. Now this is the way with a commu-
nity. If business men do not stand togeth-
er, they must not think any other persons
will protect their interests.

* * s •
" The first thing for this community to

do is to stand together and elect no man
who is not a rtsident of this county. An-
other thing to which I wish to direct atten-
tion seems to me more important than any
other. This is the nubit of the people of
Oakland of going to San Francisco to buy
their supplies. Of course I have no means
of determining what percentage of supplies
consumed here is purchased in San Fran-
cisco, but it is at least 20 or 25 per cent. I
would like to know how we are to get men
to come here and spend their money to
build stores and factories if we will not
trade with them when they come. You
may talk about hotels, street"improvements
and manufacturing interests, but until the
people consent to buy their supplies here,
Oakland cannot prosper.

******"In the last few weeks I have been
traveling about the State, and everywhere
there is great prosperity and a feeling of
confidence. Each community extols its
own locality. I overheard an Eastern man
asking a muu from Los Angeles whether
oranges grow north of San Francisco. He
answered that they grow ' some little yel-
low things, but they are not oranges.' If
that Easterner had been talking to an Oak-
land man he would have said : 'We have
nothing here. Go down to Los Angeles.'
You never hear anything good about Oak-
land. If the lioaul of Trade would stop
talking about hotels, streets and boule-
vards, and build up a proper local pride,
it would be doing about all it can expect
to accomplish. I have been struck with
the harmony of the Los Angeles people as
shown in the State Conventions in which
I have met Jiem. They came under the
lead of Colonel Uoyce; they were perfectly
harmonious, and their cry was 'Southern
California.' And what has that cry of
\u25a0Southern California' done? It has cre-
ated a degree of prosperity absolutely un-
paralleled in history."

Senator Yroornan talked at some length
about favorable and unfavorable impres-
sions of towns received from the neatnesswith which houses and yards are cared for
and the practice of real estate agents in
covering a town with signs. i- For Sale."
He said that if a person comes to Oakland
to buy properly and an agent gets into his
buggy to show him about, all the other
agents get into their buggies and follow.
When they get a chance to talk to the man
they say :"What do you ride with him
for? He has a bad reputation." Then
they say to the agent who has had the
stranger in tow : " Ifyou don't divide the
commission with us we will break up the
sale." This is done every day. " This,"
said the Senator, "i3all wrong, and the
Board ought to take the matter in hand.'"

The speaker then referred to the boule-
vard project, and said that two years ago
he spent several weeks in trying to carry
the undertaking through, biit, though he
was authorized to subscribe $50,000, he
could do nothing, on account of the jeal-
ousies of the property owners. He depre-
cated the filthy condition of the main bus-
iness streets, saying there were enough old
boots, scraps of paper, etc.. on Washington
street, between Seventh and Eighth, to load
the Great Eastern. There is more rubbish
on the street in that one block than in the
whole of three such towns as Stockton. San
Jose and Yisalia.

Interstate Laws.

After
the book-keeper had given him his receipt,
he asked :

'• What do yonr brother stock-raisers

And to make the job coniplete.be
shows his contempt for bona fidesettlers by
giving the fattest office in this part of the
country, the Custom-house at Port Town-
send, to the handy and convenient tool of
the swamp land ring. You can bet your
lifehe'll never get my vote again. No Pa-
ciiiccoast man can afford to vote for him,
except pos!masters and other officeholders
as have fallen out with hard work and
want more office. If there is a chance to
kill us off, Cleveland is the boy to doit. He
is the worat enemy Oregon ever had."

The Wise [hdobtby.—A dispatch from
Washington says that United States Don-
si;l Roeevelt, at liordeaux, has been mak-
ing an exhaustive study into the wine in-
dustry of France. The results of his
observations are summed up as follows in
a recent report to tbe-S!ate Department:
" There is abundant expert testibiony that
as good wines can be produced in Califor-
nia as in France. J.ast year, while in the
United States. I daily used California claret
and occoaionly the white wine from the
same State, and I do not hesitate to say
that I found thtin superior to the same
grade of wines commonly consumed here.
It inusi be admitted that France at present
produces liner wines than have yet been
made in the I'uited States, but this fact is
entirely due to years ofexpert Alice, exceed-
ing care and the technical skill 2ni!iloyed,
and not, as is claimed by the French, to
superior advantages of soil and climate.
The wine industry in th<» Doited States
has, owing to its wide latitude, as ta attested
by the pure and agreeable wines prodnced
in Virginia, as well as in California, a
brilliant future. In view of this fact, there
is no reasonable doabt that in time there
will be brands of our native wines as
famous and as much in demand as those
of the most celebrated vineyards ofFrance."

THE HOP QUESTION.
The Outlook for the Season 1* Yield—The

Root Injury.
The Emmet Weils Hop Report for May

9th gives the following information con-
cerning the outlook: for the hop yield the
present year, and also the general condition
of vines:

Prices have somewhat receded, so that
now we can call 20 cents about the top
ligure for anything on otfer. It is believed,
however, that if many more German hops
are required by our brewers to carry them
through the season they will have" to pay
more money for fresh importations, as
supplies in Germany are running very
short, and prices in that country are ad-
vancing.

