A Millionaire's Bequests—Fatal Rail-
road Accident in Colorado—For-
est Fires—Exit Clan-Na-Gael.
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RESULT OF A STRIKE,

Chicago Employers to Takse a Hand in
“Regulating” Labor,

Cuicaco, May 19th.—A bold plan of cam-

})aign to settle the great building trades
ockout by June 1st, and to strike a mem-
orable blow at trades unionism, was set on
foot here this afternoon. At a conference of
delegates from every building interest in
Chicago, with representatives present from
the lilincis Architects’ Association, the
Chicago Real Estate Board and kindred
bodies, members of whieh hire altogether
probably 50,600 workmen, a resolntion was
unanimously adopted that from this time
forth the signature to the following card of
principles, by the employe, be made a uni-
versal condition of employment by all the
building interests of Chicago:

I recognize the right ot every man to decide
for himself, without dictation or interference
when he shall work or cease to work, how many
hours he shall work, and for what wages he
shall work. 1 recognize the absolute right of
the employer to decide for himself, without in-
terference from any source, whom he shall em-
ploy or cease to employ ; to regulate and man-
age s business with perfeet independence and
freedom, provided only that he dea) lawfually,
j honorably with all men. I recognize
ht of every father to have his son learn
wiul trade, as on a plane with his rieht to
nowledge of reading, writing, or any other
1ch of Tearning, and he should be subject te
ré aiion only by the laws of the land. I here-
by pledge myself,in all my relations and inter-
course with my employer 1 ow-workmen
to maintain and live up to these principles.

There was no debate on the adoption of
this measure, and the action was enthusi-
astically unanimous; but a general discas-
sion sprang up when it was proposed that
the same card of principles be presented
for the signature of the employer, with the
pledge thereto changed ss follows -

I hereby pledge n
up to these princ

self to maintain and live
piesin the prosecution of my
business, and to lend my aid to the fuli extent
of mv infl nd power for their mainten-
ance and tection among el w-employ-
ers. 1 furt! i > myself to not ey any
workman buat upon his signature of this card. -
It was said that this meant the discharce
of every workman who did not sign this
card. Numerous objections were raised by
contractors, plasterers and stonemasons
who are getting along peacefully with their
men and expecting no trouble. All objec-
tions were met with the reply that the card
contained nething not gnaranteed by the
Constitution of the United St: and that
the country had got tired of being shackled
by Laber Unions. At length a tacit un-
derstanding was reached, that the pledge
should be voted upon by the delegaies in-
dividually, then they 0 go to their Associa-
tion and urge its ratification. The pledge
was thereupon adopted unanimonsly. The
necessary cominittees were appointed and
an assessment of 25 cents per member
levied to meet the expenses.

DISRUPTED REVOLUTIONISTS,

The Famous Clan-Na-Gael Sociely Goes
to Pieces Badly.
New Yorg, May 19th.—The Mazil and
Express says: “The Clan-Na-Gael Society.
which numbers among its members two
United States Senators, the Governors of
several States, Mayors of a dozen cities, as
well as Congressmen of national import-
ance, is completely disrupted, and the fight
among ciasses has become so bitter that
certain members have been openly charged
with seliing the secrets of the order to the
British Government, which it is alleged
has been the means of supplying the in-
formation published by the London Times.
The Clan-Na-Gael Society was formed
after the abortive revolution in Ireland
during the spring of 1867. Camps were
organized in every city in the Union and
every town of consequence. Brookiyn has
nearly a dozen camps, with & membership
of 2800. New York has more, Philadel-
phia follows next, then Chicago, St. Louis,
