EASTERN FREIGHT RATES.

Relative to the Tariff on Fruit Going East
—West-bound Merchandise.
Freight Agent J. A. Forbes, of the South-
ern Pacific Company, received from head-
quartersin San Francisco yesterday infor-
mation that the following would probably
be the rates of freight charged on east-
bound ‘ruit during the coming season :

From: Sacramento to Missouri river,
freight, $1 10; passenger train, $2 10,

Freight train to Chicago, $1 25; passenger
train, $2 50 per one hundred pounds. Pas-
senger (rain to New York or Buffalo, $3 124
per 100 pounds, chargeable on ten tons or
less. In addition to the above rates there
will probably be a special service rate
chargeable on ten cars or less of $1,275, from
Sacramento to the Missouri river, for this
extra special service, in addition to freight
train rates; and a charge of $1,500 to Chi-
cago for extra special service in addition to
freight-irain rates. Freight-train charges
can be prepaid or gunaranteed, but charges
for special service will have to be prepaid,
because 't is an amount paid in considera-
tion for the high rate of speed given. Spe-
cial train service is given to shippers who
can give ten cars or more, the company to
be the iudge if they can take more. From
fruit-producing points on the system to
Sacramento there will be no local charges.
The company will perform that service free.
But if the fruit originates at points on roads
like the Sacramento and Placerville, Cali-
fornia Northern or Vaca Valley and Clear
Lake, these roads will have their local
charges up to the point where they connect
with the Southern,

Among the most important changes
made in the west-bound tarift on merchan-
dise is on the item of coal-oil, formerly tak-
ing a rate of 8s cents per 100 from Chicago
to this city. 85 cents from St. Louis, and 75
cents from the Missouri river. The new
rate given is on carload lots, per 100
pounds, as follows: From Chicago, 68
cents ; from St. Louis, 65 cents, and from
the Missouri river, 60 cents, which is a con-
siderable reduction, the rates veing lower
than the contract rates made by the Trans-
continental Association to the Standard Oil
Company. On white |
heavy item of freight, Phe following new
rates have been made: From Chicago, 63
cents per 100 ; St. Louis, 60 cents; Missouri
river, 55 cents. Linseed oil is rated at 638
cents froms Chicago, 65 cents from St. Louis
and 55 cents from the Missouri river. The
west-bound traftic has been changed to
read : Horse-powers, ete., carloads, $1 40 per
100 frora Chicago ; meul, corn or oats, $1 60,
and sugar, carioads, $1 20, instead of $1 25
from the same points.

IT MOVES.

IT FEELS THF THRILL OF LIFE
ALONG ITS KEEL.

A Proposition to Begin—Unanimity
of Opinion that Suburban Sacra-
mento may be Thickly Settled.

Expre:sions warmly favorable to local
activity in building up suburban BSacra-
mento and for vigorous local improvement
effort continue to be made. There is an
almost unanimous sentiment that the right
thing to do is to form associations at once
and begin the preliminary work of coloniz-
ing the lands about us, and that it is a
feasible scheme and no where is there a
better field for the effort. We reproduce a
few more opinions taken at random from
a great mass of notes gathered. Itis now
evident that all thatis needed to put the
awakening into practical working shape,
is the leadership of a dozen or so of public-
spirited citizens, in order to begin now
that which must come eventually, but
which can be greatly hastened by discus-
sion, exchange of views, organization and
active beginnings.

JOHN WEIL.

“Yes,” said ex-State Treasurer John
Weil, “ the boom is now only coming ; but
we feel it perceptibly already. Real estate
is quite a strong per cent. higher now than
it was a few months ago, and it is con-
stantly strengthening in price. It does not
come upon us with a rush ; but we realize
unmistakably the onward movement and
advancing prices, and while it approaches
slowly, it is coming and to stay.”

Mr. Weil favored the scheme to prepare
lands, invite, secure and locate colonies in
our suburbs. He believed it therightthing
to do, and feasible.

