NAPA AND SONOMA WINES.

Two and a Half Million Gallons of Last
Year's Vintage on Hand.

—It is estimated
that over 1,000,000 gallons of wine of last
year's crop, stored in cellars between Calis-
toga and Rutherford, still remains unsold.
In the. entire county of Napa the estimate
is at 1,750.000 gallons. Iv (Sonoma county
there is still unsold 1,000,000 gallons. Napa
and Sonoma combined have over 2,500,000.
The majority of those holding these wines
are disposed to adhere to a price of not less
than 2r> cents a gallon. A Wine-growers'
Protective Union is talked of, and a ware-
house project for ageing wines has not yet
been abandoned.

A TRAGIC DEATH.

Tragic Death of a Father Deserted by
His Child.

Boston, May 20th.—-The Marquis De
Sempe, an indigent French nobleman, met
a strange death yesterday on the Boston
and Providence road, a few miles from
here. He boarded an express train just as
it was leaving the station. His dress was
all disheveled, and he said he wanted to
catch his daughter, who was running away
to Paris. He found the young lady in a
parlor car in company with a female com-
panion, and there was an exciting scene.
The old man had no money and the con-
ductor was going to put him off the train.
Suddenly he went out on the platform and
deliberately threw himself under the
wheels. He was killed instantly.

The Marquis has been in Boston about
two years. His friends say that he has
pretended to earn his living by teaching
French. His daughter came to this coun-
try only two weeks ago at her father's re-
quest. It is stated that she decided to
leave him by the advice of a priest, who
told her she ought to return to Paris. Her
companion was the wifeof another French-
man of this city, who was going with her
to New York to see her off on board the
steamship for Havre. The daughter was
allowed to proceed to New York withoul
knowing the fate which bcfeli her father.

LATER—TIIE DAUGHTER NOT TO IILAME.
Boston, May 20th. —Inquiry into the af-

fair reveals the fact that De Lamps (who
was in reality Count de la Tourasse) had
Bed from France ; that he was living here
with a woman not his wife, and that his
daughter—when she came here and learned
the facts —sought the advice of a priest,
who advised her to return at once to
France. Her father was an only son of
Francois De Sorbiers de la Tourasse, of the
Castle of Saint Pierre, de la Tourasse. He
gambled, lost his fortune, and got into
trouble, which caused him to leave France.

THE FRENCH CRISIS.
Boulnngcr, the War General, the Peo-

l«le'» Favorite.
Paris, May 20th.—It is thought likely

that M. Rouirer and M. I)e Wes will enter
the Ministry under De Freycinet. The
members of the Chamber of Deputies are
deluged with telegrams from the provinces
demanding that General ISoulanger be re-
tained in the Ministry of War.

HOME AFFAIRS.

MICHIGAN SWEPT BY THE FOREST
FIRES,

The People Left Destitute —Brutal
Strikers—Railroad Traffic In-

quiry—Baldwin AVins Again.

ISPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE KECOKD-UMOS.]

SECTION POCK.
A Southern Pacific Official Before the

Interstate Commission.
Washington, May 2oth.—J. C. Stubbs,

General Traffic Manager of the Southern
Pacific Railroad, was the first witness be-
fore the Interstate Commerce Commission,
and was examined by Tweed, counsel for
the railroad. In support of the application
to have the temporary order suspending
the operation of Section 4 of the law made
permanent, having referred to the traffic
over the Central Pacific, the Chairman in-
quired how it happened that the witness
had anything to do with the Central Pa-
biffc. He replied that the Central Pacific
was a leased line, operated as far as Ogden
by the Southern Pacific. The witness said
that beginning in February, 18^0, there
had been a virulent, bitter war of rates be-
tween the Pacific roads, lasting up to the
date of passing the law. "When the law-
passed the Southern Pacific had readjusted
its rates, diminishing them in many cases,
increasing them in no instance. The com-
petition to be met by the Pacific roads was
ofthree kinds—sailing vessels around Cape
Horn, the Pacific Mailroute, and the Cana-
dian Pacific. To bring all of Its trafiic
down to the level of competing rates would
simply end in the bankruptcy of the rail-
road company, that was evident, as an av-
erage of one-half cent per mile would
probably meet the expense of transporta-
tion between San Francisco ami the Mis-
souri river. Ithad paid to convey sugar
East at this rate, as it avoided the neces-
sity of having to haul empty cars from the
West to the East. This fate was much
lower than that made by the Canadian Pa-
cific, Pacific Mail and clipper ships, but the
real injury inflicted by the Act had scarcely
had time to develop. If it were enforced,
the effect would be to cause the roads to
lose more by the reduction of interstate
traffic than the gross earnings amounted to
on all the through tnitlic.

