In doing so the San Francisco
private corporation, with gross indifference
to its vbligations, violated an understand-
ing arrived at a year ago jointly with the
San Francisco Board of Trade, the Sacra-
mento Board of Trade and the State Board
of Agriculture, that after the exhibition of
1886 there should be no conflict of dates
between the two fairs,

In the face of this agreement, the San
Franciscosyndicate hasindustriously placed
its dates carly and late, preventing the
possibility of exhibitors attending with
their exhibits at both places. To declare
that this is fair, honest, decent, manly, not
cven our contemporary the Post can be
brought to do. Its own sense of justice,
and its concern for the best interests of
the whole State, convince us that the wise
policy is to conserve both fairs, It says:

THE MEETING LAST NIGHT.
The meeting of citizens last niclit was
representative of dil the better elements of
the city. The=eatimeni was unazimous

that the time had come for organization
and activity in Joecally improving and in
filling up our suburban countr¥. There
were expressions in variety as 1o needs, |
and quite as many means of responding
to them suggested.

But the ore thing essential to do in the
outset was -done, the azppointment of a
committee of twenty-six te formulate
plans for erganization, and also to examine
and handle the important question of pro-
moting the immediate interests of the city

and suburbs. The committee should
meet af once; hear all suggest-
ions in  detail that zhe people

may desire to make; formulate its con-
clusions into plans, and then secure, create,
command active eflort to put them into
operation. They must not go about beg-
ging and soliciting ; let. them resolve, with
the determination of men, that the things
needed shall be done—and they will be.
We believe the committee will
promptly, in this spirit, and with due de-
liberation. It has in its hands a great trust,

act

and upon the discharge of it very much
depends. It has the power to organize ef-
fort, to utilize the sentiment of ‘the people
in favor of spirit and “push” in settling
our suburbs and of improvement within
the city limits. It ought to be able to
meet early and to take up its important
work promptly.

The tide of prosperity is rising, and we
must ride upon its topmost wave now or be
left behind. All we need is energy, union
of effort, ability to rise superior to trifles,
and the desired ends can be accomplished.

There is no time . to talk about impedi-
ments; to moan about debt and taxation.
The way to get rid of the one and reduce
the other is to do all that can be done to
inject new bleod into the community veins,
and to utilize the public spirit now mani-
fest for the advancement of the city.

Let the dead past bury its dead; it is
the future that concerns uz. That will be
what we make it, and no community in all
the State has more or better natural ad-
vantages or hroader or better base for
operation than that of Sacramento.

We must not labor and worry about
causes of ill; what we want is results of
good, and the way to the very best within
the city is to fill up the region without the
city.

Marry land and water ; prepare the way
for those who want to be small, inde-
pendent land-owners; invite home-build-
ing by making it better and cheaper than
renting, and we will bring the “boom” so
suddenly and completely as to shake the
dry bones in the vaMey of doubt and ob-

Committee of Twenty-five Ap-
pointed to Prepare Plans &r
City Improvement.

In accordance with the call published in

meeting of citizens was held at the Court-
house last evening to consider the advisa-
bility of forming an organization for the
premotion of local interests. The Court-
room was crowded, some 150 leading citi-
zens being present.

The meeting was called to order by the
Chairman of the County Board of Super-
visors, Dr. ¥. F, Tebbets, who placed in
nomination for Chairman of the meeting
Eugene J.tregory, who was unanimously
elected.

Mayor Gregory, in assuming the daties
of the cheir, said :

Genlleman:  The object of this meeting is to
consider the advisability of forming an ergan-
ization for the promotion of city improvements
and the advancement of local interests. In
order to-expedite matters, the first business, be-
fore entering into discussion of the merits of the
various objects for which this meeting was
called, will be the selection of a competent
Committee of Arrangements, with power to act,
that they may formulate such plans tfor suecess-
ful progress as the occasion and the gereral sit-

ay require.

e the time has come for the signifi-
cance and weight of the word **boom’ to be
demonstrated. Judging from the pulse of every
loyal citizen of the Capital City, such must be
the case, and 2ll that is now required is a con-
centration of effort, a combination of that push
and energy, such as has herctofore character-
ized the average Sacramentan,

We have been shown in Los Angeles a lesson
of energy and pluck that should be our pride
to imitate, especially when we consider the
comparison of resources between the northern
and southern sections of the State, a compari-
son showing the advantages to be widely in our
favor; yet, to our Los Angeles brethren we are
in a great measure indebted for our share of the
benefits attained by the increased tide of immi-
gration to California in 1886 and 1887. -

It is not the purpose of this meeting to discuss
local issues at present, but, as_before stated, to
arrive at some definite plan of action whereby
an organization may be effected for the perix
uent welfare of the eity, with the hope and ex-
pectation that the proposed organization will
consist only of men who will put their best
es forward in the march of improvement.
s is & matter of great importance to our
city interests, as it bears directly upon every
issue wherein the city is a factor, including the
bonded indebtedness, improvement of streets
and highways, trade expansion, stimulation of
manufacturing and other enterprises, encour-
agement of every proposed method for advane-
ing the general public interests—to virtually
live and work in the future of Sacramento.

