SACRAMENTO COUNTY LANDS.

A Feasible Plan Backed by a Com-
pany With Coin —Its Water
Supply Inexhaustible.

Samuel Hale, Superintendent of the
El Dorado Water and Deep Gravel Mining
i Company, is in the city, stopping at the
Capital Hotel. He is very much interested
in the boom of Sacramento county, and is
particularly interested in the views ad-
vanced by Coionel Ed. R. Hamilton, as
published in the Recorp-Uxiox a few days
gince. He says the company he represents
proposes to bring into Sacramento county
a canal with a capacity of 30,000 inches,
that will irrigate every foot of land in the
county which lies between the American
and Cosumnesrivers. This company owns
by purchase the water right of Blair,
Brown & Blair, at the mouth of Webber,
’coveﬁng 30,000 inches. They have made
preliminary surveys, and are now actively

ENGAGED IN THE CONSTRUCTION
Of a canal thirty feet wide on the top and
| six feet in depth, for the purpose of con-
veying water to the Sacramento plains. G.
W. Hancock, at the public meeting Wed-
nesday evening, said such % canal would
increase the value of the lands in this
county $20,000.000. Here is your canal
men sufficient, and money enough to build
it if the company receives sufficient encour-
agement. Mr. Hale says the large canal
will keep on the highest ground through to
this city, and branches and lateral ditches
will be sent out in every direction until
every acre of this immense tract shall be
“under a ditch.” The red lands, heretofore
the cheapest in the county, being valueless
for grain, will become the most valuable
for fruit. Orchards, vineyards, vegetables,
can be grown on every acre, with the an-
nual assurance of an abundant crop. The
mouth of Webber creek, the largest tribu-
tary of the south fork of the Ameriean, is a

FEW MILES ABOVE SALMON FALLS.
The proposed canal occupies higher ground
than does that of the Natoma Company,
and the mountain storage capacily of the
E.D. W.and D. G. M. Co. is so large that
the canal can be filled to its fullest capacity
the driest season. The Silver Lake reser-
voir allows a storage of water twenty feet
in depth, extending two and a half miles
in length by seven-eighths in width, with a
capacity of 1,007,712,000 cubic feet. The
cost of this reservoir was only $8,000, and
by-the expenditure of a few thousand more
its capacity can be doubled. This company
drove a tunnel 1,508 feet through a mount-
ain and

This canal,
besides furnishing water for irrigation,
will furnish power for manufacturing in-
dustries, and for that purpose will be piped
into this city from a point where a suf-
ficient altitude can be obtained. This com-
pany owns a water system covering a
watershed of more than three hundred and
fifty square miles, embracing clairas in the
South Fork of the American river, Silver,
Alpine, Wolf, Alder, Mill, Pium and Echo
creeks, azgregating 66,000 inches of water,
with reservoir claims on Silver, Echo, Med-
ley and Glazier lakes. Nothing in the
State compares in extent with it.

The company which Mr. Hale represents
embraces some of the heaviest financiers
of San Francisco, and some of the best
banks of that city. Mr. Hale was on his
way to San Francisco to meet his company,
but a member of the Citizens' Commiitee
learning of his presence specially invited
him to remain in the city until to morrow,
in order to explain the plans of his com-
pany before the committee to-night. He

has consented to do so.

A Self-Propelling Engine,

The self-propelling engine or steam wa-
gon which was operated on the streets of
Sacramento last evening by Colonel H. H,
Linnell, was witnessed by z large number
of people. Among those who examined
into its merits were many farmers and a
number of our leading business men. This
steam wagon, which has attracted so much
attention during the last ten days, while
standing in front of Mr. Linnell’s agricuit-
urai impiemert establishment on J street,
was * fired np " and put in motion and run
down to Friend & Terry's lumber yard,
Second street, between M and N. Here it
was hitched to wagons loaded with ium-
ber, whick weighed about nine tons, and
started up town to the lumber yard, corner
of Twelfth and J streets. The trip was
made with the ntmost ease, starting with
80 pounds of steam, which soon run up
to 120 In a few days this engine
will be shipped to the ranch of Mr. Chiles,
near Davisville, where it will be set to
work hauling a ccmbined harvester. This
piece of machinery has many advantages,
a few of which: can only be noticed in this
connection. The demand since the intro-
duction of the combined harvester for
some power other than animal to operate
them has been sought for. and steam has
been used, but with indifferent success. A
variety of engines have been tried but none
have proved successful. They were either
worthless or too large and cumbersome, or
too expensive to operate. These chstacles
placed them beyond the reach of farmers
with moderate means. Mr. Linnell has
given the subject of traction engines for
the purpose of hauling combined har-
vesters, plowing and doing various other
farm work much study for the past few
vears, and at last has succeeded in intro-
ducing the Eclipse to solve this great ques-
tion. The farmers of California now have
within their reach as wel! as means an en-
gine which will meet every requirement.
This engiue, or steam wagon, possesses
all the combined strength and durability
that human ingenuity can possibly devise.

The engine and all machinery is mounted
upon wrought irou frame and side plates,
independent of boiler, leavingit free to ex-
pand and contract without any danger of
straining. The improved iron traction
wheels are independent in action, driven
by patented compensating gear, with lock-
ing device that is made to engage with an
arm fastened to the axle, when
passing over slippery ground, thus utihzing
bo'h wheels for better engagement with
earth, and preventing slipping. The boiler
is made with water front and adapted to go
either up or down hill, with crown sheet
always under water. It is economical in
fuel and water, with a capacity for full
supply of both.

West India Fruits.

Sacramento merchants are proverbially
enterprising, and this is especially true of
many of those in the fruit shipping busi-
ness. Yesterday the firm of W. R. Strong
& Co. received from the West India Islands,
via New Orleans, a carload of bananas.
This is the first time that this fruit has ever
reached this part of the world, and shows
what can be done in this day of quick
railroad communication and facilities for
safe handling over long distances. The
fruit came in one of the Southern Pacific
fruit cars, by passenger train, and was
found upon arrival to be in excellent con-
dition. It differs from the banana with
which we are familiar on this coast, in that
the bunches are, many of them, of much
greater size, while the fruit is of different
shape. Here is anothet evidence of the
fact that Sacramento is & natural commer-
cial center, both by reason of numerous
railroads converging here, and also on ac-
count of the faciiities for distribution of
goods and products. Already arrange-
ments have been made to distribute this
large cargo of tropical fruit to as far east as
Utah and Montana, and north, by the
quick time now made by the California
and Oregon route, to all the Webfoots and
other inhabitants north of us.

In this connecticn it may be further
stated that Mr. Wallace, a prominent busi-
ness man and banker of Selem, Or , is now
in this city investigating as to arrange-
ments for shipping fruit from that portion
of the coast to this city, with a view to
here placing it in our special fruit trains
for the Eastern market. At the same time
he is also arranging for Sacramento nursery
stock for next season’s planting 1n Central
Oregon,
