SaN BueNaveNnTURA, May 29th.—There is
no truth in the report that this town is at
logeerheads with the Southern Pacific, or
vice versa, nor that the town has engeged
legal aid “‘to fight the railroad to the bitter
end.” Itis not so that the railroad refused
to conform to the grade of Front street,
over which its track runs. The talk of
“fighting the railroad” was the work of a
few unreasonable persons whe tried to play
a ‘‘cinch” game.

WAVE,

The Scorching Norther Gives: Way to
Cool South Breezes.

WreatLanp, May 29th.—The norther is
doing some damage to wheat and barley,
but not enough yet to cause alarm. A con-
tinuation will shorten up the crop con-
siderably. Fruit is not hurt, and the pros-
pect is for a bountiful crop.

IF'resvo, May 20th.—Have had po het
witnd. The grain will make an average
two-thirds crop.

Nevapa Ciry, May 29th.—The mercury
reached 96° in the shade to-day.

St. HELENA, May 29th.—The heat is not
so intense a8 yesterday, but the weatlher is
still warm.

Curco, May 20th.—The strong north
wind of Friday did considerable damage to
growing crops, amounting to about ten per
cent. in Dutte county. So far as learned
the fruit has not been much affected.

OroviLLE, May 29th.—Tc-day is the
third of the hot wave, and the hottest yet.
The thermometer registered 102°. A south
wind began blowing this evening. It is
feared that serious damage is done to the
wheat now in the milk.

[Dispatches received on Saturday from
many parts of the State reported two days
of extremely hot weather, accompanied by
a scorching wind from the north. The
fear was generally expressed that grain and
grapes would be seriously injured.]

MEXICO.

The Capital City Badly Shaken: Up. by an
Earthquake,

Crry or Mexico, May 29th.—At ten
minutes to 3 o'clock this morning there
was felt here a violent shaking of the
earth, or a sort of lifting motion. which
lasted for five seconds. Next there came,
prefaced by a low roar and accompanied by
a stiff breeze, a violent oscillation of the
earth, from east to west, which awoke
nearly every one, lasting as it di& thirty-
nine seconds. Houses swayed as if they
were ships at sea, and persons arising from
their beds were in many cases thrown with
force to the fioor. Bells were rung in
hotels. and everywhere Goors were forced
open.

Then came still another oseillation of
much wviolence, proceeding from north to
south. During this shock croekery was
thrown down and pictures demolished in
several houses, Thousands of persons
dressed themselves and did not go to bed
again. Reports received to-day by Gov-
ernor Ceballos, of the Federal District, do
not show any fatalities as a result of the
earthquake, but denizens of the suburban
towns report about the same sensations as
were felt by the inhabitants of the metrop-
olis,

At the School of Mines Secretary Ugalde
reports that the seismieinstrements showed
that a heavy shock had taken place. These
instruments are self-registering, and prove
that the shock of this morning was a se-
vere one. At the otfice of Governor Cebal-
los it is reported that the shock was much
more severe than that of 1882,

HORROR.

Two Hundrad and Twenty Miners ‘Ene-
tombe % in a Scottish Coal Pit;

GLascow, May 28th.—A terrible explo--
sion has oceurrad in the Udston coal pit, at
Blantyre, a village in Lanarkshire. eight
miles from tlds citv. Two hundred and
twenty miners-are entombed in the pit, and
it is feared that all have perished. The
shaft is filled. with debris caused by the
explosion.

Further particulars show that forty-five
miners, who were imprisoned in the upper
seam at the pit were released, but one disd
after being brought to the surface. Others-
are suffering, however, from the effects of
the shock Aceess to the lowest seam,
where seventy-tive men are confined, is-
found to be biocked by debris tumbled
down by the explosion. Itisin this seam
that the explosion occurred, and it is not
believed that any of the men down there
can be rescued alive. It is even thought
that they are all dead now. There are
seventy other men impr'sined in the mid--
dle seam. Hoyes are entertained of saving
most of them. The vclunteers working for
the rescue can hear them calling for help.
The Udston pit ts situated in the finest of
the coal distriets of Scotland. As soon as.
the fact of the explosion became known,
miners from zll the neighboring collieries-
hurried to t’ie seene to belp in the work.of;
rescue. The pit head has been surrounded
ever since the disaster by a large crowd of
weeping women and children.
