GOBBLING UP THE OPPORTUNITIES

Since the Recorp-Uniox recorded the
fact, a few days ago, that the Sacramento
and Placerville Railroad Company would
run local trains, morning and evening,
into and out of a section of suburban Sacra-
mento; since the Recorp-Uxron discov-
ered and published the fact that the people
were solicitous to organize and aid the
inevitable boom, and to that end labored
successfully, not less than thirty blocks of
land in the southeastern part of the city,
have changed hands, or been bonded for
transfer at increased values, for the pur-
pose of making money by subdivision and
sale in home tracts. All this, under the
impetus of the “boom.” What is rather
remarkable, is the fact that in
the syndicates jumping in

to improve
the opportunity, and securing some twenty
blocks of the land, are certain men, who
are iterating, “ There is noboom—there can
be no boom, until etec., etc.”

This thing is a still hunt. Some one is
doing deep work to corner real estate at
the expense of the people. It is not cred-
itable to the loyal sentiment citizens should
entertain for their home town, that any set
of men should seek to make merchandise
of public spirit.

The Recorp-Usiox warns the people
of Sacramento that schemes are on foot—
and some of them have been consummated—
to secure desirable blocks of property at
low rates, by loudly and persistently de-
crying the idea that any present boom of
prosperity is possible to Sacramento. At
the same time the agencies most industri-
ously engaged in “bearing 7 the real estate
market are most active in syndicates that
are buying up large blocks of land.

There is nothing reprehensible in buy-
ing land within the city limits and selling
it off’ in subdivisions on easy terms at a
good round advance. Syndicates for this
purpose are wholly unobjectionable. But
in one moment to attempt to blacken the
eyes of the town by declaring that there
can be no material advance here; that
there is, and can be no boom in Sacra-
mento, until the land grants over the river
on the north are subdivided—which every-
one has desired for years, and does now,
and which ought toc be consummated, and
will be—and at the same time to buy up
scores of blocks of land on the south, on
speculation, is disloyal and reprehensible
beyond powers of condemnation.

We are glad to note the activity mani-
fested by these rapid transfers of real estate.
It testifies to the fact the Recorp-Uxiox
has constantly asserted, that the boom is
kere. But the duplicity that decries the
boom and denies the rising tide of pros-
perity, in order the more to profit by it,
smells of the detestable methods of the
mining stock market, and the tricks and
devices of the gamblers
street.

The people may well wish sales to con-
tinue, until every block of unimproved land
is in the hands of groups of citizens that
will labor diligently to have them speedily
dotted with But in the name of
common decency and loyalty to the city,
let not these syndicates or individuals
“run down " the town, and deny the faith
that their eagerness to profit by the boom
proves they have in it.

ADVERTISING THE COUNTIES.

Several of the northern and central
counties have issued pamphlets from time
to time, descriptive of the resources of the
counties, and reciting the inducements for
settlement in certain sections. These ef-
forts are all good, and to be commended,
but on inguiring among Eastern people
we find that such pamphlet solicitation
and exposition is looked upon with a de-
gree of suspicion. Very naturally the
stranger reading one of these documents
concludes that only the bright side is
shown. He reasouns that it is the affirma-
tive that is presented, that the pam-
phleteers are acting as solicitors, and using,
therefore, only such arguments as are to
their benefit. Very naturally he reads the
whole document with the reservation in
mind, “if it is all true.” Of course, this
diificulty is to be encountered in some de-
gree in whatever method of advertising is
adopted. But it is least prominent when
the exposition is made through the col-
umns of a California newspaper, and bears
the indorsement of the journal. And this
is so because the reader concludes that the
daily or weekly journal publishing such
expositions and recitals is read by the peo-
ple of the section described, and is there-
fore open to their criticidm, and also that
of rival sections. He concludes, naturally,
that if the matter appears openly in the
home press it must be reasonably truthful,
and it therefore goes to the readers with
more of authority than if presented in a
pamphlet. The counties then should ad-
vertise in the home press and send the
editions broadcast. A great deal of this

Ashley is evidently a fair-minded man,
for while the law ecripples his “big” com-
petitors, he perceives the injustice of the
bill and says of it:

I am utterly opposed to all such class legis
Iation. Paternal government is an offemse
against civilization and hostile to personal in-
dependence and  individual responsibitity.
That government is best which governs keast.
The enactment of the so-called “interstate com-
merce bill” into law is, in effect, an Act & crip-
ple and destroy, rather than regulate, inier-
stale commerce; an Act to invite, at theexpense
of the railroad property-owners of the country,
-every knave and craui. or person with a real
or fancied erievance, to interfere with and
embarass (either in the District Cenrtsof the
United States or before the Interstate Commis-
sioners. as he may elect), the legitimate busi-
ness of a common carrier, and by repeated and
persistent attacks upon it, to remder such busi-
ness ipsecure and unprofitable.

