CREMATION IN ALASKA.
Carious Customs that Follow Death—

TVhy the Bodies Burn Well.
Having had information theother day of

a cremation to take place at the Indian
village, Iwent to the beach to witness it.
The defunct siwash was known around
Juneauas Frank, and was formerly em-
ployed at Martin Bros.' store in the capacity
ofIndian clerk, and the klochtnan (it be-
inga double cremation ofone of each sex)
had been called Jennie, both, as it hap-
pened, having died of consumption. The
mourning service consisted of (he ancient
ceremony known as

"potlatch," which is
always customary among the Indians of
southeastern Alaska on the occasion of a
death of one ot their (number. The pot-
latch is :i division of whatever temporal
goods the deceased may have possessed,
such as blankets, dry goods, etc. among his
or her relations, according as the merits of
each individual case may justify.

In the services of the mourning, which
are very long, and to the Indian mind very
impressive, the first in the order of the day
is ix eulogistic discourse by one of the old
men, which being delivered by him in
sections, so tospeak, is taken up and sung
by the rest iv a monotonous sort ofchant ;
the old man is then superseded by another
venerable buck, who goes through the same
service, and he in turn by another, until
all the old men have had their individual

| say. The chanters keep time by thumping
j the floor withsticks and beating on a drum.
This performance being gone over for h day
or two. the potlatch takes place.

The body of the deceased is first wrapped
in a matting woven from split roots and in
appearance resembling coarse straw. They
then convey the body to the place of cre-
mation, which is always on the bench at
high-water mark. On this occasion they I
iiadon hand for the purpose of burning I
the two bodies about one cord of wood, I
some split and some in small logs. Fir.-: a!
platform of small logs is laid a foot from
(heground, witha space of four inches be-
tween each log. On this pyre, which was
abi/Ut seven l'c-et lung by live feet wide, the
two bodies were placed about three feet
apart, and around them a miniature log
hut was builtto a bight of four bet; the
inclosed space is then carefully fillet! in
with split wood and tint- kindling, and now,
everything being in readiness, the fire is
lighted from the bottom, The native dM !

being chiefly salmon, an oily substance,
the bixlks 01 the Indians seem to contain a
considerable amount of oil, as they burn
very readily. While the corpses werccbar-
ring. the friends of the deceased continued
to poke them with long sticks, occasionally
raking the fragments of burn1. tk>h from
the fire and wrapping them in skins, blan-
kets, etc. Betnralng boo the cremation of
the two native*, Iheard sinning ina native
house, and dropped in to mc what was go-
ing on.

There was quite an assemblage of nativi s
squatted around a small lire in the center
of Ihe room, and at one end of the house
the corpse of an old women lay, covered
with sheets and blankets. All iouri.l the
room w«s strung up muslin, pieCM of
calico, and a i'c.w blankets ; also, three um-
brellas, etc., all of which will he distrib-
uted among the relatives and near friends.
Then the process described above willbe

The Cottony Cushon Scale.
The Kivtrside IVm cmd Hdrtieultmritl

publishes the following interesting letter
concerning the white scale, which was read
at a recent meeting of tlieSan IHfgo llistor-
ical Society :

Thk iltmsCM of Wit.i.inctox. i
', New Zealand). March \u25a0>. 1887. |

Deai: Sir : Iluncti regret that Ican give
you no more certain information as to the
original home of the licri/npurcJuui than
this: That New Zealand i3 certainly not
its home, and that Australia probably is.
Itcame to New Zealand about the "year
1877, and first appeared in Auckland upon
a hedge ot pricklyor ikangaroo) acacia, an
Australian plant. When Ifirst saw itthere
in IS7S. ithad almost destroyed the hedge
(which was about twenty yards lou,- md
the insects were clustered in hum'rtU on
the dyingplants. Idid not know thru as
much as Ido now about coccids ;but Iad-
vised the owner strongly to burn every
stick of the hedge. He neglected my ad-
vice. At the first visit icerya was on that
hedge alone, as far as Icould see. 1 vis-
ited Auckland again four years afterwards,
or so, and icerya had then spread over a
large area about the city and numbers of
different plants. Since then ithas invaded,
with terrible effect, a great portion of the
North Island of New Zealand and the
warmer parts of the South. It is now
firmly established, and the supine careless-
ness of the people allow itto ravage whole
districts at will. But it is certainly, as the
above shows, rnt a native of New Zealand.
Iunderstand that it appeared at theCape

of Good Hope some years ago (long before
it was establishe 1 in"this country), and the
people there called it the "Australian bug.''
As the course of tr.iilic is usually from the
Cape to Australia, Isuppose it must have
been taken there by people going to the

;diamond fields from .Sydney or Melbourne.
In1880, Ithink, Iwas on"a visit to Mel-

bourne, and took trrun for a day up to
Ballarat. There Isaw on various trees in
a garden numbers of coccids, which Ibe-
lieve to have been immature icerya. Iwas
not ina position at the time to bring away
any specimens, nor even to make more
than the most cursory observation. But if
these were not Icerya purckari, they were
something very closely allied to it.

On the whole, from "the above facts Ifeel
convinced that Australia is the country
which has mado. to v.< ami to you a present
of this remarkably objectionable pest.
Iam bound tosay that Ihave never seen

the Icerya taeehari of Mauritius alive. I
have received specimens inspirits, and they
do not agree with Icerya porchoti. Bat
might t!ere not be two in Mauritius ?
Ifso, the exportation of sugar from that

island InAustralia, to the Cape, to Califor-
nia and New Zealand, might well account
!":• Tcerya purchari in all those countries.
1 have several times tried to obtain some
information from Mauritius, but withno
effect.

Xot, a? to natural enemies. As far ns
our experience goes, li yra purchari baa
nonesuch in this country. The only coc-
cids which Ihave found attacked by jitra-
sitos here are so:ne lec.nnids (chiefly Of my
genus tenochiton), one or two diagpida and
a dactyiopins. liirds do not eat icery*,
and, in fact, we have nothing here to cheek
its increase, to my knowledge. Whether
the hymenopterous parasites of tenochiton
willsome day attack icerya oonnot now lie
said; but everybody will devoutly hope
that they may, and soon.
Ishall have creat pleasure in forwarding

to you a copy of the work now in the press
on Sew Zealand coccii!s, which will be
out, Ihope, this month. Ifit were not
top importunate, Iwould venture to ask
you to send me whatever publication of
the same kind you could easily lit me
have from California. Iremain yours
faithfully, W. M. Maskell.
