creased real estate values a nd an advance
in business activities generally. The evi-

nent business men, and others, and some
of our interior contemporaries referred to

Itmay be safely stated that the prices of
real estate in Sacramento, especially in the
eastern and southeastern sections, are al-
ready not less than 50 percent, higher than
when we first made the announcement,
and the prices asked to-day willbe again
M much exceeded in another month.
People begin to realize that the augmented
spirit of thriftand enterprise is not some-
thing that is being inflated by strenuous
effort and newspaper talk,but is something
tangible and permanent ; that it has not
been

"
gotten up," but has comedown, and

has come to stay.
The San Francisco Bulletin of lasf•

even-
ing, referring to the boom in Sacramento
and other portions of the interior, says :"

These Northern California towns are
likelyto show a much larger growth in the
near future. The signs of the times are
thafway. Everybody is preparing for it
and the railroad companies are making ex-
traordinary efforts to get ready for moving
Eastern people whose faces are turned
toward California."

General Passenger Agon* T. H. Good-
man, of the Southern Pacific, was asked a
day or two since about the indications of a
large excursion business here next winter,
and replied immediately that itwould sur-
prise Californians. Continuing, be said:

Itis Impossible to say bow many will

•ome, but such excursion agents as Ray-
mond it Whitomb and Thomas Conk A
Sons can reasonably make an approxima-
tion. Mr. Wbitcomb, of the former firm,
told me not long ago that 40,000 visitors
will come next winter. This is a very
large number, but a man of his experience
ought to know what be is talking about.

The tourists willconi<> in all directions
and by the various transcontinental lines,
ftaymond it Wbitcomb will bring their
tirst winter excursion in September, and it
will come ovt-r the Northern Pacific so
that the Yellowstone Park can be visited."

One new feature in the excursion trains
next winter willbe the train of new vesti-
bule cars that George M.Pullman has about
completed. These curs will run ciear
through from Boston to this city. The ob-
ject ot Mr. Wbitcomb in going East was to
make Iime arrangement with Mr.Pullman
in making dates for excursions in th<se
cars. This train of cars will, on its tirst
trip, come over the Union Pacific to this
(i v and tp back on the sjiue road. On :is
Second trip out from Boston itwill come
through St. Louis and then over the Atehi-

\u25a0on, Topeka and Santa IV. Itwillgo back
on the same road, and theu willcome back
through Ciiuiniii'ti and New Orleans, and
then over the Southern Pacific road here.
This is to be kept up during the season."

Hotel Improvements.
There is no city of its size in the Union

that can take care of so large a crowd of
visitors a* can Sacramento. This is demon-
strated annually during the holding ofthe
State Fair, when thousands of people from
all sections of the State find comfortable
Lodgings. This is accounted for to a great
extent from the faot that there are numer-
ous lodging houses, and hundreds of homes
who have spare rooms to let on such occa-
sions. The hotels of the city, however,
are ample for all purposes excepting a grand
rush. The Golden Eagle Hotel, W. O.
Bowers, proprietor, is one of the best first
class hotels in all respects in the State. The
building, a three story brick, has a fine
frontage, tbgant office, billiard, reading
and wine rooms. Its main entrance is
wide, as are its hallways^; its rooms, 104 in
number, large, airy find well lighted. The
proprietor has lately rccarpeted this first
class hotel throughly from top to bottom.
Over 500 yards of new carpeting was put
down in the hallways alone. The frescoer,
the paper and the fancy paper-hanger have
all been busily engaged for weeks, until
now it would be hard to distinguish the
bridal chamber from any of the other
rooms. He has expended $10,000 in
improvements. Eastern tourists are loud
in their praise of the excellent accommo-
dations of this hotel.

Just across the street from the Golden
Eagle is the Capital. Blessing & Guthrie,
proprietors, a first-class hotel in every re-
spect. This is one of the best-known ho-
tels in the interior of the State. The pro-
prietors, desiring to accommodate their
steadily increasing patronage, have com-
menced a remodeling of their building and
enlargement of the same, which willmake
itthe equal of any hotel in the interior. It
will have the addition of many family
suites, will have billiard, reading, office
and wine room- equal to the best. This
improvement, which willcost many thou-
sands of dollars, is being prosecuted with
vigor, and willbe completed by the Ist of
September.

John Harrison and George Gallagher,
who were the companions; of Thomas
O'Brien in the burglarizing of W. H.
Rockwell's house recently, were called for
trial, but, taking the hint from O'Brien's
prompt conviction on Monday, they pleaded
guilty and were ordered to appear next
Friday for sentence.

In the case of Sacramento County vs.
Gideon Devoe et al., in wh'ch it man-
damus was prayed for to compel defendants
to cease dumping debris from hydraulic
mines in the Cusumnes ami its tributaries,
Mr. Devoe appeared and intimated his
willingness to have judgment entered iv
favor oi plaintiff.
