According to a notice given in the Rec-
1 0RD-UNION vesterday morning, & meeting
was held last evening at Scheld’s brewery,
Twenty-eighth and M streets, to take steps
toward securing a line of street railway to
Twenty-eighth and H, Twenty-eighth and
0, and a line connecting the two on Twen-
ty-eighth street. The meeting was largely
attended. upwards of 150 citizens of that
neighborhood being present. The meet-
ing was called to order by Prof. E. P.Rowell.

Philip Scheld was chosen Chairman, and
Dr. G. A. White Secretary. In assuming
the duties of the Chair, Mr. Scheld said :
Seventeen years ago to-day Mr. Garland
came out here and endeavored to interest
the citizens of this portion of the city in a
street 1ailroad line, which was intended to,
and which, if it had been built, would have
built up this portion of Sacramento as well
as it is in any other portion, and would
have largely increased the value of all our
property. Seventeen years have rolled
around, and to-day we find ourselves in
al;??ﬂ the same condition we were then,
while

OTHER PORTIONS LESS DESIRABLE

For residences have been built up by street
railway lines and the property largely en-
hanced by its nearness to this cheap
transportation He referred to the pros-
perous condition of H and O streets, and
the handsome residences that everywhere
front the streets where street cars run.
The citizens in this part of the city, he
added, are in earnest. We bave the land,
we have desirable building lots, we have
superior advantages, and we must and will

They must go atitina
business-like manner, ascertain what was
to be done, then go ahead and do it. It
was a plain business proposition, and one
in which all present were interested.

Add. C. Hinkson said that during the past
two years the southern portien of the State
had enjoyed and were now enjoying a high
degree of prosperity. This was altogether
due to the push, energy and perseverance
of that people. We have been asleep for
many years. Business that came to our
doors unsolicited we have welcomed; but
there has been neither individual nor con-
certed action to in any way improve our
condition. For a sleepy town, Sacramento
HAS DONE QUITKE WELL,

But the time has come when it is neces-
sary that we should come together and at
least help ourselves to what is within our
reach. It is an undisputed fact that Sacra-
mento has superior advantages over Los
Angeles, or any other section of Southern
California. We have better soil, better
climate, more varied products, raise larger
crops, and have a better market than they
do. We are backed by an immense coun-
try of land whose fertility is not equaled
in the Union. Where Los Angeles has one
acre of tillable soil we have hundreds.
Where she has one inch of water we have
rivers running to the sea. Whereshe has
barren, rocky, cactus wastes, we have hills
and mountains studded with timber, the
finest forests in the world, all contributory
to this city; and if ours does not become
the most densely populated, the wealthi-
est section in the State, the

MOST DESIRABLE PLACE ON THE COAST

To live it is our own fault. The principal ob-
ject of this meeting to-night is to wake up
at home, to secure if possible street railway
communication, which we long since
should have had, to our beautiful homesin
this the best part of Sacramento. If we
can induce R. 8.

Mr. Hinkson moved that it was the sense
of the meeting that the proposed line was
verv desirablé, in fact a necessity, and the
duty of all property holders along the pro-
posed roufe to contribate liberally toward
securing it.

The motion was put and carried, without
a dissenting vote.

Samuel Blair gaid he was very much in
favor of the proposed road, but he would
like to have it understood that the street
car proprietors run a regular line of cars,
such as would accommodate the people.
If they were to run one or two cars, with
long iuntervals between {rips, we would
not be much better off than we are to-day.
He was in favor, however, of the road and
would nuse his endeavor to sccure it, and
to see that it should be operated in a way
that would bring to the people the accom-

modations they needed. One thing, he
said,

SHOULD GO HAND IN HAND
With this movement, and that was the

opening up of the streets and alleys, The
eastern portion of our city to-day, what is
it? Nothing but a ** sparrow-grass ranch.”
[Applause.] 1 will give more toward open-
ing up our streets and alleys than I will
towards street railways, for I regard the
former as more in a direct line toward the
prosperity cf our city than the latter. I
think it is sbout time that those people
who have been farming our streets and
alleys for years, renting them out for cul-
tivation to others who don't pay a cent of
taxes on theui, should be made to throw
them open to the public. The speaker was
rather severe upon the Board of City Trus-

