Therefore, we iope that you will
promptly hand in your name to the society or
to the Canvassing Committee for membership
in the Association.

Quite an extended exchange of views
was engaged in concerning the appoint-
ment of the several Standing Committees
provided for in the rules adopted. It was
finally agreed to make an effort to largely
increase the membership of the Associa-
tion befor: the commitees were selected so
that as large a number as possible 1:ight
be had from which to select those hest
qualified for the various branches of work
to be entered upon.

Upon motion of Mr. Galiatin, it was or-
dered that a committee of three be ap-
pointed to select 500 names, or such num-
ber as they skall deem best, who shall be
requested o become members and aid ac-
tively in the work.

The thirty or forty
millions of people living in the North-
western States and Territories are learning
the fact that California is a good country to
inhabit, and the carrying capacity of the
Southern Paciiic Company will this fall
and winter be taxed to its utmost in trans-
porting passengers to California. The rail-
road people are doing a noble work for the
State, and should be supported thoroughly
by your people in their efforts.

It is necessary that you be prepared to
receive the multitude that is coming. Do
not permit avarice or greed to drive away
those who come seeking homes. Letthose
who have land for sale dispose of it at a fair
price. I cannot tell a farmer from Michi-
gan, Ohio, or Minnesota to sel his land at
$50, $75 or $100 per acre and g0 out there
and pay the same price for other lard. In
vain I talk the climate to him: in vain I
inform him of the products of the soil. In
a large number of cases they can’t and
won't understand it. So it iS necessary
that small or medium-sized farms be sold
these new-comers at fair prices.

I am satisfied that none of us, even in
Californie, are posted thoroughly abont the
respurces or capacity of the country. In
my trip down the San Joaquin valley
recently Ifound land in Kern county, south
of Tulare Lake, which, in quality of soil,
climatic advantages, ete., will compare
favorably with the most favored locality in
California. I saw water from artesian
wells flowing out clear, pure and bright ; I
saw the land covered with verdure, and no
evidences of desert, such as I had supposed
existed in that locality. I rode for miies
over the level plains on land entirely free
from “hog wallow;” I saw very little
alkali lands, although there are some
tracts white with it, but I found the condi-
tions of climate and soil favorable for the
maintenance of thousands of people, and
through the vista of the near future I
could see this vast plain, covered with the
vine and the fruit tree and the prosperous,
happy homes of a contented people.

I know that the lands in the Sacramento
valley will be utilized soon by settlers, and
there is much near your city which will be
seitled on before long. It is the duty
of your citizens to prepare for these people
and make things as pleasant as possible
for them when they come. When large
trains of excursionists are coming, meet
them at the depot with fruits and Howers,
and, above all, with that hearty greeting
which Californians know so well how to do.

I am trying in my feeble way to do all I
can to thoroughly advertise vou and to
send forward the people. At least every
two weeks hereafter the overland train
from the East will be obliged to run in
two sections, and sometimes more. to carry
tk.e passengers, so look out for them. and
your outlying districts will soon be filled
with industrious, intelligent people. Yours
