LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
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Improvement of M Street.

The Street Commissioner last eveming
posted notices on M street of the intention
of the Trustees to grade that thoreughfare
from Second to Tenth. Efforts to improve
this street have been several times at-
tempted, and always defeated by the oppo-
sition of a portion of the property holders.
T'his is an improvement in which the em-
tire city is interested, and no opposition
must be permitted to farther postpone this
piece of public work. Already protests are
being circulated, and another desperate
effort is thus to be made to keep M sireet
in the mud and water condition
for which it is proverbial in winter.
Here is an opportunity for the City Im-
provement Association to show its useful-
ness, and it should at once direct its entire
attention and effort, if necessary, to reclaim
this leading avenue of the city, and make
it what it should be—a grand boulevard.
It is just such improvements as this that
form an important part of the work of the
Association, and it cannot be accomplished
by indifferent action. Let this “ declaration
of intention to improve,” which has just
been issned by the City Trustees, be made
effectual, if every member of the Improve-
ment Association, as well as every other
public-spirited citizen, has to take a hand
in the matter. If the Association cannot
accomplish this, it may as well * shut up
shop.”

City Trustees.

The Board of City Trustees met yester-
day morning, all the members present.

W. E. Osborn asked permission to build
a frame house on Eighth street, between
1and J, which is within the fire limits.
Mr. Oppenheim. who lives in that vicinity,
protested, The building is intended for an
ice-house. The matter was referred to
Street Commissioner Ryan and the Chief
Engineer of the Fire Department.

During the past week according to the
report of the engineer of the water works,
33,376,000 gallons of water were pumped
from the Sacramento river into the mains
of this city.

The Board of Health has protested
against the dumping of garbage within the
city limits, and especially in the vacant
lots, between 8 and T, Twelfth and Thir-
teenth streets. Before passing an ordinance
prohibiting the dumping of garbage with-
in the city the Board should secure a place
forit. Acting upon this advice the matter
was taken under advisement for one week.

The bonds of J. Touhey, B. Labs and G.
Magray, contractors for street improve-
ments, were read and approved.

An ordinance was passed which made it
compulsory on the Building Inspector to
inspect all the awnings on the business
streets, for the purpose of ascertaining
whether or not they are safe. An ordinance
was also introduced relating to the im-
provement of the appearance of the busi-
ness streets, regulating the size and hang-
ing of signs. .

Resolutions of intention were passed for
the improvement of M street, from Second
to Tenth, by grading and graveling to the
official grade, and the regulation redwood
curbings and stone crosswalks.

A petition was received from the syndi-
cate that owns the blocks of land bounded
by R and Y, Twenty-eighth and Thirty-
first streets, requesting that the streets in
that portion of the city be opened. The
matter was referred to the Street Commis-
sioner.

I. Greer and others were granted per-
mission to use water to sprinkle the lower
Stockton road for a distance of one mile
from the city.

State Fair Outlook.
There never was a time when the pros-
pects for a successful State Fair was
righter than it is now. The greater part
of the cattle and horse stalls have been en-

gaged already, ana the probability is that
the accumnmémions of the Society will be
taxed to their utmost. Arrangements are
already in progress to extend the present
limits of accommodations so as to afford
more space for all kinds of live stock, and
enable the display of all exhibits in the
best manner possible. The entries for the
colt stakes, which closed at the end of the
vear, are one-third larger than ever before.
From present indications, the people and
exhibitors of the interior propose to take
more active interest in the coming session
of the State Fair than ever before, and this
is highly commendable to them. Appli-
cations for space in the Pavilion are also
being received quite rapidly. The plat of
the exhibition halls is now ready for ex-
amination, and thcse who desire space
will do well to apply early, as evidently
there will no space remain unoccupied this
year.

