OFFICIALS IN TROUBLE.
Sheriff Cramer, of Denver, and His Dep-

uties Charged with Swindling.
Denver. June 16th.— Considerable ex-

citement was created in political circles
here this evening by the Grand Jury re-
taining six indictments against SherilT
Cramer for false pretenses and malfeasance
inoffice. Itis alleged that he has been in
the habit of making overcharges for trans-
porting prisoners to the Penitentiary,
charging $5 per day for guards, when the
fact has been that he was only paying $2or
$3, and other illegal transactions of a simi-
lar character. Indictments are also re-
tained against Under Sheriff J. M.Chiving-
ton, Deputies Lynds and Thornton, charg-
ing them with perjury in charging for
services never rendered. Deputy Sprock
went on the Sherill's bond for his appear-
ance in the Criminal Court to-day, and the
Sheriff went bail for the appearance of his
Depnties. The Sheriff declares that there
has been no illegal transactions in his
office, and that the matter is a persecution
upon the part ot political enemies, and he
has no fear that he willnot be able to vin-
dicate himself. Colonel ChLv ington was
the officer who, in 1864, led two regiments
of volunteers in the famous Sand Creek
massacre in southern Colorado, at which
time several hundred Aranahoe and Chey-
enne Indians werebutchered.
