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OF MEXICAN POLICEMEN.

The Trade of Robbery and Assas-
sination, and the Manner in
Which it is Carried On.

{t is a popular belief in this country, but
probably an erroneous one, that no stranger
ever comes to the Mexican Capital without
having his past history and future plans
thoroughly looked into by the police and
carefully recorded at headquarters. Be
that asit may, common thieves, confidence-
men and foot-pads find little chance in the
streets of Mexico City. One never reads
here of assault and battery cases, of high-
way robberies or pocket-picking: but, as
elsewhere, while the little fish are so care-
fully guarded, the big ones (those who steal
genteelly, by thousands) generally manage
to escape the nets.

In this section, the favorite stamping-
ground for criminals of all classes is just
outside the city limits, in the Boulevard de
la Reforma—the magnificent driveway con-
structed by Emperor Maximilian as an ay-
enue of approach to hig palace at Chapulte-
pec. Brilliant as is the scene it presents on
every pleasant afternoon when crowded
with the beauty and fashion of the Capital,
it is neither a safe nor pleasant place after
nightfall, Before Maximilian's day it was
a wild and desert suburb, full of hollows,
nooks and hiding-places, where more mur-
ders and courtships were nightly couducted
than in any other spot of equal size on the
continent. The Mexicans have a proverb,
characteristic of the race, which means
* Where women are, blood is not far off.”
Were not the modest moon so reticent of
her secrets, she could tell

[n the city proper, the police system is as
nearly perfect as anything in Mexico. At
every street corner, by night and by day, a
patrolman stands—not exactly a patroiman
either, because he seldom moves. All day
long he stands like a statue, motionless
and silent as a wooden Indian, unless ad-
dressed by some passer-by—when he an-
questions with the greatest
urbanity. Should a row occur, however,
within hearing distance, he is off like a
shot to assist his fellows; or if one takes
place in his beat, two or three brother offi-
cers rush as promptly to his assistance. It
is not wise to get mixed up in any kind of
street disturbance in the City of Mexico,
for these silent and urbane policemen are
more

They seldom use their clubs, but in ap-
parently uncontrollable excitement seize
the short swords that dangle around their
heels, and deal terrible blows to the right
and left , or, if the supposed offender turns
to flee, they shost him wi.h unerring aim.

I was an unwilling witness to a fearful
scene in Monterey. A drunken American,
sallying forth in pursuit of “ fun.” entered
a house and frighted a woman, who
screamed for the police. Though he had
done no actual damage, and it could not be
proved that he had even said an offensive
word, the policemen flew upon him with
their swords. Attempting to escape, he
was brought down with a shot, and so
hacked and beaten that he died next day.
To be sure he had behaved badly—but no
worse than thousands do daily in the
United States, who are punished at the
most by a fine or *' thirty days;” yet there
was no protest against such high-handed
punishment, and nothing was ever said, to
my knowledge, on the part of the murdered
American.

The night policeman brings to his post a
lantern and a blanket. The former he puts
in the middle of the street, and all carriages
are compelled to keep to the right of the
row of lanterns which glimmer, at regular
distances, from one end of the street to the
other. So long as people are passing he
stands at the corner, alert but motionless,
as by day. In those late hours, when hurry-
ing footfalls and rolling carriages are no
longer beard, and all the world is supposed
to be asleep, he retires tosome neighboring
doorway, wraps his blanket around him,
and lies down to pleasant dreams. Then it
is best to be safely housed, unless bent,
vourself, on murd r or highway robb ry.

An Amer-
ican residing here discharged his porter for
dishonesty and denounced him to the pub-
tic. The vindictive fellow watched his
opportunity, and gave the rendezvous to
three of his * pals” in the doorway of his
former master’s house.

