
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Board of Citj Trustees.

Allthe members of the Board were pres-
ent at the meeting of the City Trustees yes-
terday morning.

The Chief Engineer of the water works
reported that the big pump was run 141
hours last week, and the Holly 128 honrs,
their joint pumping aggregating 36,250 250
gallons of water, a much larger amount
than usual, owing to the warm weather.

The resolution passed in June, 188t), es-
tablishing the official grade at Twelfth and
Thirteenth streets, on X street, was reced-
ed and the grade changed as follows : At
Twelfth and K. :!3.0 above datum ;at Thir-
teenth and X,18 5 above datum.

A resolution was passed of the Board's
intention to have X street improved from
Eleventh to Fourteenth street, by grading
and graveling and the construction of curb-
ings and gutters.

A resolution of intention to have Twelfth
street from J to Limproved by grading and
graveling was also passed.

The City Engineer was directed to take
the necessary levels for establishing official
grades in that portion of the city between
Twenty-eighth and Thirty-first streets,
from R to G streets.

A communication was received from the
Sacramento Recreation Association asking
the Board to vacate and discontinue
Twenty-ninth street from R to S, and the
alley running through the two blocks be-
tween B and S, Twenty-eighth and
Thirtieth streets, as they desire that land
in the construction of the proposed park.
The matter was set for hearing before the
Board on July 18th, and the Clerk was in-
structed to give notice of the intention of
the Trustees to vacate the street and alley.

The matter of passing an ordinance re-
lating to the hanging of cloth signs across
the sidewalks was referred to Street Com-
missioner Ryan, who is to consult with
the City Attorney. They willalso prepare
an ordinance relating to the construction
of awnings.

The bond of William Snr.rr, for con-
structing a sewer on N street, from Seven-
teenth to Twent>second, was approved.

Complaint was made that certain street
-prinklers were unnecessarily noisy and
careless while doing their work at night.
The Street Commissioner was instructed to
inquire into the matter.

The M-Street Improvement.

w*. The committee appointed by the Sacra-
mento Uity and County Improvement Asso-
ciation to consider the proposition for the
construction of a miniature park through
the center of M street, from Front to
Tenth, planting therein palm and other
tree*, etc . called Upon City Attorney Hart
yesterday morning to obtain his official
opinion on the subject. Mr.Hart rendered
it to the effect that municipal corporations
had no power except those that the statutes
expressly confer on them, and such other
powers that may arise by fairand Decenary
complications. There is no provision In
the citycharter to give the City Trustees
the power to use M street as proposed, and
Section 2of the Vrootnan street law of1885,
i\!iiih enumerates what the city may do in
the way of improving the streets, lanes, etc.,
does not seem to specify the class of street
improvement contemplated for Capitol
avenue.

AN IRRIGATION SCHEME

TO TREBLE VALUES IS SACRA-
MENTO COUNTY,

And Treble the Business and Pros-
perity of the City and County—

A Definite Plan Suggested.

Eds. Record-Union : There are 400 sec-
tions of land wanting water inSacramento |
county, and water is rnnning to waste that
would, if applied to the land, double the
taxable value ot the entire city and county
combined ; would treble the present agri-

cultural revenue of the county ; treble the
population of the county ;treble the num-
ber of farm laborers employed ;treble the
number of farm wagons in use ; treble 'he
number of ploughs, harrows, spades and
hoes, and every kind of improvement and
utensil ; treble the amount used of every j
kind of household article, from a clothes- ;
pin to a bed-room set, from a nutmeg to a j
barrel of flour. All this means profit to
every established business in this city. It
means an increase in rents and a raise in
the price of corner lots. Itmeans growth
to the city—rapid growth. Itmeans profit
in speculation ; it means the use of more
money and at higher interest ; infact, it
means a quickened impulse to every ave-
nue of trade and business

—
from the team

that hauls a load of sand to the engine
that moves a car train of fruit.

Now, shall itbe brought about by water?
There is no place in the State where water
can be so cheaply and so abundantly put
upon the land as here in Sacramento
county. When the great grazing interest
ofCalifornia broke up, attention was turned
to farming. Southern California soon
fonnd that with profitable cultivation of
the soil water was a necessity ;therefore
when water was obtained such things were
plarfted as would yield the largest returns
per acre. With the orange and grape sev-
eral hundred dollars revenue per acre
could be made, with wheat and barley
only $25 to $40 could be realized. Itis plain
to be seen why oranges were planted.

Northern and Central California, when
attention was turned to farming, rewarded
her farmers with wealth without water,
beyond the natural rainfall. Farmers psed
their thousands of acres, and the small
profit per acre made them wealthy. Sac-
ramento county does not, and never has,
stood among the highest as a grain county.
Portions ofit approach first-class, but it is
Strictly lirst-class as a fruit county, and itis
extremely well fitted for irrigation by its
character and constituents of soil. As a
whole county, it is unquestionably the best
county for irrigation in the State, all
things considered. Other places will pro-
duce good fruit,but there is no lottery in the
business in Sacramento county. Some
would-be settler willfind the land too high
to raise Texas steers upon, but there is not
one acre of the upland ot' Sacramento
county, at present selling prices, but will
pay for itself in profit the fifth year after it
is planted to choice fruit and well cultiv-
ated and properly irrieated.

Some one willsay
°

we want railroads."
Have we not got them, and have we not
had them much longer than any other
county.' We have so many railroads now
that there ia scarcely room for more, under
the present modes of cultivation.

Another willsay, we want more settlers,
so as to divide up these large land hold-
ings ;that will bring the boom. But it
willdo nothing of the kind! Water is the
key to a boom. Ithas been and is the key
to the whole success in Southern Califor-
nia, and it will be here. Uet water, and
you will have your settlers, and your
boom. You cannot then keep them away.
Putting up the price ot land and lots will
not bring settlers. Land is as high as it
willbear now with the present modes of
cultivation. Now for the plan.

