The treeson, as they call il, of Washin
ton is net to be compared with the treas
of Jeff. Davis and his foHovers. Wh
one was fighting for liberty, for justice, f
mankind ;the other was fighting for sla
cry, for oppression, for wrong. Ifthe Co
federates were guilty of no treason, thet
we were wrong in conquering them, ant

wrong to-day in coercing them into o
Union.

Does any ont pretend to sa
to-day that Washington was wrong-
that Washington was a traitor? Was the
victory at llunnyniede when "Magna
Charta" was wrwjitdfrom King John, a
treasonable proceeding? That is not the
definition of treason. IfWashington had
failed he would und-Mibtedly have been
treated as a traitor, and would not have
been left to go around the country dedicat-
ing monuments to the fallen pillars of his
lost cause. But the God ot battles was on
his side and justice and right prevailed,
and he left as a heritage to his fellowmeu
the gpandeot government ever erected on
<SoA s footstool.

The erection ofmonuments to rebel Gen-
erals on acoount of their Confederate
service is an act of treason in itself. Why
should we honor them fur their personal
bravery. Were they defending their homes
and lireside, was a war of conquest being
wat-cd against them 7 Xo, they invited the
attack and struck the lirst blow. Ifitis
their personal bravery you admire, all
down the pases of time you can 4iind brill-
iant examples of personal bravery. In
the crusades, in the wars of conquest, in
milage and in robbery

—
with Kapuleo 1 in

Egypt, withCortez in Mexico. Doe 3any
one admire inthose the brute force which
now we call bravery? Bravery when
backed by oppression and wrong becomes
nuihingbut brute force.

History says the signing ofMagna Charta
laid the first foundation to British freedom.
Charles Dickens says: "There was not at
that time in all England, or anywhere else,
a man so able to govern the country as
Oliver Cromwell. He caused England to
be so respected abroad that Iwish w>:in-
lords and gentlemen who have governed it
under kings and queens, in later days
would have taken a leaf out of Oliver
Cromwell's book."

History says Washington was first inwar,
first in peace, and first in the hearts of his
countrymen. Kut what willhistory say of
Jefi. Davis and his rebellion —

an oligarchy
whose corner-stone was human slavery ?
That regarded the loyal, intelligent, indus-
trious artisans of the North as mudsills.
Whiloall othfr civilized and semi-barbar-
ous nations on the face of the earth have
voluntarily abolished human slavery, we
continually hear lamentation over a

cause," which had no other aim than to
perpetuate this great iniquity.

Right upon the heel* of this "im» the
order of the President to return the battle-
tlags, which has stirred the Grand Army
from center to circumference, and brought
itinto unusua! prominence.

Your local contemporary seems to treat
tiie matter with a k;nd of ironical levity,
and yet is somewhat startled at the pertur-
bation aroused among the old boys, and
the unanimity and spontaniety with which
they responded to the sentiment expressed
by their Conimander-in-Chicf, General
Faircbild, when he called upon God to"

palsy the brain that conceived the order,"
etc. Itseecia hard for your contemporary
to realize and grasp the idea that over three
hundred thousand brave and loyal men,
war scarred veterans, among which are
some of the most brilliant intellects of our
nation, should differ withit as to the seri-
ousness of the matter. They feel confident
that if some portion of the genius and
patriotism now presii ed thai founded that
journal, a loftier theme could not have en-
gaged its attention.

A PHENOMENAL VISITOR.
IDetached nail-storm from the East I
"Doing" the Feather River District.
Kds. Ekcord-Ukion : The hail-storm of

he 10th was the most violent and disas
rous that ever occurred here. The lengt
>f time during which haii was precipitated
vas over three hours

—
a feature of tb

itorni which also has no precedent in th
,'icinity. if in the State. When done fal
ng nothing intice shape of vegetation was
"ree from the traces which these whi
srapeshot of the skies had left. Who
[ields ofbarley were stripped entirely clea
3f the heads., and nothing was left standing
but the bare straw. In other fields the
?rain was knocked flat to the ground, with
only here and there a head remaining on
tbestafk. With wheat fields the effect was
the sarav, except that the destruction was
not anite so complete, owing most likely
to its being not quite so far advanced as
(fee ;arley.

