The School Book Ring.

fotockton Indi'pcinleut.J
The school-book ring in the United

States ia one of the worst forms of corrup-
tion. It has been shown to have bribed
teachers. Trustees, Superintendents and
other ollicers ;to have prompted and origi-
nated the over-issue of township bonds by
which the children of Indiiins were exten-
sively defrauded, a year or two ago. and to
have negotiated the purchase and sale of
the bonds. Its members grew rich
in a few years from the early days of
Jbe business, and the ring has been grow-
ing more so ever iince. It inspires edi-
torials and furnishes spurious estimates on
which editors can seem to Drove thai it is
unprofitable for the State to print its ownbooks, and oven goes so far as to attack
by innuendo the honesty oi those who
originated and advocated the move-
ment. The State has to have a print-
ing bureau, and whilesuch an institution
is maintain. -.1 itshould print and publish
the books used in its schools as
well as the legislative reports and
other pnblic documents. If the school
books should even cost a littlemore than
the State receives for them, which they do
not, itshould still publish them, because
the oxcess of cost would, with the otherexpense of publication, be distributed
among the people, while, it the people de-
pended on the ring, the money paid for
books wouldan to further strengthen a ring
that is already too strong. It would, in ef-fect, be the forging of more chains with
which to bind itself and the people who
compose it. firmlyaa slaves of the corrupt
monopoly. Ifit were admitted that the
State Board ofEducation and the manage-
ment of the State Printing snd Binding
bureau were corrupt, it would be easier
to purify it than to purify the numerous
and independent corporations aud firmsthat, combined, form the school-book
ring. Its ramifications are us wideus the
I'uion, and Its octopus-arms and suckers
bind and bleed all who are not wary enough
to keep out of its reach or prepared to cut
themselves loose. The ring has seized upon
the (20,000 deficit in the State Printing
Office as apretext for war on the system,
and, standing on its cotTers filled with pil-
fered pelf, itciies "farad," ''extravagance,"
and then insinuatingly waves its demonia-
cal arms and invites embraces.

Sacramento HighSchool.
Last year, for the first time, our High j

School was accepted as a "DiplomaSchool"
Uy the State University. Inother words,
after application being duly made by the
Principal, the Committee of the Faculty of
the State University having the matter in
charge, visited Sacramento and made a
rigid examination of the various classes of
the school, and being wellsatisfied with the
result, the Principal of the school was noti-
fied that graduates of that year would be
admitted to the Freabman Class on his
recommendation. To retain the honor
thus conferred, the same test has to be sub-
mitted to each year. This year our High
School again paved the ordeal. Last year
a school in another <:ity, which at one time
wa^considered the High School of the coast
was reported by the committee as below
the standard as required by the University.
Another school which ranked last year as
a "Diploma School'" failed this year in

|Kngligh.
I'rof. Clark examined the Sacramento

High Scl)!».: this year in mathematics,
and' Mr. Deamer in elastics. Both ex-
pressed themselves in a manner highly
complimentary to our school and to the
Principal and his associates. Prof. Cook
did- not examine the classes in Kngliah
this year. His reason for not doing so is
of the highest commendation to the school.

He wrote to the Principal for examina-
tion papers. The letter was received dur-
ing the spring vacation, and the Principal,therefore, took from his office, papers writ-ten at different iimea without any idea on
the part of the scholars that they vvereotherthan ordinary school work, and submitted
them to Prof. Cook as the fairest test writ-
ten papers could give of the work done in
Kiiglish. The Professor was so pleased
with the papers, including the penman-
ship and composition, that he accepted the

.English without further examination.
