IVculiurH CouKtructed sidewalk.

In ftvntof the office of W. I\Coleinan
they are laying an artificial stone sidewalk
of unique design. Two iron girders are
placed from the main building to the stone
curbing, about six feet apart. From these
girders to the brick partition of tbe build-
ing lines four iron rods are run as braces.
Temporary arches of grooved and tongued
pine lumber are placed in the space be-
tween the joist", upon which the concrete
is packed. Afterthesolidifyingof the con-
cretethese temporary arches are removed as
the concrete becomes self-sustaining. A
patent cellar light is placed in the concrete,
which may also be used as a trap door, but
there is a main trap door of wrought and
cast iron. Hitchinjj-postß of iron willalsiv
be located. The cost of laying the 201 feet
frontage is |539, without the trap doors.

Another Amateur Detective.
Yesterday forenoon a young man en-

tered the station-house. Ma appearance in-
dicating that he had been having quite a
tramp, and informed officer Sullivan that
his name was Augustus Supaii. a resident
of Red Hluff. He was satisfied that he
had the qualifications of a first-class deter-
tive, and would like an opportunity tode-

He admitted that he ha^l never had an op-
portunity to develop his detective abilities.
but they were great. For instance a piece
of cloth that a man had worn, which hud
became impregnated with his penpb*
tion, he could use in followinga trail, like
a bloodhound. In fact, he could work any
clue, no matter how small. Replying to
officer Sullivan's questions, he said that he
had read works upon detective business

tective." The latter individual he consid-
ered the most wonderful uian in the pro-
fession. Seeing that bis visitor was
deranged, oflicer Sullivan was about to
have him detained, when it was observed
that he answered tolerably well the de-
scription of a man whohad been frighten-
ing women and children up town.

The return of his pipe caused the amateur
detective to feel more resigned to being
locked up, especially as he was reminded
that men in that line of business frequently
had such experience. Later in the day it
was found that he was not the person who
bad frightened the up-town neighborhood.
In the afternoon he was examined by the
Commissioners of I.uuacy and tolti them
that his parents resided in Red Bluft'.and
that he had been sent to the Insane Asy-
lum from that place. The examination
convinced the Commission that he was
harmless, and that it would be well lor
him to remain a few days in the county
jail until his friends could be communi-
cated with. A dispatch was received from
l>r. Hatch, of the Kapa Insane Asylum,
last evening, stating that Supan was an es-
cape from that institution.