Katber a strange leature of the market is
the extreme dullness in American year-
lings, line lots of which are otlered as low
as 10 cents without meeting purchasers.
1880 " States" are in small supply and very
irregular in ijuality; in fact the bulk of
this stock is so poor and undesirable that
brewers do not care to look at samples.

We saw a very line line of Pacifies sold
last week down to 10 cents, about as fine as
anything on the market. It really looked
like a forced sale, for we know that choice
Washington Territory are held at 20 cents.

German importations have almost ceased;
the arrivals for the last two weeks are less
than 400 bales. The root scare don't seem
to have produced any effect upon this
market so far, from which it is very evi-
dent brewers do not fear a lack of supplies.
But our Pacific coast friends are very ju-
bilant over the present rather discouraging
outlook for this State, and for the present
are declining all further offers of contract
They believe another failure, or even a
partial failure, of the crop here means
higher prices for them ; and while we think
the ground may be well taken, we would
advise them not to lose sight of the fact
that Germany has beeen, and will continue
to be, a very strong competitor of the Pa-
cificcoast. The Government tax of 8 cents
per pound on foreign hops does not seem tobe a very formidable barrier against tbese
hops coming here: besides, the ocean freight
is considerable less than charged by the
Pacific railroads.

The root question has been the all-
absorbing topic in the trade here since the
rirst hop hill was uncovered in April.
The general belief that the severe ordeal
through which the vines passed last season.
and the sapping they received hv the
ravages of the insect, would so weaken the
roots as to cause them to die, resulting in a
wholesale destruction ofyards in this State
this spring; but facts thus far disclosed
show that while thousands of acres in old
yards have been plowed under, new yards
have stood the winter very well, and will
produce some how. The decrease in the
acreage will not full much short of o3i per
cent. Some are of the opinion that many
weak yards will not survive the month of
June, and that then we will see a consider-
able more plowing out, but this view may be
rather premature and speculative. The
vine on the Pacific (bast is already nearly
halfway up the poles, and give promises
of 70,000 to 80,000 bales of hops. The
acreage in Washington Territory will be
increased this season one-third.

State Fish Commissioners.
Another meeting of the Board of Fish

Commissioners was held at San Francisco
Tuesday, all the members present.

The following persons were appointed
Deputy Fish Commissioners, with power to
make arrests, but without any authority to
collect licenses : H. F. Peckham of Wat-
MDTille, John Bawds, of Monterey, and J.
S. Gerard, of Woodbridge, SanJoa<|uin
county.

A petition signed by a number of fisher-
men engaged in business at Benieia was
presented, asking that a number of' coal
vessels in the straits near tiiat place be re-
moved, as they interfere with fishing oper-
ations. It was resolved to inquire into the
waiter.

The claims of ex-Fish Commissioner R,
H. Buckingham for $133 and »S. P. Maslin,
ex-Secretary of the Hoard, for $7,> were
rejected. There is no money appropriated
to pay black claims, and these gentlemen
will have to look forrelief through the
passage of deficiency bills.

Captain Willage" of the State steamer
Governor Stoiieman, was instructed to in-
quire into the cost of procuring a less ex-
pensive -essel for patrol purposes. The
Commissioners consider $800 a month too
extravagant an outlay for the work now
done by the steamer.

The Board decided to remove from office

Complaints were filed concerning the
dumping of sawdust into the Truckee
river at Lake TaUoe.

Commissioners Routier and Sherwood
were authorized to visit the above-named
(daces and investigate the complaints.

Ex-Senator A. P. Williams said he de-
sired to co-operate with the Commissioners
in their efforts to enforce the laws forthe
preservation offish. He complained ofthe
jack of tish ladders on the North Fork of
the Feather river, near Big Meadows.

further Di'lininj;the Duties of Sanitary
ami llullfliifgInspector.

rfIHE IJOARD OF TRDSTEES OF THE CITYJ_ of Sacramento do ordain as follows:
rKc-rioN 1. Section 2, of Ordinance No. 216, is

hereby amended to read as follows : Beottoa 2.
The Hoard of Trustees of the said city of Bacra-
mento are hereby authorized and emr.owcre'l,
whi'ii they shall deem it necessary, to appoint
aud employ it suitable parson to act us Sanitary
and Bunding Inspector, who shall be clothed
with the powers of a peace officer, and whose
duty it shall be to inspect and examine all priv-
ies, vaults, cesspools, buildings and other places
with a view to the enforcement ofall the laws
aud regulations relating to sanitary matters in
the said city of Sacramento, and to place under
arrest and vigorously prosecute all persons vio
latins any of said laws and regulations. It shull
also be the duty of the Sanitary and Building
Inspector to see that all balconies, porches,
awnings, signs and all other fixtures and struct-
ures appertaining to buildings are built and
constructed in a safe uud substantial manner
and according to the requirements of law; and
it is also his duty to arrest and prosecute all per-
sons failingor refusing to comply with the law
iv relation thereto.