H. WACHHORST :

“ I am more pleased than I can tell to
hear so general an expression in favor of
local improvement. I want to indorse
what Colonel Hamilton suggests about im-
provements along our streets. If our prop-
erty owners will only look at it in the
right way, there’'s money in it for them.
Get rid of those old porches, and let us
have neat awnings; down the signs for
sale and rent, and make our business
fronts lock businesslike, and it will bring
us people and new life. Of course the
outside lands cught to have a great many
more people living on them. I think it
only needs for several bodies of spirited
men to get up the associations, and they
can get the colonies. I'd like to know why
we can't get them as well as other places.
But will our folks do it? That's all; its
all with them.”

“ I've thought about it a great deal. The
movement is right and ought to go ahead.
It pleases me to see the REcorp-Ux10ON stir
up the thing in a practical way. In the
East such chances as we have for popula-
tion would not be neglected. Yes, I'm for
the movement—keep it up.”

ONE WHO IS READY TO ACT.

“Yes, I've read what the Recorp-Uniox
has published and am pleased with what
the people say, and I am ready to act,”
said William Land. “I can’t putup all the
money, but I'll do my share if the others
will come on. I was gratified with Colonel
Hamilton’s remarks. We need local im-
provemenis. These low fronts are bad for
us with strangers. Some of these fronts
were two-story houses, but the high grade
cut 'em down. The trouble is our people
want to see everything in sight. They
won't look far enough ahead. They want
12 per cent.; that's what's the matter.
Now, I wanted to improve along this street,
but one or two stood in the way, so I had
to build on top when I preferred to spread
out. I offered $10,000 for tne necessary
space, but it was no go. I hope the move-
ment will go on. Why, in France and
Italy it is the little holdings that give
wealth and strength. In California they
want their farms too big ; that’sthe trouble.
We can have colonies all around us if we
will. There are no better lands, and they
are all ready, too. Yes, organization will
do it, and I am ready to help, as I said.”

AN IMMIGRATION PLAN.

A well-known public-spirited citizen,
largely interested in agricultural and also
interested in city property, wrote out for
us his views, but requests that his name be
not used, simply because he fears his mo-
tives would be misconstrued—as he puts
it: * What isadvanced, if reasonable, will
stand on its own feet.” His expression is
as follows :

“Of all that has been said of late on
this subject of the boom, the proposition
of a water ditch from the American river
over the plains between the American and
Cosumnes rivers, the foothills and the Sac-
ramento river, is of the greatest impor-
tance. The number of acres embraced that
would be benefited is about 200.000. All
of it is good land—every acre will produce
the orange. There is not anywhere a tract
of land, of equal area, every acre of which
is so well adapted to produce the raisin, as
this tract. The best raisins shown at our
last citrus fair, put up in the style of the
five-crown De Hasia raisin (the best raisin
of commerce), were grown on similar land
irrigated. And the producer stated that
$600 per acre cculd be taken off of irricated
land as against $200 from unirrigated land.
This 200,000 acres of land would according
to these figures be raised in-value 200 per
cent. But it needs a leader to start it.
Many men living in this section would
give one-quarter of their land for water
rights for the other three-fourths. Many
men can be found to pay money in lieu of
land.

“If this scheme were carried ont then
would come home-seekers without ask-
ing; then people would divide up their
lands because they could produce more
income from one-halfl than they can now
from the whole, and because they would
have more business upon one-half than
they now have upon the whole. Then
would come * white paint’ and a general
cleanup ; then would come a railroad from
Brighton to Shenandoah valley, and on to
the timber belt of the Sierras, because the
business of the section would demand a
road. This road would open up to market
the prodncts of the Cosuamnes River valley
lands. These botiom lands are fully equal
to the fruit belt of Sacramento river or the
fruit lands of Vacavillesection. Thebench
lands bordering the valley are of the very
best quality for table grapes or raisins,

“Now, let me ask a question : Will those
who have capital and energy take hold of
it? Trrigation is the key to a boom.
There is no other. It trebles the value of
real estale, wherever it is inaugurated ; set-
tiement and industry will do the rest.
Now, one more question : Can the people
of this section expeet people to come here
and inaugurate this for them if people here
refuse to put their capital into it? There
is a round million or two in it. Who
wants it? Don’t all speak at once.”

magnificent scenery at various points, and
arriving here before business hours Mon-
day morning. Dining-cars, of sufficient
capacity to furnish the entire party with
meals, will be attached to the train, and
the prices will be very reasonable. Tickets
for the round trip, including sleeping-car
berth for three nights, will be only $13.
As there will only be six coaches taken it
will be well for those intending to go to
secure their passage early.