The Chairman questioned the witness at
some length to learn his reason for fearing
Canadian Pacific competition. Stubbs had
acknowledged that its line was very much
longer than the transcontinental lines in
the United States, then how could it make
a profit? He wished to see if the witness
was not reasoning as did persons who sup-
ported the long and short haul clause.

Mr. Stubbs did not know how much of
the rates the steamship lines received or
how much was left for the Canadian Pa-
cific. It was a matter of public knowl-
edge that the latter did not have business
enough to make a trainload daily : still
they were obliged to run trains, aud it
would cost no more to haul them loaded
than empty, so they could take freight at
rate 3sufficient to pay for putting it on and
oil the cars. They had had a sixty
cent rate between San Francisco and
St. Paul. Illustrating the effect
of clipper ship competition, witness
said that barley was carried by
water from San Francisco to New York,
and shipped back to Chicago. The South-
ern I'acihc charged high local rates on pro-
duce from San Francisco to Nevada points
for the purpose of encouraging local agri-
cultural interests in Nevada, which would
otherwise have been crushed. In explana-
tion of the fifty-cent sugar rate from S;in
Francisco to the Missouri river, Stubbs said
it was a question of markets, as well as
transportation competition, and if they
could have Hawaiian raw sugar refined in
San Francisco and distributed from that
point, instead of letting it go by way of
New York, it would be beneficial far the
roads, for itwould develop other trallic in
which they were interested.

Chairman —"Having the purpose in
view, as its leading object, of building up
manufactories at San Fiancisco ?"

Witness—" And railroads.'' Continuing,
he said: " The roads found they must
adopt fifty cent rates on raw sugar. 1 '

" Why mu.-t '" inquired the Chairman.
Witness explained that the producers

could not pay more.
" Hawaiian producers?' 1 asked Commis-

sioner Schoonmaker. " Are they Ameri-
can, or German, or English?' 7

Witness—" I suppose the idea is to show
that it is Claus Spreckels. That is a mis-
take. He does not control it. There are
several producers, but I cannot tell you
who they are." As to California wine, the
witness did not think there was any truth
in the complaint referred to by the Chair-
man, that it was brought East at a rate less
than the cost of transportation. Stubbs ex-
plained at great length the method of ad-
justing local rates, as practiced before the
passage of the law, and endeavored to
show how the law operated to disturb that
practice. He denied that in making the new
tariffunder the law this company adopted
the highest local rate or the through rate.
Witness said the distance over ilie Union
Pacific and Central Pacific (the shortest
line between San Francisco and the Mis-
souri river) was 1,!M5 miles.

Morrison wished to know how far San
Francisco sugar would have to travel over
the Canadian Pacific to reach Omaha.

Aftersome calculations witness estimated
the distance to be 0,.'j00 miles. Sugar, he
said, has gone over the long route :it (>.":

cents per hundred, although his system
offered to take it at 75 cents overthe shorter
route. He saw no reason why the Western
roads should not be permitted to make as
low rates as Eastern roads to the Missouri
river. This, he thought, a sufficient an-
swer to the complaint of Eastern sugar re-
finers. They could not get their sugar into
t:ie Western territory.

Commissioner Walker asked witness
what answer he conld make to the charge
made that by their systems of rates the
transcontinental lines prevented the growth
of any manufacturing interests on the Pa-
cilic coast.