E. W. Maslin was elected Secretary.

Mayor Gregory called upon Dr. G. L.
Simunons for a fesv remarks.

Dr. Simmons said he did not expect to
be called upon at the beginning of the
meeting, and he hardly knew its full o®
ject unless it was to advance the material
interests of the city. He had iong been a
citizen of Sacramento and felt as much as
any one the need of city improvements.
We need to take steps to increase our pop-
ulation, do that which will bring us the
wealth which has been going past our doors
seeking homes and investinents in the
southern and less favored portion of our
State. For the first time in the history of
the United States, immigration is coming
to California in palace-cars. They are peo-
ple of wealth and culture, who are used to
good society and pleasant surrroundings.
To attract this class of immigrants we
should use every effort to enhance the up-
pearance of our city and make it as invit-
ing as possible. They come in the winier

season in order to escape the rigor
of those months in New England. So far

those people have invariably gone south,
from the very fact that the name Northern
California is suggestive of cold, snow and
ic What do they find in winter in this
city? Takea ride through our streets in
winter and see if you think their muddy
condition off J and K is a credit to our peo-
ple or inviting to a siranger. This can and
should be remedied. M street, upon which
the State Capitol fronts, should be graveled
ud improved, so that it could be traveled
with ease and comfort in winter as well gs
summer. The visitor should not be com-
pelled to view neglected gardens, walk
over rickety sidewalks, nor pass through
muddy streets. The low lots in the south-
ern portion of the city, that look like ma-
laria-breeding pools, should be filled up.
It is painful to present those things to yvou,
but it is only talking about those things
and seeking to remedy these defects that
will make our city the most hbeautifu! and
attractive in the State of California. It
costs no more to lay artificial-stone walks
or gravel the streets here than it does in
Oakland or San Francisco.

The doctor recently retarned from a tour
of the southern portion of the State, and
spoke of the improvements made at Pasa-
dena and other new towns. The streets
were laid out and macadamized, sidewalks
laid even before buildings were erected, the
people showing strangers that they them-
selves had faith in the future of their
locality. A lack of apparent confidence in
any community in the fature of their sec-
tioh has a chilling effect upon those seek-
ing investments. In his opinion, he said,
what this city most needs and should have
at least by next year, was an abundantsup-
ply ot clear mountain water. Why bhas
not this been done? I cannot answer: I
have no means of knowing. The people
are all in favor of it. As a matler of
health and economy it should be prompily
done. lam with yvou in every and auny
effort for theimprovement of this city and
its contributing suburbs.

Frank Miller indorsed the remarks of
Dr. Simmons. There could be many im-
provements made in our streets and side-
walks. The appearance of the business
streets could be very much improved by
doing away with the old-fashioned awn-
ings. One thingthat has worked against the
city was the fact that her citizens in years
past had no faith in her future, and refused
to buy up indebtedness when it could have
been done for 35 cents on the doliar, and
let it go info the hands of outsiders.

Col. Ed. R. Hamilton was called upon.
He said he had presented his ideas of
what was needed in the columns of the
Recorp-Unroy. This meeting should ap-
point to perfect an organizatiorn, and pro-
ceed to carry out its cobjects in a business-
like manner,

Mayor Gregory said that under the Vroo-
man Act, street work could net be done
where a majority of the property-owners
protested. The Board of Trustees had
proposed much needed work upon various
streets, but the owners of property had re-
fused to give their sanction, and the work
could not be done.

Grove L. Johnson said that while he
agreed with all that Dr. Simmens said, he
hoped the reporters wouid not publish it.
It was the rich men who should be stirred
up, not the poor man. The men who own
the property fronting upon the streets con-
trol all the improvements. Let us have a
committee appointed composed of members
who will see to it that the sidewalks
and street improvements are made ; moral
suasion can do a great deal with those men,
It will not only make sidewaiks and grav-
eled streets, but it will put down sewers.
Let this committee raisea sum of money
to advertise the city and assist in prosecu-
ting those who disobey the city ordinances.
Let them interview capitalists and secure
foreign investments. I would suggest a
committee of twenty-five members. Call
it a General Improvement Committee,
with power to call meetings, stir up the

street sprinklers, and help to boom
things along generally. You can’t do
anything without money, and it
should be forthcoming, If this

meeting is good for anything, if it means
anything, let us have an organized com-
mittee. Without organization we can do
nothing. Individual efforts will accom-
plish but little. The papers will help us;
they are pushing ahead all thevean, and
with a unity of action I believe this move-
ment will resalt in great good. The cement
waiks in southern cities, spoken of by Dr.