The Act ot only invites cranks and knaves,
without expense to themselves, to make such
attacks, but guurantees in cack case (whether
they succeed or fail) an attorney’s fee, at the
expense of the common carrier. It also invites
any combination of persons, or the most desper-
ate and unscrupulous enemy of any common
carrier, to institute proceedings against it, out
of pure malice, without so much as requiring
him or them to allege in his or their complaint
any damage to himself or themselves, person-
ally: and the Commission are specially charged,
in the Aet, not to dismiss any such complaint
because of the absence of auv direct and dis-
tinct elaim for personal damages on the part of
such complainact. It is difficult to conceive of
a law more repugnant to every idea of justice.

YOSEMITE VALLEY.

Important Meeting of the Commission-
ers—Improvements Ordered.

YoseMiTE VALreEy, June 2d.—The Yo-
semite Commissioners met at 9 o’clock this
morning. Present—T, I’. Madden, W. H.
Miils, J. H. O'Brien, E. W. Chapman, W.
B. May, J. M. Griffith, J. Mentzer and G.
G. Goucher. A memorial offered by T. P.
Madden, referring to the death of I. W.
Raymond, was adopted by the Board and
spread upon the minates.

Mr. Madden, senior member of the Ex-
ecative Committee, was elected Vice-Presi-
dent and presided over the deliberations of
the body.

Secretary of State W. C. Hendricks and
Senators Meany and Rothe were invited fo
attend the meeting.

The following committees were appoint-
ed: On Preservation of the Valley and
Grove, Morals and Good Order, Complaints,
Petitions and Applications for Tenements,
Improvements, Roads, Trails and Bridges,
Fish, Flowing Water, Irrigation and Drain-
age, Finance and Accounts, Legislation
and New Hotel.

Under the head of petitions and applica-
tions, the following action was taken:
Coffman & Kenney's application for a
livery privilege for five years was granted,
at an annual rental of $1,200. Petition of
Big Oak Flat Road Company for an award
of damages to their road between Gentry’s
and the valley, granted in the sum of
$400. Petition of Mr. and Mrs. Lemos,
artists. for the privilege to paint, exhibit
and sell their work, granted at a nominal
sum. Petition cf Galen Clark for livery
business, granted for one year at $50.

The Commissioners ordered that all the
reports of committees, as adopted, be
spread upon the minutes, The Committee
on Roads, Trails and Bridges reported,
finding them in good order, and recom-
mending certain minor improvements.

* The Finance Committee reported the
books and accounts of the officers of the
Commission correct.

The Board went into Committee of the
Whole to examine the Executive Commit-
tee’s report ané recommendations in refer-
ence to the new hotel, the purchase of
pipe, construction of reservoir, obtaining a
proper supply of water, construction of a
main sewer, lighting the building, insur-
ance, removal of dangerous irees and the
employment of watchmen, were referred to
the Executive Committee, with power to
act.

Lumber was ordered to be purchased, in
addition to previous orders, to the amount
of not to exceed 200,000 feet, at a price not
to exceed £25 per thousand delivered in the
valley, and also to be insured against fire.
The following subjects were referred to
the Executive Committee, with full power
to act: Construocting an esplanade from the
Guardian’s office to Cok’'s Hotel, widen-
ing Glac’er Avenue. opening the trail be-
tween the fissure and Inspiration Point,
constructing a trail from Register Rock to
the head of Vernal Fall, and the general
construction of foot-paths in the valley.
The Commission adjourned till 9 o’clock
to-morrow morning.

FINALLY SETTLED.

The Purchase of Fair’s Narrow Gauge
Railroad Completed.