Board did not comply with the law, per-
form his sworn duty, and compel these
ranchers to opén up desirable streets,
Let us

HAVE THE TRUSTEES DO THEIR DUTY

Or know ihe reason why, and turn the
‘ sparrow grass ranch ” into a city. [Im-
mense applause. ]

Add. C. Hinkson said Mr. Blair was en-
tirely correct : that this refusing to open up
streets and alleys in whole sections of the
city had done much to retard its progress.
e estimated that had the streets been
opened years ago, in compliance with the
law, which was plain and mandatory, at
least $500,000 worth of property would
have been added to our assessment rolland
in so much would have reduced the rate of
taxation.

Resolved, That we demand of our City Trus-
tees that they shall, in the faithful discharge of
their official duties, cause said streets and alleys
to be opened.

Resolved, That we will regard any person who
may refuse to open to the public any of said
streets aud alleys when requested so to do, and
all persons who may in any way throw any im-
pediment in the way of opening said streets and
alleys, as enemies to our city and as inimical to
our best interests,

Resoived, That we will use all reasonable
means to induce our City Trustees to cause said
streets aud alleys to be opened.

R. 8. Carey, who came into the meeting
at this time of the proceedings, was called
out by Mr. Hinkson, who briefiy stated to
him the objects of the meeting, what was
desired, and asked if the railroad company
could do anything, or if they had any
proposition to make. :

r. Carey said he attended the meeting
by invitation, aud was not fully posted as
to what its objects were. He was in favor
as a citizen of doing everything in his
power to assist in bnilé’ing up Sacramento,
and especially its suburbs.

All there is in it is the hope for better basi-
ness in the future. We have many street
lmprovements to make, and have many
difficulties to contend with. The streets
are often almost impassable in winter, be-
cause the property-holders refuse to make
the necessary streetimprovements. I haye
been ready for many months to extend the
line out K street to Twentieth. The iron
is all on hand, one-half the ties are on the
ground, and the road will be built any time
within sixty days when the property-
owners on that street from Elev-
enth to Fourteenth bring the street
up to the grade. We cannot and will not
build a road on streets where they are not
graded. Let the property holders obey the
order of the Board of Trustees along these
three blocks, which will only cost a trifle,
and that road will be
BUILT ANL OPERATED IMMEDIATELY.

When we get the K-street line to Twen-
tieth street, then we will keep carrying out
each line toward Thirty-first street just as
fast as the business will justify.

Philip Scheld—In order to build the line
proposed up H and O and across Twenty-
eighth streets it will necessitate the build-
ing of fifteen blocks. What will it cost ?

Mr. Carey—The rail can be laid, bedded
and put in condition for about $400 per
block. The *bob-tail” cars cost from
$1,100 to $1,300.- We are willing to do any-
thing in reason. My idea would be not to
run a cross line, but extend H, K and O to
Thirty-first street. This would accommo-
date all the residentsand be easy to operate,

Mr. Hinkson—OQur first object should be
to see what can be done with those prop-
erty-holders on K street,and get them if
possible to grade their street. Let us ap-
point a committee for that purpose, and
another to confer with Mr. Carey and ar-
range for the construction of the road out
H and O, and across Twenty-eighth street.

Mr. Carey—I want it distinctly under-
stood that I don't ask any one to put up
money to build a road for me to operate.
It will benefit the property-holders from
the moment it is laid, but it will not be a
paying investment for some years. If any
one waunts to run the East Park route
I WILL GIVE THEM A CAR