Sunday’s Storm.
While Sacramento was only troubled by
a high wind Sunday, there was a severe
storm within a few miles of the city. A
gentleman who left town about 3 A. .,

going toward Auburn, found, after crossing
the American, that there had been rain
enough to lay the dust a short time previ-
ously. As he advanced the road became
muddy, and before he reached the Fifteen-
mile House he found large pools of water
in the ditches alongside the road. At that
stopping-place he was informed that about
2. M. there was an exceedingly heavy
rainfall, accompanied by thunder and
lightning of the real old-fashioned “States”
variety. A railroad man who was at
Knight's Landing Sanday says that there
was a severe rain and hail-storm in that
vicinity. At one place, five or six miles
above the Landing, the hailstones were
very large, and fell to a depth of about
three inches, about 3 p. . The storm
seemed to skip around and be severe in
spots. While it did not do heavy damage
to crops generally, at a locality between
Woodland and Knight's Landing the hail
stripped the leaves from trees in a remark-
ably complete manner for about six acres,
and beat down the grain.

Refuse to Build a Ladder.

Fish Commissioner Routier, who was in
the city yesterday, stated that the Commis-
sioners a few days ago vicited Taylorville,
Marin county, where there is a dam in
Paper Mill creek about twenty feet in
hight. Of course it is impossible for trout
or other fish to pass the obstruction, but
the owners of the dam refuse to putina
fish ladder. Some years since Fish Com-
missioner Redding prosecuted them and
won the case in the Superior Court and
subsequently when it was appealed to the
Supreme Court. A rehearing was then
prayed for by the defendants, and some-
bow or other, when the matter was stirred
up again after considerable delay, a por-
tion of the paFers had disappeared. The
present Board of Commissioners are not
inclined to let the owners of the dam tri-
umph, but will commence legal proceed-
ings anew unless the fish ladder is built.

A~ UxrorTUNATE YoOUTH.—The Bulletin
of last evening published the following:
*“Special officer Holbrook of the Society

for the Prevention of Cruelty to Children,
found a nine-year-old boy in a Mission
street lodging-house, in a starving condi-
tion. After the hoy had been fed at the
City Prison he told a sadstory. His father,
Robert Woodside, separated from his
mother about four years ago and went to
Sacramento, where he now resides. Since
his father's departure his mother has been
living with & negro, who is a waiterina
restaurant on Post street. The boy will be
cared for by the Boys'and Girls’ Aid So-
ciety.

Assavrr 10 Murper.—Deputy Constable
Swift has arrested a young man named
Charles Freeman on a complaint sworn out

by M. D. Baullard, charging him with an
assatlt to murder. Justice Post has set the.
case fer hearing at 10 A. M. to-morrow.
The difficulty took place near Roseville,
but in this county,and Bullard alleges that
Freeman struck him with a piece of bed-
rock and also endeavored to use a club. It
does not sppear to be a very serious case,
but there is much feeling manifested, and
there are ramors that there was a woman
at the bottom of the unpleasantness.

The steamier Dover has been launched
from the marine-ways on the Yolo side of
the river, after receiving a thorough over
hauling, and is now ready for the season’s
work in grain-carrving.

Birthday Banquet.

Louis Kallisch, a member of the Associa-
tion of California Pioneers, is in the habit
of giving an annual banquet to the fellow-
members of that Association on the 13th
day of June—his birthday. He came to
California in 1849, has lived in Sacramento
most of the time since, and is now 74 years
of age. Hale, hearty, active, reads with-
out glasses, and though he has passed his
three score and ten, is younger in appear-
ance than many who are 40 years younger.
Last evening this annual banquet was held
in the banquet hall of the Asso-
ciation, and was largely attended by those
who came to California in 1849. G. W.
Chesley, the President of the Association,
presided at the head of the table, and made
a neat speech complimentary to the aged
host, full of feeling and sentiment. Mr.
Kallisch responded in appropriate lan guage,
giving some interesting reminiscences of
his adventures in the early days of Cali-
fornia. Elwood Bruner, A. Leonard, A.
Logan, D. D. McRae, Frank Foster, J. S.
Miller, James MeGuire and others made
brief addresses. In his remarks Mr. Ches-
ley said that it also was the thirty-eighth
anniversary of his arrival in San Fran-
cisco, and he insisted that at that time he
was quite young, only weighed 130 pounds
and was strikingly handsome. Heis quite
yeuthful in appearance yet; his avoirdu-
poise has increased slightly, but time has
dealt quite kindly with him, and he still
retains the “ good looks” in a marked de-
gree.