As proot of the leniency- with which
crimes and eriminals are here regarded, it
may be stated that a prominent and well-
xpown officer of the Mexican army was

by a politician to remove a rival from 'his
path, receiving four doliars, in advance, for
the service. This was at the time of Maxi-
milian’s overthrow, and the troubled state
of the country saved him from punish-
ment, although there was no doubt of his
guilt. His subsequent services to the Lib-
eral party as a partisan free-booter not only
* purified 7 him from this crime, but se-
cured him a pension of $1,500 per annum
and the rank of Brigadier-General.

Another case, among hundreds that
might be mentioned, is that of a former
Prefect of Police in the city of Morelia.
This official, whose valor is unquestioned,
had long been feared throughout the State
of Michoacan as the desperate leader of a
gang of robbers and cutthroats, who leyied
their demands upon travelers and rich ha-
ciendas—and enforced them, too—with
impunity. Many wild tales are told of his
Robin Hood exploits, of gold confiscated
and men conscripted to his service, of
maidens carried screaming to his mountain
baunts, and innumerable murders among
those who resisted.

At last the wily Governmenthit upon a
pian of winning over to its service this
worthy, whom forde of arms had failed to
subdue—viz.: by offering him a higher
premium than tke wages of his wicked-
ness. Appealing to his own interest, he
was made commander of the Rurales, a
sort of distriet militia, with a fine salary
and almost unlimited local power. The
people must have trembled at first when
the experiment was tried, but it proved a
complete success. On the old principle,
that “it takes a rogue to catch a rogue,”’ no
portion of the country is now more free
from robbers than that under his control.

INSECURITY OF LIFE AND PROPERTY
Than the fact that everybody who can af-
ford it—even the merest boys and most
women—carry immense self-cocking re-
volvers continvally about them, whi'e
those unable to purchase these implements
of death content themselves with any sort
of swords, stilettoes or daggers, and the
poorest peon has his well-sharpened knife
or machete,

In many portions of Mexico crimes,
which in any otber civilized country would
arouse popular indignation to the utmost,
are daily perpetrated without attracting the
slightest notice of the authorities. Insome
States robbery isrampant amongall classes,
from the peasant who thrusts his hand into
your pocket in the market-piace, up to the
highest local officials, whose peculations
amount to thousands per annum. What
wonder that common thieves increase and
multiply,. when tho.e of superior caste
occupy the highest local positions? What
wonder that secret clans of stout fellows
abound—industrious lads of high spirit—
who prefer the knife and pistol to any
other implements, mechanical or agricult-
ural, for gaining a livelihood? What
wonder the country is infested with band-
its, when it is a well known fact that in
many quarters both the police and the
military (many of them ex-highwaymen
themselves) are in direct connivance with
these knights of the road, so that no at-
tempts are made to bring them to justice?

Are in the habit of assembling quietly at
the usual time and places of thearrival and
departure of wayfaring people to note with
care their comings and goings and to find
means of ascertaining with astonishing
accuracy the amount of wordly wealth
they may carry about, with a view to sally-
ing forth later and relieving them of goods
to which they might be too much attending
for the welfare of their souls. g

# ASES
SCALE INSECTS.

AGLINST

Interesting Experiments for Extir-
pating the White (Cottony
Cushion) Scale—Results,

Some time ago the Agricultural Depart-
ment was requested by A. B. and A. S,
Chapman, L. H. Titus and J. C. Newton,
prominent orange-growers of Los Angeles
county, to consider experiments with the
view of determining the efficacy of certain
gases as insecticides—with special refer-
ence to the white scale, Jeerya purchasi.
The following is a summary of results, of
which a full report will be published here-
after.