We all kuow that the American and
Cosumnes rivers have all the water that is
necessary to irrigate all of the land in Sac-
ramp.iito county, and leave plenty to satisfy
all riparian demands. Let every man in
Sacramento county join the Citizens' Im-
provement Association. and when the
Executive Committee select a Committee
on Water and Irrigation, let them place in
the hands of the committee funds enough
to mnke an examination of the situation.
Let that committee lead in this matter.
Let there be no clackers put on. but men
who have faith in the "water;" men who
can and will give their time. This whole
county can, with water, be made as beauti-
ful as the settlement of Pasadena, in Los
Angeles county.

One other thing Iwould suggest: let
the real estate dealers put up for a few
acres of land and plant it to orange trees ;
plant a cypress hedge around it,and make
a beginning of a littleparadise. A fter they
have cultivated it for one year, they willbe
able to sell itat an advance. Ifthey wish
to demonstrate to the Eastern people that
the orange can be grown here, otuer than
in dooryards as an ornamchtal tree, mani-
fest that you iisivesome faith in your own
country, then men who have capital to
invest willalso have faith. Men will not
invest money on values based upon

'-
ifs."

There is plenty of capital that will take
hold of:sn enterprise with a fair and reas-
onable chance of a great profit, if there is
but a Small chance of a small loaa as an
off-set.

The Water and Irrigation Committees of
the Improvement Association, ifthey have
the "where-with" to work with, can bring
about the boom that will double the taxa-
ble value of the county on its real estate
alone. Every day 1 meet a farmer that
wiilgive one-fourth of his land for irriga-
tion faculties for the other three-fourths.Look ut the bargain he mckes ! His land is
now worth say $-10 per acre; with irriga-
tionitwiflbe worth treble that amount,
or$130 per acre. If therefore he bad IGO

md gives 40 acres i'^r the Increase of$80 per acre on 120 acres, or 10,000, aa a
return for the 40 acres of his land. It
looks likv»large results on paper, bat who
•*<]', come forward and say that there is
one acre ofland inSacramento county that
if irrigated, would not I* o. It
there ia one, let him riae ! He would also

us the owner <«f ih<' water ditch to the
extent of three-fourths to the ditch builders
one-fourth.

Now let us see what there is in it for the
ditch builder, provided each land owner
would give one-foorth :

Take the land lying between the Amer-
ican and Cosnmties; rivers, the footliil's
and the low lands ; estimate i: at I
acres— it is y:\wh more. One-fonrth is
37,500 acres. At $-10 per acre, its pn
value would be $1,500,000. On the i-.-
--creased value to $120 per acre the amount
would be f4.500,000. On these figur
farmers would have much the best ol it,
but $120 per acre is no boom price, or
above a moderate value for land with Irri-
gation far-iliiies.

This plan woold furnish the water at
oost, aa any price charged for water over
the cost o<" repairs and delivery of the
name would revert to the owners in divi-
dends. An engineer is competent to makp
a rough estimate on the cost of a canal.
Private enterprise will take hoid of any
scheme ihat has plenty of money in it.
The land owners can, under the Wright
irrigation bill, appropriate the water and
build their own canal and own the whole
of it.
Iwill close by saying that in Southern

California any land with water willcom-
mand $250 per acre

—
more than double uiv

rstimates. This would give the canal
bonders over $!),000.000. H.

Wanted to Be a Policeman.
Yesterday a large and well-bnilt man,

who gave his name as James L. Hender-
son, called upon Chief Dillman at the sta-
tion-house ami stated that he left Canada
about a mor.th ago, and wont to Washing-
ton Territory for the pnrpose of taking up
land; but, not being successful, had made
his way to Sacramento, where his wifeyes-
terday niornine joined him. He desired
employment, and, learning: that the pay of
policemen was pretty gooa, and believing
that he had the physical qualifications
fitting him for such a position, and being a
man of good moral character, he had con-
cluded to see ifhe could t;et a job on the
force. He had called upon Mayor
Gregory, who gave him little "en-
couragement. The Chief was busy
just then, but told him, after a few
inquiries, to call at 7v.m. At that hour
he was promptly on hand, and his re-
sponses to questions showed that he was a
desirable man to have on the force, being
six feet in his stockings, healthy and de-
termined. He had never been examined
by a physician, but felt that he was in
good health. He was asked ifhe was a
good runner, as it was necessary for police
officers to be lleet of foot on occasion, and
modestly replied that he did not know; he
had never run much, bnt he thouelit he
was as good as ihe average. It was ar-
ranged that he should be put to the test,
and officer McLaughlin, who was repre-
sented to be the poorest sprinter of the
force, was matched against him. Iflie
could not boat MiLaughlin he might
as well give up all hopo ot bring an officer
inSacramento. They were told to run from
Front and .T to the station-house. Officers
MeCoriuack and Able acted as starters, and
Chief Dillman and Captain Karcher as
judges at the outcome, while officer Leavy
with a sponge and can of water, stood
ready to assist. The candidate proved to
be so very lively on his pins, that Slc-
Lau^hHn had to keep moving, and only
beat him out a few yards, being under such
heidway that he had to jump the fences
into the grounds in front of the station-
house to get room to stop. Henderson de-
clared that he could win a mile race from
him, and he might have still been con-
sidered an eligible candidate for the first
vacancy, but some ono happened to think
of an insurmountable obstacle. To be a
member of the i'crce a man must be a ci i-
zen of the United States, and a resident of
the city for two years. Henderson was
neither.