What fruit was not pounded offthe trees
was picked full of holes, so that it reset-
tled the effect of a charge of shot. Com
•was stripped aa if withcknife, and every
sort of Vegetable suffered. To the ~mall
animals of theearth itwas death. Chicken-,
birds, rabbits, gophers, young pigs, etc ,
were found lifeiess in quantities a?:er the
storm.

The storm gave ample warning of its ap-
proach. The morning opened o:ear, with
a temperature of W, and a gentle south
windblowingat the rate of siE miles per
hour. There had been a smart shower at
11:30 p. m. the night before, and around
the horizon yet hung a fringe of clouds.

At 10 o'clock a low rambling in the
w?st gave a token of thunder, and an ob-
servation made at that time showed a
small point of black cloud fringed with
ileece. Vhesefleecy clouds rapidly devel-
oped, until they covered all the visible sUy.
The thnnder rapidly grew louder and more
frequent witlifaint flashes of lightning at
12:30 P. >r. The sky speedily blackened as
the heavy, hail-bearing cloud came up
against the wind, which was now blowing
quite fresh from south. The mercury had
risei? to 73C at IJO, when the first drops of
rain began to fail. In five or ten minutes
moro small hail-stones became frequent,
thaped like small corks for vials, the larger
end being snowy, and the point or smaller
diameter being crystallized. At1:45 these
had increased insize, and came so fast that
they rattled on roofs like so much gravel
being dumped there. In five minutes
more the cloud burst, and emptied its con-
tents on us so fast that everything living
£ed for shelter.

The temperature rapidly fell to 50°, and
the ground soon became white withhai
The rattle of the thunder was appalling am
the lightning vivid. For two hours t
hail and rain continued to fall withuna
bated vigor, until it lay three inches de
on the ground, and the streets were li
rivers, in places like the intersection o
roofs the hail piled up to the depth
eighteen inches, and could have been gat
ered by the ton. Itvaried in size fro
peas to walnuts, and was ofall shapes, an<
generally bearing the characteristic notice*
before, of being frozen solid on one su
and imperfectly congealed on the other.

At3 r.M. an attempt was made to reac
the rain goage, which is situated on a ro
twenty-four feet from the ground. ButI
wind (which at that time had increased tn
sixty miles pt-r hour), the rain and hail
drove the observer back, but not until ht
had seen that the guage was full <md run-
nir.g jver. Its capacity is 1.70 inches

—
sc

more than that amount had fallen in an
hour and a half. Itis safe to say that the
amount precipitated during the storm was
three inches— nearly an inch an hour for
the three and a half hours' fall.

Tije wind during the last hour fell tc
:i;u n miles, and hauled to tast, the tem-
perature rising at 4 p. m. to 53°.

Observers situated a mileor more from the
river saw two clouds, one seemingly above
thi- other, which came together over the
town and adjacent country at the time ol
the greatest fall. For a distance of five
miles below town to the same distance
above, the hail was felt in its severity, ex-
ten ling back from the river a varying dis-
.ancp of from a half a mile te two miles,
nearly every growing thing in the limitsof
this district suifered more or less, the loss,
in all probability, reaching $50,000.

The damage and disappointment were
keenly felt by many who wore Intending
to put their headersinto the fields next day,
such an event, at such a time, never bring
anticipated or supposed to be in the bounds
of probability. .For thirty-six hours after-
ward hail-stones were picked tip,a»id the
fields were soft and covered with the water
which had been unable to run off. Head-
ing consequently has been delayed a week
or more in those places where anything is
left to head. Itis fortunate that the hail
spent ita furybefore reaching the extensive
wheat fields east of the river, as the dam-
age would have been incalculable. Most
ot them got a severe drenching, but escaped
with a Kiss variously estimated at from 5 to
10 per ceut., and the delay of harvesting it.

Doubtless the storm willgo on record as
the severest ever experienced in California
iv the month of June. A. Penuletox.