THRILLING RUNAWAY.

A Resident of Oakland Recelves Serious
Ipjury.

About 12:30 p. M. yesterday the horse at-
tached to Whittier, Fuller & Co.’s delivery
wagon became frightened at something
and entered upon a runaway from in front
of their store, Second street, between J
and K. Turning into J street at a furious
pace, he avoided collision with vehicles as
he dashed eastward, but there were some
narrow escapes. Below Third street officer

McLaughlin attempted to catch the run-
away, but the latter had too much speed
for him. A wheel of the wagon struck an
electric light pole on the southwest corner
of Third and J streets, causing the vehicle
to bound into the air, but without check-
ing the gait of the horse noticeably.
On the southeast corner another pole
was collided with, and there the hind
wheels of the wagon remained, the
horse continuing on with the fore wheels.
There was imminent danger that a carriage
in which some ladies and a child were
seated, in front of Stanton, Thompson &
Co.’s store, would be wrecked, but a gentle-
man pulled the team attached to the car-
riage close in toward the sidewalk, and
there was only a slight collision of wheels.
Just below Fourth street the runaway hit
one of T. D. Scriver's hacks, injuring it
and one of its horses somewhat, and then
made a short turn into Fourth street, going
southward. At that moment Captain A.
B. Burns, a resident cf Oakland, engaged
in the insurance business, was about to
cross the street. Before he knew it the
horse was upon him, and, not being able
to get out of the way, he grasped at the
lines, and a second later was knocked
down by the wheels and suffered a fracture
of the left leg. Continuing on the horse
collided with a chicken-dealer's wagon
standing in front of the Office Saloon and
upset it, but the horses attached to it were
quieted and did not attemptto run, and
little damage was done. The runawav
horse was freed from the remains of his
wagon by the collision, and kept on run-
ning down the street. Captain Burns was
assisted by bystanders immediately after
his accident and conveyed in a carriage to
the office of a surgeon, where it was ascer-
tained that his injury was a compound
fracture a few inches above the ankle, the
bone protruding ithrougzh the flesh. A fter
the surgeon had done what was nesessary,
he was conveyed on a cot to the depot and
taken to Oakland by the 2:45 p. a. train.

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The Higher Gramwar Grade.
The following opinion of the Attorney-
General concerning the law providing for a
higher Grammar course—or in other words
High schools to be supported by State funds
—as preparatory to the State University,
will be of intcrest to our readers. It wili
not affect the High school of this city, as it
is supporied by money from the city taxes
alone:
ATTORNEY-GENERAL'S OFFICE, )
SACRAMENTO, May 16, 1887,
Hon. Ira G. Hoitt, Supt. Public Instruction—DEAR
Sir: In answer to your letter of inquiry as to
whether children 17 years of age and over are
entitled to draw the $3 as per Section 444 of
the Political Code, which creates a Grammar
school course fund, I have to say that in my
opinion they are not.
The second sub-division of Section 1663, Polit
ical Code, informs us what is a grammar school
course: ‘“The Board shall slso prescribe a
course of study not in conflict with Section 1665,
that will fit and prepare the students therein to
enter the Seientifiec Department of the Univer-
sity of California, to be divided into four grades,
requiring one year to cach grade, and to be
known as the Grammar Scheol Course.”
The Grammar School Course referred to in
this section is the High School Course, and is
entirely different from the primary and gram-
mar grade provided for in IL‘: first sub-division
of Section 1t
Now, the Cc itntion says, Section 6, Article
9, “that the entire revenue derived from the
State school fund and the State school tax
shall be applied exclusively to the support of
primary and grammar schools.”
The evident intent of the Legislature was to
divert these funds, the State school fand and
the State school tax, so as to contribute in this

way to the support and maintenance of a high
school, but, under the Constitution, this cannot
be done, and the sources of revenue
kept act for the exclusive support of primary
and grammar grades. Very respectfully yonrs,