Witness said that rates had never been
made in the interest of any mamtbetaring
interests. They resulted simply from com-
petition. Business mnst go. He would
nut admit that the system of rates tended
to prevent any development oflocal niauu-
factuiv.s.

Commissioner Walker—"Do you con-
sider the interests of any particular manu-
facturing interests, or do 3-ou look out for
number one?'

Witness—"So far as my relation to the
company is concerned, I look out for it?
interests, bat 1 think an enlightened, un-
selfish view of the case would require the
company to care for the interests along its
line."

Commissioner Walker referred to tho
complaint alleged to have been made by
California wonl-growers, and asked if it
were possible for them to ship through to
New York.

\\ itness replied that the general policy
of his company had been to adniit com-
petition only so far as it exists. He meant
that from interior points in California they
never made a through rate. Ilather than
do so it would be better to give up the
business.

TUB ORDER ENLARGED.

Another brings the information that many
acres are being plowed up, and that the
outlook is very discouraging.

Near Clockville and Stockbridge Valley
the pest of last year is announced.

In the vicinity of Waterville careful in-
quiry fails to lind any persons who have
discovered lice in their yards. A large
hopgrower here, when told that lice were
reported in neighboring towns, said he did
not think they were genuine hop-lice.
The vines hereabouts are growing rapidly
and are now two and one-half to three feet
high, lirowers are very busy tying, and
report that they can't "do it"fast enough.
Some say they never saw vines so high at
this time of the year. The increase in
acreage in this vicinity is estimated by care-
ful men to be from 20 to 25 per cent.

A SEA OF FLAME.

Michigan's Forest Fires—The Town of
Lake Linden Destroyed.

M.unjiette, May UOth.—The forest fires
all over the peninsula have burned fiercely
all day, and the towns and settlements
near the woods have been in great danger.
The new State Prison building here was
surrounded by lire all day.

Everything was as dry as tinder, and de-
spite the heroic efforts of the firemen and
citizens the spread of the flames was very
rapid. In less than two hours after the
first alarm the entire business portion of
the town, from the starting-point of the
fire to the public school-house building,was
in ashes. Every saloon but one, and every
store structure, except that occupied by W.
Weber & Co. as a meat-market was de-
stroyed. The loss is terrible on the Luke
Linden people.

A Quiet Meeting Attacked by a ,

KiKosTON (Out.), May 20th.—At Ottawa

this morning editor William U'lirien paid
a visit to the University, where he received
an ovation, and an address was presented
from the students. Mr. O'lirien replied in a
pleasing and tiattering vein. The party then
drove to the railroad station to catch the
12:35 r. v. train tor Kingston, where it was
said that the Orangemen were arranging
to give another warm reception to the
party.

NO TROUBLE AT THE DEPOT.
Kingston, May 2Uth.—In the same car

with O'Brien were Lady Macdonald, wife
of the Canadian Premier; E. Crow Baker,
M. P., of British Columbia, and Sir
Leonard Tiiley, Lieutenant-Uovernor of
New Brunswick* Fifty miles out from
here the Kingston Reception Committee
met the train and returned here with the
party. As the train slowed up at the
station it was seen that a large crowd
was assembled there. As Mr. O'Hrien
stepped out ol the car he was in the much-
talked-of Kingston, the "Di-rryof Canada,"
as it is called. Kingston hasa population
of 15,000, of whom 5,000 are .Catholics.
There are only eight policemen, and all oi
them, in command ot Chief Horsey, were
in waiting. To the surprise of Mr. O'Brien
and party, not a dissentient voice was
heard in the storm of cheers which arose
as the agitator entered his carriage.

O'Brien, in his opening remarks, won at
once the Ulster Protestants who were list-
enine, and who form a large section of the
population, when he asserted that the
Orange farmers in tbe north of Ireland
were as much oppressed as the Catholic
farmers, and Lord Lansdowne was cham-
pioning the cause of those despotic land-
lords who were causing this oppression.