THE MOVEMENT TG ADVANCE CIT\I"

People who reside

finest climate im the world; who !
breathe the purest, most invigorating
air on tep of God's footstool, should know
this fact, and kpowing it, assert it, instead
of forever talking about malaria and harp-
ing oun China slough. He came herean in-
ralid, one who had poor health all his life,
and had become strong, robust and vigor-
ous. He was attached to Sacramento, and
expected to live and die here. Another idea
very generally prevailed, that Sacramento
wes the hottest place in theState. This was
owing to the fact that for about two weeks
in September the weather is very warm in
this valley. and just at that time onr city
is crowded with strangers in attendance
on the State Fair. He was in favor
of the committee of twenty-five as pro-
posed by Mr. Johnson. Let this commite
tee be subdivided in commitiees of five on
streets, drives, sloughs, ¢te. We need im-
provements in streets and sidewalks, and
then we have the most beautiful city on
the coast, and whose climate is the most
salubrious and genial, take it one day by
another, throughout the entire vear. He
was in favor of concrete sidewalks, and he
believed this committee conld do much to-
ward getting them put down throughont
the city. When the stranger comes to our
city and goes out on O street, from
Fourteenth to Seventeenth, sees those fine
concrete sidewalks, fringed with lawns of
blue-grass, the elegant residences, the
beautiful yards, he exclaims, * This is my
idea of a paradise; here is where I should
like to live.” Let us make our entire city
look beautiful, but for God’s sake, and for
the sake of Sacramento, let's hear no more
about malaria. It is not here and never
was here.

Dr. Ira Oatman concurred in the remarks
of Judge Armstrong. He said that no ma-
laria arose from China slovgh. The exha-
latious from that lake are as pure as the
dews from heaven.

David Lubin, who has recently returned
from a trip through the Eastern and South-
ern States, by making comparisons, showed
the superiority of our scil and climate. In
Virginia, Alabama, Ohio and Tennessee,
the farmer had to earn his living on small
holdings where the soil was only six inches
in depth, while here we look with con-
tempt upon soil which has a depth of less
than three feet. Wedon’t want the palace-
car immigrant so much as we do the yeo-
manry, who will come among us to assimi-

late, carve out his home and fortune
among us. The object of this meeting

he did not understand was to compel men
to make better sidewalks nor clean up their
streets. If they were law-abiding and
good citizens they would do that anyway.
He regarded it as a shame to call a mass
meeting for any such purposes. What we
should do is, compel, if possible, these big
land-owners to dispose of their lands at
fair prices. We are making money for
them to-night. These large land-owners
should be treated as enemies until they are
willing to dispose of their lands to actual
settlers for a reasonable price. [Applause.]
It is a shame that these men should
be in our midst who keep from the
public those large traets, whose soil is
the most fertile, in & climate the most
glorious. All the advantages in this sec-
tion should be pointed out to the immi-
grant, and he should be steered clear of the
land-shark, who will treat him to a cigar
and then swindle him out of all he bas got.
We should dive down deep in our pockets
and raise $50,000 or $100,000 if necessary to
carry out this movement. Mr. Lubin of-
fered a resclution to the effect that the citi-
zens guarantee to raise $25.000, provided
the City Trustees would guarantee a like
amount, which was carried.

Dr. Latham stated what had been done
by the citizens of Oroville. They were
imbued with the same spirit as those of
the southern portion of the State. They
had made improvements and spent thou-
sands of dollars the very statement of
which made the * silurians” in attendance
at the meeting open their mouths in won-
derment. A town of 1,000 inhabitants in
the foothills of Butte county had expended
more money in inducing immigration in
the last two years than had the citizens of
the Capital city in the past thirty years,

R. D. Stephens indorsed everything that
had been said by everybody. He be-
lieved all were interested, and no matter
how a person was pushing, if he only
pushed ahead he was all right. He be-
lieved we could make those large tracts so
valuable that the owners would Lave to
sell them. This year Sacramento has a
large crop, while in other sections, where
lands rate twice as high, they have only a

quarter of a crop. One field of 1,100
acres of barley in this county wonld
this year vield cighty bushels
to the acre, and the grain crop throughout

this section was equaily asgood. Thisisa
dry season—the driest in thirteen years,
and still we are not affected by it. The
trouble with Sacramento people is, they
want to make money too fast.

land, held by the owners for se
lative purposes, and which they will neither
properly improve themselves nor sell {o actua!
settlers who would gladly do so; and where
the holding of such tracts in this manner is
made possible by the failure of County Assessors
and Boards of Equalization to perform their
sworn duty and assess the land at its cash value
under the Constitution, and at the same rate as
are assessed the small holdings of the poor men
adjoining ; therefore

Resolved, That we solemnly protest, not only
as a matter of justice, but also on the score of
municipal and county policy, against this sys-
tem of large unimproved land-holdings which
is fettering all progress, and we demand that
the action of county officials which has made it
possible shall eease.

Resolved, That we will individually and col-
lectively use all endeavors to force the owners
of such large tracts ef lands to bear their just
share of the expenses of county government,
based upon the actual value of their land.