SaN Francisco, June 2d.—[Special.]—
Speculations as to the probability of hitches
in so far as the trade between the South«rn
Pacific Company and Senator Fair for the
narrow gauge road is concerned, are now
fruitless. The event, despite the many
prophesies of those who thought it wounld
come to naught, is really consummated.
The deed of purchase has been made out and
signed by Senator Fair and by the Pacific
Improvement Company, to take etfect J aly
1st, and now nothing further remains but
to bave the Notary’s seal affixed and the
document recorded. The price, thongh it
has been stated often enough, is $6,000 000,
while that paid for the Oakland property is
$680,000. The bonds to be paid for the
road are to be guaranteed by the Southern
Pacific, as well as by the Central Pacifle
Company.

SAD AFFAIR.

Melancholy Suicide of a Husband and
Father in San Jose.

SAN Josk, June 2d.—Henry Roseblade
committed suicide to-day by blowing the
top of his head off with a Winchester
rifle. The cause of theact was despondency
and ill heaith. He was a native of Eng-
land, aged 42, and leaves a wife and three
small children in destitute circumstances.
Before the deed he went into the house,
kissed one of the children, and said:
*Good-by, Jim; I am going on a long
journey.” He went out to a shed, and ina
few minutes the report of a gun was heard.
Deceased served in the Federal army dur-
ing the war, and has a most excellent
record. He will be buried by theG. A. R.,
although not a member of that organiza-
tion.

Analyzing the Baking Powders,

Under the direction of the New York
State Board of Health, eighty-four differ-
ent kinds of baking powders, embracing
all the brands that could be found for sale
in the State, were submitted to examina-
tion and analysis by Prof. C. F. Chandler,
a member of the State Board and Presi-
dent of the New York City Board of
Health, assisted by Prof. Edward G. Love,
the well-known United States Government
chemist.

The official report shows that a large
number of the powders examined were
found to contain alum or lime; many of
them to such an extent as to render them
seriously objectionable for use in the pre-
paration of human food.

Alum was fonnd in twenty-uine samples.
This drng is employed in baking powders
[ to cheapen their cost. The presence of
lime is attributed to the impure cream of
tartar of commerce used in their manufact-
ure. Such cream of tartar was also anal-
yzed, and found to contain lime and other
impurities ; in some samples to the extent
of 93 per cent. of their entire weight.

All the baking powders of the market,
with the exception of ** Royal” (not in-
cluding the alum and phosphate powders,
which were long since discarded as unsafe
or ineflicient by prudent housekeepers), are
made from the impure cream of tartar of
commerce, and consequently contain lime
to a corresponding extent.

The ¥Fish Commissioners Pay a Visit to

Truckee and Tahoe.
The Marysville Appeal gives the follavwy-
ing account of the official visit to Deainer,
Tahoe and the Truckee river, made a few
days ago by Fish Commissioners Routier
and Sherwood, from informatior furnished
by the latter. Commissioner Cary, of the
State of Nevada, met them at Truckee and
accompanied them during the investiga-
tion :

They first visited Donner lake, and went
around it, finding everything in good con-
dition, except at an abandoned saw-mill at
the outlet on Donner creek. Where the
dam was there is an cbstruction sufficient
to prevent the fish from passing up into the
lake. Arrangements were made with J.
F. Moody, of Truckee, to remove the ob-
struction, the work to be paid by the Com-
mission of this State.

The Commissioners next took a team
and drove up the Truckee river to Lake
Tahoe, examining four damson the way in
a distance of fifteen miles, two of which
require fish ladders. These four dams are
owned, or were buiit, by the Truckee Lum-
ber Company, a very extensive corpora-
tion. The Commissioners from this State
called on Mr. Kreuger, Superintendent of
said company, had a pleasant interview,
and served notice on him requiring the con-
struction of fish ladders, which he promised
to comply with at once. Thursday night
they remained at Tahoe City, and the next
morning visited the private hatchery of
Captain A. J. Todman, who owns and runs
the pleasure steamer Tod Goodwin on Lake
Tahoe. His hatchery has a capacity of one
million, and is in charge of J. Frazier, an
experienced workman in fish culture. He
has about 150,000 trout eggs on the trays,
in process of hatching, is daily adding
more, ard will run the hatchery to its full
capacity, all of which will be turned into
the lake as soon as the fish are large
enough. This hatchery is operated under
a permit from the Commissioners of this
State, and will be of much benefit to that
beautiful lake and its thousands of patrons
and tourists.