To do it. I don’t ask any subsidy; I
would not take any. If you want me to
boom your property, then I want you to
pay for it, and I will guarantee to run the
road. I will run it asagreed, and will bind
myself so to do in a manner that
there will be no escape from it. [Ap-
plause.] A man came to me this week,
who is trying, with others, to boom up
some blocks in the southeastern portion of
the city, and wanted me to allow them to
say in the Bee, editorially or locally, that I
was going to run a road to that section
out bevond Y street. The man was a
stranger to me. I told him I was not
going to build that way. I was a
man of but " few words. I would
not lend my name to swindle anybody,
and if he chose to put such an article in
the Bee to boom that section, to rob people
out of their money, I would brand him
the very next day as a liar over my signa-

ture in the Recorp-UsionN.  [Ap-
plause.] We all know that the
street railroad booms property. Look
at Twentieth street, where the cars

only run occasionally on stable trips, see
how it is built up. Let us be sanare and
above board in all we do and we will suc-
ceed. Ishallnot allow any one to boom
an outlying section of the city by the use
of my name,

On motion of Mr. Hinkson the follow-
ing commiiteec was appointed to confer
with Mr. Carey, to interview the property
holders on K street from Eleventh to Four-
teenth, and to present the resolutions
adopted by the meeting to the Board of
City Trustees on Monday next.

Clunie Opera House.
The Macallister-Jaguarine entertainment
last night was made up of three divisions—
modern magic by J. M. Macallister:
statuesque posing by Mlle. Jaguarine and
Mlle. Lontine, and sword contests belween
Jaguarine and Fred J. Englehardt.
Macallister is an expert in modern magic,
does well what he undertakes, and gives a
very large number of tricks, without any
special noveity that has not been intro-
duced here before. The posing by Jagu-
rine and her assistant was superior, both
being of fine figure, graceful, and costumed
with accuracy to the Grecian and Latin art
models. The armor and weaponry used
by Jaguarine were especially noticeable for
their completeness and finish. The
posing filled eleven numbers, in one
of which * Diana in the Chase” was
introduced a splendid specimen of the boar-
hound. The statues were Jason, Bachus
and Bachante, Mercury, Melpomode, Terp-
sichore, Futerpe, Thalia, Minerva Protect-
ing Innocence, Judith with the Head of
Holofernes, Spoils of War, Diana. The
conclusion of the entertainment was t®o
contests between Jaguarine and Engle-
hardt. The first was with foils, the fencing
being brilliant, and the most rapid ever

seen here. Experts insist that its
real skill and rapidity is not re-
vealed to those unaccustomed to the

school of fencing Jaguarine has in Engle-
hardt a contestant of long practice and
superior skiil. He asserts that in no enter-
tainment yet have these assaults been mere
exhibition, but that the woman fences
with as much earnestness and impetuosity
as if before a stranger for a large wager,
and demands of him his best efforts to re-
sist her; that she cannot, indeed, “play”
in this matter. There was an entire ab-
sence of the conventional * feeling” with
the foiis so common to stage fencing, but it
was a lightning-like play and flash of the
weapons from begining to end. The two
made touches equally, standing four to
four, when Jaguarine won by the fifth,
catching Englehardt at the base of the
throat, and doubling her foil like a whip.
The rapier con'e:t—for 'five cuts—iollowed
immediately. Both wore heavy face
and throat-masks with steel bars, but no
armeor or cork jackets, or other protect’on
except beits. To the uaninitiated the con-
test appeared brief, and not remarkably
skillful. But experts pronounce it as a
sharp and skillful contest. Jaguarine made
five cuts, and Engelbardt two. But the
woman'’s were so quick, her return to parry
and cut after feint so lightnirg-like, that
the non-expert was really unable tc realize
what it was about. Jaguarine is accredited
everywhere by the press to be the most
skillful sword expert living. Her defeat of
Sergeant Owen Davis, the world's cham-
pion, of Captain Jennings, Captain Mar-
shall, Captain Englebrecht and others are
well known. She is a marvel in wrist
strength, and flexibility of wrist and arm,
and delivers blows with terrific force. The
rapiers weighing three and a half pounds
and being 32 inches in length, will give
some idea of the force of the blow they
may be made to convey. The entertain-
ment will be repeated to-night. It would
be a decided improvement if the two
sword contests could be placed apart, and
neither be made a concluding number.
They lose in effect by having the final cur-
tain fall upon them.