The use of gases for this purpose has
been long contemplated, and various ap-
pliances have been suggested for the ready
application of any efficacious gas. The
ease with which gas penetrates to all parts
of the tree naturally suggests its use as pre-
ferable to washes, which at best leave many
parts of the foliage and infested branches
untouched, g¢ven when sprayed with the
greatest care. In order that the gas may
be an efficient insecticide, it must be so
poisonous that even when apolied in small
quantities it produces fatal results; for in
the application the air confined in the tent
covering the tree dilutes the gas to agreat ex-
tent. Again,the zas must be capable'f being
geperated quickly in sufficient volume,
The record below shows that cnly one of
the gases employed fulfilled these condi-
tions to a satistactory extent. Preliminary
experiments with eome others having
shown their unfitness for the purpose,
either on account of expense or because of
injury to the foliage, or imperfect action on
the insects, their study was not pursued
farther,

APPLIANCES POR APPLICATION.

The tent for covering the tree is made of
heavy bed-ticking, thoroughly oiled with
linseed oil. This cloth serves the purpose

and easily folded.

The support of the tent, devised by Mr.
Titus, is a very ingeniously contrived scaf-
folding mounted on wheels, ‘which serve
to move it from one tree to another. Its
dimensions are 26 feet high, with a base of
20x20 feet. Its upper part is 20x12, and
carrjes upon the top a roller made of gal-
vanized iron (6 inches in diameter and 12
feet long), upon which the tent is rolled
when taken from the tree. Side guy-ropes
are attached to the bottom of the tent and
run through pulleys at the upper corners of
the scaffold. They are used to open the
tent when i{ is to be dropped over the tree,
and to fold it up when it is removed. The
lightness of the apparatus allows of its
being easily removed by two men, who
operate the whole. If necessary, two or
more tents can be handled by the same
scaffolding, one tent being left over a tree
while the scatfolding is moved o the next.
In adjusting the tent. the bottom is placed
on the ground about three feet from the
tree and covered with earth. This brings
the gas to bear upon the base of the tree
and the surrounding soil.

The generator in which the gases were
produced consists of a heavy sheet-iron
cylinder, 11 inches in diameter and 13
inches high. The bottom rests on a plank,
and to the top is fitted a movable cover sus-
pended in a frame by a bench-screw. Into
the cover are fitted two pieces of gas-pipe—
one for the exit of the gas toward the tent,
and the other, connected with a pump, car-
ries the gas which returns from the tent.
Two small reservoirs are also inserted in
the cover; in these are contained the solu-
tions which are to flow into the generator
for the production of the gas.

In order to establish circulation and to
force the gas into the tent, a pump is used,
which also serves to exhaust the gas from
the upper part of the tent, and to force it
again through the generator. Itis proposed
to replace the pump by a small fan-blower,
which is much more expeditious than the
common pump which was used.

THE GASES EXPERIMENTED WITH.

Among the gases used were chlorine,
sulphuretted hydrogen, amonia, carbon
bisulphide, carbon monoxide, ecarbonie
acid, hydroeyanic acid, and carbolic acid
vaporized by heat. 2

Chlorine.—Some preliminary  experi-
ments were made in small vessels into
which this gas had been introduced. Some
infested branches were allowed to remain
in them for times varying from 5 to 35
minutes, without any noticeable effect be-
ing produced on the insect. Atmospheres
more strongly saturated with the gas proved
fatal to the insect in a short time. In other
treatments, extending over 18 hours, with
less saturated atmospberes, only a small
percentage of the insects were killed. No
decided effects were mnoticeable on the
foliage unless the gas was very concen-
trated.

Carbon Bisulphide.—A lime tree, 12 feet
in diameter of top, was treated with the
vapor of 2} pounds of sulphide of carbon
for 45 minutes. At the end of this time
the insects were lively, and during the
treatment had crawled up and collected
around a rope surrounding the tree, at the
point where the gas was being injected
trom the hose. It proved that the gas thus
used injures neither the insects nor the
foliage. It is upon record, however, that
in cases where the vapor has not been thor-
oughly diffused, but was allowed to flow
down from an open vessel placed in the
top of the tent, serious injury was done to
ihe foliage at points where the undiiuted
vapor flowed down.