At 9:30 A. . the party took the steamer
and went up the lake to McKinney's,
where J. Shebley is employed taking trout
and spawn for hatching at the Shebley
batchery near Coifax. He had about 175,-
000 eggs in process of “eyeing,” and some
fifty fish in cans to ripen prior to Ystrip-
ping.” In ten days he expects to have 350,-
000 ready to send to the hatchery.

The party then went up to Tallac, and
examined an inlet to the lake, which is full
of trout going up to spawn. From there
they went to the old Lake House at the
upper end of the lake, when they crossed
the line and were in the State of Nevada,
about one-third of the lake lying in said
State. From this point they passed down
the lake on the Nevada side to Glenbrook,
arriving at 1 o'clock, making a run of about
sixty miles. At 2 o'clock they took stage
passage to Carson City, where thev ar-
rived at 4 o'clock and remained until 7.
Here the California Commissioners parted
company with Commissioner Cary, who is
a resident of Carson, and proprietor of the
Arlington Hotel. At 7 o'clock the remain-
der of the party took the cars for Truckee
and arrived there at 11, making a rather
extended trip for one day, which 25 years
ago would have required at least 30 days.
Saturday morning they took a team and
went down the Truckee river, examin-
ing four more dams, each of
which require fish ladders. At each
of these places notices were served on the
owners or the superintendent, and each
promised to comply with the law relative
to ladders. The Truckee river is a wonder-
ful stream, and the water is being utilized
from one end to the other for sawing lum-
ber, making doors, sash, blinds, boxes, and
numerous large ice comwpanies putting up
ice in winter, all requiring dams across the
stream. These dams have for yvears been a
barrier to the passage of fish, and the effect
is felt now at both Tahoe snd Donner
lzkes, which places are fast becoming pop-
ular pleasure resorts in the summer season.
Within two years there will be a railroad
from Truckee to Tahoe, when the demand
for fish will increase to the extent that
every means will be taken to keep up the
supply. The Commission see the import-
ance of this, and intend that the law rela-
tive to ladders and protection and propaga-
tion of fish shall be obeyed, if it takes the
whole force of the State. To this end they
bave made J. F. Moody, a prominent citi-
zen of Truckee, a Deputy Fish Commis-
sioner, with full authority to enforce the
law and move obstructions in the river,
where ladders are not built. :However, the
Commissioners have no fear of trouble, as
each one has already promised to comply
with the requirements of the law.

RAILROAD NEWS,

The Southern Pacific Rapidly Completing
its Various Branches.
Colonel C. F. Crocker left for the north
vesterday to attend the meeting at Portland
of the stockholders of the Oregon and Cali-
fornia Railroad. As soon as the Southern
Pacific have taken formal possession of the
road, the general offices will be transferred
to San Francisco and the road operated in
the same manner as the rest of the system.
The Southern Pacific has four ships on
the way loaded with steel raiis for the ex-
tension of the company's svstem. The
Newhall and Santa Barbara extension of
the Southern Pacific is being pushed fur-
ward nearly as rapidly as the California
and Oregon extension, It is expected that
the Santa Barbara branch will be in opera-
tion by July 15th.
The tea shipments which came here hy
the City of New York were sent East yes-
terday. A special train of eighteen cars
was sent out vesterday, and one of twenty
tr-day. The next China steamer due has
n-arly 700 tons of tea on board.
The next Southern Pacific excursion to
Mount Shasta will leave this city on Fri-
day week next at 6 . ., and will return
here the following Sunday evening.
Agent Sam Miller, of the Yosemite, re-
ports that travel to the Yosemite valley is
slacking up. The Mt. Shasta excursions
appear to divert considerable travel from
the Yosemite. Abcut the July holidays
travel will set in again.
There are al least half a dczen special
first class excursions booked for June from
Eastern points for California. Some will
leave Omaha on the 15th and 29th and
others El Paso on the 8th and 22d.—S. F

| ROUGHS=WORM

A Short Crep Conceded--Rumor of a Syn-
dicate Denied.