Sulphuretted Hydrogen.—Several {reat-
ments with this gas were made on a small
scale, the application lasting from 5 to 35
minutes. The effects produced either with
diluted or concentrated gas were similar to
those produced by chlorine, except that
even the concentrated sulphnretted hydro-
gen did not injuriously affict the foliage.
An experiment inwhich a whole tree was
treated in the tent for 45 minutes, with
quite concentrated sulphuretted gas,
. showed clearly that the effect was far from
being satisfactory ; the insects for the mo-
ment were stupefied, but in the course of
an hour and a half the majority of them
were again moving about,

Ammonia—The vapor from one pound
and a half of strong ammonia water was
applied to an 11-foot lime tree for 30 min-
utes. The 1esults were disastrous to the
foliage ; the leaves were all scalded, and in
a few days all dropped from the tree, and
even the newer growth of wood was in-
jured. The insect:, however, were not per-
ceptibly harmed.

Carbon Monoxide.—Very strong  hopes
have been entertained by many for the suc-
cessful application of this gas. Its appa-
rent cheapness and easy production, when
the necessary plant is once erected, would
recommend it. Unfortunately our experi-
ments show that it is not sufficiently ef-
fective to warrant its use. The gas was ob-
tained by forcing air through a small tur-
nace filled with red-hot charcoal, care being
taken to cool and to measure the gas before
applying it. No appreciable effect was
noticeable after forty minutes. In a dupli-
cate experiment, in which the charcoal
was more strongly ignited and continuously
introduced into the barrel for thirty min-
utes, only slightly better results were ob-
tained.

( Oxalic Acid.—It was thought that the

production of carbon monoxide by decom-
position of oxalic acid by heat might be
substituted for the previous method of gen-
erating this gas. One-quarter of a pound
of oxalic was ignited, and the gases applied
in a manner similar to that of the preced-
ing experiment. Neither the insects nor
the foliage were harmed in the least. This
experiment has incidentally shown that
the vapor of formic and oxalic acids, also
produced during the heating of the latter,
is likewise ineflective.

Carbolic Acid.—It had been suggested
that carbolic acid vaporized by heat would
prove fatal to the insect. A dose of half a
pound of liquid acid was volatilized in the
furnace, and the vapor blown in the vessel
containing the infected branch. Attheend
of twenty minutes all the old insects were
still alive, and some of the young ones, just
moited, were moving about. An hour later
the foliage appeared as if scalded.

Hydrocyanic Acid.—It was only with
hydrocyanic acid, or prussic acid (generated
by the action of sulphuric acid on potas-
sium cyanide), that sufficiently fatal effects
were secured to warrant a more thorough
determination of the time of exposure and
guantiﬁa of mrterial which would pro-

uce the best resnlts. Numerons experi-
ments were carried on for this purpose, and
it was shown that even small amounts
were effective. It was also shown that even
in these small quantities an injurious effect
upon the foliage was produced. In the be-
ginning of the experiments, * mining cya-
nide ” of potassium was used. Itisa verv
impure material. and contains along with
the cyanide a considerable amount of car-
borate of potassium. -For this reason

best, as it is very closely woven, is pliable

jured. Treatments varying in dose from
4 to 12 ounces of cyanide, and in time
from 15 to 60 minutes, showed that the
effect produced on the {foliage by longer
treatwment was not proportionally greater
tban tbat produced by short trcatinent,
Neither was the effect of longer treatments
proportionally more fatal to the insects. It
was thus clearly shown that the gas mix-
ture should be of considerable strength in
order to insure rapid action.

The efiect of the gas was so disastrous to
the foliage that it became necessary to find
some . means of remedying this trouble.
This was sought in applying a second gas,
which might preserve the foliage. Sul-
phuretted hydrogen was therefore injected
into the tent, together with the cvanide
gas, both from the same generator; a por-
tion of the sulphuretted hydrogen being
introduced before the cyanide was gener-
ated. It was found that the iusects ap-
Lmared stupefied when the tent was raised,

ut large numbers revived in a few hours.
The eflect of the cyanide seemed therefore
to have been decreased by the sulphuretted
Lydrogen. The foliage was not preserved,
although not so badly affected as by treat-
ments of cyanide alone.