The San Francisco Call says that there is
a diversity of opinion among experts with
regard to the yield of the prune orchards
in the State this year. The most hopeful
put it at a half a crop, while others say not
more than a third, and even aslow as a
quarter. Local influences, of course, bave
much to do with the varying reports that
come from different sections. Referring to
a New York dispatch about the prospect of
a poor output from California prune or-
chards, and the statenient contained in the
dispatch that a syndicate had been formed
here for the purchase and control of the
season’s yield, George W. Meade & Co., a
leading house on Drumm street, said yes-
terday {0 a Call representative that thereis
no syndicate; four or five parties are buy-
ing, but they are not working together.
This firm anticipates a half crop. There
will be prunes enough for a healthy con-
dition of the market. They said that re-
ports differ with regard to the same locali-
ties. For instance, an extensive dryer in
Sacramento says there will be a good crop,
while two weeks ago another Sacramento
party said it would be short.

Mr. Justi, of the Pacific Fruit Company,
Washington street, said, on being inter-
viewed : *‘ There is no syndicate, but three
or four of the large dealers who have dry-
ers of their own, and plenty of money, are
going around and buying up the crop at
two cents a pound, green.” Three pounds
of green prunes are required to make one
of dried. This puts the dried fruit at six
cents, without counting the expense for la-
bor and packing, which would be a half
cent more on the pound of green fruit.
Mr. Justi thinks that extra fine prunes this
year will bring twelve cents to a bit, dried.
In ordinary years they run from five cents
up, accerding to the grade. All the prunes
will be what are called “fancy,” or very
good, this year, for the reason that the large
proportion that dropped from the trees be-
fore maturing gave the others a better
chance to develop, so that while the crop
will not be large the quality will, for the
reason cited, be good. This year he has
sold the old crop at prices varying from five
to ten cents, and one or two fancy lots
brought twelve cents.

PURE WINE,

Demand for the Stamps—What
Growers and Dealers Think.

The Coombs-Rose pure-wine bill goes
into effect next Monday, and the wholesale
dealers and bottlers of this city have about
completed their arrangements for comply-
ing with its provisions. The demand for
the stamps has been so great that Control-
ler Dunn has been obliged to increase the
order for the first lot printed. At first it
was believed that 100,000 would supply the
immediate inquiry, but the order has been
raised to 150,000, and of this number Arpad
Haraszthy & Co. and Xohler & Frohling
will each take 30,000, and B. I1. Upham &
Co. have made a requisition for 5,000 per
month. The other dealers have ordered
smailer lots.

Among growers there is but one opinion
expressed as to the effect of the new law.
It meets with their unqualified approval,
and they will do their utmost to have it
enforced. The dealers are not so sanguine.
Some of them agree with the producers,
but others areinclined to throw difficulties
in the way, and are said to be devising
means to evade the most stringent clauses.
The growers say that one conspicuons
loophole has been left, which the adulter-
ators will not be slow in utilizing. While
the Act prescribes the penalty for selling
questionable wines under the stamp, or a
California label, it does not provide for

cases when the adulterated California arti- ;

cle is sold under a French label. They ap-
prehend that a few crooked dealers will
take advantage of this fact and discourage
the sale of native wines true to label by
p.acing the best in the State under the
French brands and marking the poorest,
though pure, with the stamps. In this
way wine which is guaranteed of Califor-
nia vintage will fall into disfavor and the
adulterators can manipulate as much as
they please.—S. F. Post.

Concerning the Use of Water by DBuaild-
ers, Bricklayers and Plasterers.

JECTION 1.—EVERY PARENT, GUARDIAN
b)) or other person in the Siate of California
baving eontrol and charge of any child or
children between the ages of eight and fourteen
years, shall be required to send any such ehild
or children to a public school for & period of at
least two-thirds of the time duriug which a
public echoo! shali be taught in ezch city, or
city and county, or school district in earh school
year, commencing on the first day of July, in
the year of our Lord one thousand eight hun-
dred and seventy-four, at least twelwve weeks of
which shail be consecutive, unless sueh child
or children are excused from such sattendance
by the Board of Fduaeation of the city, or city
and county, or of the Trustees of the school
district in which such parents, or guardians, or
other persous reside, upon it« beinz shown to
their satisfaction that bis or her bodily mental
condition has been such as to preven. attend-
ance at school or application to stndy for the
period required, or thatthe parents orguardians
are extremely poor. or sick, or that such child
or children are tanght in a private school, or at
home, in such branches as are u:ually tanght in
the primary schools in this State, or have al-
ready acquired a good knowledge of such
branches; provided, in case a pub chool shall
not be taught for three months d g the year
within ono mile of the nearest traveled road, of
the residence of any person witi:in the school
district, he shall not be liable within the pra-
visions of this Act. is