Carbonic acid gas was next tried. Trees
were treated with larger doses of cyanide
than heretofore used, and the carbonic
acid from 11 pounds of carbonate of soda
was at the same time introduced with these
drses. The insects were killed and the
foliage of a 12-foot tree remained unharmed,
while that of a 14-foot tree with the same
amount of carbonic acid was slightly in-
jaréd, Thus it was shown that it wonld
require 1% pounds of bicarbonate of soda
to preserve tree-tops 12 feet in diameter,
and that with this protection the deadly
cyanide could be successfully used.

The-regulation of the doses for the dif-
ferent sized trees so as to produce uniforn:
{reatmentsjis caiculated on the!basis of the
results of the experiments which deter-
mined the amount of each constituent for
a 12-foot free. The following table indi-
cates the amounts for trees of different
dimensions of top, based upon the rates of
cubical contents:

In order to apply the doses easily they
are prepared so that the required amounts
of each ingredient can be directly meas-
ured. The eyanide solution is prepared hy
dissolving, say ten pounds of the solid salt
in about 2} gallons of water, warmed nearly
to the boiling point, stirring at intervals,
cooling, and then diluting to 2} gallons,
This solutionwill contain abont one ounce of
cvanide potassinm to 2! fluid ounces of the
liquid. =
The bicarbonate of soda is pulverized
finely and measured off in a vessel markod,
s0 as to designate pounds and fractions of a
pound of the solid material. Itis then
placed in the generator, and the dose of
cyanide mixed with it, and, if neces-
sary, a little water added to make
it into a thin paste. After adding
the measured dose of sulphuric acid,
the pump is worked slowly at first, and
more rapidiv after the gas has passed into
the tent. The time for each treatment
must be determined by future experiments;
15 minutes seemed to be quite sufficient
when the cyanide alone was used, but it
may be desirable to extend the treatment
to 30 minutes when the foliage is proteeted
by the carbonic acid gas.

It is advisable that the treatments
should follow cultivation after about four
days, so that all weeds and places where
the insect may find lodgment would be de-
stroyed. The insect will then be on, or
very near, the tree; the fitting of the tent
to the ground is thus also much easier.

The eggs of the insect remained appa-

the woolly covering. A second treatment,
to destroy such as may atterward hatch,
will therefore be necessary.

It must not be understood that these ex-
periments definitely settle the mode of
operation and the size of the doses to be
used. They are merely suggestive of a
general plan which can be so perfected in
the future that the application of this rem-
edy to other kinds of trees and insects
must be attended with good resnlts. It
simply remains for the ingenious cultivator
to devise the necessary appliances for its
use, on a small scale, on all sorts of fruit
trees, shrubs and plants.

It must not be forgotien that extreme
care in the handling both of this deadly
gas and of the cyanide itself is necessary,
To inhale the one, or to taste or touch a
wound with the other, may lead to serious
consequences.

It is always * emiinent respectability” that
descends to such * bull-dozing ’ as is now
going on in the direction of which we
speak. It is nothing more nor less than
an attempt to injure the interesis ofithe
interior under the spacious guise of friend-
ship. Now we understand the Directors of
the Mechanics’ Institute are arranging for
a monster programme of races and a cattle
exhibition at the Bay District Fair Grounds. 4
Of course, every one knows the close con-
rection between mechanism of all kinds,
bulls, heifers and horse-racing. The ap-
prentice boy must understand all about
a race-horse, in order to fit him to prepare
a mold. The * puddler” must know all
about the time of ** fast cracks,” to prepare
him for the labor he bas in hand. The
*outcome of a heat,” is essentially neces-
sary to be known by the one engaged in
driving rivets into the sheets of a boiler.
